Out of the first $62,000,000 Southeastern Seminary will receive
$2,086,709. After the Capital Needs Budget is met, all six semi=
naries will receive 6% (divided according to the regular formula)
of any amount received above the $64,000,000.

2. Adopted a six year Capital Needs Budget
(1978-1984) totaling $16,705,985. South-
eastern Seminary will receive a total of
$2,547,444 during the six years.

seminary in some northern zrea of the
United States and with the further under-
standing that such an institution would
maintain the same high academic standards
as the six present seminaries owned and
operated by the SBC."

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The 1978 Annual Meeting of the Southeastern Alumni was held June
