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CIRCULAR LETTER.

T he Oconee Asso ciation of the Primitive Baptist, in
session with the church at Black's Creek, Madison
county, Georgi a , October 8th, 9th and 10th, 1926,
to the ch urches of our Association and to all of
ou r fa ith an d order se ndeth greetin gs .

Dearl y Belo ved in Chr ist Jesu s Our Lord :
Once more w e have been blessed to meet to wor­

sh ip toget he r our Hea venly Father. The injunction
is to prea ch t he W ord , be in stant in se as on, ou t of
season, re prove , reb uke , exhort with all long-suf­
fe r ing and do ctrine, fo r the t ime will come when
th ey will not end ur e sound doctrine.

W e unde rstand t hat J esu s is t he Word and was
in t he be ginning and was made flesh and dwel t
among us . a nd we beheld Hi s glory, t h e onl y begot­
t en Son of God wh o ca me in to t he world to sav e "His
pe op le, clothed wit h all power and wi sdom that was
nece ssary to do th e work of Hi s Father, and He sa id
t hat H e had fini shed th e w or k Hi s Father gave Him
t o do. Holy, harmless and undefiled and sepa r a t e
fr om sin ners, yet he was made sin for us who knew
no sin, t hat we shou ld be made the righteousn ess of
God in Him, hence Hi s righteousness is imputed to
us, so in the bod y of His flesh through death t o pre­

So le t us r ejoice in the t ruth that w e are not our
own , but bought wit h a price and t hat price is t he
blo od of J esus Chr ist tha t cle anset h us from all sin,
not part, bu t a to ned fo r a ll of our sins , hence man
a t hi s best st ate is a lt oge ther va nity. He was at Hi s
best state in t he Garden w hen He was good. God
had a wise purpose in putting the tree of know ledge
of good and evil in the Garden at the right p lace so
it would accomplish Hi s purpose, will and decree;
nothing too k place in that Garden contrary to His
purpose. "For as I have purposed so shall it stand,
and as I have thought so it shall come to pass."

Th ere was a precious promise made to Abraham
and hi s seed ; t he n , too, Isaiah had so many sweet



visions. On e was a virgin sh a ll bear a Son and sha ll
call his name Emanuel.
