Less than one hundred years
ago vVillinm Carey was told by one of his brethren, ., Sit down, young
man! when the L0rd wants the heathen converted he will do it without
you .01' me." But" the cons\'crated cobler" persisted and inaugurated
the mo(lern mis~ionary movernenr, and only eternity will show the
bles::en result. At the birth of men now in the prime of life the Sand­
wich Islanders were nal\:ed savages, feeding upon erlch other, in the very
lowest position of the scale of humanity. To-day they are civilized,
Christianized, and sending missionctries to other lands. Bevent5--five
years ago, Judson and Rice, converted to Baptist principles on their
vo\aD'e to India, driven by the East. Tndia Company from Hindoostan,
larlc1\?'d in Ranl:!:oon. We are familiar with the story of their early
stnwo·!es. To-day besides hun(lreds of Burmese there are thou-nnels of
Kar~l~s ga~hered int.o churches and Associ:ttions, and by their contribu­
tions to the cause are shflming us in this gospel land. A few years ag-o
the mL.:sion to the Teloogoos was on the point of being abandoned. In
ten years this "Loile Star Mission" was blessed with the baptism of
ten thousand converts in twelve months. These are hut specimens of
the O'racious fruits the Lord has gra.uted his laborers. Our own mission­
arie~h;we toiled a fPow years in Cllina, Africa, Italy, ·Mexico and South
America. Great inroads have been made upon h('athenisrn and Popery;
churches have been orlYanized anil associations formed. But our mis­
sionaries need re-inforc~rnent. Some have toiled long and are nearly
worn out. 'rhe men can be fOllnd to jOil1 them in this work if the
churches will furnish the rn(~fl.ns. HtlSe we done our p"rt ?

We rejoice to see an increase in the missionary:-pirit in some of our
c-burches. Last year $30 were reported for this ohject. 'fbi::; year the
letters report $50, beside'S .nearly $100 for other objects. But more than
11::1.1£ of the churches report nothing. We urge it upon the pastors and
deleO'ates to see to it that aU have an opportunit.y of contributing 101' the
spre~d of the Gospel in foreign lands.

Large portions of Stanly, Rowan, DilVidson, [redell, Mecklen­
burg, Cabarrus, Gaston. Lincoln and Catawba countit's are without the
Gospel as we hold it. 1'he State Mission Board is looking after this des­
titution as well as other portions eqtlally as destitute, and is laboring to
suPpJy them with the Gospel. Our Board is not only sharing with many
of the Associations the expenses of the mIssion work in their bounds

REPORT ON OBITUARIES.

·McALPIN WALSH

Was born in Wilkes county, 11ear Elk Creek 'church, April 30th, 1801,
and died July 1st, 1882, aged 81 years, ~ months and 1 day. He pro­
fessed religion when about 33 years olel, and united with Lewis FOl'k
church. He was soon afterwards elected deacon, and filled the office to
his death with honor to himself and the church. He was a standing
delegate to the Association for many years, and was alway~ faithful to
the trust. Hi.s last attendance upon the Association was in 1878, when
it met at his own church. A short time before his death he said to the
writer that he had no desire to get well. With a bright hope of. heaven,
he passed away as one falling asleep. "For they that say such things
declare plainly that they seek a country, that is an heavenly."

ELDER JOHN B. POWELL'

Was born on Lower Creek, in Caldwell county, about the year 1826.
He professed reliO"ion in early life, and uniLed with the Lower Creek
chlm~h. Soon afterwards he was ordained to the work of the ministry,
and for more than 30 years was pastor of Lower Creek church. He was
a man of remarkable natural gifts, and preached much with great ac­
ceptance, and with large resultg But withal he was a very timid and
retiring man, rarely preaching when others were present to preach.

Saturday, April 8th, 1882, he was in his pulpit as usual, but in the
midst of his sermon his voice failed, he tottered, and was caug-ht by his
brethren. He sUI'vived only long enollgh to reach home, and then passed
away at the li.ge of 56. According to his desire, he died in the harness.

ELDER LINVILLE LAND

Was born in what is now WataiJga county, about 1822, and died in
November 1881 being nearly 60 years old. He lived roost of his life in
Wilkes co~nty. 'He joined the chm:eh when about 20 years old, and
commenced preaching about eight years later. As a teacher and preacher
he exerted an influence for good over a large section of country. For a
number of years he had been a member of Mt. Pleasant church, and
also was long the pastor of Mt. Zion, Lewis Fork and other churches in
