(Continued. from page 8) 
build a place of worship, which iwas 
commonly-known as the Baptist Meet-
ing House on Iron Hill." 1 • 

The • Original Members. 
Delaware was still, at this time, -a 

part of Pennsylvania. The sixteen 
original members of the congrega-
tiop, most of whom have left de-
scendants in. that part of the country, 
were Thomas Griffith, minister; Grit-
1\th N~chols, Eva.n Edmond, Mary 
John, Mary Thomas, John Edward, 
Elizabeth Griffiths, Lew~ Edmond, 
Elizabeth Griffith, Shonnet (or Jen-
net) David, Margaret Mathias, Shon-
net • Morris, James David, Elizcus 
(Elisha) Thomas, Enoch Morgan, Rig. 
ban (Richard> David. 

The church was not without its 
troubles. There was another Welsh 
ChtU'Ch in the neighborhood, the Pen-
cader Presbyterian Church in Glas-
gow, and this church, it would seem, 
was more attractive to the younger 
members of the congregation. Ma.ny 
were the complaints made against 
members }or attending this church. 
The rebellion of Martha David against 
t-he church in 1732 is especia1ly • in-
teresting, because she was the mothe 
of President Davis, of Princeton Col-
lege. 

Earthly Interests Regulated. 
In those days the church looked 

after the material as well as the 
spiritual welfare of its members. 

The church was rebuilt in 1746 as 
ft now stands, the original materials 
being used in construction, and it 1s 
stm in a good state of preserva.tion. 
The old graveyard ts one of the most 
romantic spots in the State, and is a 
favorite haunt of the Summer visitor. • 
Here one can spend hours poking 
among old gravestones trying to spell 
out the fast crumbling inscriptions 
and inventing romances about people 
whose descendants of the sixth gen-
e:ration are stm living in the neigh-
borhood and bes.ring, perhaps, the 
very same names. 

One of Cromwell's Officers. 
The most interesting grave in the 

place is that of Reese Ryddarcks, who 
v.,s, according to tradition, an officer 
in Cromwell's army and emigrated to 
this country at the age of 81 yea.rs. 
His tombstone contains the only Latin 
inscription in the graveyard. The 
stone is· small, scarcely -two feet high, 
and blackened with age, so that the 
inscription is scarcely decipherable. 
It was once published in Harper's 
Magazine as a specimen of old Welsh. 
It is -as follows:-

Rlceus Rythrough 
Natus, apud Ffanwenogg 
' In comitahe Cardigan 

Et hlc sepUl U8 fuit. 
Au. Dom., 170'1. 

Aetatis fuse, 87. 
''Reese· Ryddarcks, born at Han-

wenog, 1il the County of Oardiga.n, 
and here was buried in the yea.r A. :p., 
1'107, being 87 yea.rs of age." 

"A modest and unassuming tomb-
8tone marks the last resting place 
of this hero of many battles, who 
sleeps his last sleep on the northern 
slope of Iron Hill, near which the 
m\ll'Illuring waters of the Christia.n& 
have sung his requiem for more than 
a century and three-quarters." 
Horatio Mcclean Jones, of St. Louis, 
ha.a collected notes and memoranda 
concerning the descendants of Morgan 
ap Rhydderch and his wife Jane, the 
parents of Reese Ryddarcks. He is 
cousin of the late Horatio Gates Jones 
of Philadelphia, who was also much 
1ntereited in this little church. 
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
