Elder William Woodard.

Having been appointed by our Association to write an
obituary notice of this beloved brother I undertake the
task. Though there is no lack of material of the best kind
1 feel unequal for this labor of love.

Elder Woodard was so full of noble traits, so well bal-
anced, and so faithfully employed in his divine Marter’s
service that no words or thoughts I can use will fully set
them forth.

Having known him about forty years, and esteem and
love for him increasing all that time, and loving him from
the very first day I saw him, it is not possible for my feeble

_thoughts to emblazon his noble character in its true like-

ness.

Had he lived until the 6th of November, 1910, he would
have been four score years of age. He fell asleep Septem-
ber 11th, 1910. His father and mother were of good stock,
and Primitive Baptists. His father passed away while his
son William was young. It fell upon his mother, a most
gifted woman and mother in Israel, to bring him up in
the nurture and admonition of the Lord.

As a citizen he was public Spirited, truthful, industrious,
an excellent farmer, and successful in business.

He was a kind neighbor and good husband, and a father
much beloved by his children. The Lord blessed him with
two prudent wives.

‘When about forty years of age it came into his mind
to visit his people. ~When I first met him at Old Town
Creek he was distressed about his condition. Soon there-
after the Lord showed Israel to him. Not confering with
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flesh and blood he arose that day and declared to the church
at Toisnot, Wilson County, N. C., the day the Liord appeared
to him, it bcing on Tuesday after the 4th Sunday in May,
1870. Soon he began to speak of the burning bush and the
fire shut up in his bones, and was licensed to preach Satur-
day before the 2nd Sunday in August, 1872 and was ordain-
ed by Elders Jesse Baker and P. D. Gold, on Suturdray be-
fore the 4th Sunday in December 1873.

It was manifest to Israel that he had a useful gift. His
character, his walk of uprightness, his spirit and manner as
a framework, in which appeared and shone the preaching
gift of the Lord Jesus, as apples of gold in pictures of sil-
ver, so that for about forty years he walked out, lived out

~and exemplified the religion of the Lord Jesus so sweetly
and comfortably to the saints that all took knowledge of
him that he had been with Jesus and learned of Him. For
he preached Jesus and the resurrection.

He was one of our most useful preachers. All-believer and
unbeliever holding him in the greatest esteem.

Until burdened with the infirmities of age he served
churches faithfully, and his labors were greatly blest. For
love was his theme, and he was greatly beloved eating of
that which he had sown.

When his work was finished he passed away quickly
telling his family to pray that he might depart, for he
did not want to suffer, nor be a burden to others, and
gently humble as a little child he fell asgleep in Jesus, and
is present with the Lord. :

; RULES OF DECORUM.

Article 1. This association shall be opened and closed
by prayer. : ;

Art. 2. The moderator and the clerk shall be chosen by
the suffrage of the members present. ' )

Art. 3. Only one person shall speak at a time, who shall
rise from his seat and address the moderator when he is
about to make his speech.

Art. 4. The person thus speaking shall not be interrupt-
ed in his speech by any except the moderator, till he is
done speaking.

Art. 5. He shall strictly adhere to the subject and no-
wise reflect on any person who spoke before, so as to make

'
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remarks on his slips or imperfections, but shall fairly state
the case and matter as near as he can so as to convey his
light and ideas.

Art. 6. No person shall abruptly break off or absent
himself from the association without liberty from the as-
sociation.

Art. 8. No member of this association shall have the
liberty of laughing during the sitting of the same, nor
whisper in the time of a public speech.

Art. 9. No member of this association shall address an-
other in any term or appellation than that of brother.

Art. 10. The moderator shall not interrupt any mem-
ber in or prohibit him from speaking until he gives light
on the subject except he break the rules of this decorum.

Art. 11. The names of the several members of this as-
sociation shall b+ enrolled by the clerk and called over as
often as the association requires.

Art. 12. The moderator shall be the last person who
shall speak to the subject who may give his opinion if he
chooses before he puts the matter to a vote, but shall not
vote himself unluss the association be equally divided.

Art. 13. Any member who shall willingly and know-
ingly break any of the rules shall be reproved by the asso-
ciation as they may think proper.

Constitution and Articles of Faith.

