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HISTORICAL

The Lewis Fork Association held a convention in April, 1835, and
ol'ganized in 1836. This association convened at Lewis Fork church,
in Wilkes County. Elder Philip Powell preached the Introductory
Sermon, Smith Ferguson was elected moderator and John Carlton,
clerk. There were seven churches that went into this organization.
The seven churches combined had only 496 members. The names
of the seven churches that went into the organization were: Lewis
Fork, Beaver Creek, ,Lower Creek, Antioch, Zion Hill, New Hope
and Yadkin. Other churches joined this body from time to time
until there were about 40 in 1853.

The Lewis Fork Association was disturbed on the Temperance .
issue and diyided into three parts in 1853. The associations were
named, Lewis Fork, Lower Creek, and Taylorsville. Harmony was
restored in 1859 and the three bodies having become Missionary
by adopting the objects of the State Baptist Convention in 1857
reunited under the name of the United Baptist Association in 1860.
This continued to the year 1862, when the Stony Fork Association
organized and drew six of its churches to the new body. The follow­
ing year eight of the remaining churches withdrew and reorganized
the Lewis Fork Association. In 1871 the reunion of these two bodies
was effected and in 1872 the Brushy Mountain Association was
formed.

We have no data of the Lewis Fork Association from 1859 to
1868. The history seems to be lost.

I wish some brethren who have them would send me minutes of
this association from 1859 to 1868. If I had them I could write a
more complete history of the association than I can with the in­
formation I have. In 1868 the Lewis Fork Association was held at
Beaver Creek church. Elder William Pool was moderator and
Peter Eller was clerk. The ordained ministers attending that asso­
ciation were, Samuel Smith, R. L. Steel, Joel Brown and W. C.
Meadows. In 1871 it was held with Pilgrim church, Elder William
Pool was moderator and David Downs was clerk. In 1870 the Unit­
ed Baptist Association was held at Cub Creek church. It appointed
the clerk, Rev. G. D. Sherrill, to write a letter of correspondence
to the Lewis Fork Association, proposing a union of the two bodies.
The letter was received by the Lewis Fork Association at Pilgrim
church in 1871, and took into consideration the resolutions of the
United Baptist Association with reference to consolidation. The
proposition was agreed to, and the body appointed Friday before
the 4th Sunday in November, 1871, to meet in convention at the
Three Forks of Little River Meeting House. The churches were
advised to send one delegate from each church to said convention
and the United Baptist Association was requested to do the same.

At this convention, (Nov. 1871), The Brushy Mountain Associa­
tion was organized and held its first session at Sulphur Springs
Baptist church in 1872. At this session R. L. Steel was moderator
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and G. D. Sherrill Was clerk. In 1873 it was held at New Hope
church, R. L. Steel moderator and J. B. Pool clerk. In 1874 it was
held ~t Three Forks church with the same moderator and clerk. In
187.5 It was held at Buffalo. In 1876 at Oak Forest. In 1877 at

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MINUTES OF THE FIFTY-FIRST ANNUAL SESSION

OF THE BRUSHY MOUNTAIN BAPTIST.

ASSOCIATION.

Harmony Baptist Church, August 22, 1924.
The Brushy Mountain Baptist Association met at the

morning hour this day with Harmony Baptist Church for
devotional services. These services were conducted by
Rev. W. C. :Meadows. The choir rendered a very beautiful
and appropriate song, after which Bro. J. L. Shinn led in
prayer. Brother lVleadows then read some verses of
scripture and gave some wholesome advice to the assembl­
ed delegates. After another song by the choir, Brother A.
T. Pardue closed the services by prayer. After an inter­
mission of ten minutes the delegates and others reas­
sembled in the house and Dr. W. L. Griggs preached the
introductory sermon, using as a text the first and second
verses of the 133rd Psalm, which reads as follows, viz:
"Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to
dwell together in unity! It is like the precious ointment
upon the head, that ran down upon the beard, even
Aaron's beard: that went down to the skirts of his gar­
ments." Dr. Griggs's sermon was timely and practical,
one of the greatest ever delivered at this association.

After an intermission of one hour for refreshments and
recreation, the delegates reassembled in the house and
were called to order by Bro. C. C. Wright, the moderator
of last year. After the rollcall of the churches with the
response of delegates from 21 churches, the body proceed­
ed with the annual election of officers. On motion the
usual practice of electing the officers by ballot was dis­
pen~.ed with and the moderator and clerk were elected by
acclamation. C. C. Wright was reelected moderator and
V. McGhinnis was reelected clerk and treasurer.

TEMPERANCE AND LAW ENFORCEMENT
Dr. J. L. Shinn read the report on that topic as follows:
Webster's definition of Temperance is, habitual moderation of the

appetites and passions. Abstemiousness expresses a greater de­
gree of selfdenial than the word temperance. The Bible definition
of temperance is, "The moderate use of all things not hurtful, and
the abstaining from all things hurtful." This report, relative to
temperance, deals with only' one thing used by man, namely, strong
drink. God co~mands the people to let strong drink alone, Luke
21 :34, "And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts
be overcharged with surfeiting and drunkenness, and cares of this
life, and so that day come upon you unawares." Romans 13 :13,
"Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunken­
ness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying."

