CONSTITUTION
Article 1. This Association shall be known as the Cumberland

Association of Primitive Baptists.
Article 2. An A ssociation is a body formed for the purpose of

obtaining a more general acquaintance with the state of the churches
mainta.ning a friendly; intercourse with each other, giving advice in
case of .dif f'icult y, etc., this Association shall, therefore, exercise no
authority over the several churches ' of which it is composed, but shall
regard them as entirely independent, give full credit to their acts, and
never pass any censure or animadversion thereon.

Article 3. The churches belonging to this Association shall be
such a s hold the following doctrines, viz: The unity of God, the ex­
istence of three equal powers in the 'Godhead; the just condenmnation
and total depravi t y or all mankind by the fall of our first parents;
personal and unconditional election in Christ before the foundation
of the world; the proper divinity of the Lord Jesus Christ that is
He is the true God; t he ne cessity of His atonement and its special re­
lation to the sins of the elect only; the Lord's Supper, a privilege pe­
culiar to baptized believers regularly admitted to church fellowship;
the resurrection of the body (at the last day such of the saints as are
found alive shall not sleep, but be changed, and all the dead shall be
rased up with self-same bodies and none other, although with differ­
ent qualifications, which shall be united aga n to their souls forever;
the bodies of the; unjust shall, by the power of Christ, be raised to
dishonor-the bodies of the just, by His Spirit, unto honor and be
made conformable to His own glorious body; the general judgment
and final happiness of the saints and misery of the wicked alike in­
terminable; ' the obligation of every intelligent creature to love God
supremely, to believe what God says and practice what God com­
mands; and the divine inspiration of the Scriptures of the Old and
New Testaments a s the only complete and infallible rule of faith and
practice.

Article 4. Any church desiring to be received into this Associa­
tion sha ll make application by letter, and give an explicit and satis­
factory de claration of her faith and practice; and any church depart­
ing from the articles of faith expressed in this constitution shall he
excluded from the privileges of this Association. •

Article 5. Each church in this Association sha ll be entitled to



r epresent herself by th r ee m esseng ers, on producing evidence of thei r
a ppoint ment , and it is exepcted that each church will se nd a le t ter
to the Association, containing the names of messengers, her number
baptized, received 'by le tter, r estored, di smiss ed by le tter, excluded,
deceased and the number belon gi ng to her communion.

Article 6. Th is A ssocia tion sha ll m eet on Friday bef ore t he
f ou r th Sunday in September.

Article 7. The officers of this Association sh a ll be a Mode r a to r ,
a Cle rk , and Treasurer, who sha ll be ch osen annually by a ballot, a nd
con tinue in office until after a new e lec t ion .

Art icle 8. It shall be t he duty of t he Moderator to preside in
the Associa t ion during it s sessions, to pr eserve or der a nd pr op ose
que stions and announc e decisions; but excep t 0 11 que stions of order he
shall never spea k hi mself, unl ess he orders some other me mber to f ill
the chair for the t ime, an d then he shall be g overned b y t he same
r ules a nd restricti ons as other members.

Article 9. It sh a ll be the duty of the clerk to keep a t rue min­
ute of a ll ' proceeding s of the A ssocia t ion and prepare the same fOL
publication as the As socia t ion shall direct.

Article 10. It sh a ll be t he du ty of the Treasurer to t ake ch arg»
of the monies of the Ass ocia t ion , to pay the same 01' a ny pa r t t her e­
of, at a ny a nd all times t o the order of the Association , wh ich order
sha ll al ways be furni shed h im in writing ,signed by the cle rk; La

keep an account of all receipts and di sb urse ments and pre sent it a n­
.n ua lly f or the examination of the As sociation .

Article 11. Alterat ions and a mendments to the Constitut ion
,li1a y be m ade by the majority of t he Associ a ti on whenever they may
dee m it ne ces sa r y.

R ULES OF DE COR UM

Article 1. When the Associa ti on convenes fo r bu siness it shall
be opened and closed by prayer .

- Articl e '2. The Cons titut ion an d Rules of Decorum shall be
lead by the clerk a t the op en ing of the Association, and lie on the table
f'or' the perusal of its membe rs.
- Article 3. T he clerk shall call over the names of the members

as of t en as the A ssociat ion may require.
Article 4. E ea ch spea ker shall ri se f rom his sea t and ad dress

, t he Moderator; he sh a ll st ri ct ly adhere to t he su bject unde r consider­
ati on, and sha ll not be all owed to speak more thaut.hree times /on any
o'ne subject WIthout the permi ssion of the A ssociation.

Article 5. ' Every motion made a nd second shall come under the
con si deration of the A ssocia ti on , unless it be wit hdrawn by the
mover.

Article 6. Every querysent t o the Association shall be firs t read,
and if it is decide d by a majority of the votes to con sider the sa111 2,
it shall 'be di scussed: if not, it sha ll be wit hd rawn.
. Article 7. Onl y one person sha ll speak a t a ti me, and when

t\VO 'or mo re membe r s shall ri se t o spe ak at ne a r ly the same moment ,
the Mode ra t or shall dec ide wh o is entitled to the pref erence .

Article 8. 'When a me mber in speaking bas occasion to m en ti on
the name of another member he sh a ll use the a ppellation of
"Brother."
, Art icl e 9. T he Moderato r shall not interrupt any member in or

prohibit him spea king unl ess he violates the rules .
, Article 10. Anything deb ated in this Assembly which may not

be t hought propel' to appear in th e mi nu t es may be ex pung ed by a
t wo-thirds majority of the member s prese nt.

Article 11. Alterations, additions or amen dments may be made
at any -ti rn e to t he forego ing rul es by a majority of t he members
pre sent,
