OBITUARY OF ELDER C. F. DENNY

Elder C. F. Denny, of Wilson, N. C., was born in Surry Coun-
ty, N. C., March 14, 1869, and united with the Primitive Baptist
Church at Pilot Mountain, N. C., May 29, 1899.

The same day his first wife, Cora Mitchel Denny, was laid to
rest, he stated, while sitting by her grave that he cou’'d not
return to his home without discharging his duty toward the
church, as his companion expressed a desire so many times that
they be baptized together, so he quietly related a sweet hope
in a crucified Saviour and was baptized the same afternoon.

Fe was married the second time to Mollie B. Comer, of Surry
County, who departed this life March 14, 1911, and is survived
by his loving widow, Ora N. Denny, formerly Ora N. Jackson, of
M:-on, Georgia, and five children.

e was ordained to the full work of the ministry December
2¢.° 1904, serving one to three churches constantly until his
death which took place April 18, 1926, after an illness of some
th ee months from heart affection.

it was the writer’s privilege to visit him daily while in the
ho=nital where he remained six weeks. Until just a few days

" bef-re his death, he would request me to remember him in

prayer, and ask the Lord to restore him to his loved ones and
to his church: and, then realizing that death was near, he re-
quested me in the presence of his companion and daughter to
ask the Lord not to. restore him to health, but to give him a
sweet, peaceful dismission from time, saying that to depart and
be with Christ was far better,
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He emulated during his sickness, I feel, the very spirit of our
Saviour, as he was made to pray _constantly for his loved ones,
his churches, his friends, and his enemies, and died as he had
lived in that quiet, peaceful and gentle manner.

The funeral was conducted at the Primitive PBaptist Church
in Wilson at 4 o’clock, Tuesday afternoon, by Elders C. B. Hall,
and J. C. Hooks, and his remains were laid to rest in Maple-
wood Cemetery beneath a mound of beautiful floral offerings.

RULES OF DECORUM

Article 1. This Association shall be opened and closed by
prayer.

Art. 2. The Moderator and the Clerk shall be chosen by the
suffrages of the members present.

Art. 3. Only one person shall speak at a time who shall
rise from his seat and address the Moderator when he is about
to make a speech.

Art. 4. The person thus speaking shall not be interrupted in
his speech by any except the Moderator, till he is done speaking.

Art. 5. He shall strictly adhere to the subject and no wise
reflect on the persons who spoke before, so as to make remarks
on his slips or imperfection, but shall fairly state the case and
matter as near as he can, so as to convey his light and ideas.

Art.6. No person shall abruptly break off or absent him-
self from the Association without liberty obtained from it.

Art. 7. No person shall rise or speak more than three times
on one subject without liberty from the Association.

Art. 8. No member of this Association shall have the liberty
time of a public speech. "

Art. 9. No member of this Association shall address another
in any term or application’than that of brother.

Art. 10. The Moderator shall not interrupt any member in
or prohibit him from speaking until he gives his light on the
subject, except he break the rules of this decorum.

Art. 11.—The names of the several members of this Associa-
tion shall be enrolled by the Clerk and called over as often as
the Association requires.
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Art. 12. The Moderator shall be the last person who shall
speak to the subject, who may give his opinion if he chooses be-
fore he puts the matter to a vote, but shall not vote himself un-
less the Association be equally divided.

CONSTITUTION AND FORM OF GOVERNMENT OF THE
BLACK CREEK PRIMITIVE BAFTIST. ASSOCIATION

From a long series of experiences, we, the church of Jesus
Christ, being regularly baptized-upon a .profession of our faith
in Christ, are convinced of -the necessity of the constitutica of
churches in order to perpetuate a union and commun.on ‘with
cach other in union. We, therefore, propose to maintain and
keep the order and rules of our Association according to the
fo lowing plan or form of goverament, viz:

Art. 1. The Association shall be composed of members cho-
,on .y the different c..urches.in our union, duly sent to repre-
._nt (bem in this Association, who shall.be members whom they
jud_e best qualilied for the purpose and upon producing letters
“rom the irrespective churches certifying their appointment, they
_all be entitled to a seat, provided they shall not violate the
ules laid down in this constitution, -

Art. 2. In tue letters from the different churches shall be

pressed, their number in full fellowship, those baptized, re-
ceivea by leties, restured, d.smissed by letter, excommunicated,
and dead since our. last association. :

A't. 3. The m.mbers thus chosen and convened shall not
have any ecclesiastical power of the churches, nor shall they
infringe on any of the fraternal rights of any church in this
union. :

Art. 4. The Associa:ion when convened shall be governed
and ruled by a regular and proper decorum.

Art. 5. The Association shall have a Moderator and Clerk,
.ho shall be chosen by the suffrage of the members rresent.

Art. 6. New churches may be admitted into this un.on who
shall petition by letier and messages, and upon examination, if
found orthodox and orderly, they shall be received by the As-
sociation and manifested by the Moderator giving the member
the right hand of feillowship, - . - .. . . :

Art. 7. kvery church in the union shall be entitled to rep-
resentation in this Association by not to exceed three of its
members.’ g : : d

Art. 8. Every query presented by any member of the Asso-
ciation shall be twice read and- if there be a majority for its
being debated, it shall be taken. imto.consideration and debat-
ed; but ii there be a majority against it, it shall be withdrawn.

Art. 9. Every motion made and seconded shall come under
the consideration of the Associaton, except it be wthurawn by
tie member who made it.

Art. 10. The Association shall endeavor to furnish the
churches with the Minutes of this Association. The best meth-
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od of effecting the purpose shall be at the discretion of the
Association.

Art. 11. We think it absolutely necessary that we should
have an association fund, for defraying the expenses of the same
for the raising and supporting of which we think it the duty of
every church in this union to contribute voluntarily such sums
as they think proper and send by the hands of their messengers
to this association and the money thus contributed by the
churches and received by this association, who shall be account-
able to the Association.

Art.12. The Minutes of this Association when prpinted, shall
be read and corrected, if need be, and signed by the Moderator
and Clerk before the Association rises,

Art. 13. Amendments of this plan or form of government
may be made at any time by a majority of the union, when they
may deem it necessary.

Art. 14. The Association shall have power: 1, to provide
for the general rule of churches; 2, to preserve inviolably, a
chain of communion among the churches; 3, to give the churches
all necessary advice in matters of difficulty; 4. to inquire into
the cause why the churches fail to represent themselves at any
time in this assoc.ation; 6, to appropriate the monies by the
churches contributed for any association fund to any purpose
strictly connected with this Association; 6, to appoint any mem-
bers by and with his or their conmsent to contract any business
which they may see necessary; 7, the Association shall have
power to withdraw from any church in the union which violates
the rules of this association or deviates from the orthodox prin-
ciples of religion; 8, to admit any of the distant brethren in the
ministry who may be present at the time of its sitting whom it
shall judge necessary; 9, the Association shall have the power to
adjourn itself to any future time or place it may think most
convenient to the churches in this Union.

Art. 15. We shall not hold in our churches any person who
is in the practice of visiting Masonic lodges or the lodges of
any and all secret societies 6r who on any occasion conforms to
their customs or parades nor will we countenance any such in-
dividual who may reside or come among us in the character
of a preacher. We will not countenance any preacher who shall
travel within the bounds of our Association establishing socie-
ties for the collection of money, or who himself be collecting
money to support any institution whatever. We will not fel-
lowship any member or members of Missionary, Bible Tract or
Sunday School union, societies, nor advocate the theological
schools, nor any person who does feliowship with them, nor will
we hold any such in our ehurches,
