which I testify among you thi s day, which ye shall command
your children to observe to do all th e word s of thi s law. "

Paul's adm oni tion to the church at Ephes us, 6: 4. "And ye,

And we see from Acts 18: 4, "And he, (Paul)
reasoned in the synagogue every Sabbath and persuaded the
Jews and Greeks." Also Acts 17: 2, "And Paul as his man­
ner was went in unto them and three Sabbath days reasoned
with them out of the Scriptures. " And besides all of this, the
Sabbath-school work is in keeping with the command of our
Lord to teach all nation -.

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REPORT ON GENERAL BAPTIST EDUCATION

Rev. W. H. Reddish.made the following report on General

Baptist Education:

To the policy of providing an oppor tunity of elementa ry
educat ion for all the people, the state is committed; yet fr om
this importan '. democratic principle and sacred task, we view
with disfavor and with no small degree of alarm , the tendency
of our commonwealth to drift. We would not antagonize the
State's Colleges and its Universities. We rejoice at the great
good they have done. and we cheerfully pay our proportionate
par t for its maintenance. We are willing for them to receive
reasonable appropriations, even though less than five per cent
of the State's population is directly benefitted by them. But
we do depl ore the fact , that th ose institutions are made to
flourish at th e expense of the comm on schools which are for th e
masses .

The Baptists of North Carolina have their own great educa­
ti onal institutions, of which they are justly proud. Our de­
nominational High Schools and Colleges are making no small
cont r ibutions to t he Christian manhood and womanhood of' th e
State . These institutions necessarily look t o th e Baptist
Churches and to th e individual Baptist for their support. If
th ey have an adequate end owment to do the great work demand­
ed of them, we shall have to furnish it , and if th eir classic
walls are filled with 'st udents, Baptist paren ts must pa tronize
t hem.

Wake Forest has an enrollment this year of 4:j6, which is an
advance of the enrollment of the whole of last year.

Meredith College has an enrollment of 369. Two hundred
and thirty-seven ar e boarders. Thi s is eig htee n mor e boarders
t han the college had last year.

We hav e fourteen Baptist High Schools in th e State. One
of these schools is located at Wingate , and has been a-Ioptedby
this Association . I t has an enrollment thi s year of 255 . Seventy­
six of thi s number are boarding pupils. A safe estimate up on
t he pr esent pr operty of th e school, including ab ou t t wenty
ac res of land , would be $20,000 .00. The total indebted ness is
about $10,000. 00. The am ount of notes in hand. payable J an­
ua ry lst, 1913, 1914 and 1916. is $4,0 :12.00 . Outstandi ng suh-
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scriptions unsecured, amount to about $1,000.00. This leaves
$5,068 .00 unprovided for.

This school is in charge of weil qualified, Christian teachers,
who are doing splendid work. It deserves and should have our
hearty support.

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REPORT ON ORPHANAGE

W. C. Bivens presented the following report on Orphanage.
After being discussed by W. C. Bivens, H. H. McLendon, Rev.
W. H. Reddish, the report was adopted:

The Thomasville Baptist Orphange at Thomasville was
founded in 1885 and the first child was received that year.
Since that time nearly 1,500 have been received and there are
about 400 there now in 11 family groups, each group having
its own building. Children are received between the ages of
five and twelve, and dismissed according to the preparation or
the needs of the individual cases rather than age.

In the cottages, the yards, dining rooms, kitchen, bake room,
dairy, sewing rooms, school building, laundry and infirmary,
the girls are taught valuable lessons in industrial life. They do
practically all the work , under the supervision of the matrons,
required in these departments.

On the farm, in gardens. in care of a herd of cows, in shoe
shop, wood shop, printing office, cottages and poultry yards,
the boys are engaged during a large part of the day. A farm
of 175 acres is cultivated. The boys do most of the work ,
though two hired men are employed for th e very heavy tasks.
Four mules and three horses are scarcely sufficient to do the
team work. In addition to the farm and poultry yards, ' the
printing department and the shoe shop emplo many of the
boys. In the printing officice Charity. and Children, the brigh t
and wholesome weekly paper edited by Mr. Archibald Johnson,
is published by the boys . This department also does a large
amount of job printing and is patronized by business men all
over the State. In the shoe shop 800 pairs of shoes are mad e
every year; 600 of th ese are for th e children .

It will thus be seen that besides being a hom e for helpl ess
orr -han children, this Orphanage teaches each of the boys a
trade and helps th e girls to gain valuable home training. In
other words, the boys and girls taken ca re of by th e Baptists
of N orth Carolina at this Orphanage do just what every boy
and girl should do in a well regulated home. They are placed
under the very bes t moral influence while growing to manhood
and womanhood.

