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LECTURES BY DR. STEIMLE SHOW R.MaiKA!LE 1NSI1GHT

Those persons attending chapel last Tuesday and Wednesday heard a truly mag-
nificent series of lectures by a man who demonstrated remarkable insight in the
field of homiletics. Dr. Edmund Augustus Steimle, Brown Trofessor of Homiletics
at Union Seminary in New York,conducted two of the most meaningful chapel services
of the entire academic year.

Especially remarkable was the wWednesdazy lecture, entitled "The Fabric of the
Sermon." In the days that followed, professors we.e found everywhere utilizing
referen.es from this address in their own lectures.

Dr. Steimle advocated a departure from the traditional three point sermon in
preaching by stating that a serm.n should be preached as a story is tol’, with an
element of suspense throughout. and a "surprise" ending.

-The element of language used in a sermon was another major point treated by
r. Steimle. he speaker emphasized that, to be effective, the preacher must use
languace which is common an' well-known to those hearins. He used several
examples which added emphasis to this point.

In contrast to the formel speech of some who ascend the steps to the chapel
pulpit, Dr. Steimle spoke in a very quiet, calm, easy to listen to voice,

In theological studies it is sometimes difficult to identify the real profound
element in the midst of the many facts, dates, and theories encountered.

Dr. Steimle was very adept on this point at sorting out the really significant
truth from the commonplace. His approach added a new vigor to the many subjects
that we seeminglv have worn out in our own discussions.

Again remarkable is the level of percentiveness displayed by Dr. Steimle into
the minds of those sitting in his congregations.

For a refreshing and revitalizing experience during the Spring Lectures, our
hats are off to Dr. Steimle. We prav that the interest and approach we show in
our callin> mav be patterned alter hisown, for only in this way can Christianity
remain a relevant force in our society.
