MINUTES

Minutes of the conference held at Love's Chapel on Saturday
before the 5th Sunday in August, 1913.

Whereas, at tne last session of the Bethel Association held with
Beard's Creek Church embracing the 3rd Sunday in October, 1912,
no church called for the next session of 'the Association (some of
the ~hurches failing to send any messengers) it was agreed by those
which did represent that they would insert in the minutes of the .
Association a request that each church belonging to said Associa­
tion would send messengers to the general meeting then appointed
to be held at Love's Chapel embracing the 5th Sunday in August,
1913.

In pursuance of this request every church belonging to said
Association was represented by messengers at the said general
meeting, and on Saturday the messengers assembled in conference
and chose Eld. W. B. Screws as moderator ' and J. J. Kennedy as
clerk.

The moderator then called for an expression from the mes­
sengers of each church upon the q uestion of continuing or discon­
tinuing our usual annual associa ti onal meetings.



After hearing from each church' it was unanimously agreed
that the Association should be continued, but we recommed that
article four of the constitu tion of the same be changed co read as
follows: The pastor and clerk of the church with which any sess­
ion of the Association may be held shall ·be the moderator and
clerk of that session.

Then appointed the next Association to be held at Cedar Creek
Church to begin on Friday before the 3rd Sunday in October, 1913.

Then the conference adjourned in order.

Articles of Faith

1. We believe in one true and li ving God, and that there are
three persons in the God-head - ··Father, Son and Holy Ghost.

2. We believe in the fall of man and his inabilit v to recover
himself.

3. "VVe believe J esus Christ to be the Son of God,
4. We believe in particular election, effectual calling of the

election, ar.d .final preservation of the Saints.
5. We believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments

to be the Word of God.
6. We believe that Baptism. the Lord's Supper and the wash­

ing of the Saint's feet are ordinances of Jesus Christ, and that
true believers are the onl y fit subjects of these ordinances and be­
lieve that the only true mode of Baptism is immersion.

7. We believe that no minister has a right to administration
of the ordinances of Baptism, and the Lords Supper, only such as
are regularly called and come under the imposition of a presby­
tery.

8. We believe in a final Judgment, in the future state of re­
ward and punishment, and that of eternal duration.

Const itution

\\' hercas, The assem blage of delegates me~ at Bay Branch
{ burch, 'l u t t nall coun t y, Ga. , on Satu rd ay before th e fou rth Sun-
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day in November, 1896, from the several Churches, viz: Cedar
Creek, Sunlight, Anderson, Bay Branch, Love's Chapel, Beard's
Creek, Bethel and Corinth, having then and there agreed to be
one body, called the Bethel Primitive Baptist Association.

1. This Association will meet annually to worship and praise
God.

2. This Association will be composed of messengers from
their churches whose names shall be inserted in their letters.

3. This Association shall have power to make its rules to go v­
ern itself while in session. But nons of its rules shall be.bind-ing
on the churches, fo r' they are free and of right ought to be.

4. The pastor and clerk of the church with which any session
of the Association may be held shall be the moderator and clerk
ot that session, the clerk to keep a record of e ach minute.

5. This Association shall call fo r, and admi t into its body, any
church that is orderly and orthodox ; also if an y church wishes to
withdraw from this body she may do so at he r discre tion.

6. It shall be the duty of this As sociaton to appoint a com­
mittee to arrange preaching.

7. It shall be the du ty of this As soci at ion to appoint a com­
mittee to arrange general meetings.

8. It shall be the duty of this Association to a ppoin t a com­
mittee on finan ce.

9. If any church deems it fit and proper not to represent with
us in our Asaociation, such action does not impair our f ellowship
with the mernbers of such church; and while that for the sake of
Scriptural truth, Gospel peace, order and fre edom, w e here by dis­
continue all formal corespondence with our sister Associations, we
take pleasure in declaring our warmest Chris tian love for all our
Brethren everywhere and we do most affectionately Invite them to
make roving and per sonal visits to us, not onl y at our Association,
but also to our churches individually, feeling that we will g ive
them a cordial welcome.
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
