2 . Vi e be lieve in t he fall of man a nd hi s in ability to r ecover him-

se lf.
3 . Vi e b elieve J esu s Ch r ist to b e th e Son of God.
4. . vVe be lieve in particular ele ct io n, effe ct ua l calling of th e

elect . a nd fina l preservation of the sa in ts . .
5 . W e beli eve th e scr ipt ure of th e Old and N ew Testaments tc

be the w ord of God.
6 . W e beli eve that bapti sm and th e Lord's Supper are sacra-

ment s of J es us Ch r is t , and th e washing of the saint's feet an example .
a nd that no man h as a ri ght to admini st er the ordina'nces of bap­
ti sm a nd th e Lord' s Supper but such as are regularly called a nrl
co me under the impositi on of hands by the presbytery.

7. V/e b eli eve th at immersion is th e scr ipt ua l mode of baptism
8. "Vi e be lieve in a fin al judgment. in future state of r eward an d

pu n ish me n t. a nd th a t of ete r na l dura ti on.

DECORUM
1. T hi s Associa t io n sha ll ope n a n d close with prayer.
2 . Th ose members w ho a re r egularly chosen by th e churches in

our body shall compose the Upper Canooch ee Primitive Baptist As­
socia t ion. Th e m embers thus chosen sha ll produce let t er s from th eir
r espective ch urc hes , certifying t h eir appointment, together with
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th eir number in fe llowsh ip w it h t hose r ecei ved, exco mmunicated o r
dead since our la st Associa ti on.

3. This U nion shall have a mod erator and a clerk, wh o sha l!
be chosen by th e members present, a nd w ho shall hold their offic e
until th e next el ection .

4. It sha ll be th e du ty of th e moderator to pres erve order, ex­
plain and put Questions. H e may have th e sa me ri ght of speech
as any oth er member. provid ed th e ch air is fill ed , but sha ll not vot e,
ex ce pt th e body be equa lly di vid ed.

5. It sha ll be th e du ty of th e Clerk to k eep a fair r ecord of all
the proceeding s of th e A ssociation, and the minutes th en sh all be
read and amended if necessary, and sign ed by clerk and moderator.

6. Any church applying by letter and delegates for admis sion
who, upon exa minat ion, is found orthodox and orderly, shall be r e­

ceived by the association, and manifested by the moderator g iv ing­
th e ri ght han d o f fell ow shi p to it s del egation.

7. Each church sha ll have a ri ght to se nd two del egates t o
thi s as socia tion , a nd no more.

8. Eve ry motion mad e a nd se co nde d sha ll claim the action of
th e a ssociation , unl ess w it hdrawn hy the pe rson who mad e it. w it h
t he con sent of the associat io n .

9 . E very person who spe a ks in debate sha ll ri se from hi s sea t
a nd address th e modera to r . a nd sha ll no t be interrupted while sp eak­
in g , except he d ep art from the subje ct .

10. No preson sha ll spe a k m ore th an three times on . <th e same
sub je ct w it hout lea ve of th e a ssociati on.

11. Th ere sha ll be no whi sp ering or talking in tim e of public
spe a k ing. nor r eflect ion cast upon th e spea ke r.

12. \ iVhen ever a ca se decided by vot e, th ere shall be no debat­
in g on th e subj ect.

13. No m ember shall a bsen t him self from the association with­
out lea ve of th e mod erator.

14. It is and ha s heen the se nse o f th e churches composin g the
Orizinal U ppe r Ca nooche e Primiti ve Bapti st A ssociation not to hold
in fell owship a ny church. member or mini st er w ho hold s th e follo w­
ing: boards. conventi on s. mi ssionary societ ies . Sunday scho ols. th e­
ologica l schoo ls . Epwo r t h leagues. in strumental mu sic in w ors h ip of
God , a salari ed ministry, or as sessing o r taxing t h e memb ers, Free­
masonry , Odd F ellow s, or other sec re t orders or religious socie t ies
that do now ex is t o r may hereafter exi st, found up on th e wi sdom
of men, tog et her wit h a ny o f th e mod ern attempts to r eform th e
church of God.

15. It is th e duty of thi s association to provide for th e g en era l
union of th e church es ; to g i;re h er best adv ice in mat t ers of difficulty
and if th e uni on between any of the sis te r churches be broken, t o
inquire into the cau se of the break. and use h er endeavors to remove
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the di fficul ty ; bu t if th e break cannot be healed, to withdraw from
any church or churches that may be unsound in faith or immoral in
practice until th ey are reclaimed.

J6 . To invite ministers and brethren of our faith to seats with us.
17. These rules shall be read at every meeting of this associa­

l ion previous to entering on business.

CONSTITUTION.
1. Thi s Ass ocia t ion sha ll, if th ey think proper, meet annually as

an adv iso ry council.
2. Thi s As sociation shall be composed of messengers , from

th e se veral churches, so that each church may have two messengers
if they choose and no more, and the messengers' names shall be in­
se r t ed in th eir letters.

3. Thi s as sociation shall have power to make its own rules to
gove rn its elf while in session, but none of its rules shall be binding
o n th e church es, for they are fr ee , and of right ought to be.

4. It sha ll be the duty of this association to give her best advic~

in ca se of difficulty, and endeavor to keep up a union among the
church es, and a r r a ng e g ene ra l meetings.

5. This association shall admit into its body any church whom
they find sound in faith and moral in practice. Also if any church
in our order wi shes to withdraw from this body she may do so at
her best di screation, or on application, she may have a letter of dis­
mi ssion.

6. As the love of money is the root of all evil and has produc­
ed so much di stress among Christians, and we wishing to live in
peace, therefore this association shall not encourage any religious
spe cula t ions call ed mis sionary, or by any other name, under pretense
of supporting the g ospel.

7. We, th e churches composing this association, believing the
books of the Old and New Testaments to be the Words of God, de­
clare th at we take the Ne w T est ament for the rule of our faith arid
practice. for we are not und er the law. but under grace.
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
