On motion the thanks of this Association were returned to the
citizens of Stafford Co., for their kind attention and hospitality to
tho visiting brethren during this meeting, and to tho Clerk of this
Association for his services.

T heil si ns wer e for gi ven in th e mind
of G od from th e foundnt ion of th e world and they are now through
the ble ssed goslwl rccci v ing a knc wlcdgc of fOI ;;ivcllcss. In Christ
an inhe r itu ncc was sec-u red to t hem hy virtue (If whi ch they have a
right to (~UIlIC i nto «h ur ch fcl lowsh i-i, and ( ~la::'J1 hand s in thi s "king-
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clom expectant" with their brethren and sisters in the Lord. By the
precious gospel they are now rccci vina this inheritauco, among' them
that are set apart unto God by faith in J esus Christ.

Another cause for joy is the tendency upon the part of those
who write and speak to hold up Christ as the only way from earth
to Heaven. Christ died; Christ arose from the dead; Christ ascen­
ded into Heaven, and this same Jesus shall so come as 'ye see Him
go up into Heaven. H.ow simple the narrative! How grand the
subject ! The Holy Ghost uses the simplest language to convey the
fact upon the existence of which this world has eontinued because
of the suspension of judgment ; for hy this one offering the wrath
of Jehovah is turned away from the world for the presen t ; "Hc is
the propitiation for our sins and not for ours only, bnt also for the
sins of the whole world. .

The stupendous fact is not conveyed by wcrds the learned alone
can hear, but the poor and ignorallt of this world rich in faith, may
11ndcrstand equally with the regencrated scholar. And when the
physical energies are gone and disease has rendered the sinking
facult ies incapable of receiving the simplest earthly proposition,
"Jesus died, Jesus arose and Jesus will come" forms the compre·
hended and comfortiug evening song which floats back tv us as the
departing one (~rOSSe8 the ri vel'.

In this central truth of the christian system we have the hope
of seeing and knowing our dear ones beyond. Was the identity
and individuality ot JeSl18 retained through death, and shall our
personal idenity be consumed in uniformity? The person of Mary's
son was identified beyond a question. This identification is the pur­
pose for which he remained seen by his brethren forty days betoi c
asceudiug ; and in no instance was the failure to recognize him de­
pendent upon change in his personal appearance. The two on their
'Nay to Emeas knew him not, but it was because ~·their eycs were
holden. When they recognized Him in the breaking of bread it
was because "their eyes were opened."

When Thomas questioned whether or not the same body with
which he was familial' stood before him; he was req nired to stretch
forth his hand and be con vinced. Now if Pan1 based our hope of
the 1esurrection npor the fact of 6Jh rist's resu rrection, may we not

. with all reverence ask: Now if Christ be preached that lIe was
recognized as the same individual after his resn rrect ion , how say
some among yon that there is no recognition? But now Christ
was recognized after his 1 esu rrection as Jesus of N azerath and as it
was with the first fruits, so with the whole harvest; as it was with
our elder brother, so with the whole family of God. There is the
very best Bible reason for holding that the saint shall know himself,
in the heavenly state. In that prophetic picture drawn of the day
when the whole body (If Oluist shall rejoice ill his presenee the



saints eay, HTholl art worthy to take the bouk aud to break tile seals
thereof for thon was slain and by thy blood hag red eemed us ont of
every nation, tongue and people."

Redeemed, and praising the lledeelllCl, at- intelligent beings
knowing and recalliTl6' that lost and sinful state from which His
blood has delivered us. This is knowing even as we are known. "Now
we see through a glass darkly; then we shall see face to face."
When David's attendants expressed astonishment at his cheerfulness
when his boy was dead, whereas he sat in sackcloth weeping while
he was yet ali ve he answered, "I can go to him." Can we for a
moment think the Holy Ghost was deceiving' him? Or that He is
misleading us when He says of' each departing old Testiment saint,
"He was gathereJ to his Father's."

We will conclude dear brethren by looking into some words
with which Panl admonishes us to comfort one another. "I would
not have yon to be igllorant brethren concerniug them which sleep
that ye sorrow not, even as others which have IlU hope, fUI' it' we
be lieve that J esus died and rose again, ever: so them also which
sleep in Jesus will God bring with hiui."
