wI~l be fo.r the glory of God and the good of man. There are now 210
chIldren m the Orphanage and many more would be there if we had
room for the~: The cos~ per month, per capita is $4.38. This includes
food and ~~otYlln~. The lll?Ome from the farm is over $900.00 per Yoar
and from Cllarltyand ChIldren" over $1000.00 per year, but these
facts, true a~d consol~ng as they are, must not cause any of us to lose
our personal ~llterest III the children of our dead brethren and sisters,
aJld ~he relatIOn we sustain to them as brethren and sisters in Christ
forbIds our neglect of their children.

Baptist Association. .
ARTICLE 2. rfhe primary objects of this Association are to extend

Ohrist's Kingdom at home and abroad, to foster the Sunday School
work, to encourage and support Ohristian education and the Baptist

Orphanage at Thomasville.
ARTICLE 3. It shalL. be composed of male members chosen by

missionary Baptist churches, sent to represent them in the Associa t ion;
and who have complied with this·Oonstitution.

ARTICLE 4. In the certificates should be expressed the number
baptized, received by letter, restored, dismissed, excluded, and names
of the decp,a"led, total number of members, the contributions for
minutes, education, State, Home and Foreign Missions, I Orphanage,
pastor's salaTy and other objects, -;ince the last Association, the time
of meeting, number of ordained ministers, names of pastor, clerk,
Sunday School Superintendant and their postoffic9S, number of Sunday
Schools, officers and teachers, average attendance and t.otal number

enrolled.ARTICLE 5, This Association shall have no power to lord it over
God's heritage, Nor shall it have any clerical power over the church
or infringe upon any of their internal rights in the Association.

ARTICLE 6. The Association shall have a Moderator, Olerk,
Treasurer and Historian, who shall be elected by a majority of the

whole vote.
ARTICLE 7. This Associa.tion shall have the right to determine

what charches shall "be admitted as members of this body.
ARTICLE 8. This Association shall-have the right to withdraw

her fellowship from any church for not complying with her rules, or
,for violating the orthodox principles of the Gospel.

. ARTICLE 9. Each church in this Association shall be entitled to
three delegates, and one additional delegate for each $5.00 contributed
to the five objects mentioued in Article 4, and in addition may send
the eldership of the church as delegates.

ARTICLE 10. The Moderator shall always have the Articles of
Faith and the Gonstitution at the meeting of the body.

ARTICLE 11. The Association shall appoint a Board of Trustees
for the "Tl1ckaseige Sylva Oollegiate Institute," consisting of twenty
one members; seven of whom shall constitute a quorum. rrhe first
seven to serve aile year, the second seven to serve two years, the third
seven three years. These trustees are empowered to receive and hold
school property for the Association; to select teachers, and attend to
such other business as may be necessary for the educational interest of
the Association. The- Association shall appoint seven Trustees annual
Iy and fill all vacancies as occur by resignation or otherwise. Said
