6. United Christian Ministries - Kathy Cross reported they continue to assist with food, heating
oil and gas, utilities, transportation, overnight lodging, past due rent, and medical/prescriptions.

They continue to need volunteers and
financial support. She reported they do not get any funding from federal or state funds. Their funding
comes directly from Churches and Good Samaritans.

They served
over 600 families just in September alone.
7. West Care Chaplaincy Pro2ram - Rev. Ron Allen presented his report on page 34.
8. Rock of A2es Prison Ministry - Rev. Jim Jeremias is requesting prayers and funds to support
he and his wife to go to Lithuania and to work in the prisons there.
9. Jackson County Bible Club - Rev. Steve Alexander reported that there are over 100 students
involved in the Bible Clubs in the schools. He encouraged churches to pray and get involved by
helping to teach, be a helper or do refreshments.
10. NC Baptist Men - Rev. Matt Ledbetter presented the work that the NC Baptist Men have done
in response to Hurricanes Gustav and Ike and additional disaster relieffor ice storms, fires, flooding,
cyclones and tornados.· Detailed report will be included in the 2008 annual minutes. Training is
going to be required for future volunteers in disaster relief. The next Region 9 training will be June
of2009.
11. Hambur2 - Rev. Matt Ledbetter said that 65 had participated in Operation In As Much. They
had planned on having a car wash and service center, but it rained. Instead they took all the food
they had prepared and delivered it to the Hispanic people in their community.

They were in the list of
the top 50 hospitals in the USA. They also have a Care Net Program that is faith-based counseling.
13. Baptist Children's Homes - Rev. Lewis Smith again reported on the BCH. He covers 19
counties and 21 associations. He also showed an 8.1 minute video.
14. Gracella Morris reported that on Thursday 105 people were present and on Friday 102 people
were present. (This is a little different after Gracella got back to the office and compared all the
attendance sheets.
15. La Primera I2lesia Bautista de Amor - Rev. Felix Villarreal spoke about the mission that has
been started in Vera Cruz, Mexico by Chencho and Betti. They were members that had been saved
and discipled here in Glenville and went back as missionaries to their hometown. On the 3 mission
trips that Felix has led 116 people have been saved.
16. Ochre Hill- Rev. Sean Joplin spoke about the mission trip that his church made to Bluefield,
WV. 12 participated in working in the Cross Roads Shelter. His people were excited and wanted
to know, When could they go again? All these missions have made him fall in love with giving.
17. Executive Committee The moderator pointed to the executive committee report beginning on
page 16. It is a summary of the executive meetings held throughout the year. He said that a lot of
business had been conducted at these meetings.
18. Annuity Board - Rev. Cecil Frady encouraged every church to enroll their pastor in the annuity
board's retirement plan. Take care of your pastor.
19. Credentials Committee - Rev. Cecil Frady said that the committee recommended that EI Centro
Del Sefior and La Primera Iglesia Bautista De Amor be accepted into the full fellowship of the
Tuckaseigee Baptist Association. They were taken under the watchcare last year. 100% approval.

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2007-2008 Tuckaseigee Baptist Association Woman's Missionary Union Report

The theme for 2007-2008 has been Live the Call. Members have been challenged toward this
goal through the watchword from Colossians 1: 10, which reads: "Walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing
Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God."

Our associationalleadership team attended training at the First Baptist Church in Swannanoa in
July. Training was then offered to local church WMU leaders in September.

The International Missions Study was taught at Scotts Creek Church on Sunday afternoon,
November 18, led by church members who had been on mission trips to Moldova.

New WMU organizations this year included a new Women on Mission and Children in Action
group at Scotts Creek. Little Savannah began Acteens .

To celebrate Focus on WMU, a World of Fun Day was held on February 10,
2008, at the Lovedale Baptist Church. Ten churches (Buff Creek, Cashiers, Greens Creek, Little Savannah,
Locust Field, Long Branch, Lovedale, Ochre Hill, Scotts Creek, and Speedwell) set up interactive displays
representing the cultures and mission work in various countries. Guests had their "passports" stamped as
they sampled games, songs, and foods from around the world. Thirty-two pins were placed on a world map,
indicating where our people had been on mission trips. The names of twenty-three personally known
missionaries were placed on another map. People could also purchase items from WorldCrafts, an
international outreach ministry of WMU.

Women of our association lived the call to missions in various ways through the year. A Pastors
Appreciation Dinner was held at the Baptist Center on May 19,2007. Flowers were planted at the Baptist
Center and at Truett Baptist Camp in the Mildred Cowan Memorial Prayer Garden. Volunteers taught or
provided snacks for the Jackson County Schools Bible Clubs. (This ministry is conducted in 5 schools,
reaching about 150 students weekly.) Meals were provided weekly for EI Centro Del Senor. Information
about WMU was provided for this church. WMU also served the meal for two Hispanic retreats, involving
members from Hispanic churches throughout Western North Carolina. We contributed 114 bottles of
lotion for WMU NC Prison Ministry Christmas Boxes. Almost 900 shoebox gifts were collected for
Samaritan's Purse Operation Christmas Child. Food was collected and donated to United Christian
Ministries of Jackson County at Thanksgiving. Unused church literature was collected at the Baptist
Center to be donated for missions needs. Churches were encouraged to participate in the food roundup for
Baptist Children's Homes. Churches contributed hygiene packages for disaster relief, and several churches
sent teams of volunteers to the Gulf Coast. Cards were sent to Virgil Holloway, our Director of Missions,
for his birthday and during his days of surgery.

WMU promoted specific events and mission offerings. Members observed World Hunger Sunday
on October 14,2007, and the Baptist Women's World Day of Prayer in November. WMU emphasized the
North Carolina Missions Offering in September. We observed the Week of Prayer for International
Missions and the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering in December. Since WMU NC is no longer included in
the NCMO, the Heck-Jones Offering was reinstated in February. The Week of Prayer for North American
Missions and the Annie Armstrong Easter Offering were promoted in the spring.

During April, WMU was actively involved in various activities. Members from three churches
attended the NC Missions Extravaganza at Ridgecrest. Sandra James, from Whittier, was reelected as
President of WMU NC. Jeff Smith, Cowboy church planter, was the featured speaker at the Annual WMU

The purpose of United Christian Ministries of Jackson County is to
serve Christ by being a voice for and a help to people with urgent
physical, economic, social, or spiritual needs so that they might
become whole persons in body, soul, and spirit.

During the past year we served over 6000 persons. That was about 1160 families. One
hundred :fifty ofthose families came to us for assistance for the fITst time. The rest were
not new faces to the ministry but those who struggle to make ends meet most ofthe time.
Our ministry expenses were $34,295.

We assisted with utilities, rent, medical, dental, heating, diapers, groceries, transportation,
housing, water, household and personal items.

