WARRIOR CREEK CHURCH,

COLQUITT COUNTY, Ga.
September 15th, 1911.

The Twenty-first annual session of the Brushy
Creek Union of Primitive Baptists met to-day
with the above named church, Elder L. M. Ball ,
Moderator, presiding,

The Introductory Sermon was preached by
Elder James Gibbs, using for his subject 3rd chap­
ter and 1st verse Epistle of John: "Behold what
manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us
that we should be called the sons of God;" closed
by Elder L. M. Ball, with a few well chosen re­
marks.

After an intermission of twenty-five minutes
the body returned to the house and after prayer
by Elder J. B. Mullis, was organized by the re­
election of L. M. Ball, Moderator, and G. W.
Fletcher, Clerk.

Invited brothers and sisters of our faith and
order to seats with us and made welcome.

Then called for correspondence. Received and
read letters, and messengers' names enrolled from
the churches as follows: Henderson's Chapel,
Sturgeon Creek, Willacoochee, Brushy Creek, Mt.
Olive, Turner's Meeting House, Emaus, Oaky
Grove and Mount Union.

SATURDAY MORNING, SEPT. 16TH.

The Union met as per adjournment on yes­
terday. As an introductory the Moderator read
and commented on 103rd psalm, and after singing
hymn 76 and prayer by Elder W. H. Harden, call­
ed for petitionary letters and received none; re­
newed call for correspondence and received letters
and messengers' names enrolled from the church
at Warrior Creek and Hickory Springs.

The Moderator appointed M. L. McMillan and
J. A. Mathis on Finance Committee, who made
the following the report:

Creek Union of Churches, find paid for minutes
$21.10. We return same to Clerk to have 500
minutes printed for the churches of the Union
then retain balance for his trouble.

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4 MINUTES BRUSHY CREEK UNION •Constitution, Doctrine rind Articles of faith.

Articles of Constitution.

The following preamble, resolution and articles of Constitu­
tion were adopted by the Brushy Creek Union of Primitive Baptists
at its organization in 189\ :

Whereas, The several churches of the Primitive Baptists faith
and order towit: Brushy Creek, Turner Meeting House. Li ttle Riv­
er, Sturgeon Creek, and Hopewell, of Irwin county, Georgia, and
Emaus and Oaky Grove, of Berrien county, Georgia,. being now, as
they have been for a number of years, entirely disconnected with
associational organizations; and .

Whereas, Certain Primitive Baptists in other ' loca li t ies , whose
orthodoxy in doctrine, faith and practice, as far as said churches
have been able to divine, is satisfactory, 'a nd whose churches occupy
full standing associationally, having recently. in a most friendly and
Christian-like manner, shown their confidence as believers in mem­
bership of said churches, manifesting on divers occasions their lov e
and fellowship for same without restraint: and,

\Vhereas, Such treatment, coming from the hands of association­
al brethren--especially since many of these organizations have seen
proper to draw the line of demarkation so sharply-having aroused
in the minds of the membership of said churches the tenderest feel­
ings of Christian love and fellowship in return , and in order to be
prepared to do even justice to any and all bodies of Primitive Bap­
tists orthodox in doctrine, faith and practice, connected or discon­
nected with associational organizations. who will suffer them to do
so, it has become the dell ire of said churches to inaugurate a plan by
which they may, as a body, solicit correspondence, receive and WE-I­
come such brethren to their assemblies for worship. and through
which they may the better exchange the many Christian courtesies
due from one to another, so often the source of immeasurable com­
fort and consolation to believers in Christ; therefore, be it,

Resolved , By the chosen messengers and members present of the
sever a l churches named in the foregoing preamble, this day assem­
bled with Brushy Creek church, Irwin county, Georgia. That the
same be organized, and that the same will hereafter be known as the
Brushy Creek Union of Primitive Baptists, and that the said organi­
zation is hereby based only and solely upon the following ar-ticles of
the Constitution, to-wit:

ART· 1. The Brushy Creek Union of Primitive Baptists as above
organized. shall hold annual session with one or the other of the
churches of the Union a genera! annual Union meeting. the present
meeting constituting the first meeting under the Constitution.

ART. II. Said meeting shall be composed of the regular chosen
messengers of the several churches composing the Union together
with' the members of the same in good standing who may be in at­
tendance.

ART. III. Each meeting shall be organized by the election of a
moderator, whose duty it shall be to preside over the body during its
deliberations, explain and put forth questions, welcome and receive
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v isit or s and perform s uc h other dut ies a s hi s high office may require.
and al so a clerk. whose duty it shall be to k eep and r ecord in a su it­
a b le book for t ha t p u r pose, a cor re c t minute of all busin ess trans­
a cted therein, prepare and have t h e sa me publi shed in p a m p h le t
form, and superintend the di stribution of the same a mong the s ev ­
era l ch u r ches of the Union, and do such o the r things as the nature
of hi s office requires and may be ne cessary.

ART. IV. No business shall eve r be transacted or ever be enter "
tained by the body in such m eetings tha t eit her directl y or indirect ly
interferes with the internal ri ghts of eac h ch urch to se lf -go vernment
leaving that power to be e xclusively and a bsolutely exercised by those
bodies alone. a ccording t o precept and exam p le laid down in that un ­
e r r ing fundamental Constitution of the Church of Ch r is t. the H oly
Bible.

Declaration of Doctrine Adopted in 1892.

The Declaration of Doctrine as understood, taught and beli e ved
by this Union. was introduced by E lde r W· H. Harden. Elder Jam es
Gibbs, presiding, which, aft er some di scu ssio n. was unanimousl y
adopted and offe red to be spread on the minut es of the U ni on. to-wit :

Whereas. Many have made inquiry concerning the doctrine as
held forth by the Brushy Creek Union of P rimitive Ba pt is ts, some
having ch arg ed us with fatalism. a nd s t ill others with Arminianism .
e t c.

Therefore , In order that a better under standi ng may he had of
what w e beli ev e on these points, we se t f orth t he fo llowin g state­
m ent in connection therewith:

First-That the pred estination of God brings in h is ch ildren a
conformit y to the image of Hi s son , a nd resu lt s in the ir eternal hap­
piness and the honor a nd glory of H is eter na l na me . That sin is the
transgression of the law, and is brought fo rth by the unr estrain ed
violations of men and devils, and they are both ac countable a nd r ep­
r ehensive being s t o God f or their di sobedien ce. a nd thus work om
their own destruction .

Second-We bel ieve that et ernal life is t he gift of God , and t hat
sa lva t ion is by g-race , and g ra ce al on e, throu gh faith , and that w e
ou ght not to affiliate with any of the in stitutions or organization s of
m en, g ot ten up or in a ny way used to do or help to do the work of
Christ. All such r eli gi ou s in stitutions m an ifes t azea l without knowl­
edge, and are t h er efo r e derogatory to the honor a nd g lory of God
and dangerous to the p eace, happiness a nd solid unity of t h e church .
Ye a r e all on e in Christ.
