their r esp ective churches certifying the ir appointment, t oge­
ther with number bapti zed , r eceiv ed by letter, r estored, dis­
missed, expe lle d, dead and total number in f ellowship sin ce our
last session.

4. This association sh all not have power to lord it over
God 's heritage nor infringe on any of the internal rights of the
chu rches.

5. Th e association shall have a moderator .and . clerk,
who shall be chosen by the members p r esent.

6. It shall be the duty of t he moderator t o preserve order,
t o explain and put qu estions, an d sh all have the same right to
speak as an y othe r memb er pr ovided the chair be filled, but
shall n ot vo t e unless the body be equally di vided.

7. It shall be the duty of th e clerk to k eep a fair record
of the proceedings of the association; the minutes shall be read
and am ended , if n eedful, and sig ne d by the moderator and
cler k before the association adjourns.

8. An y chu rc h petitioni n g by letter and delegates for ad­
mission into this association shall be, if found orthodox and
orderly, r eceived by the mod erator exte nding the right 0 hand
of f ellowship to her delegates.

9. Each c hurch shall h ave the ri ght to send two delegates
to the association and no more.

10. Every qu ery presented shall be fai rl y stated in writ-
in g and approved by a majority before taken up. '

11. Every motion made and seconded shall come under
the observation of the association , unless it be withdrawn by
the person who made it, by con sent of th e association.

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12. . Every pe rs on who speaks in deba t e sh all ri se f ro m his
seat an~ address the mod erator in an or derly mann er , and shall
not be interrupted whil e spe aking unless he depart from th e
subject. .

13. No person shall speak mor e than three t imes 0 1

same subject, and shall no t continu e hi s speech more than t en
minut es at a time, .·without leave of th e association.

14. There shall be no talkin g 01' whisper ing in time of de­
bate or public speech, nor r eflection cast Ui) Oll th e spe ake r .

. ] 5. When a case is decid ed by vote t he re sh all be no more
debating on that sub ject .

17. If any member shall break th e rules of this associa­
tion he shall be immediately r eprov erl by the moderator.

18. Th ese rules shallbe r ead at ever y association previous
to ent er ing on bu sin ess.

19. It shall be the dut y of t he association t o k eep up a
cor responde nce with othe r asso ciations of th e same f aith and
order , that a chain of connection may be preserved am on g the
church es.

20. To give t he b est advice they can in matters af diffi-
culty, and f t he union be bro k en between any of the sister
chu rc hes , to in quire into the caus e of t he breach an d use t he ir
best ende avo rs t o r emove the difficulty ; but if the breach can­
not be heal ed , t o wi thdraw from an y chur ch which they judge
unsound in f aith or immoral in pract ice until t hey be reclaimed.

21. To invite any of the ministers to assistance if n ecces-

sary.
22. It shall be the duty of this association to provid e for

the general union of the churc hes, and not h old them in union
that support any modern mi ssionary, Bible or Sunday school
union, society, or theological school, eithe r in themselves or any
other person , Or is in an y society that is now or maw be here­
after con stituted under the pret ext of circ ulat in g the gospe l of
Christ, or an y sec re t order, n or will it cor resp on d with any
association that suppor ts or is in an y of t h e above n amed socie-
ties. .
