PROC EEDJI NGS
Friday, September 8, 1933

The Association met pursuant to adjournment of last year..
The introductory sermon was delivered by Lowell Lilly, a cor-
respondent from Indian Creek Association, text, St. John, 1-1.

After a short intermission, the messengers assembled in the
church house and were called to order by praise and prayer by
Elder C. R. Dancy, a visitor from St. Clair’'s Bottom Association.

1. On motion, read and received letters from all our churches
except Beaver Creek and Silas Creek. The messengers were seated
for transaction of business. ;

2. Organized the association by electing Elder F. E. Thomp-
son moderator and Bro. F. T. Miller clerk, who called to his assis-
tance Bro. J. F. Hartzog.

3. Called for petitionary letters and received one from
Crankerry church, with delegates—upon confession, was fully
restored.

Indian Creek, Elders Ed Davis, F. E. Thompson,
Worth Davis. Report received and bretheren discharged.

6. To correspond with New River, Fishers River, Washing-
ton, Ebenezer, Tenneessee and Nolachucky consolidated, Kehukee,
Silver Creek, Ketockton, by minutes.

Creek association at present.

17. Resolved that we return thanks to God for his mercies
and to the bretheren and sisters and kind friends for their kind
hospitality to us during this session. We now adjourn to the
time and place of our next meeting. Prayer by the moderator.

OBITUARIES

George Washington Barker

George Washington Barker was born October 26, 1868 and
died January 27, 1933, being 64 years 3 months and one day old.
He was married ‘to Mamie Jones June 9, 1899. To this union was
born nine children, seven sons and two daughters. He professed
a hope in Christ early in life. " He joined Big Helton Primitive
Baptist Church and with his wife was baptised by Elders C. B.
Kilby and Ed Davis, Sept. 17, 1922. He was ordained to the full
work of the ministry the third Saturday in March, 1926. He was
a strong believer in salvation by grace and lived faithfully until
the end. .

Lela Narcesia Long

Lela Narcesia Long, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John M. Long,
born August 8, 1876, died January 13, 1933, age 57 years, 5 months
and 5 days. Married to Harley A. Brooks of Billings, Mont., where
they lived a devoted couple until death separated them. She is
survived by her husband, mother and five sisters: Mary A, Queenie
and Joncie all of Bluefield, W. Va., Mrs. J. L. Phillips of Indiana
and Mrs. G. W. Stewart of Bluefield, W. Va. She united with the
Primitive Baptist Church at Beaver Creek, N. C..and was baptized
by Elder C. C. Davis in 1890. She was an exceptionally ‘spiritual-
minded woman, prayed a great deal and at times sang God's
praises aloud. She always attended church when she lived near
enough. Where she lived in Montana there was no church and
she felt the loss keenly. She was a charter member of River View
where her membership remained until her death.
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CONSTITUTION

The churches from the Mountain Association, Cranberry,
Senter, South Fork, Silas Creek and Big Helton, and also from the
Three Fork Association, Beaver Creek, Bear Creek, North Fork
and Horse Creek, having been dismissed from the Mountain and
Three Fork Association, at their annual meetings in A. D. 1853, to
form a new Association, met by their respective delegates in a
convention, with the Senter Church, 21st October, 1953, formed
and adopted the present Constitution of the Senter Association.

ARTICLE 1. This Association shall be composed of members
chosen by the different Churches in our Union and duly sent to
represent them in the Association.

2. Who, in producing letters from their Tespective Churches
certifying their appointments, shall be entitled to their seats. Each
church shall be entitled to three delegates. In their letters are to
be expressed their number in full fellowship, those baptised, re-
ceived by letter, excluded, and dead, since the last Association.

3.. The: members thus chosen and convened shall have no
power to lord .it over God’s heritage, nor shall they have any
classical power over the Churches, nor shall they infringe any
internal right over any church in the Union.

4.  The Association shall be goverened and ruled by a regular
Decorum.

5. The Association shall have a moderator and clerk, who
shall be chosen by the suffrage of the members present.

6. New Churches or any regular Baptist Church of Jesus
Christ. of our faith and order, being legally dismissed by letter
from any Sister Association, upon application by letter and Dele-
gates, shall by admitted into our Union.

7. Every Church in the Union shall be entitled to representa-
tion in the Association.

8. Every query, first being debated in the church and then
presented in the association, shall be read and debated and an-
swered unless it be withdrawn by the member who presents it.

9. Every motion made and seconded shall come under the
consideration of the Association, except it be withdrawn by the
member who made it.

10. The Association shall endeavor to furnish the churches
with the number of the proceedings; the best method for accom-
plishing this purpose shall be at the discretion of the future Asso-
ciation,

11.. We think it necessary to have an Association fund to
defxas the expense of the same, and it is the duty of each church
in the Union to contribute such sums as they think proper to the
Association, and those monies shall be deposited in the hands of
a treasurer who shall be accountable to the Association for the
rame,

12. There shall be an Association book wherein the proceed-
ings of the Association shall be regularly recorded by a secretary
appointed by the Association, who shall receive a compensation
vearly his for trouble.

13. The minutes of the Association shall be read, correct-
ed, if need be, and signed by the Moderator and Clerk before the
Association rises.
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14. Amendments to their plan or form of government may be
made at any time by a majority of the Association, when they may
deem it necessary, by giving the Churches twelve months notice.

15. The Association shall have power to provide for the
general Union of the Churches to endeavor to preserve a chain of
Communion amongst the Churches; to give the Church the neces-
sary advice in matters of difficulty.

16. To inquire into the cause, if any church fail to represent
themselves at any time in the Association.

17. To appropriate those monies contributed by the Churches
to any purpose they may think proper.

18. The Association shall have power to withdraw from any
church in this Union which shall violate the rules of this Consti-
tution, or deviate from the orthodox principles of the Gospel.

19. The Association may correspond with Sister Associations.

20. To invite any distant brother in the ministry of our Faith
and Order to a seat in the Association who may be present at the
time of their sitting.

21. The Association shall have power to adjourn themselves
to any future time or place they may think proper.

RULES OF DECORUM

1. The Association shall be opened and closed by prayer.

2. A Moderator and Clerk shall be chosen by the suffrage of
the members present.

3. Only one person shall speak at a time, who shall rise from
his’ seat and address the Moderator when he is about to make his
speech.

4. The person thus speaking shall not be interrupted in his
speech by any except the Moderator till he is done speaking.

5. He shall strictly adhere to the subject, and in nowise re-
flect on the person who spoke before so as to make remarks on his
slips, failings or imperfections; but shall fairly state the matter as
nearly as he can so as to convey his light or ideas.

6. No person shall abruptly break off or absent himself from
the Association without liberty obtained from it.

7. No person shall rise and speak more than three times on
one subject without liberty obtained from the Association.

8. No member of the Association shall have liberty of laugh-
ing during the sitting of the same, nor whispering in the time of
public speech.

9. No member of the Association shall address another in
any other appellation but the title of Brother.

10. The Moderator shall not interrupt any member or
prohibit him from speaking till he gives his light on the subject
except he break the Rules of this Decorum.

11. The names of the several members of the Association
shall be enrolled by the Clerk and called over as often as the Asso-
ciation requires.

12. The Moderator shall be entitled to the same privilege of
speech as any other member, provided the chair be filled, and he
shall not vote unless the Association be equally divided.

13. That any member who shall willingly and knowingly
break any of these rules shall be reproved by the Association as
they shall think proper.
