He shall serve as ex­
officio member of all committees of the Association. (b) He shall appoint the com­
mittee on committees and all other committees pertinent to the operation of the
body not named by the committee on committees in its regular report. (c) The Vice
Moderator shall assist the Moderator and in case of absence or incapacitation of the
Moderator, he shall act in his stead until another Moderator is elected. (d) The Clerk
shall keep a complete and accurate record of all transactions; he shall prepare a book
of reports to be distributed to messengers and pastors at the beginning of each day's
session of the annual meeting; and he shall cause to be printed a minute concerning
the records made. (e) The Clerk shall mail to the Clerk of each church in the associa­
ion, blanks for the,preparation of the church letter as soon as they are received from the
~tate convention office. (f) The Treasurer shall receive and disburse by the order of the
Executive Committee or the association while in session, the money of the treasury
and make a complete report to the association at each session. (g) It shall be the duty
of the Historian to keep the records of the association up to date. (h) The As­
sociational Missionary shall be sought and recommended by the Executive Committee
in a manner of its own choosing.

Within 30 days after locating such a person the Executive Committee shall present
the name of the missionary nominee to a called meeting of the Association. If
the Annual meeting of the Association is scheduled within 60 days, the presentation
shall wait untiLthat time.

His call shall be indefinite. His salary, allowances, etc., shall be as provided by
the current budget or adjustments recommended in consultation with the Finance
Committee.

Two-week vacation may be taken at his discretion.
Concerning termination of employment, his resignations shall be in writing and

presented to the Executive Committee at least thirty days before it is to take effect.
!he Executive Committee may terminate employment by giving thirty days notice
In advance.

The Missions Committee shall give full supervision and guidance to the Missionary
in planning, promoting and financing his work.

The Missionary shall work closely with the associational committees and as­
sociational officers in such a way as to help each group determine its opportunities,
and objectives based on the need in the churches and procedures, and means of
fulfilling these.

Therefore, he shall serve as ex-officio member of all committees of the As­
sociation. It shall be his duty to administer the policies and instructions of the
Executive Committee. He shall communicate with the State and Southern Convention
such information as shall be mutually helpful and needful.
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ARTICLE Vln

All officers shall be el~cted annua.lly at ,the discretion of the body. All officers
and committee members wlll hold offIce untll the next annual association meeting.

ARTICLE IX

The busin~ss of. the association shall be conducted according to Roberts Parlia­
mentary PractIce or m a manner not contrary thereto.

This constitution s.hall be amended by a majority vote, providing the amendment
w~s read on the prevlOus day of the association. Otherwise two-thirds majority of
the votes must be in favor of the amendment.
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BY-LAWS

1. All vacancies occurring among the elective officers and in the Executive
Committee shall be filled by the Promotion Committee.

2. The Executive Committee shall meet at a time and place designated by the
Moderator on Monday folloWing the first Sunday of each quarter. The Executive Com­
mittee shall elect its own chairman.

3. Each church Clerk shall mail to the Clerk of the association a letter properly
filled out on the blank furnished him at least two weeks prior to the meeting of the
body.

4. No church shall be received into the ass.ociation who does not present a
certificate of examination properly endorsed by the committee on organization and
reception of new churches.

5. Duties of the committees of the association.
A. Order of Business Committee: This committee shall plan the annual program

for the association and present it to the Executive Committee at its
July meeting.

B. Committee on Committees: The duty of this committee is to bring to
the annual associational meeting a nomination of the personnel of the
standing committees.

C. Finance Committee: This committee shall devise plans for raising the
funds for the association budget and prepare for recommendations to the
annual session of the association the budget for the disbursement of
funds for the coming year.

D. Resolutions Committee: This committee is to report suitable .resolutions
at the annual associational meeting.

E. Credentials Committee: This committee serves in an advisory capacity
only. This committee should examine such candidates for the ministry
as come before it as to their call and fitness for the Gospel Ministry
and make recommendations as they feel led to the church of which
one is a member about his being ordained and help plan and arrange the
proper services of ordination when such assistance is needed. The Ex­
ecutive Committee should be informed reQUlarlv of !he work of the com­
mittee. Each church desiring to ordain a candidate is urged to consult
with the committee.

F. Nominating Committee: It shall be the duty of this committee to nominate
the officers of the Association and have this report ready for the annual
associational meeting.

