No Baptist voice at alll is 
heard in many of them. j4 or nearly 
a~ score of years we. nave been 
pleading in Brazil, that in tne, mar- 
velous Baptist growth, it might oe 
given us to have just one missionary 
coupleー for each ot our D raziiian 
states. tach of these states occupies 
a territory that is approximately 
twice as large as that ot the average 
state of our own country anci popu- 
lation is growing rapidly. Yet we 
have no iとsident missionaries in the 
goodlv capital cities of Florianapo-
uis and Cuiaba (JVlatto irossoJ ann 
have just entered Goiania, in three 
states in South Brazil. INo mission-
aries are resident in the North Bra-
zil capitals of Para, our Saint Louis 
(Maranhao). I herezina (Yiauny), 
Fortaleza (Ceara) and I-racaJu 
(Sergipe').

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The Rising Sun in the Orient 
A new world empire has arisen 

over night in the Orient. vmy 
eighty-eight years ago uomrnoaore 
Perry,一 commanding, a squadron Of 
United States naval vessels, corn- 
pelled Japan to open her ports to 
Western る ommerce and civilization. 
She eagerly accepted the teaching 
and giiidance of Western nations. 
Today she is the undisputed misー 

tress of all Eastern Asia, holding 
under her domination, five hundred 
million peoples of the yellow race, 
and apparently able to stand against 
any nation or combination or 
nations that may challenge ner 
authority. 

We are living in a great epocn-
making hour; but we are so ciose 
to these breath-taking, destiny-
making events, that we fail to grasp 
their full significance. In eighteen 
months we have witnessed five hun-
dred years of history unfolding 
before our eyes. For good or evil, 
in these brief months, we have seen 
a nation of 70,000,000 people bring 
under its sway and domination a 
nation of 450,000,000. 

What is all of this going to mean 
to the cause of Christ's Gospel in 
the Orient? No man knows. We 
can only hope and pray that, out of 
all the suffering and human misery 
now engulfing both Japan and 
China, the eternal purpose of the 
God of all the nations may be 
wrought in the sure and certain 
coming of the Prince of Peace 
"with healing in His wings." 

What of our duty and obligation 
to Japan? We failed her eighty-
eight rears ago. We sent her some 
of the products of our Western 
education. We sent her cotton, to-
bacco, machinery, arms and am-
munition一ruin of all kinds and in 
abundance. Occasionally we sand-
wiched in a missionary. We waited 
too long, and thus lost our opp 
tunityi o win to the Gospel 
Christ and the way of peace, a 
great nation-in-the-making 

But it is not too late to under-
take, in a worthy and adequate 
way, the challenging task of giving 
the Gospel of Christ to the people 
of Japan. We must speedily send 
re-inforcements to our depleted 
Japanese mission. A few years ago,  

we had over thirty missionaries in 
TaDan. Today we have nine. We 
DIan to appoint, at the April meet-
ing of the hoard, three spienaiciiy 
equipped missionary coupies ror 
service in Japan. 

Now, in tne supreme nour or 
her destiny, Japan needs the sym-
pathetic understanding and the 
earnest prayers of all who wait for 
our Lord's coming. 

Prison Doors Swing Open 
for Baptists 

We fondly imagined that John 
Bunyan and Roger Williams had 
won forever the fight for religious 
freedom and liberty of conscience. 
Baptist preachers in Massachusetts, 
Virginia and North Carolina, went 
to prison that humble. folk, who ac-
cepted the Bible as the Word of 
God, and who loved Jesus Christ, 
might worship, unhindered and Unー 

molested by any one on earth. The 
precious doctrine of religious lib-
erty was written into the funda-
mental law of the United States 
when the Constitution was adopted. 
Baptists played no mean part in 
that struggle; and we thought that 
now all decent and civilized people 
in all lands, accepted this funda-
mental human right of religious 
liberty. Suddenly we are awakened 
to our senses by the unspeakable 
tragedy that has overtaken our Bap-
tist brethren and sisters in Rumania. 

At the close of the World War, 
greater Rumania emerged, largely 
through the ettorts or Woodirow 
Wilson and the American delegates 
to the Peace Conference. The new 
Rumanian constitution was a beauti-
ful, idealistic document. It guaran-
teed to everyone religious liberty 
and civil ecivality betore tIle law. 
'Ihe Orthodox Greek Latholic 
Church is the State Church in Ru-
mania, but the new constitution 
o'rinted re1ioions liberty and civil 
rights to all religious or raciai 
grouos.
