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SPEAKING IN TONGUES: THE 
SPIRIT'S WITi-ViSS by John Clark 

Jesus told Nicodemus, in· 
describing what :it is· to be born 
again, "'to 'Jt'V8Uµa. B1tou 9~A.€ L . 

A 1tve1, xa.1 ~wv~v a.6'tou 
dxo6e1, •••• 06~w, ta~rv··,,;&,. 
yeyevvT)µf vo<; tx ~ou 1tve6µ,a.~o,." 
That is, "the Spirit breathes 

.. where (or "upon whom") He will, 
and you hear His voice (or 
"speech " ''sound " "outcry''--' . ' Arndt-Gingrich~ -pp. 878-9, or 
"language"--Langenscheidt) ••• so 
it is with evervone· who has been 
born of the Spirit. rt· Hearing 
the Spirit's language, ·hearing 
the Spirit speaking, Jesus 
taught, is the result of the 
Spirit's breathing life into a 
person. In other words, when 
someone is born again, the · 
Spirit's SpeeGh is heard. 

This., Paul was describing 
when he wrotE:?, "you received the 
Spirit of sonship by which we 
cry out" (Rom. 8 :15). The tes-
timo~of the Spirit is a vocal 
thing. "God h~s sent the Spirit 
or His Son into our hearts, 
c.rving 2!!!." ( Gal. 4 :6). 

v\1hen. Paul.wrote that we 
"receive the _S_p'iri t by faith," 
he.did not me~n that'"we are to 
"take: it by faith" that ~e have 
rec~ived the· Spirit. Instead, 
he meant that we experiente the 
receivirig (baptism) of t~e 
Spirit by obedient respo~se to 
the Gospel of Jesus. Conversion 
is not something we are to be-
lieve has happened; it is some-
thing that happens because we 
truly believe. And when it hap-
pems, Jesus and his friends 
taught "you hear His (the 
Spirit's) voice." 

This is what speaking in 
tongues (not the gift of diverse 
tongues in I Cor. 12:10) is all 
about. It is the Spirit's tes-
timony that Christ has entered 
the heart of a person. It is

not our responsibility or privi-
lege to profess to be in Christ 
until the Spirit has born its 
witness that it is in us (see 
I·Jn. 3:24b; 5:6b). 

Speaking as a person, Jesus 
said 1 "If· I bear witness of. myself, 
my witness is not true.u How many 
today are bearing witness of them-
selves that they are children of 
God, when·the Spirit has-said no-
thini at all! (see Rom. 8:16). 
There is a short passage in I John 
that teaches that it is not every 
body who confesses Jesus Christ, 
but it is every Spirit that con-
fesses Jesus Christ which is the 
true standard (I Jn. 4:2-3). 
There is but one Spirit which will 
confess Jesus is Lord, and only 
those who have experienced that 
Spirit's baptism know the depth 
of those few little words of John. 
---(Post Script)---

It is the wonderful God-given 
privilege we have in the United 
States to express freely our con-
victions. It is not uncommon, 
therefore,·for a person in this 
country to be convicted of an 
ideal and to teach it and live 
by it. The only real dangers 
that confront a person who catches 
a glimpse: of eternal truths are: 
(1) this person will be only half-
co~mitted·to the truths that he 
has seen, thereby making further 
revelation of truth inconceivable 
and (2) this person will so commit 
himself to doctrines that they 
themselves become a god and fur-
ther revelations are denied. 
Hoping to do neither, I both ex-
press these truths with sincerity 
and thanksgiving, fully aware of 
the ramifications that attend 
them, and I welcome with the same 
disposition any response of like 
nature.