From a long series of experiences, we, the churches of
Jesus Christ being regularly baptized upon upon a profes-
sion of our faith in Christ, and convinced of the necessity
of the constitution of churches in order to perpetuate a
union and communion with each other in unison. We
therefore propose to maintain and keeq the order and
rules of our association according to the following plan
or form of government, viz:

Article 1. The association shall be composed of mem-
bers chosen by the different churches in our union, duly
sent to represent them in this association, who shall be
members whom they judge best qualified for the purpose,
and upon producing letters from their respective churches
certifying their appointment, they shall be entitled to a
seat provided they shall not violate the rules laid down
in this constitution.

_Art. 2. In the letters from the different chmrches shall
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be expressed: Their numbers in full fellowship, those bap-
tized, received by letter, restored, dismissed by letter, ex-
communicated, and dead since our last association.

Art. 3. The members thus chosen and conveyed shall
have no power to lord it over God’s heritage, nor shall
they have any ecclesiastical power over the churches, nor
they shall infringe on any of the internal rights of any
church in this union.

Art. 4. The association when convened shall be govern-
ed and ruled by a regular and proper decorum.

Art, 5, {Fhe association shall have a moderator and
clerk, who shall be chosen by the suffrages of the members
present.

Art. 6. New churches may be admitted into this union
who shall petition by letter and messengers, and upon ex-
amination, if found orthodox and orderly, they shall be
received by the association, and manifested by the mod-
erator giving the messengers the right hand of fellowship.

Art. 7. BEvery church in the union shall be entitled to
representation in this association by not to exceed three
of the members.

Art. 8. Every query presented by any member of the
association shall be twice read, and if there be a majority
for its being debated it shall be taken into consideration
and debated ; but if there be a majority against it, it shall
be withdrawn.

Art. 9. Every motion made and seconded shall eome
under the consideration of the association, except it be
withdrawn by the member who made it.

Art. 10. The association shall endeavor to furnish the
churches with the minutes of this association. The best
method of effecting that purpose shall be at the diseretion
of the association.

Art. 11. We think it absolutely necessary that we should
have an association fund, for defraying the expenses of the
same, for the raising and supporting of which we think it
the duty of every church in this union to contribute volun-
parily such sums as they think proper and send by the
hands of their messengers to this association and the
money thus contributed by the churches and received by
this association, shall be deposited in the hands of a teras-
urer appointed by the association, who shall be account-
able to the association for all moneys by him received and
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paid out according to the direction of the association.

Art. 12. The minutes of this association when printed,
shall be regularly filed by him in a book kept for the use
of the association. He shall endeavor to have said book
present at each association. y

Art. 13. The minutes of this association shall be read
and corrected if need be, and signed by the moderator and
clerk before the association rises.

Art. 14. Amendments of this plan or form of govern-
ment may be made at any time by a majority of the union
when they may deem it necessary.

Art. 15. The association shall have power: 1, to provide
for the general rule of churches, 2, to preserve inviolably a
chain of communion among the churches, 3, to give the
churches all necessary advice in matters of difficulty; 4,
to inquire into the cause why the churches fail to repre-
sent themselves at any time in this association; 5( to ap-
propriate the monies by the churches contributed for an
association fund to any purpose strictly connected with
this association; 6, to appoint any member or members by
and with their consent to contract any business which
they may see necessary; 7, the association shall have power
to withdraw from any church in the union which violates
the rules of this association or deviates from the orthodox
principles of religion; 8, to admit any of the distant breth-
ren of the ministry who may be present at the time of its
sitting whom it shall judge necessary; 9, the association
shall have power to adjourn itself to any future time or
place it may think most convenient to the churches in this
union. ;

Art. 16. We will not hold in our churches any person
who is in the practice of visiting Masonic lodges or the
lodges of any and all secret societies or who on any occa-
sion conforms to their customs or parades, nor will we
countenance any such individual who may reside or come
among us in the character of a preacher. We will not coun-
tenance any preacher who shall travel within the bounds
of our association establishing societies for the collection
of money, or who may himself be collecting money to sup-
port any institution whatever.. We will not fellowship
any member or members of Missionary, Bible, Tract, or
Sunday School union societies, nor advocates of theologi-
cal schools, nor any person who does fellowship them, nor
will we hold any such in our churches.
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