The results of strong drink: Provo 23:29, 30, "Who hath woe?
who hath sorrow? who hath contentions? who hath babblings?
who hath wounds without cause? who hath redness of eyes? they
that tarry long at the wine." Provo 23:32, "At last it biteth like a
serpent and stingeth like an adder." The 18th Amendment to the
Constitution of our government forbids the making and using
strong drink. Laws have been made to carry out the spirit of this
amendment. Anyone who makes, sells, buys, or gives intoxicants;
or aids therein has broken the law. What is law? Law is not a
series of action, but the cause or principle from which they pro­
ceed, and of which they are the evidence. Law is a rule of action
prescribed for the government of rational beings, to which rule
they are 'bound to yield obedience, in default of which they are ex­
posed to punishment. Laws are imperative or mandatory, prohibi­
tory and permissive. Law should be obeyed. It is the duty of each
and every citizen to stand by and uphold the law. I.f the law is
broken, then it becomes the duty of each law abiding citizen to use
all legitimate means to help bring the offender to the bar of justice.
In Wilkes county, the making, selling and using of strong drink
and law breaking is the greatest hinderance to a healthy growth
of our homes, schools, churches and civic life. Something must be
done to bring relief.

In addition to these institutions, our Home Mission Board, in
Atlanta, maintains 7 high schools, which enrolled 1196 pupils, and
are worth $340,850.00. Their student bodies include 35 ministerial
students and 44 student volunteers. So the total number of stu­
dents enrolled in our North Carolina Baptist schools was 4,450 with
228 ministerial students and 102 student volunteers, and their total
property value was $4,977,344.87.

Southwide institutions in which we have a part includes the
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary and W. M. U. Training
School, Louisville, Ky; the Southwestern Theological Seminary,
Fort 'Worth, Texas, and the Baptist Bible Institute, New Orleans,
These institutions altogether enrolled 1613 pupils and their prop­
erty is valued at $3,929,404.34. It is for the maintenance of these
institutions that our Education Board is laboring.

While the $5,000,000.00, in round numbers, which we have invest­
ed in school property in this State seems a large sum, it is small
in comparison with the many millions invested in State schools;
and the few thousands which we raise annually for our schools is a
trifling sum when compared with the State's annual appropriations
to her high schools, colleges and university. In addition to main­
taining these institutions themselves, we are helping to support
our 330 young ministerial and missionary students which are being
trained in them, on these we expend about $14,000 a year.

The necessity for maintaining our schools, great as it has been
in the past, must increase rather than diminish for the future.

1st. Because our institutions must be kept in the front rank,
along with those of the State in the cultural training that they
give, or we cannot hope to keep our Baptist boys and girls in our
schools.

2nd. Heretofore, practically nine-tenths of our educated min­
isters and missionaries have come out of our Baptist institutions;
and in the nature of the case, these still must be trained in our
schools or no where~ Moreover, the State is rapidly enlarging and
strengthening her educational program, and compelling all her
children to be educated. This, of course, means a much more intel­
ligent membership in our churches, and that we must educate a
still larger proportion of our ministers and leaders; for an educated
membership will demand an educated leadership.

3rd. Because of the tendency of some students of science to at­
tack the Bible from the standpoint of science, we must train our
God-fearing men and women to meet these scientists on their own"
ground, and while pursuing all knowledge in all realms,' to relate
all knowledge and all science to God Almighty. In' our schools the
Bible is revered and taught as the inspired word of God, and the
study of it is required of all.

HOME MISSIONS

It is said that the Home Mission Board is the only great inter­
state missionary organization of Southern Baptist. Its work is
largely co-operative in connection with various State Mission
agencies. It thus forms a board of union, and has probably been
the greatest force among Southern Baptist for the unification of
our denomination.

Through this way Southern Baptist. in the largest way make it
possible for the strong to help the weak. The principal work of
the Board is, therefore, in the weaker states of the Mississippi val­
ley and Western states of our territory. Yet the changes in our
industrial and business life, and in the cities and country side of the
older States, are so great that increasing attention must be given
to the needs in the older sections.

The problem in the cities of the South is growing· acute in many
places like Birmingham, St. Louis, New Orleans and Memphis.
The Home Mission Board is helping to solve this problem and to
meet the demands as rapidly ·as funds will justify.

Evangelistic campaigns by the Evangelistic Department of the
Home Mission Board are proving to be a mighty factor in the
evangelization of the cities.

An opposite problem is presented in the changing conditions of
country life, where we must go with greater forces of men and
money. In the country lies the greatest numerical sterngth of
Southern Baptist, and yet there is found our greatest weakness in
point of efficiency.

Through the missionary and enlistment forces of the Home Mis­
sion Board much is being done to conserve our vast host of country
Baptist and to enlist them in our denominational work.