The school of the Orphanage is one of th e biggest things
about it . taking ea ch of th e children through nine g rades. The
pur pose of the scho. I is not devot ed principall y to pr epa ring the
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boys and girls for colleg e , but th e aim is to fit them for lif e ,
since most of them leave the Orphanage to take up their life
work. The matrons and teachers employed in the Orphanage
and the school are employed because of their moral influenc e
as well as their ability to do th e work required of them.

It cost about $85 a year t o main tain and train each child .
This does not include building an d repairs. It could hardly be
expected that the Orphange would be self-sustaining and be­
sides there is a debt on the plant now for buildings and equi p­
ment. But the Baptist of N orth Carolina delight to contribute
to th e support of this orphanage. Dr. James W. Lynch s.aid
that here "the dropped sti tch es of vani shed hands are being
woven again in the loom of love." If it were not for this or­
phanage 400 orphan children would be left without a home and
chances are that as they g rew to manhood and womanhood ,
they would be surrounded by influ ences that would keep th em
from making the worthy and useful citizens God intended th em
t o be . In this home t hey are surro unded by healthy mor al in­
fluences and in su ch a condi ti on alm ost an y boy would be a
goo d boy and th e same is true of the girl s. Very fe w of us be­
lieve that an y boy is born bad . Th e you thful cr irninal becomes
such through the faul t s of his env ironment, ove r which he has
no control and not through heredi ty. To a nyone who ha s vis­
ited thi s home or come in contact with boys and g ir ls brought
up there , no argumen t is necessa ry to prove that t he insti tu tion
is doing a greater work than its foun ders could ha ve hoped for .
It is enough to say that pr omin ent business men of our own
countv have noted the industrious and moral habits of the boys
and girls coming from thi s instituticn remarked t hat it is a pi ~Y
t hat every boy and girl in th e State cannot be brough t up amid
such surroundings.

No Sunday School in this Association could do bet ter tha n
t o set aside one Sabbath in each mon th to give its collecti on or
take a special collection for th e orphanage. Money in vested
no where else has been foun d to pay such big dividends. No
man. woman or child of our de nomination, abl e to cont ri bute
t o any cause outside of their own welfare, can afford not to do
something f or th e Th omasville Baptist Orphanage.

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REPORT ON HOME MIS510NS

The following report on Home Missions was read and dis­
cussed by T. L. Caudle, and adopted:

The activity of this Department of our labor embraces the
Southern States, New Mexico, Cuba, and the Canal Zone. For
the year 1912 $366.050 has been raised for this purpose and
the resul ts accomplished are 26,899 baptisms, and 47,728' addi­
tions to our churches. The missionaries of the Home Board
during the last fiscal year have organized on an average two
churches for each day in the year. The work of the Board is
devoted to several objects. Evangelists are regularly employed
to engage in protracted services at needy points; the organ­
ization of churches, and in th e development, and strengthen­
ing of those previously organized. Special missi onaries are em­
ployed to render services among ernmiz rants located at our
por ts and larger cities. Work among the Indians and Negroes
is g iven proper attention. Aid to schools in destitute moun­
tain sections has been found wise , and with gratifying results.
A Church loan fund is provided and maintained to aid in
huild ing churches where assistance is necessary. The contin­
uation and expansion of thi s work must be commensurate with
th e vast ex pansion of industry, agriculture and commerce in
t he Sou th. Th e South is now flushed with business enthusiasm.
With th e opening of th e Panama canal , th e commerce of the
world will center in th e Gulf of Mexico. Capita l from all parts
of th e world is seeking investment in our borders. Religious
a nd spiritual development must make equal progress, and to
t hat end the burden of our duties increases every .hour.

REPORT ON TEMPERANCE

Th'e report on Temperance was read by W. F. Humbert,
which after discussion by W. F. Humbert and W. A. Gaddy,
was adopted :

Again and again we are admonished in God's word to be
temperate. In nearly all cases these adm'onitions refer to
strong drink.

'We rejoice at the progress being made in our State and
throughout the nation. Many victories have been won, but the
struggle with this great evil will not soon be over. We must
teach temperance in our homes, public schools and our Sunday
schools. Our preachers should proclaim it from our pulpits.
Everything possible should be done to create stronger public
sentiment against the great evils of strong drink.

As good citizens we should do all in our power to aid our
officers in the execution of the laws now on our statute books.

We know our desires can never be realized until we get
some national legislatisn against shipping liquors into prohibi­
tion territory. We hereby urge our Senators and Representa­
tives in Congress to do all in their power to secure such legis­
tion.

We request the proper officer of this Association to notity
our Representative and Senator of this action.

REPORT ON PERIODICALS

The report on Periodicals was read by C. W. Thomas and
discussed by Rev. W. H. Reddish, and adopted.