We addition we gave clients in need donated furniture, coats, blankets, clothing, dishes,
pots and pans, and kitchenware.

Three families were assisted with pacts for their automobile.

United Christian Ministries (UCM) is the host site for Angel Food Ministries Food
Programs and we also distribute the commodity (USDA) Food previously given out
through the local Depa.rt:rilent of Social Services.

UCM works closely with the other agen:.cies making referrals to them whenever possible.

Kasey . .. The life Kasey lived was a sharp contrast from the life she was actually living at
school where she was popular and a cheerleader. An abusive stepfather, a distant mother,
and the responsibility of caring for her two younger brothers were too much for the young
teen. Kasey moved in with her grandmother believing it would help. Instead, as she grew
older, she acted out and made dangerous choices that put her at risk.

Kasey's grandmother knew about Baptist Children's Homes and made a call. The teenager
now lives at BCH's Oak Ranch near Broadway, becoming the first girl ever admitted into
the residential facility that had before only served boys. Today, she is one of seven girls in
care.

Kasey likes living at the 755-acre ranch. She loves taking care of the horses. She is taking
responsibility for her actions. Kasey is involved in theatre at the Harnett County school she
attends. Recently, she played a fish in "Seussical the Musical," and she is a member of the
school's photography club. Her favorite subject is English.

Kasey reads her Bible and says she prays a lot. "I am a Christian. I have given my heart to
the Lord. I tell Hiln everything."

Kasey is only one of nearly 1,500 children who find hope and care each year at Baptist
Children's Homes. Each one has a story. Each one is given an opportunity in the name of
Jesus. Thank you, North Carolina Baptists, for relnembering "the least of these."

President Blackwell Marks 2stirYear ... BCH president Michael C. Blackwell observed
his 25th year overseeing the statewide child care Institution on July 1. Blackwell has led
BCH to become family-focused and child-centered while never losing sight of the
ministry's core Christian values. His accomplishments are too numerous to list here, but
the reader is referred to the July 2008 Commemorative issue of Charity&Children for a
complete summary. Complimentary copies are available by calling 1-800-476-3669, ext.
1211. Under Blackwell's leadership, BCH riow operates facilities in 16 North Carolina
cities.

New Transitional Service . .. BCH introduced a new residential service to specifically aid
older children as they prepare for life as independent adults. Transitional living provides
care, counseling, and life-skills education to older children in a less restricted residential
setting. The service was created in response to the growing need in North Carolina to help
transition children from residential care to productive and self-sufficient adult lives. In
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January, Noel Home in Lenoir became BCH's first transitional living cottage followed by
Huffman Cottage at Mills Home in Thomasville.

Developmental Disabilities Ministry in Sanford . .. On May 18, 2008, more than 300
supporters and BCH staff meInbers gathered for the dedication ceremony of two new
Developmental Disabilities Ministry (DDM) homes for developmentally disabled adults in
Sanford. The Lanier Home and Mercer Home will provide residence for six special needs
adult women and men respectively.

Food Roundup Reaches New High . .. The annual "Food Roundup" in April exceeded its
goal, setting a new mark in the amounts of food, supplies, and gift cards given to BCH.
North Carolina Baptists across the state, with the coordination of church leaders and
association directors of missions, came together to deliver more than $300,000 in donated
items. Another high was set in the month of May when almost 3,000 volunteers and guests
visited BCH facilities for work days and special events.

Mills Home Church Renovation . .. Renovation of the Mills Home Baptist Church in
Thomasville was completed with the help of North Carolina Baptist volunteers and a
generous estate gift. Church groups renovated the fellowship hall installing new carpet,
recess lighting, and expanding and refurbishing the kitchen. Upstairs rooms were painted
and new carpet and lighting were added.

BCH Reaccredited . .. BCH has been reaccredited by the Council on Accreditation of
Services for Family and Children (COA). Accreditation through COA means BCH meets
the highest national standards and is delivering the best in quality services. BCH received
its first accreditation in 1987. The institution has been accredited ever since.

Five Star Rating . .. Three BCH centers received five star ratings, the highest possible
rating, from the North Carolina Division of Child Development. The on-site daycare at
Care House in Lenoir, a group home providing care and education for single teenage
mothers and their babies, received its license in May 2007. The Fleshman-Pratt Education
Center for infants to three year olds and Robert Idol Child Development Center for three to
five year olds received five star ratings last summer. Both centers are a part ofBCH's
Weekday Education program in Thomasville.

Truett Home . .. A special open house on February 3, 2008 celebrated the opening of the
Truett Baptist Association Children's Home in Hayesville. The home represents one of the
most unique relationships in North Carolina Baptist life as BCH provides residential child
care services at the facility and Truett Association provides funding and leases the
property. Truett Association and BCH have partnered to provide help to children and
families living in Cherokee, Clay and Graham Counties.

Girls Wilderness Camp . .. On May 20, 2008, President Blackwelllnade the long-awaited
announcement of the establishment of a wilderness camping program for girls. With a
major lead gift froln the Haskell and Gay Duncan Foundation, BCH has begun fundraising
efforts to build Phase One of the camp, which is located near Aberdeen in Moore County.

2007 ANNUAL REPORT

The mission of the North Carolina Baptist Foundation since its inception in 1920 has been to assist the
Convention and its institutions and agencies in increasing an awareness among North Carolina Baptists
of Christian estate stewardship principles as a means of financially undergirding churches, institutions
and mission endeavors on a permanent basis. The uniqueness of the ministries and services provided
by the institutions and General Board staff merits increased financial support. The Foundation
accomplishes these objectives by offering assistance in estate planning counsel, Will preparation,
planned giving, charitable remainder trusts, endowment funds and church fund management.

Accomplishing this mission does indeed involve Caring, Sharing, and Daring. The Caring of the
Foundation manifested itself in 2007 as individuals were assisted in establishing 35 endowment funds
and 8 charitable remainder trusts totaling $1.8 million and received $4.8 million in contributions to
existing endowments, all of which will ultimately benefit countless Baptist causes on a permanent basis.
Programs were provided for churches and associations during the year to promote Make Your Will
Month, Christian estate stewardship and church fund management. Approximately $445,000 from
churches and institutions came under management to enhance numerous ministries including
scholarships, building funds, cemetery funds, benevolence funds, general operating funds and other
various mission causes. Overall, the Foundation received just over $7 million in contributions during
2007 for Christian causes.

And, how is this for sharing? During 2007, our distributions totaled $13.9 million, with charity receiving
$11.6 million and individuals, through trusts, receiving $2.3 million. During the 86-year history of The
North Carolina Baptist Foundation, Inc., $33.9 million has been distributed to individuals and $70.8
million to Baptist churches, institutions and mission causes for a grand historical total of $104.7 million.