G. Missions Committee: (1) This committee shall be composed of the fol­
lowing Association officers: Sunday School Superintendent, Training Union
Director, Womads Missionary Union President, Brotherhood President,
Chairman oCEvangelism, Chairman of Associational Deacons, Treasurer,
Moderator, and Chairman of Executive Committee, and four members at
large from member churches to be elected by the association at its annual
meeting for 1,2,3, and 4 years respectively on a rotating system. After
the election one new member shall be elected each year to serve for a
period of four years. (2) The Missions Committee shall advise and work
with the Associational Missionary in promoting the work in the Associ­
ation' and also lead and assist in organizing new churches, and also
shall be responsible for encouraging and guiding the churches in the
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association to faithfully cooperate with the aSsociation program and
emphases.

All officers shall be elected annually at the discretion of the body. (add:) All of­
ficers and committee members will hold officeuntil the next annual association meet­
ing.

Time was again extended for ten minutes.
A motion was made by Rev. Lloyd Wood to delete By-law 5, section 7, and make 7

the following:

MISSIONS COMMITTEE OF THE TUCKASEIGEEASSOCIA TION: (1) This committee
shall be composed of the follOWing Association officers: Sunday School Superintend­
ent, Training Union Director, Woman's Missionary Union President, Brotherhood Presi­
dent, Chairman of Evangelism, Chairman of AssociationalDeacons, Treasurer, Mod­
erator, and Chairman of Executive Committee, and four members at large from mem­
ber churches to be elected by the association at its annual meeting for I, 2, 3, and 4,
years respectively on a rotating system. After the election one new member shall be
elected each year to serve for a period of four years. (2) The Missions Committee
shall advise and work with the Associational Missionary in promoting the work in the
Association, and also lead and assist in organizing new churches, and also shall be
responsible for encouraging and guiding the churches in the association to faithfully
cooperate with the association program and emphases. (3) The committee shall
meet once a quarter to receive a written report from the Associational Missionary
and make helpful suggestions to him concerning his work. (4) If such advise is sought,
it shall advise any group seeking to organize a new church, or seek to help any mem­
ber church desiring assistance in its probl~ms. (5) The Missions Committee shall
perform the duties prescribed in the By- Laws on New Churches, and the By-Laws
prescribing the Job Description on the Associational Missionary.

Discussion followed on the election of the Associational Missionary. Rev. Jesse
Bailey made a motion that the following be added to Article VII, section h, for clari­
fication:

(h) The Associational Missionary shall be sought and recommended by the Exe­
cutive Committee in a manner of its own choosing. Within 30 days after locating
such a person the Executive Committee shall present the name of the missionary
nominee to a called meeting of the Association. If the Annual meeting of the Asso­
ciation is scheduled within 60 days, the presentation shall wait until that time.

Motion carried.
The recommended change in By-law 5, section 7, was approved.
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A motion was made to accept the addition of By-law number 5 section 8 by the
Rev. Lloyd Wood. Section number 8 would be as follows:

NEW CHURCHES IN THE ASSOCIA TION: (1) Any church seeking admission to the
membership of the Association shall petition in writing the Executive Committee at
least three months before the annual meeting of the Association, which petition shall
be referred to the Missions Committee for its study on the petitioning churchls
covenant, articles of faith, history, practices, cooperative spirit, its relations to other
churches of the association and its willingness to abide by the Constitution and the
By- Laws of the Association. The Missions Committee shall then report to the Asso­
ciational Meeting with a copy thereof submitted to the Assoeiational Executive Com­
mittee at least thirty days prior to the Annual Meeting of the Association, its find­
ings and recommendations for Associational action at the next annual meeting. (2)
Each church applying for membership in the Association, upon approval, shall be re­
ceived under the watch-care of the Association for a period of one year. Each church
shall give a written report to the missions committee and the Promotion Committee
each quarter of their .work and giving toward associational program and state and
southwide participation.

The motion to accept this change carried.
A motion was made by the Rev. Lloyd Wood to use the name EXECUTIVE COM­

MITTEE throughout the Constitution rather than the dual system of Promotions and
Executive Committee. Motion carried.

A motion was made to extend the time for two minutes. Motion carried.
Rev. Joseph Reese made a motion that an Evangelism Committee be installed in

the Association to work on the county-wide revival. The Committee would be made
up of the following: Rev. Ben Cook, Rev. Lester Sutton, Rev. Robert Blanton, Rev.
Walter Middleton, and Miss Joyce Norman. Motion carried.