Evangelism, enlightenment, and enlistment form the keynote
of the work of the Home Mission Board. During the four years
of the campaign period and through its co-operative work an aver­
age of (according to the latest data we have at hand), 1,495 mis­
sionaries and reports for that period 134,832 baptisms, 218,371 ad­
ditions to the churches, 2,276 Sunday Schools and 759 churches
organized, 1,409 houses of worship built or repaired, and 9,523
volunteers for special Christian service. In addition to its work
along evangelistic and enlistment lines, the Home Board reports
the completion of its $1,000,000 Church Building Loan Fund, launch­
ing of an encouraging work among the Jews, establishment at
Jacksonville, Fla., of the Seamen's Institute, vast improvement in
38 mountain mission schools with more than 6000 pupils, establish­
ment at EI Paso of a modern tuberculosis sanatorium, and strength­
ening of its work in Panama and Cuba, and among the foreigners,
Indians and Negroes.

Such is the work we are doing under God through the Home Mis­
sion Board. Let us continue to offer our loyal support through our

co Brazil, Italy and Argentina, and embryonic pubhshll1g mterests
in' all the other fields. These publishing plants brought out books,
tracts, Bibles, Testaments, Sunday School and B. Y.- P. U. qua~t.er­
lies, S. S. leaflets and denominationa.l p~pers in vast quantities.
84,944,180 pages of literature were dIstnbuted. Many have been
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converted to the religion of the Lord Jesus Christ by reading Gos­
pei tracts or a Testament. A number of churches have been organ­
ized as a result of some one having read the word of God from the
printed page. Thus our work abroad presses forward with the
favor of God upon it.

Southern Baptist rejoice in it, yet they are not supporting it as
they ought and can. The Board has been compelled to halt in its
great program right at the· time when it could press the work
most advantageously.

VI. The present situation is distressing. In May, 1924, the
Board reported a debt of $711,000. When appropriations were
made, just after the meeting of the Southern Baptist Convention,
over $1,600,000 in requests from the fields were denied for the lack
of funds. Appropriations were made for current expenses only.
No new missionaries were appointed and sent except where the
salary and expenses were provided by individual churches or people.

The only hope for the mission work to advance is in the payment
of our 75-million pledges and to swing into the 1925 program with
all our soul, mind, strength and means. Let the people trust in
God and do their best.

75-MILLION CAMPAIGN
And for the 1925 Program:

Nearly five years ago our denomination launched at Atlanta
during the session of the Southern Baptist Convention what is
known as the 75-Million Campaign. The churches over our con­
vention ter~itory were asked to make pledges to this campaign.
Everyone Will recall the very intensive work done from November
30th, to December 7th, 1919, by our people in most of our churches.
Now it goes without saying that more money has been turned into
our .denominational treasury than ever before in the same period
of hme. The credit is due largely to our pastors who ha~e been
in hearty accord with this great movement. There have been more
baptisms, more schools aided, more chu'rches built, more mission­
arIes sent out, and a greater work accomplished than ever before.
The den~~inationhas put itself on record the world over as having
seen a VISIOn of opportunity~ and of having accepted the challenge
to carry out that vision.
. All of the churches of the Association did not take part in secur­
mg pledges. Some churches closed their doors against this for-
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ward movement. Alas, some pastors and preachers have taken a
stand against this _forward movement, and they should have _our
prayers and sympathy and love. We deplore the thought that we
have a single man in our Association opposed to enlarging the
Lord's work, much less having churches with no spirit of co-oper­
ation with our denominational policies. Those churches which
pledged have done welL

Some country churches deserve special mention: Pleasant Home
and Walnut Grove have paid in full to the end of the campaign.
There may be others of which the director has not been notified.

Edgewood church has led in the amount pledged and paid in on
the campaign.

Your director makes this appeal that our churches shall pay their
pledges. We want it said that our Baptist people are honest and
interested in our work. We can pay every cent promised. Your
director makes this suggestion: That we shall go back home and
raise every cent pledged and where no pledges were made, take a
special cash offering for the cause,. and especially on Thanksgiving
make a special offering of one day's wages or income for our
Orphanage at Thomasville. We must come to the front in the mat­
ter of taking care of our missionaries on the fields. Let every
pastor preach on missions, and the great commission of our blessed
Lord, and urge their people to do their best for our campaign, and
send to Walter Durham, Treasurer, Raleigh, N. C., the money be­
fore December 30th.

vVe have a plan for our 1925 work as follows, viz: Let a canvass
be made November 30th, to December 7th, of this year of every
member for pledges for Missions and Benevolences for next year,
and let every church make such of every member. Our Association

.is asked to raise $3500 for 1925 for Missions and Benevolences, the
Orphanage included.

We can, if we will, and we should do our duty by our denomina­
tional plans and program. Let every church take a collection for
others at each regular meeting, and catch step with our great
forward vision of evangelizing, teaching, and training our people
for service in the Kindgom of our -Lord.