Newspapers and periodicals have been called the school­
masters of the common people. and it may well be said that all
people go to them today for their information. A careful
reader of the best newspapers of the day can learn more in a
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ar than most scholars from their large libraries. We have
yeme to depend upon newspapers and magazines rather than
co f . f . Dupon books and public speakers ,,?r ?ur in ormation. r.
Broadus said of the newspaper that It IS one of the foremost
wonders of the world. The family that does not take and care­
fully read at least one newspaper, is not living in the 19th. ce~­
tury." All of our churches, schools, colleges ~nd every insti­
tution of the day feels the quaking of the prmtm?" press. T?e
follies, vices and consequent miseries of the ~ultItude are dIS­
played in the daily press. They become warmngs and beacons
to turn others from the rocks on which their unfortunate 'com-
panions have been ship-wrecked. . . .

But like all other agencies, the press has within ItS folds
men who use it .only as a means to serve mammon and to foster
upon ignorant people dangerous ~octrines. Ther.e .are p~ p~rs
today attacking the very foundation of the Christian religion
attempting, by the use of the printed page, to 0:re:throw the
religious beliefs that have comforted and saved· millions. Th~
press is good or evil according to th~ characte~ o.f those who di­
rect it. We can then realize how Important It IS for a great
denomination like the Baptists to have newspapers a.nd period­
icals edited and published by some of its leaders. I~ IS not only
best but entirely essential that we should have this .means of
disseminating information and attacking error. We Judge th e
newspapers largely bv the me~. ~ho. make them, t?erefore, the
publications of our own denomination, by men in whom we
have confidence, should appeal strongly to our people.

Baptists boast that they are a reading. p~~ple, tha~ they ~o
t o the Bible itself for the doctrine of their faith. It IS for this
reason then that our newspapers and periodicals should appeal
strongly to our people. It is a compliment to these that they
have become recognized as powerful forces among the news­
papers of our State.

The Biblical Recorder has been edited by Godly, me~ for
nearly 100 years and is recognized as one of the leading Jo~r- ,
na ls of religious thought. It is the organ of North Carolma
Baptists and they owe it to themselves to support it with their
means and to read it for th eir own information. No paper,
secular or religious, is so widely quoted in the state as
Charity & Children, the organ of Thomasville Baptist Orph~n­
age. Besides these we would especially commend the ~Oreign
Mission J ournal and the Home Mission Field, each of which per-

REPORT ON FOREIGN MISSIONS

Rev. R. D. Redfearn made following report on Foreign
Missions, which after discussion by Revs. R. D. Redfearn and
W. H. Reddish, was adopted:

Our Southern Baptist do all the foreign mISSIon work
through the Foreign Mission Board, whinh is located at Rich
mond, Va., and is composed of forty-one members, twenty­
three of whom live in Richmond and the others in the differ­
ent States.

The fields are seven in number and each strategic in loca­
tion:

Argentinia with seven millions a country rich and growing
rapidly, ready for the Gospel, and the work has extended into
Hunguary; Brazil, one of the ripest harvest fields in the world;
Mexico with thirteen millions, our sister republic on the South
which greatly needs our help; Italy, with thirty-four millions,
the fountain head of Romanism, where the work has extended
into Northern Africa, and up into the continent of Europe: Af­
rica, in Southern Nigiria, with six millions, the gateway to all
the central part of the dark continent, the battle ground be­
tween Islam and Christianity; China, where in four great sec­
tions, we are in touch with 156 millions, with hundreds of
millions more untouched, the most marvelous opportunity of all
the ages; Japan, with 20 million, the leader of the Orient, with
a marked reaction in favor of the Gospel. These are our fields
great and ripe, calling for labors and equipment.

During the last year four missionaries died, five resigned ,
and for financial reasons cnly four new ones were employed,
thus reducing the number to 271. The native workers were
increased to 577, making a total force of 848. The 342 native
churches are growing in self-support and in missionary effort.
The 422 Sunday schools are growing in effort and intere-t. Nine
Women's Training Schools have 312 students. 10 Theological
Schools have 245 students. These with the other 208 schools
of all g rades have 6,156 pupils. In six hospitals and 13 dis­
pensaries, 13 medical missionaries treated 51,796 patients dur-
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the year. From all these sources ·4,300 baptis~s were re~o~ted
the last year. Four publishing plants are sending out millions
of pages of religious literature. . .

The Foreign Mission Board located at RIchmond, Va., will
furnish free upon application, literature upon every phase. of
mission work in foreign lands. It also publishes the Foreign
Mission Journal at 35c per year. We recommend that our
people secure the free literature and the Journal and acquaint
themselves with our work in foreign fields. Brethren, our Mas­
ter has said: "Go ye and teach all nations," and let us rise up
in our .st reng th and the name of our Lord, and seize each golden
opportunity offered us and take this world for our Lord and
Christ. .

Springs, 23; Mt. Beulah, 83; New Home, 30; Rocky Mount,
56, and Rocky River, 46 making a total of 513 females in the
Anson County Association who are not organized into any defi­
nite mission work.