The Daring is seen in our investing Kingdom money in such a way as to grow the assets while at the
same time protecting the principal. To this end, the Foundation employs professional money managers
to invest these funds according to an investment policy adopted by its Board. Four investment pools are
offered: a growth fund, a balanced fund, an income fund and a fixed income fund. The Foundation uses
the services of Citi Institutional Consulting, a division of Citigroup Global Markets, to help select top
money managers and evaluate performance. As of December 31, 2007, the Foundation held $156.9
million under management.

Office of the GuideStone Team of the Baptist State Convention ofNC, Inc.

The GuideStone Team of the Baptist State Convention ofNorth Carolina exists to educate and
inform key lay leaders who are the decision makers in our churches, and to facilitate the delivery of
important products and services to the employees of the more than 4,000 churches affiliated with
our state convention. Specifically, we use a variety of delivery methods to enhance the procurement
of the following for church employees: Insurance Products (Life, Accidental Death & Dismember­
ment, Medical, Disability, Dental, and Long Term Care), Retirement Products (Church Retirement
Plan, Traditional and Roth IRAs, Personal Investments, etc.), Compensation Planning for Church
Employees, Tax Issues, etc. In addition, we work closely with GuideStone Financial Resources in
Dallas to provide fmancial assistance to those elderly ministers and widows ofministers who live
under fmancial duress and need ongoing and/or one time assistance through the Mission:Dignity
Ministry which is the new term for the very successful Adopt an Annuitant Ministry.

To personalize the importance of our work please consider the following vignettes. First, consider
Pastor A, who had emergency heart bypass surgery this year with no medical insurance. The
overwhelming cost of this surgery has placed a tremendous fmancial burden on him and his family.
Furthermore, this pastor was not an active participant in the church retirement plan until recently.
With the state convention protection benefits that come with monthly contributions to the retirement
plan this pastor, as a retirement participant, now has a survivor and disability benefit in place for
himself and his family in case ofa debilitating illness, accident or death. Since no underwriting is
required to prove evidence of good health, this pastor, his family, and the church he is serving is
now protected from another catastrophic event resulting in disability and/or death. In 2007 working
with GuideStone we paid the following disability and survivor protection benefits to North Carolina
church employees and/or their families: 111 Disability Benefits Totaling $606,708.68 and 39
Survivor Benefits Totaling $391,254.53. This is a powerful example of CARING by our state
convention by providing these much needed financial resources for those in need.

Secondly, please note that all church planters who receive fmancial assistance from the Baptist State
Convention of North Carolina are now required to be an active participant in the Church Retirement
Plan. With this change in policy we have the assurance ofprotection for all of our church planters,
their families, and the churches they are starting in case something happens to them. By DARING
to move in this direction our state convention has provided a safety net for those who have stepped
out in faith to begin much needed new churches in our state.

Thirdly, consider Pastor C, who has now retired because ofpoor health. During this past year we
qualified him to begin receiving monthly financial assistance from GuideStone through the
Mission:Dignity Ministry to supplement his paltry monthly income. In fact, his wife shared with
me recently that they would be in deep fmancial trouble without that monthly fmancial assistance
from GuideStone. As of June 30, 2008, we have 206 persons from North Carolina who are
receiving fmancial assistance through Mission:Dignity. SHARING in this way fulfills the mandate
of scripture to provide for those in need. Please assist us in identifying other persons who might
qualify for this assistance.

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Report from the Baptist State Convention of North Carolina
For period July 7, 2007 to June 30, 2008

North Carolina Baptists faithfully invest in the
lives of others so that the truth of the Gospel
may penetrate hearts and change lives. The
Baptist State Convention of North Carolina
staff, under the leadership of Executive
Director-Treasurer Milton A. Hollifield, Jr., is
committed to helping Baptist churches
maximize their ministry outreach for the
purpose of building the Lord's Kingdom.

This year the Executive Committee voted
unanimously that the ministry of the BSCNC
expand to create a new group - the
Church Planting and Missions Development
Group (CPMD). Formed out of components
of the Mission Growth Evangelism Group
(MGE), Administration & Convention
Relations Group and Business SeNices
Group, this new division will combine Church
Planting; Associational Partnerships;
Cooperative Program (CP) Missions
Development, Stewardship, and NCMO;
and the new Women's Ministry under the
direction of a new executive leader. As a
result of this action, the group formerly
known as MGE will be re-named the
Evangelization Group and retain its
leadership role of evangelism with adults,
youth and children as well as the outreach
to college and university campuses across
the state of North Carolina under Executive
Leader Don McCutcheon.

Embrace Women's Ministries and Missions
was launched this year. This ministry will
embrace God's call to pray for and minister
to women, their families and future
generations for the building up of Christ's
Kingdom. Embrace will focus on ministry to
women and families through three major
intents: evangelism, discipleship and
missions.

Associational Partnerships
Ken Kessler, Baptist State Convention
Associational Partnerships Team Leader for
the past three and a half years, took a
position with the Baptist General Association
of Virginia in April 2008. Betsy Roland,

Associational Partnerships Ministry Assistant,
continues to seNe associational staff as we
search for a new Team Leader. The
Convention seNes churches along with 80
associations across the state.

Each year Associational Partnerships hosts
an associational missions summer
conference. This year's conference theme
was "Living with Urgency: Seize the Divine
Moment. N Speakers included Hugh
Townsend, North American Mission Board;
Pedro Rosario, Crown Financial Ministries;
and David Mann, LifeWay Network
Partnerships Specialist.

Bivocational Ministries also hosts an annual
summer conference. "Developing the
Leader Within You" was the focus this year,
with special emphasis on 1 Timothy 5:2-3.
Conference participants at Caraway
Conference Center heard from Jim Henry,
retired senior pastor; Ray Gilder,
bivocational specialist with the Tennessee
Baptist Convention; and Diane Gilder,
teacher and leader in conferences for
ministers spouses. Lester Evans is the BSCNC
bivocational ministries consultant. The
BSCNC has about 1,400 churches with
bivocational staff.

Also sponsored annually is the Associational
Staff/Convention Staff Dialogue. Each
January, leaders dialogue about common
ministry points in associations across North
Carolina. Leaders learn from the ideas of
others and encourage one another in their
evangelism opportunities.

The retired directors of missions banquet in
December invites leaders and their spouses
to Caraway to fellowship and share how the
Lord continues to work in their lives.

Associational Partnerships helps associations
fill ministry positions and provides training for
search committees. Through Ministry
Partnership Agreements local associations
partner with this office in outreach such as



church planting, resort ministry and ethnic
and language ministry.