Rev. Joseph Reese made a motion that it be noted in the 1969 Proceedings that
all nominees be contacted before they are presented to the association and that all
motions be written out and given to the clerk. Motion carried.

24. After prayer by the Rev. Judson Rotan, Rev. Charles Dean of East sylva Church
brought the DOCTRINAL SERMON. He spoke on "Being Satisfied/'

25. The one hundred fortieth annual session of the Tuckaseigee Association was
adjourned with the singing of "Blest Be the Tie/'

chairmen of evangelism. pastors and church leaders.

4. Provide opportunities of dialogue on every facet of evangelism in order to
discover and to utilize any worthy method to share the redemptive message of Christ
with non-Christians of all races.

5. Assist superintendents of missions, associationalleaders. pastors, and church
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leaders in planning special conferences or clinics on evangelism as follows:
Perennial Evangelism - Lay Evangelism/Personal Witnessing - EvangelisticCru­
sades/Revival Meetings - Evangelism Seminars to discuss topics relating to
specific needs of the association - Academic Evangelism/Campus Evangelism
for churches located near colleges - Mass Media Evangelism - Evangelism
Related to Specialized Groups/Christian Social Ministries.

HISTORIAN

1969 marks the close of another decade in the history of the churches of the
Tuckaseigee Baptist Association. This decade has, indeed, been a period of un­
precedented growth in the building of modem structures of worship. Many new and
impressive "church houses/< are now to bfr seen as on~ travels through the county.

At present there are 47 Baptist churches m the Association. 1968 records show
that these churches had a membership of some 10,000. Sunday School enrollment
totaled 4,566 but· baptisms fell to 188. Lovedale reported 25 baptisms, about twice
as many as any other church. If statistics prove anything, there is a great need for
evangelism in the Tuckaseigee Association.

Congratulations are due to SoP s Creek Church which was organized in 1869,
and has recently occupied its first church building, on 100 years of service.

We also congratulate the Old Savannah Church on the dedication of a beautiful,
modem church. This church exemplifies the perseverance, sacrifice and dedication
of the churches in the Association in their "Faith and Work through Evangelism and
Stewardship/'

S TA TE MISSIONS

The Division of Missions works through six departments and various specialized
ministries. In order to serve more effectively there is a Department of City Metro­
politan Missions (centers over 2500 population); Town and Country (towns under 2500
population and all rural areas); Fruitland Baptist Bible Institute; Deaf Work; Interracial
Cooperation; and recently approved Department of Chaplaincy Ministry. In addition,
there are specialized ministries at Cherokee; in military areas; and the follOWing
institutions: Leonard Training School, Samarcand Training School; McCain Sani­
torium; Odom Prison; and Morrison Training SchooL

The Division of Missions emphasizes service to local churches, especially
those that may be classified as missions. Pastoral aid (financial) is granted to
many churches in both rural and city areas. Lot aid is provided in needy situations.
Along with financial aid, competent counsel will be given by department secretaries
when requested by the church.

A close cooperative arrangement between the divisions and the local associations
is cultivated. A majority of the associations is granted financial supplements by the
State Convention.

It is impossible to say which mission emphasis is most important. There has
been rapid growth in seminary Extension. Two new ministries are getting healthy
response-~Resort and Christian Social Ministries.

The leadership of the Division of Missions is emphasizing the salvation of the
whole man. Our approach is based upon deep convictions concerning the necessity
of both faith and works.

FOREIGN MISSIONS

Since 1845 men and women called of God have offered themselves to the Foreign
Mission Board of ,the Southern Baptist Convention for service overseas. God has
abundantly blessed and used them. Their number ha.s ~ncre~sed until ~re~ently
2 441 serve in 70 countries (including 2,164 career lTllSSlOnanes, 145 rmsslOnary
a~sociates, 131 missionary journeymen and 4 special projects nursing personnel~.

The imperative nature of our world task becomes clearer every day. Our baslc
responsibility is to bear witness t? the truth. of God's act of red,emption in Jesus
Christ, our Saviour. Every human bemg has a nght to know of God s love and of ~he
grace He has manifested in the gift of His own Son that the world may know Hl.m.