Another resource offered by this office is
demographic seNices for associations and
churches. Understanding the demographics
of an associational area can help leaders
be more effective in their planning and
outreach. Convention churches can access
this information through the Percept
organization at the Web site
www.link2Iead.com.This year Percept
added advanced features to allow leaders
to view demographic data not only in their
association, but within a certain mile radius
of the association. Leaders can also view
the demographics of other associations.

Associational Partnerships allows North
Carolina Baptists to seNe together and
minister in the name of Jesus Christ.

Conference Centers
This year 768 students made professions of
faith, 1,804 made rededications and 52
were called to full time ministry during
summer youth weeks at the North Carolina
Baptist Assembly at Fort Caswell. During
Congregational Leadership Days at Hollifield
more than 3,000 North Carolina Baptists
came to Lake Hickory for retreats and
leadership development. Truett Camp
hosted the Western Happiness Retreat,
Junior Music Camp and Youth Music Week.
Caraway Conference Center and Camp
built a prayer chapel and welcomed 23,000
guests to its facilities.

Church Planting
The Lord blessed the Baptist State
Convention of North Carolina with a total of
99 new churches last year. This consisted of
77 new church plants and 22 new affiliates.
Included were 77 Anglo, 15 Hispanic, eight
Asian and eight multi-ethnic churches.
Others were African-American, cowboy,
biker, Montagnard, Hmong and African
churches.

For the reporting year, North Carolina Baptist
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One of the primary components of the
church planting process in North Carolina is
Basic Training for Church Planters, a
weeklong training event. This year we
trained 106 people at this event.

The Church Planting Team also offered a
"Partners in Church Planting" conference at
Caraway Conference Center, when
participants learned the three levels of
partnerships in church plants.

Amaury Santos, Hispanic church planting
consultant, joined the Church Planting
Team.

Eternal Impact
The theme for the 2008 North Carolina
Missions Offering and Week of Prayer was
"Eternal Impact"
(www.ncmissionsoffering.org).This offering is
the visible expression of North Carolina
Baptists who desire to impact eternity. The
offering supports the work of NC Baptist
Men, church planting and evangelism,
missions education and promotion,
associational projects and mission camps.
By supporting this offering and week of
prayer, North Carolina Baptists work to
impact God's world for eternal change to
God's eternal glory.

Another way North Carolina Baptists make
missions a priority is by giving through the
Cooperative Program. Awards were given
to the 20 churches leading the Convention
in Cooperative Program giving for 2007.
Among churches with more than 400
members, Peninsula Baptist Church in
Mooresville was first in giving, while the
leader among churches with fewer than 400
members was Laurel Springs Baptist Church
in Deep Gap.

Making Disciples
Congregational SeNices has a vision for
North Carolina Baptist churches to make
disciples resulting in lives changed by the
power of God.

Congregational SeNices assists churches in
Sunday School, church administration,



church building and planning, music and
worship, children's ministry, preschool
ministry and family ministry.

Youth who attended music week at Truett
Camp were challenged to devote their lives
to worshipping the Creator. This year the All­
State Youth Choir celebrated 10 years of
ministry.

Churches participating in Sunday School
leadership training and the Associational
Smaller Membership Sunday School Growth
Plan saw more people coming to church
and hearing the Gospel. Through
collaborative leadership, the Pastors
Disciple-Making Network, and discipleship
conferences such as Transformed Hearts,
North Carolina Baptists have been
encouraged to go forth and make disciples
for Jesus Christ.

Scholarships
A scholarship program has been established
and is administered by the Convention for
students from North Carolina Baptist
churches. This year nearly $1 million was
awarded, with more than 700 students
receiving scholarships. Students applying for
the Baptist Scholarship were required to
answer two essay questions: "Give your
personal testimony" and "How is the
Cooperative Program relevant to today's
generation?" Students were also required to
submit a letter of recommendation from
their church pastor.

Telling the Good News
The Intentionally Evangelistic Church
Strategy (IECS) remains the primary strategy
for winning North Carolina to Christ.A total of
444 participants and 166 North Carolina
Baptist churches participated this year in the
IECS and IECS training.The IECS strategy
seminars are moving from exclusively state
meetings to more seminars on the
associational level.
In May, the Office of Prayer for
Evangelization and Spiritual Awakening
announced the addition of a prayer room

at the Baptist Building in Cary. This room
seNes as a model for Kingdom-focused
prayer that seeks to glorify Christ and fulfill
His mission.

The annual Revive Us Again statewide
prayer conference was held at Hope
Community Church in Raleigh and pastors
and leaders united in prayer for revival and
awakening during eight associational half­
day retreats. Regional overnight one-day
retreats were also held across the state.

The "Evangelizing Our Culture with the
Gospel" conference was held February 25­
26 at Lawndale Baptist Church in
Greensboro and included equipping
seminars, worship and church growth
dialogue sessions.

Chowan University: Campus Ministry founded a new tradition - The Chowan Cares Campaign ­
launching a campus-wide annual week dedicated to community service and outreach; students
participated in lay revival weekends, missions tripsand summer missions.

Gardner-Webb University: Overall enrollment was 3,988 for the fall semester, the highest enrollment in
history; the GOAL (Greater Opportunities for Adult Learners) program celebrated 30 years of service; the
Frank Nanney Hall building, the new home for the Noel Program for Students with Disabilities, opened
its doors for the fITst time; the founding of The Center for Transformational Leadership was announced.

Mars Hill College: The Ferguson Math and Science Center opened with more laboratory and classroom
space; the new Day Hall, currently in the planning stages, will be MHC's fITst LEED (Leadership in
Energy and Environmental Design) certified building; renovations will be made to the Wall Science
Building and Moore Fine Arts Building.

Wingate University: The University introduced a new master's program in Physician Assistant Studies;

NONPROFIT CORPORATION

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Rev. 10/2002 BY-LAWS OF THE TUCKASEIGEE BAPTIST ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLE 1. NAME
The name of the body shall be the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Incorporated.

ARTICLE II. OBJECTIVES
The purpose of the Association is to be a fellowship of churches on mission in our setting. The specific objectives of the

Association are as follows:
1. To promote harmony, understanding and spiritual power between the churches.
2. To afford and promote a larger fellowship of Christians in the work of Christ.
3. To provide such programs, projects and organizations as will strengthen the churches and assist them in achieving their

goals and objectives.
4. To discover needs which cannot be met effectively by churches individually and to coordinate the use of resources in

meeting these needs.
5. To encourage support by every church for the mission causes of the Association, the North Carolina Baptist

Convention, and the Southern Baptist Convention.

ARTICLE III. AUTHORITY
SECTION 1. The Association shall have the power to elect and install its officers in whatever manner the body may deem

expedient.
SECTION 2. The Association shall have power to recommend measures of usefulness and guidance to our churches in

matters of organization, ordinations and questions of doctrines and discipline,
SECTION 3. The Association shall have no power to infringe upon the right of local churches as sovereign and

independent bodies.