Therefore, our main emphasis lies upon bearing witness of God's truth .and leadmg
men and women everywhere to discipleship so that they might be drawn mto fellow­
ship with a living Saviour and with one another in the fellowship of New Testal,?ent
churches. This witness must be joined with deeds of love and mercy that mamfest
genuine Christian concern for our fellowmen and a determination ~o share with him
all that is good, so as to lift him up to full stature and opportumty. In Joh.n 17:18
we read, "As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I sent them mto the
World." Thus the sending is inherent in the Christian life itself. A~y. concept. of
mission which separates any Christian or any Christian cause from the dlvme sendmg
is less than a biblical concept.

Annual increases in per capita gifts of southern Baptists to Foreign Missions
has increased from $1.69 in (1959) to $2.53 in (1967). .

The 1968 expenditures of the Foreign Mission Boardtotale~$3~,785,568.00.0~t~is
total 91.80/0 ($29,290,000.00) went directly to overseas mlsslo.ns. The rema:mng
8.20/0 was used by the Foreign Mission Board for general expendltures, promotlons,
and publicity.

The breakdown of receipts from the last fiscal year shows the church gifts total-
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ling $29,745,000.00. Of this amount 500/0 came from the Cooperative Program,
480/0 came from the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering and 20/0 came from special mission
gifts from the churches. Receipts in the form of interest from the Southern Baptist
Foundation amounted to $119,000.00 and $1,330,000.00 from the Foreign Mission
Board reserves. Straight gifts, where no investments are made, amounted to $293,000.00.

As Southern Baptists continue to give so does the mission work continue to grow
in the various institutions on each mission field through churches, theological
seminaries, hospitals, schools, publishing houses, good will centers, and a great
array of other ministries found throughout the world.

The' future of Southern Baptists depends largely upon what we do about the Great
Commission as we face the remaining decades of this century. May God help us
to look ahead with determination, confi~ence, joy, and full obedience to Jesus Christ,
our Saviour and Lord.

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How well have we done in our state convention and our association? This year
Nonh Carolina Baptists have a goal of $6,700',000.00 forthe Cooperative Program. Of
this amount $2,233,780.00 or 330/0 will go to Southern Baptist causes. During the
year the churches of TuckaseigeeAssociationgave$18,135.52 through the Cooperative
Program.

Billy Graham wrote on March 20, 1956, in a letter to Dr. E.S. James, editor of
the Texas state magazine, the BAPTIST STANDARD: "Concerning the Cooperative
Program, I believe it is the greatest means ever devised by the church for the giving
of one's tithe. In private and public conversation, I support the Cooperative Program
without hesitation/'

This conviction is shared not only by an internationally known evangelist but by
the rank and file of Southern Baptists from the Great Lakes to the Gulf and from
New York to California.

church.

4. We recommend that our churches continue to use one of the stewardship
development programs of the Stewardship Commission of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention as the main instrument to plan, promote, and pledge the annual church budget.

Growth in Christian Stewardship
Christian Family Stewardship
Tithers Enrolment Week
Weekend Stewardship Revival

To God Be the Glory! Yes, for this wonderful year at Truett Camp we must give
our Lord the praise. This probably has been the best year ever in the history. ~f.the
Camp. This season has shown marked progress in the impr~vementof faCIlIties,
program, finances, attendance, and in spiritual depth. Certamly God has blessed
and we must praise His matchless Name. ., .

The addition of a soft-ball field, two outdoor table tenms tables, a SWI~11.l1~mg

pool, and an ice-making machine were the. largest i.~provements to the faCIlIties.
Probably the SWimming pool was the most enjoyed additlon. . ,

For the first time, the Camp was able to enlist adult counselors for the Guls,
Camps. Their experience and maturity provided a program that equaled the Boys
Camps.

The attendance was the best it has been in several years. It may have been. th~
blst ever. Every week's attendance exceeded the largest week of 1968. The GIrls
Camps were so popular we had to add an extra week. There was an average attendance
of 35 campers for the four weeks of Girls' Camps, plus an average staff of 9 each
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NOTE: The amount of $137.50 received from the Baptist State Convention and included
in the Operational total is designated for promotional travel for Rev. Jesse

week. The Boys' Camps averaged 30 campers with 9 staffers weekly. Th~ average
attendance for the full seven weeks was 33 campers plus 9 staffers. ThIS gave a

total average of 42 per week.
There was an average of 5 different associations represented each week. Every

association in Region 10 was represented during the season except one.
The finances increased considerably over last year. Last year only 9 churches

from 5 associations contributed. They gave a total of $1,186.00. This year witnessed
30 churches from 6 associations giving $2,522.91. But even with the marked increase
there are yet 220 churches in Region 10 who have not cjon~ributed anything. In order
to improve the Camp as desired and planned, the. Camp s m?ome from the churches
must increase far beyond what it presently receIves. Certamly these churches t.hat
do not regularly give to the Camp should be urged to share. in thiS. ministry for Chnst.