ARTICLE IV. MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1. The Association shall be composed of regularly constituted Baptist churches in cooperating fellowship with

the Southern Baptist Convention and following the teachings of the New Testament.
SECTION 2. The Association shall be the sole judge of its membership and may receive or reject churches applying for

membership therein at its pleasure. Churches applying for membership shall agree to come under the watchcare of the
Association for one year. It is understood that during this period of watchcare the church shall be entitled to all rights and
privileges of the Association except those of voting.

Applications for membership shall be presented to the Credentials Committee of the Association. The applications will
consist of a letter from a constituted church stating their desire to affiliate with the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association. The
Credentials Committee as a part of the review process may invite the requesting church to a conference to discuss its history,
its mission strategy, and any other information that may be pertinent to the application. The Credentials Committee may
then approve the application and recommend them to the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may by a simple
majority vote accept the requesting church to come under the watchcare of the Association for one year. It is suggested that
any church under watchcare participate in the missions program of the Association. At the end of the year~ the church may
be voted in as a member of the Association with full privileges by a two-thirds vote of the messengers present and voting at
the annual meeting of the Association, provided that the church submits an acceptable letter and at least one messenger be
present at the meeting.

SECTION 3. Any church may withdraw from the Association at its pleasure and should notify the Association of this
action in writing. Such action will be recognized by the Association at the next annual meeting.

SECTION 4. It shall be the duty of each church to furnish the Associational Clerk, before each annual session, an annual
letter, the forms provided by the Associational Clerk, giving the information requested as is applicable to each church
situation.

SECTION 5. The Association may withdraw from any church which has become unscriptural in its doctrine or practices
by a two-thirds majority vote of the messengers present and voting at the annual meeting. Such vote is to be taken by
written ballot.

ARTICLE V. MEETINGS
SECTION 1. The Association shall hold its annual meeting on Thursday and Friday preceding the third Sunday in

October. Special meetings of the Association may be called by the Executive Committee provided two weeks written notice
is given to the member churches.

SECTION 2. Each church shall be entitled to be represented at the annual meeting by the pastor and one additional
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messenger. Churches which give to the association more than .5% of their undesignated receipts shall be entitled to an
additional 2 messengers for every .5% of giving up to a total of 10 messengers for churches which give 2% of their
undesignated giving."

SECTION 3. Churches are requested to elect their messengers and alternatives in conference to attend the annual meeting.
SECTION 4. In case of internal dissension in a church and two parties coming to the Association, each claiming to

represent the church, neither party shall be seated until the question is decided as to which party is in union with the
Association. The decision is to be made by a majority of the messengers present and voting.

ARTICLE VI. OFFICERS
SECTION 1. General officers of the Association shall be: Moderator, Vice Moderator, Clerk, Assistant Clerk, Treasurer,

Assistant Treasurer, Historian, Parliamentarian, and Assistant Parliamentarian. Program leaders shall be Sunday School
Director, Church Training Director, Music Director, Chairman of Evangelism Committee, Seminary Extension Director,
Chairman ofMission Committee, Director ofMissions, Trustees, Pastor Conference President, Youth Director, Stewardship
Director, Vacation Bible School Director, Woman's Missionary Union Director, Brotherhood Director, Deacons Chairmen,
Senior Adult Director, Singles Ministry Director, and such other officers as the Association may desire to elect.

Associational representatives will be elected for the following institutions and agencies: (1) Truett Camp, (2) Baptist
Children's Homes, (3) Baptist Hospital, (4) North Carolina Baptist Homes, Inc. (Homes for the Aging), (5) Biblical
Recorder, (6) Christian Education, (7) Annuity Board and other representatives as may be deemed appropriate and elected in
the Association.

SECTION 2. With the exception of the Director ofMissions and Trustees, the terms of office for all officers of the
Association shall be for one year with the privilege of continuing re-election. The Moderator and Vice Moderator shall not
be eligible for re-election but one year in succession. (1) The number of Trustees shall be three. (2) The term of service
should be for three years, with the term of only one expiring each year. In the frrst election of Trustees, the term of service
for one should be three years, another two years, and the other one year. (3) Upon the expiration of term of service, the
Trustee mayor may not be re-e1ected for another term of three years.

Each term of office shall begin with the close of the annual session. The Associational fmancial year will run from
January 1 through December 31.

ARTICLE VII. DUTIES OF OFFICERS
SECTION 1. The Moderator shall preside and maintain the order of all meetings of the Association and Executive

Committee. He shall serve as ex officio member of all committees of the Association.
He shall appoint the Committee on Committees and all other committees pertinent to the operation of the body not named

by the Committee on Committees in its regular report.
SECTION 2. The Vice Moderator shall assist the Moderator and preside in the absence of, or at the pleasure of the

Moderator.
SECTION 3. The Clerk shall keep a complete and accurate record of all transactions; shall prepare a "Book of Reports" to

be distributed to messengers at the beginning of each day's session of the annual meeting; and shall cause to be printed
minutes concerning the records made.

The Clerk shall distribute to the clerk of each church in the Association blanks for the preparation of the church letter as
soon as they are received from the State Convention. This form is to be returned to the Clerk of the Association not later
than four weeks prior to the meeting of the body or by the deadline set by the Clerk and Director of Missions. All program
reports should be returned by the same date.

An Assistant Clerk shall work with the Clerk in preparing the "Book of Reports," the annual minutes and the registration
of messengers at the annual meeting.

SECTION 4. The Treasurer shall receive and dispense by order of the Executive Committee of the Association while in
session, the money of the treasury and make a complete report at the Annual meeting and a current report at each Executive
Committee meeting.

An Assistant Treasurer shall be elected to assist the Treasurer by request and to serve in the event the Treasurer resigns
or is ill or unable to function.

SECTION 5. The Historian shall keep the records of the Association up-to-date.
SECTION 6. The Parliamentarian shall upon the request of the presiding officer of the body, advise and assist the

Association with respect to all matters involving Parliamentary Procedure.
An Assistant Parliamentarian shall be elected. The Parliamentarian and Assistant should always communicate with each

other to ensure that this office is filled at each Associational Annual or Executive Committee meeting.

SECTION 7. The Program Leaders and the Institutional Agency Representatives shall perform all duties customary to
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their titles and shall make a written report to the annual session of the Association.
SECTION 8. Trustees have no authority except by direction of the Association and are not personally bound by

signatures but are to be the legal signees for the Association. Trustees represent the Association in legal matters. Trustees
act on behalf of the Association in acquisition and disposal of Associational property.

They sign all deeds of conveyance, execute all notes, bonds or mortgages, intervene in all suits, by authority of the
Association.