Each year the Spirit of God makes Himself known m th~ hves of the campers.
This year was no exception. Almost ~very c~mper attendmg .made some ty~e of
decision for Christ. Thirty of those attendmg receIved Jesus as theu Lord and SavIOur.
There were a total of 107 decisions for Christ recorded during the camp season.
These youpgsters commiting their .lives to Christ is a blessing that far exceeds all
that was expended at Truett Camp in either time, talent, or money. .

Yes, we praise the Lord for all His marvelous blessings. But we also :eahze
that there remains much more to do. Until we can completely remodel the kItchen,
and until we can erase the $1,500 owing on two notes, we must postpone all further
enlargement plans. To payoff the notes and remodel the kitchen means we need
to raise approximately $3,000 immediately. A plan to seek to raise mqney from
individuals, over and above the church contributions, has not met with much success
as yet. However, we are still working on it. .

If those churches that are not giving will begin supporting the camp wah regular
gifts, and some of those already giving would increase their gifts, there is no limit
to what can be done for the glory of God at Truett Camp next year. Lead your church

President, Brotherhood President, Chairman of Evangelism, Chairman ofAssociational
Deacons, Treasurer, Moderator, and Chairman of Promotion Committee, and four
members at large from member churches to be elected by the association at its
annual meeting for 1,2,3, and 4 years respectively on a rotating system. After the
election one new member shall be elected each year to serve for a period of four
years.

2. The Missions Committee shall advise and work with the Associational Mis­
sionary in promoting the work in theAssociation and also lead and assist in organizing
new churches, and also shall be responsible for encouraging and guiding the churches
in the association to faithfully cooperate with the association program and emphases.

3. The committee shall meet once a quarter to receive a written report from the
Associational Missionary and make helpful suggestions to him concerning his work.

4. If such advice is sought, it shall advise any group seeking to organize a new
church, or seek to help any member church desiring assistance in its problems.

5. The Missions Committee shall perform the duties prescribed in the By- Laws
on New Churches , and the By-Laws prescribing the Job Description on the Associational
Missionary.

By- Law number 5, Section 8 will be:

NEW CHURCHES IN THE ASSOCIA TION
1. Any church seeking admission to the membership of the Association shall

_petition in writing the Promotion Committee at least three months before the annual
meeting of theAssociation, which petition shall be referred to the Missions Committee
for its study on the petitioning church's covenant, articles of faith, history, practices,
cooperative spirit, its relations to other churches of the association and its Willing­
ness to abide by the Constitution and By-Laws of the Association. The Missions
Committee shall then report to the Associational Meeting with a copy thereof
submitted to the Associational Promotion Committee at least thirty days prior to
the Annual Meeting of the Association, its findings and recommendations for As­
sociational action at the next annual meeting.

2. Each church applying for membership in the Association, upon approval, shall
be received under the watch-care of the Association for a period of one year. Each
church shall give a written report to the missions committee and the Promotion
Committee each quarter of their work and giving toward associational program and
state and southwide participation.

The name EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE should be used throughout the Constitution
rather than the dual system of Promotions Committee and Executive Committee.

3. Lloyd Wood was elected to serve as Sunday School Superintendent for the

Association for the remainder of the Association year.
4. Action was taken which led to the purchase of considerable office equipment

during the months after this meeting. A fimit of $650.00 being allowed.
5. An Area Sunday School Training School for March l'f-21, 1969 was approved

for promotion.

MAY 8, 1969

1. The Association received the resignation of Robert Clegg from his committee
and office positions in the Association.

2. Motion was made and approved that the Association work toward establishment
of a Missions Committee, and that this committee would be charged to work WITH
the Associational Missionary in the formulation and execution of the Associational
program.

3. Motion was made and approved that the minutes of the Executive Committee
Meeting of August 21, 1968 be changed to specify that the tabling motion concerning
Liberty Church be clarified to be applicable ONLY to "watchcare" considerations,
and in no way to affect the invitation of the Association for Liberty to enter into dually
aligned membership with Tuckaseigee Association.