All persons dealing with the Trustees, as Associational officers, may rely upon any written resolution duly adopted by the
Association or Executive Committee, directing and authorizing the Trustees to act in its behalf and certified by the
Association Moderator and Clerk.

ARTICLE VIII. RULES OF ORDER
The business of the Association shall be conducted according to Robert's Parliamentary Practice or in a manner not

contrary thereto.

ARTICLE IX. QUORUM
The quorum for the Annual Associational meeting or any special called meeting of the Association shall not be less than

25 percent of the member churches.

ARTICLE X. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
SECTION 1. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the General Officers and Program Leaders elected by the

Association and the Pastor and one member from each church in the Association. No Pastor, by virtue ofhis being an
Associational Officer or Program Leader shall be disqualified as a member of the Executive Committee, from representing
the church or churches he may be serving in the Association. Twelve of these members shall constitute a quorum.

SECTION 2. It shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to act for the Association on matters arising when the
Association is not in session and to make a report of all work to the next session of the Association. This body shall meet at
a time and place designated by the Moderator on Monday following the frrst Sunday of each quarter except for the July
quarter which shall meet on the second Monday of the month of July. Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be
called by the Moderator with a one week notice to the churches.

SECTION 3. All vacancies occurring on committees or among elected officers shall be filled by the Executive Committee.
SECTION 4. In the event that a vacancy occurs with the Trustees, the Executive Committee should fill such vacancy for

the remainder of the term.

ARTICLE XI. ASSOCIATIONAL STANDING COMMITTEES
SECTION 1. The Association shall have such standing committees as may be deemed necessary to promote efficiently the

work of the Master in our midst. The terms of office for all committee members shall be for one year except where
specifically stated otherwise.

SECTION 2. COMMITTEE ON COMMITTEES. It shall be the duty of this committee to nominate at the general
meeting all standing committees as set forth under Article XI.

SECTION 3. THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE shall be composed of seven members. To this group the Directors of
Sunday School, Discipleship Training, Woman's Missionary Union, Brotherhood and Music Ministry will be added.

It shall be the duty of this committee to nominate the Officers, Program Leaders and Institutional Agency Representatives.
These nominees shall be notified in writing not less than one month prior to presenting of their names at annual session.

SECTION 4. THE ORDER OF BUSINESS COMMITTEE, composed of three members, shall plan the annual program of
the Association and present it to the Executive Committee at its October meeting.

SECTION 5. THE CREDENTIALS COMMITTEE shall be composed of three pastors and two laYmen. It shall examine
applications of churches seeking admission into the Association in keeping with Article IV and make recommendation to the
Association. It shall counsel with churches that are out ofharmony of fellowship with the Association. It shall be
responsible for registering messengers at the Annual Meetings."

SECTION 6. THE PLACE AND PREACHER COMMITTEE shall be composed of three members. The duties of this
committee shall be to recommend the place or places for the following annual meeting and to recommend the preacher and
alternate to deliver the annual sermon for the following year.

SECTION 7. THE RESOLUTIONS COMMITTEE shall be composed of three members. It is appointed by the
Moderator at the October Executive Committee meeting. It shall be the duty of this committee to present suitable resolutions
at the annual Associational meeting.

SECTION 8. THE MEMORIAL COMMITTEE shall be composed of three members. It shall be the duty of this
committee to bring a report to the annual meeting of those listed by the member churches as deceased since the last annual
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meeting and shall lead a memorial service in their memory.
SECTION 9. THE STEWARDSHIP COMMITTEE shall be composed of six members including the Treasurer of the

Association. This committee shall: (a) present a Budget to the Association for the following year; (b) devise plans for
raising the funds for the Associational Budget; (c) audit the fmances and fmancial records of the Association annually and
anytime there is a change ofTreasurer or at the direction of the Association or the Executive Committee; (d) report all audits
to the Annual Association Meeting.

SECTION 10. THE CONSTITUTION COMMITTEE shall be composed of three members and shall perform all duties
specified in Article XV.

SECTION 11. THE ORDINATION COMMITTEE shall be composed of five designated Pastors and all other Pastors
who desire to sit with the committee.

A. The committee serves on an advisory capacity only and serves at the request of the church from which the
member is seeking ordination.

B. The committee should examine such candidates for the ministry as come before it as to their call and fitness for
the gospel ministry and make such recommendations to the church as they feel led.

C. The committee should assist in arranging the proper service of ordination when such assistance is requested.
D. The Executive Committee should be informed regularly of the work of the committee.
E. Each church desiring to ordain a candidate is urged to consult with the committee, and shall give two weeks

notice in which the committee is to do its work.
SECTION 12. THE EVANGELISM COMMITTEE. The duties of the committee shall be to direct and propose a

perpetual program and spirit of evangelism in the Association. It shall arrange and direct all Associational-wide evangelistic
activities.

SECTION 13. THE ASSOCIATIONAL MISSIONS DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL shall be composed of eight (8)
members, nominated by the Associational Committee on Committees and elected by the Association at the annual meeting.
The committee shall be: Missions Development Director, Promotion Director, Survey Director, Associational WMU
Mission Action Director, Associational Brotherhood Director, Sunday School Outreach Director, Church Training Director,
and Associational Deacons President. The Missions Development Director, Promotion Director, and Survey Director shall
be elected for a three-year term, with one member named each year. The other five positions shall be filled by the person
who is elected to fill those five Associational offices.

The duties of the AMDC are to lead the associational missions development in the five mission performance tasks: (1) call
churches to be on missions; (2) train, develop, and encourage church and Associational workers; (3) provide resources and
services to churches and leaders; (4) provide opportunities for working together in missions, ministry and growth; (5)
establish and maintain appropriate communications and relationships with the community and the denomination.

SECTION 14. THE BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE shall be comprised of three members. The committee
shall be responsible for and in charge of the upkeep and repairs of the Associational building, grounds, and equipment.

SECTION 15. THE PERSONNEL COMMITTEE
A. The Committee shall be composed of 7 members of which 3 are pastors.
B. They shall recommend policies and procedures for the selection, supervision and termination of Associational

staffpersonnel. Those policies and procedures shall be approved by the Association.
C. Prepare and maintain an organizational manual relation to the Association's staffpersonnel.
D. Develop and recommend to the association policies and procedures for paid and volunteer staffpersonnel.
E. Develop policies and procedures regarding continuing education and development for the Director of Missions

and other Associational staff.
F. When a staff vacancy occurs, other than the DOM, they shall serve as the search committee. When a DOM

vacancy occurs, they shall nominate a search committee and present it to the Executive Committee.
G. The Personnel Committee shall handle grievances as outlined in the grievance policy.