INFLATIONARY TREND Continues

During 1968, neither inflation nor the economy showed any evidence of a slow
down. Even as late as the second quarter of 1969, there was no sign of a leveling
off by the inflationary trend. The cost ofliving rose 4.70/0 pushing the Consumer Price
Index to a record 123.7 in December, 1968. This was the greatest increase since 1951.

This inflationary trend continued to affect the buying power of everyone, ihcluding
the retired.

To meet the needs of retiring ministers, church staff members, and denomina­
tional employees, the Annuity Board has developed the Southern Baptist Protection
Program to provide an adequate retirement income. As the inflationary trend continues,
many churches and agencies are upgrading their retirement programs by cont~ibuting

100/0 of total salary. The Annuity Board and state conventions heartily recommend
this action.

Response to the three-plan Protection Program was good during 1968. The Program
includes: Plan "A," the basic retirement fund; Plan "B/' the supplementary fund;
and Plan "C," the variable fund. Response was also good in the Life and Health
Benefit Plans.

2. 23,714 members now participating in Plan "A," 1,538 more than in 1967
3. 18,086 churches pwvidingprotection for their pastors
4. 145 agencies providing protection for 9,894 employees

6. $6,543,169 paid in total relief and protection benefits
7. 3,106 applications for Health Benefit Plan, 1,677 net gain
8. 790 applications for Life Benefit Plan, 134 net gain

THIRD YEAR FOR" 13th CHECK

For the third consecutive year, the Annuity Board issued a "13th check" to all
recipients of life retirement benefits. The extra check, amounting to 120/0 of each
person's annual benefit, was made possible by interest earnings in excess of the
amount necessary to pay the retirement benefits. The excess earnings are distributed
to plans of active members as "'lell as to retired persons.

Information about the Protection Program and the Life and Health Benefit Plans
can be obtained from your state Baptist building or from the Development Division,
Annuity BO;:lrd, SOC, 511 North Akard Building, Dallas, Texas 75201.

CHRISTIAN EDUCA TION

The Division of Christian Higher EducationoftheBaptist State Convention functions
chiefly through the Council. The Council membership is made up of the eighteen
members of the Education Committee of the General Board, seven college presidents,
seven chairmen of boards of trustees, and seven academic deans. Ex-officio members
include the president of the Cenvention, president of the General Board, General­
Secretary Treasurer of the Convention, and the president of the state Woman1s Mis­
s ionary Union.

Dr. Ben C. Fisher is director of the Division of Christian Higher Education and
executive secretary of the Council. Miss Grace Yow is secretary to Dr. Fisher.

North Carolina Baptists now have a university, four senior colleges, and two junior
colleges: Wake Forest University, Winston-Salem; Campbell Senior College, Buie1s
Creek; Mars Hill Senior College, Mars Hill; Meredith Senior College, Raleigh;
Gardner-Webb Senior College, Boiling Springs; Chowan Junior College, Murfreesboro;
and Wingate Junior College, Wingate.

There are currently enrolled in all North Carolina Baptist colleges apprOXimately
12,000 students.

In these institutions there are more than 500 young men and women preparing
for full-time Christian service. This includes those preparing for the gospel ministry,
to be missionaries, educational directors, directors of church music, Christian college
teachers, chaplains, and denominational workers.

In each college catalog may be found a statement of Christian purpose~ The
Christian college operates on the basic assumption that apart from religious com­
mitment life can have no ultimate meaning. Jesus Christ is the foundation of all
truth and provides the frame of reference in which all knowledge can be examined
and used for the good of man aoo for the glory of God, and the two cannot be separated.

The North Carolina Baptist College curricula provides courses in the study of
Bible, Church History, and related subjects which give students new insights and
commitments to the Christian faith.

All colleges have regularly scheduled chapel services which provide -an oppor­
tunity for worship, meditation, scripture, prayer, music, and preaching. Baptist
colleges are not only concerned with the special role of training the Christian vo-·
cational worker, but they are also concerned with teaching and training churchmen who
will take Christian views and sympathies into any vocation which they enter.
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The Cooperative Program is the Baptist college lifeline. Administrations, faculties,
students, trustees, and alumni are deeply grateful to North Carolina Baptists for this
support.

~he Baptist College Day, offering has become another significant means of fi­
nanCIal support to our Baptlst colleges, and each church is urged to participate.