ARTICLE XII. THE ASSOCIATIONAL COUNCIL
The ASSOCIATIONAL COUNCIL shall be composed of the Director of Missions, the Moderator, the Vice Moderator,

the Program Leaders: Sunday School, Discipleship Director, Woman's Missionary Union, Brotherhood Director, Chairman
of Deacons, Missions Development Director, Chairman ofEvangelism, Chairman of the Finance Committee, Vacation Bible
School Director, Youth Director, Director of the Singles, Director of the Senior Adults, and Music Director. The Director of
Missions is to serve as Chairman and a secretary shall be elected from the group.

The purpose of the council is to coordinate the planning of the various programs of the Association, to develop an
Associational calendar, and to give mutual support to the various organization and program units in carrying out their
assignments.
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ARTICLE XIII. THE ASSOCIATIONAL PASTORS' CONFERENCE
The Associational Pastors' Conference provides regular meetings for the Baptist ministers of the Association. The purpose

of the conference is for fellowship and mutual support, for doctrinal and professional discussion and for promotion of
church, Associational and other denominational programs. The conference is not an administrative or executive body.

ARTICLE XIV. JOB DESCRIPTION, DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS
SECTION 1. Title and Functions.

A. Position Title. This position shall be known as the Director ofMissions for the Tuckaseigee Baptist
Association.

B. Basic Functions. The Director ofMissions shall serve as minister to the churches and church leaders of the
Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, as mission strategist for the Association, as chief administrative officer for the Association,
and as a general leader of the Association.

SECTION 2. Responsibilities.
A. Minister to Churches and Church Leaders.

1. The Director ofMissions shall serve as pastor to the pastors of the Association. Upon request, the Director of
Missions shall provide counseling and consultation for pastors regarding spiritual, vocational, congregational, personal or
family concerns. The Director ofMissions shall be available to assist pastors considering a move, shall orient new pastors to
the Association, shall develop systems ofpastoral support and fellowship, and shall provide growth opportunities for pastors.

2. Upon request, the Director ofMissions shall assist and counsel pastors and church leaders regarding
ministries, programs and procedures within the churches, including but not limited to building planning, budget procedures,
long range or strategy planning, curriculum evaluation or review, issues of church policy and organization, church­
community surveys, outreach, and spiritual growth.

3. Upon request, the Director ofMissions shall assist and counsel churches regarding the calling ofpastors or
church staff, conflicts between a pastor and church, or conflicts within a church's fellowship. The Director ofMissions shall
assist churches without a pastor in their ministries and programs at their request and shall provide advice for persons
considering a Christian vocation.

4. The Director ofMissions shall be available upon request to preach or teach in and for churches on such
occasions as revivals, pulpit supply, study courses, stewardship or missions emphasis, promotion or recognition assemblies
and services, special day addresses, Vacation Bible School, and similar events.

5. The Director of Missions shall take the initiative to regularly visit churches for worship and fellowship, taking
care to treat all churches as equal partners in the Association.

6. The Director ofMissions shall develop opportunities to foster fellowship and mutual commitment between
and among the churches.

B. Mission Strategist.
1. The Director ofMissions shall encourage churches to develop and maintain a missions perspective and to

extend their ministries and outreach beyond the local church field and community through broader involvement and
cooperation with other churches in missions activities.

2. The Director ofMissions shall interpret to the churches the needs ofpersons and groups within the
Association's area and shall lead the Association to start new churches or ministry activities appropriate to the needs.

3. The Director ofMissions shall encourage and lead volunteer involvement in mission activities beyond the
Association's boundaries, such as home and foreign missions partnerships and disaster relief.

4. The Director ofMissions shall interpret to the Association the mission work of the churches and conventions
of the denomination at the state and national levels and shall encourage churches to support such work with their prayers,
[mances and personal commitment.

C. Chief Administrative Officer.
1. The Director ofMissions shall administer all policies and instructions committed to that office by the

Association in annual session or by the Executive Committee.
2. The Director of Missions shall work with the Executive Conimittee to plan, organize, coordinate,

communicate and evaluate the total work of the Association.
3. The Director ofMissions shall work with and assist Associational officers, committees and program leaders to

implement the specific objectives of the Association and to communicate these activities to the churches and encourage their
involvement.

4. The Director ofMissions shall serve as an ex officio member of all committees and program departments of
the Association.

5. The Director ofMissions shall publish a regular Associational news medium to promote the work and
fellowship of the Association among the churches and shall otherwise communicate with the churches as required.
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6. The Director of Missions shall supervise the Associational office staff and any volunteers or other paid
employees, full or part time, who are directly involved in ministries or activities sponsored by the Association.

7. The Director of Missions shall act as office and property manager and purchasing agent for the Association in
all matters not assigned to the Trustees of the Association.

D. General Leader of the Association.
1. The Director of Missions shall interpret the work of the Association in the churches.
2. The Director of Missions shall maintain relationships with pertinent Baptist conventions and bodies, and

especially with those denominational offices charged with Associational development and support, informing those bodies of
the needs and potentialities in the Association and interpreting the overall work of the denomination to the churches.

3. The Director of Missions shall relate to other Christian and service organizations, such as local relief and
assistance groups, hospital chaplaincy programs, groups that minister to the homebound or terminally ill, ministerial
conferences or support groups, and similar organizations, as appropriate.

4. The Director of Missions shall relate to and represent the work of the Association to various business, social,
educational, governmental and civic groups.

5. The Director of Missions shall act as chiefpublic relations and information officer for the Association,
promoting its work to the general public through the various communications media and responding to inquiries and requests
for information as required.

SECTION 3. Terms of Employment.
A. Employment. The Director ofMissions is employed by the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association.
B. Call, Termination and Interim.

1. A person shall be called to the office ofDirector of Missions according to the following procedures:
a. When a vacancy occurs in the office ofDirector ofMissions, the Personnel Committee shall nominate

a search committee to be elected by the Executive Committee. Election of the search committee shall take place within 30
days of the occurrence of the vacancy. If a regular meeting of the Executive Committee is not scheduled within 30 days, a
special meeting shall be called by the Moderator. Executive Committee members shall be given two weeks' written notice of
the names of the nominees to serve on the search committee and the date, time and place of the meeting.

b. Once elected, the search committee shall solicit and screen candidates according to qualifications and
procedures which the committee shall determine. The search committee shall recommend and present one candidate for
election by the Association.

c. Election of the candidate by the Association shall take place within 30 days of the search committee's
decision to recommend. If the annual session of the Association is not scheduled within 30 days, a special session of the
Association shall be called by the Moderator. The Association shall be given two weeks' written notice of the name of the
candidate and the date, time, and place of the meeting.

d. Election of the candidate shall be by majority vote. If the candidate fails to receive a majority vote, the
search committee shall be immediately dissolved and the Personnel Committee shall begin the process over again.

2. The term of service of the Director ofMissions shall be indefmite. Employment of the Director of Missions
may be terminated according to the following procedures:

a. The Director ofMissions may resign by giving written notice 60 days in advance. The resignation
may be accepted on behalf of the Association by the Executive Committee in regular or called session. By mutual agreement
of the Director of Missions and the Executive Committee, the period of 60 days' notice may be waived.

b. The Director ofMissions may be involuntarily terminated by the Association in annual or called
session.

(1) No final action to terminate the Director of Missions shall occur unless both the Director of
Missions and the Association have endeavored to resolve any existing conflict by lesser means. In addition, no fmal action
to terminate the Director ofMissions shall occur without prior investigation by the Personnel Committee according to
established grievance procedures. The Personnel Committee shall then make a report of its fmdings to the Association. The
Association shall consider, but shall not be bound by or required to follow, the recommendations of the Personnel
Committee. If such an investigation and report has not occurred, any action to terminate the Director ofMissions shall be
referred to the Personnel Committee for investigation before [mal action is taken.

(2) Action by the Association to terminate the Director of Missions, whether in annual or called
session, shall require 30 days'written notice to the Association following completion of the Personnel Committee's
investigation. Action to terminate shall be by majority vote.

(3) If the Association in session votes to terminate, the Director of Missions shall receive full pay
and benefits for a period of 60 days following the effective date of the termination.

3. When a vacancy occurs in the office of Director of Missions, the Executive Committee may elect an Interim
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Director ofMissions according to the following procedure:
a. The Personnel Committee shall recommend a candidate, negotiate tenns of employment, and present

the recommendations to the Executive Committee for approval. Such election may take place at the same time and in the
same manner as election of the search committee, or at any other appropriate time.

b. The Personnel Committee shall supervise the work of the Interim Director ofMissions. Authority to
extend, tenninate, or otherwise change the tenns of employment of the Interim Director of Missions shall be retained by the
Executive Committee.

C. Accountability.
1. The Director ofMissions shall be supervised by the Personnel Committee acting on behalf of the Association.
2. The Personnel Committee shall arrange for an annual evaluation of the Director ofMissions.
3. The Personnel Committee shall establish a grievance policy to provide an orderly and appropriate process to

hear grievances and complaints against the Director ofMissions by members or churches of the Association.
D. Pay and Benefits.

1. Salary, retirement, insurance and other fmancial benefits for the Director ofMissions shall be proposed by the
Budget and Finance Committee and established by the Association in the annual budget. The Budget and Finance
Committee shall solicit recommendations concerning pay and benefits for the Director of Missions from the Personnel
Committee, but shall not be bound to accept those recommendations.

2. Travel allowance for the Director ofMissions shall be deemed by the Association to be a business expense
and not a personal benefit for the Director ofMissions.

3. The Director ofMissions shall receive two weeks paid vacation annually. The period of two weeks shall
incorporate ten working days, including two Sundays. Unused vacation shall not accrue to the following year.

4. The Director ofMissions shall receive sick leave at the rate of one day per month, accruing on the first day of
the month, not to exceed 120 working days. Additional sick leave may be credited against future months. If the Director of
Missions is involuntarily tenninated by the Association, any unused sick leave accrued shall be fmancially reimbursed to the
Director ofMissions in addition to the 60 days'pay and benefits required by the act oftennination.

5. The Director of Missions shall be granted one day off each week in addition to Saturday.
6. The following holidays shall be observed: New Year's Day, Easter Monday, Memorial Day, July 4, Labor

Day, Thanksgiving Thursday and Friday, and December 25 and 26 at Christmas.
7. The Association acknowledges the flexibility of schedule required by the Director ofMissions. The Director

ofMissions' time shall be organized in a professional manner, with the work schedule devoted to activities that will benefit
the work of the Association, whether in the office or on the field and whether during the nonnal work day or at night. The
Director ofMissions shall establish office hours for the office secretary and shall be available, either through personal office
hours or some other established procedure, to any in the Association needing assistance.

8. The Director ofMissions may.attend denominational conventions and meetings, continuing education and
professional development events, and other assemblies and conferences pertaining to the work of the office. The
Association through its annual budget may reimburse the Director of Missions for expenses incurred while attending such
meetings.

9. The Director ofMissions may use up to three weeks ofpaid leave annually to lead or participate in revivals,
world missions conferences, and similar meetings outside the Association, which result in an honorarium or other
reimbursement above and beyond expenses. The Director ofMissions may lead revivals and conferences within the
Association as schedule pennits, such activities being included in the job responsibility of minister to the churches of the
Association.

10. The Director of Missions may serve as interim pastor of a church or churches in the Association. Such
activity may not exceed three months in a given calendar year without prior approval of the Personnel Committee. The
Director ofMissions may engage in pulpit supply and similar activities as schedule pennits, such activities being included in
the job responsibility of minister to the churches of the Association.

11. The Director ofMissions may lead or participate in mission trips, mission partnerships, disaster relief, and
other direct mission opportunities outside the Association, such activities being included in the job responsibility of mission
strategist for the Association. Such activities may not exceed three weeks in a given calendar year without prior approval of
the Personnel Committee.

12. The Director ofMissions shall keep a record of leave and time spent off the Associational field, including
vacation, sick leave, conventions and conferences, continuing education events, revivals and similar meetings, and mission
trips. The record shall be submitted to and maintained by the Treasurer of the Association.

13. The Director ofMissions shall be free to use off duty time to engage in personal activities and pursuits.
Such activities shall not interfere with the professional responsibilities or activities and meetings that require the presence of
the Director ofMissions. The Director of Missions shall be aware that all personal activities reflect on the office and the job
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responsibility of general leader of the Association.
14. No honorarium shall be expected or required for any service perfonned by the Director of Missions in

conjunction with official duties. However, any individual, group or church is free to present an honorarium if they so desire,
and such may be retained by the Director of Missions and not submitted to the Association.

SECTION 4. Adoption.
A. This job description supersedes, repeals and takes the place of any conflicting articles or statements in this

Constitution or other documents of the Association.
B. The Personnel Committee shall be responsible to maintain, update and revise this job description as required,

making recommendations to the Association for approval as they are needed.

ARTICLE XV. AMENDMENTS
The constitution may be amended at any annual meeting of the Association by a two-thirds majority of the

messengers present and voting, provided the amendment has been presented to the Constitutional CoIlllilittee at least 10 days
prior to the annual meeting and presented to the Association in printed fonn on the fITst day of the annual meeting to be
voted on the second day.

ARTICLE XVI. NON-PROFIT STATUS
The Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, and educational

purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations
under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

No part of the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. shall inure to the benefit of its' members, directs, officers, or
other persons except that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services
rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the exempt purposes of the organization.

In the event of dissolution, the residual assets of the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. will be turned over to
one or more organizations with similar p~rposes which are exempt as organizations described in Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986.
