slKE :-I have observed of late, perusing
tbe comm'lnications of the brethren, frequent
lequests thât those who wÌit e for the rtsignstt

woulcl clrcell more-particularly upon ¡be ex-
perimental dealings of the f,ord with his
people, ancl I have been long of the opinion
that no suliject is more interesting to the
believers, cr i3 better calcui¿ted to streugth-
en, and conlirm the child of grace , in the
wa,vs of truth. Wt¡ile "clouìr¡ful disputations,tt
l¡arrass and becloud the minds of those who
feel themselves to be very little cbilclren,
and rveak in the f¿ith. and frequently excite
unpleasant feelings, if they do noi alienate
the affections of brethren, the simpie lan-
guage of christian experience is easily un-
derstood, ís most generally welcome, and
ofien refresl,ing to [he mind. Such seems
to have been the opinion of the Psalmist,
ancl hence rve hear him exclaim,ßtComeand
he¿r' all ye thât feal God, ancl I will declare
unto you wbat he has clone fol my soul.tt
While the experience of the suLijects
of divine grace is alike in its general
features, there is, as was justly observed by
sorne brethren somotime siir-6e, a tt wicle
,:lissirnilarity in circumstances connecterl
wittr the experience of different individuals."
One of those breihten (blr,ther Barton) ob-
served while writing upon this subject, that
he once ttroughú, ihat christi¿n expelience,
mu"t agree in everv particular circumstance,
and I believe tbis is generally tbe case rvith
young believers; and hence, wben tbey
have h,.ard those, whose experience and
christi¿n ciraracter they couìd not fo¡ a
tnurnent qr¡estion, relate circumstances- as

having occurred in the dealir'gs of the Lord
witb them. which ibey themselves had nol,

experieuced, they Lave been leady to doubt
tl,eilevidences of a ¡vork ofgrace iu their
own souls, ând tlìe adversâry of ali gooC.
who often wields potent arguments, âssâils
them some what inthis manner. " thele,
you norv se€ hory you bâve deceivetl vourself
and others also; you have professed to be a
chlistian anrl have been relyiug upon cer-
tain €vidences, as givinq you a title
to tba¡ ch¿r¿cter; but you now perceive that
you bave no cl¿im tó a name, and place
among the cbildren of God, for you perceive
how wideìy thatwhich vou regâl'ded a chris-
tian experience, drffers from a true genuine
experience; were,you a christian, you must
have experienced precisely what you have
now heard related. That which you bave
relied upon is in reality no evic¡ence ot being
¿ christian, while of the real marks of a

child of grace, you are entilely destitute.tt
Similar ârguments have been presented to
the mincls of many a tremoling child of
gracein suchcircumstaaces, and they have
appearedso plausible âs to occâ,sion great
distress, and sometimes have caused them al-

most toshkindespair. All of the peoplo
cf God, $pgtieoru much that is common to
all who.bíicome the subjects of the gracious
operâtion of the Holy Spirit; They are all
taught of the Lord.

¿'F9r'it is written in lhe Frophets, All
thy childi'cn shall be taught of God;" and
all who åre thus taught, are made to sar
with David, " Come and hear all ye that
fear God,tt &c. Ilow different tlris language,
from that which is used by those whose fe¿r
of him, has been taught by the precepts of
men. Such. can say '¿Come all ye who
know not God. ancl I will tell you how I got
reiigion, and if you will only do as I have
done, ytlu rnay get religion too." But no
one who has been taught of God, can ever
use such language. Theyhave learned that
" Salv¿tion is of the Lord.t' They have been
taught that they are sinners (n' t in the ac-
ceptation,of the term a$ used arronEst meo,
that they h¿ve.,done some tbings which per-
haps wpre improper,) but they are made
sensible. ïbat thev are transgressors of the
holy anil r'ighteous law of God. ; that law
has been biougfrt ht¡me to their minds and
cc¡nsciences, and so far from attempting to
palliate,.oi excuse their guiit, tlrey are made
to sa¡', 'rAgainst thee, O God,have I sinned.tt
SoJpr fîom charging God foolishly, with
baving qiven a comr¡andr¡ent which they
could n,Jgobey, and calling bim a hatcl mas-
ter; they confess tþat ¡",he law is holy
and the commândment holy just, and pnre,"
¿nd sin" through the comnrandment, ¿ppeârs
to them exeeedingly sinful. So lhr fiom be-
ing able to clo that which will justify them
in the eyes of a pure arid lroly God, tbey find:
themselves unâble to perform even thoss im.-
perfect rrorks, they now desire to perform, antl
are n ade to say rú For the good I would, I do
not, but the evil whit.h I wouìd not, that I
do;" and so far from regarcling the law
which condemns tlìem as urrjust, tbey are
made to say in the language <-'f tbe poet,

tt Än4 if my soul wcre seat to hell,
Thy righteous law approves it well."

Being fully convinced of sin it becomes a
most irnportant question with them. " .Elow
shall ¿ man be jgst with God ?it Anrl when
they learn rhrough the teaehing of the Holy
Spirit, tbat they are " freely justified, by
flis srace, through tbe redemption which is
in Christ Jesus," the doctrine of imputed
righleousness becomes very precious to them.
They cannot charge it as concluc.ng to li-
centiousness, nor re¡¡ard it as absurd ; but
they consider it as not only intimatèly con'
nected with their happir'ess, but the source
of their hope, and tl¡eir consolation. Às
the gospel schemeisunfolcled to their won-
de"ing, anu aclmiring eyes, how trulv
ous it appeaÌs; arrd their hearts are

glori-
filled

with love, joy and gratituile ; they feel the
force and propriety of the Apostlets words,
{3 O the clepth of the riches, botb of the wis-
dom and knowledge of God ; how .unsearch-
able are tis judgments, an$ hlg ways past
finding out !" I have aìÌuded to a few
udhiogs, wbicb are learned by the chitdreo oç
grace, in tbe experimental,dealings of the
Lurd with them.

But in the cletail of experience, it may be
truly said, that the methods of qrace ¿r:e va-
rious and wonderful.

.Tbe youth of tender -rlears and the olil
and haidened sinner, thè learned and illiter--
ate, lhe higb and the low, tbe wealthy anil
the indigent, (( even as many as the Lord our
God sball call,tt are alikeits subjects. Some
are taught ttline, upon ìine, ancl .¡:recept,
upon precept, here a little anil there a Iiútle,tt
and it appears as ifthey are a long time in
cominE to the knowledge of tb_e truth; ancl
although light is gradually afforded them,
ancl their peace becomes like a river; contin-
ually flbwing and increasing, .vet they fnd
it impossible to n¿me 'any particular time,
when the Lord commenced the work of
gra¿e, uìpon their hearts, or when they were
fully admitted into the libelty"of tbe sons
of God; but as bro',her Barton once justlv
observe,Jo " Äll night be summed up in
this one thing, I kaow, whereas I was bìinå
now I see.lo But there aie others, the circum-
stances of whose experieirce is widely <ìiffer-
ent. Tbey are suffered to go on in a lorrg
course of wickedness and opposition to God
anil to his'truth; when in the heigbt of
their career, Iike a Saul of.Tarsus, they aro
suddenly ârrested anel brought, clown by om-
nipotent power, their sins are set iu order
before thern, arrcl in agony they ar' made
!o eryn Í God be mereiful tô me â ïinnerl
Their consieti<-,ns are pungent; anal elicl nff'"
God euf shc¡¡t the work in righteousness,
their physical powers wordd sinh beneath
the anguish of their minds. Br¡t the Loril
lifts upon tbenr tbe lþht of his eountenance'
and they are rnade to rejoice with joy ün-
speakab.eand ful,l of glory. To them the
words of the poet are applicabìe.

'r When God reveaìed his gracious name
A,nct cbanged my mournfãl staten

My rapture seemedla pleasing cìream;' Tbe grace appeared,so great.'
I have heard ths serv¿nt of the Lord, un-

tler whose minigiu,v, it, was my privilege to
sit for several jqtrs, illusuete tbis diff.'rence
in the circumshaBces of erperieice, in tbe
following approgriate m¿nner, wbich al-
thougtr it will lose-so much ol its force in
my rel;rtioù, yet [: cannot forbear closing
this scribble witþ,i¡s^ narrafion. " Tw,, ¡¡¡.o
confined in dungqqFs,.are pârdoned and set
atliberty, but uuder very different circum-
stances. One ìs released at miclnight, when
tbe sun is hid fron view. ¿nd the qoon aud
stars obscured hy heavy clouds, ancl all ir
total darkness, As be enrerg€s from his pris-
on, all is gloi,m, and were he not conscioug
that hc rs " bro¡g¡¡¡ into a large place," and
that tbe air is sweet and pure, he could
scarcely realize th¿ô be had passed the door
of the prison. After ¿ time tbe cloud¡
begin to disperse, the stars are seen, and the
moon becomes visible, he is enabled to seo
objecis around bim, and begin to rejoice in
his freedon. At l¿st the day breaks, the
sun rises and.ctiffr¡ses light on the glorious
works of God, and the liberated ,prisoner is
permitted, to re¡oice in ihe full Gonsçiour-
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ö¡s of freedr.¡m.tt Thus with the redeemerl
soul *vhen not fully brought to ',be knowl-
edgeofthetruth, butoblieed to walk in dark-
ress, and h:lving no light, let him trust in
the n¿meof the Lord and stay upon his God,
for assuredly in his own time he wiil be
brought in tbe full and glorious liberty of
the sons of God. 'ú The other isset at liber-
ty atrorn-day, when all is light ancl anima-
tiou around hirn, ard be is permitted to look
¿t once upon tbe works of the Creator in
their beduty, and the glcom ofthe dungeon
is at once exchangecì, for tbe iull light of
day.t' All will reacìily perceive the difference
in the circurnstances of the two men. Some
time must elapse before the one will be en-
abled to look upon and pariicipate in those
scenes which the other is permitted to re-
joice in at once, It istrue a brother srne
time since beaulifully observed that t'the
Spirit is not confined to iime, manner, form
nor methcd, in his teacbings, and tbat there-
fore none need be discouraged because they
are de5cient,in some particul.irs which an-
otÌ¡er reiates'," and I also feel it to be a
priviìege to testify thereunto for the c,lo-
solation of any who may be lingering abt'ut

tire wails o{Zionin doubt a¡d dispondenc¡,
as f, as well as many others once have be<n.

.{.nd perrnit me to acld, that if any of
those lvho have been thus situated are ena-
bletl to say a word which ¡vill afford a ray of
hope or a drop of consolation to any who
gre in like clrcdmst¿ùnces, let reignilg giace
have the glory.

Eitherour brother or ourself bas greatly

misapprehended the sentiment of the Cor-

responding Circr¡;lar of tbe Coruesponding

ÙIeeting, of Va,, For ourself weknow noth-
ing of an eternal created Son of God, nor
h-¿ve we understood ihe Ìetter referre ì to,
as contending for, or involving any such
idea. We are aware tir¿t the b¡othren of
that associ¿tion, and ourself also, have been
charged with holding and contending for
that sentiment, but sc for as çc are concer-
ned, we havc uuiforml"v Ceniecl the charge ;

and now sole,.tnly øffirrn tbat we do not, and
thaü we never have held any such.sentiment ;
and farther, that we have never unde¡stood
any old Schooi Bapi,ist either in that or any
other association to holil that Chrisi is an
eternally cteated Son of God.

The very nature of sonship, as such, im-
plies a previous exisienoe in ihe tr'ather, and
so we rind.erstand this subjecb, that before
the manifestation oftheSon of God, in h'is

clistinctive relation as a Son, his existence
was in the undivided, supreme and eterna-l
essence of the Godhead, and when in the
se[Llementsof eternity, he wasbrought forth,
or set up, as the mediatorial head of his
church, it waç not by a creation, but ratÌ¡er
a revelatiou of wh¿t haC always existed in
the Father, and as thc distinctive Mediatori-
al eristence was eternally hidden in the su-
preme eternal Godhead, so we believe that
the spiritual life of all the church of God

was also hid with Christ in God.

It is true Christ is called the beginning ot
the creation of God, anil the first born ot
evcry creature, :rnd we are inflor¡ned that the
saints are createel in him, unto good works
which God hath before orrlained thai we
should walk in tbem ; but we have never
unclerstoøt.l the term, as so used, to signify
the making of somethingout of nothins,as
the term signifies when used irÍ rel¿tion to
the creaiion ofthe naüural heavens ancl earth,

anri tbe things which .n tbem are ; but we
have and do understand that ìhere was a
gracious di..pensation made in eternity, by
which a Savior was provided, " set irp," ot
g'iven to be the llead, over all things to his
chulcb, and th¿t the church w¿s also in the
same economy of grace, cbosen in, identified
with, and given to him,to be his body and

the fulness of him wbo filleth all iu all.

Brother Elton, and all other brethren will
understand th¿t the editor of this paper, arrd
so far as his knonledge ofthe views of tbe
Corresponding Assooiation of Ya,, extenCs
believe that Jesus Christ rs the supreme and
eternal Gorì, urid thut he was God manifes-
ted in tbe flesh ¡vhen he took on him the form
and fashion ofa man, and that be' sustains

Brother Davis S. Woody has desired us
to offer some remarks on this subject, whir:h
we will endeavor to do, sincerely desiring
th¿t we may be en¿bled to write to the edi-
fication of some of the child¡en of God. In
the chapter of which this text is a part, thg
aprrstìe has triumphantìy establishecl the
doctrine of thc resurrection of the deail
against the cavillings of those wbo labored
to subvert the faith of the saints, eitber by a
denial of rhe doctrine, or by teaebing that
it h¿d already passeel. This he has clearl"y
proved by the resurrection of Christ from
the dead ; for if l$he doacl rise not, then
is Christ not riseo, and. in that case we aro
yei in our sins, and have preached and be-
lieved in vaiu. [Iaving demonstrated the
doctrine, ¿nd shown thatit was ¿ fundamen-
tal article in tbe f¿ith of Godts elect, ancl
so essential to the faitb of the gospel that
the whole system of salva¡ion by Christ mus¡
f¿ll if this foundation be removecì, he pro-
ceeds to illustrate.the doctrine of the resur-
ec[i,.¡n, in its perfect harmon.v witl¡ all other
gospel truth, b; bringing to yiew the two
Eea,ìships in which the s¿ints cf God wero
represeuied. Of these, the ûrst in the ordei
of the time of their manifestation, was Adarn,
who was ofthe ear[h, earthy, anclthe second
Âdani, is tlc LorC from beaven. The one nat.
ural, the other s¡riritual; the one a ìiving soul,
the other a quickening spiriÉ.
. The ûrsr cleuolopemtnt of the subject*
of saiv.rtiou bv gr,rce, in this world, to which
alone ibe order of time is or can be.applica-
ble, was in the.natural Adam ; of the e¿rth
eårthy, and, as brother llorris says, soulwal
ßy latural qeneration tbey ¿re ushered into,
manìfestation, in the image of their earthly,
natur¿l aud soulual progenitor, As Cain
ancl Abel were brought forth in the image oç
their fatlier Adam; and so in all succeeding
generaiions, all the ch;ldrea of the desh are
born in lhe imago and likeness of the first or
eartlily Aclam. Not only in the form o¡
bodv, constrtuent- pàrts, nrembers, physical
and intellectual capacities, soul and spirit,
birt in tbeir generation they are.conceioãd in
sin, slapen in iniquity, and bear the in:age
of tbe eartbly prr genitor' ; for, ,ú That which
is b-rn of the flesh is flesh.,t .Hence the
apostre on. tlris poiut ha,, in our text, used no
argumerrts to esmblish the point; forit was
so clearþ manifcst, that all the saints could,
clearly comprehend how they h¿d borne tlre
irnage of the earthly. The saints too pain-
lully feel rhe raukling opposition of their car-
nrl or fleslrly natures, to doubt that, they in-
herit from him liis image antl his depravity,
in striktng contras[ sith the heavenly rmage
a¡rd irnmacul¿te rigtrteouspess of that Adam
wirich is rhe Lord from bea"en,

In rLre new, s¡.riritual regeneration, in which
spiritual life, is communicated to, and begoú-
ten in the saints, ii originated in thern, what
the aposf,le calls tbe inner man, or tbe new
man, which afrer God is created in righteous-
ness and true holiness, This inward man, ir
creàted in tbe .image pf him that c¡eaqed
him; and all th¿t can be found within the
people of Gcrd, while here in the flesb, which
giveo evidenÊe that they are born of God, is
tha\-and ooly that whiçh bears the image of
Christ. r¡d all that one chrísúi¿n can seq
in his fellow chrisiiau, on which his fellow-
ship is base$, is the image of that spiritual
pragenitr)r wbich is ihe Lord from heaven:

IJut brother lYoody may, lay, tbe text
be¿rs testimony of what shall be he¡eafggr,
sayingr" wesl¿øllalso bear the iuiage àftue
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heavenly. ' Very true ; but the apostle is in
our subject speakìng of the resurrecti'on of
the boclies of the saintsrancl notof that which ìs

alreacly born of God. In the next veße b€adds
t3 Now rhis I say brethren, that flesh and blood
oaunot inberit the kingdom of God.; neither
doth corruption inhedt incorruptionJt These
flashly bodies, wi¿h all their properties and
propensilies stili beal the jmrge of the earthy
ãnd none of the image of the heavenlv.; for
our apostle says,'rfn me, that is, in my flesh
dwells no good lhing." tr'lcsh and bloocl c¡n-
not inherit the kiogdorn of Gocl, because it
is noi heir to anvtbing spiritual. It can only
inherrt tbat which by virtue of relatiohship it
is heir to; ancl as that which is born of the
flesh, has only a fleshly or earthly inhent-
ance, found.ed. on relâtionship to the earthy
{.dam, it cannot inherit tbe kingclom of God ;
for the kingilom of Go<l, of Christ, is not of
this world. That which is born cf the Spirit
and they n'ho are born of tlre Spi:'it cân see

do entet ieto, ancl inherit tbe spiritual kingi
dom ; but be it remembered, ihey, in the in-
heritance of ít, know no mân afier the flesh.
But irr plospect of the resurrection of the
bodies of the saints fronn the dead, the apos-

tle could assure the saints tLat their vile
bodies sbaìl be cbangecl. Not Ìrowever by
trading them away for.othet bocìies. But
these vile bodies, which are now vile, de-
praved, mortal, undel senteñ ce of deatb, ancl

bearing the image of tbe earlhly .A.dam, these
mortals shall put, on jmmortahty ; these cor-
ruptibles, shall be clotherl in incorruption I
they sìrall be sown in weakness, but raised
in power; they shall go down to the dustof
the earth from which thev wele fashionerl ¿t
first, fol clust they are. and unto dust shall
they return ; but they sbali lie raisecl in honor.
They are sown, natulai bodies, but they.hall
be raised spiritual boclies ,A.ncl when that
saying is fulfrlled, De¿th is swallowed up of
victory, and tÌ¡e saints in full chorus shall
shout, O Death, where is thy sting ? O
Grave wLere isthy victory ? Then sball the
saints arìse in bodies made like the glorious
body of Christ, and then shall they be satis-
fr:d when they awake with his likeness. Then
sball they be like him when they shaìl see

him as he is, and then sball lhey liear the
image ofthe heavenly, as they have borne
the image of the earthly. " But if tbe spirit
of bim iliat raised up Jesus f¡'om the dead
clwell in you, he tlat ¡aised up Christ from
the dead, shall also quicken your mortal
bodies, by his Spirit tbat dwelletÌr in you.

Brother J. tr'red, of Yirginia, has desired
us to publish our views on the text abover

" Yet it pleased the Lorcj to bruise him,
he hath put bjm to grief; when thou shalt
make hís soul an offering for sin, he shall
6ee his see,J, be shaìl prolcng his days, and
the pleasure of the Lord shall prosper in his
hand.tt

There can be no reasonable cloubt that
the person spoken of, whose soul was to be

made ân offering for sin, is tbe Lorú Jésus

Christ, who has offered himself, as a Lamb
without spot, unto God; and by his one of
fering perfected forever them ¡bat ar€ sanc-
tifi€d. 'Wben Philip, by direction of

Spirit of God, had joined the chariot of the
Ethiopean eunuch, be founcl him reacling a
portion of this chapter in which our text oc-
eurs, and being asked b,v the enquiring eu-
nuch, of whon the prophet spake, of him-
self or of some other man; he began at the
same scripture and preached u:rto him Jesusr
But asicle from thls direct testimony of the
inspired Philip, we find the New Tesiament
abounrìing with the most unequivocal testimol
ny that, Jesus has'borne the griefs and car-
riecl the sorrows of bir peoi,le, and that by his
stripes, and by his alone, tbey are healed,
accorcling to the pLopbetic testimorry so
clearly given in this cba.pter.

Although the Lord who was pleased
1o bruise ì:im, is here spoken of in distinc-
tion from him çho was brnised, still the
distinction is not in regald to his Godhead,
for the Goclhead is uncìividecì, and no part
of it was made an offering for sin. But
Christ is htÌe ver] evidently sei forth in his
Mediatorial office, as tbe one Mediator be.
tween God and men, the trlan, Christ Jesus,
who gave himself a ÌanscrD fol all bis peo.
pl ., to be testified in due time.

Tbere are manv important points em-
br¿cerl in this text, so¡ne of the most prom-
inant of wìrich are,

l. The relationship qhich be bears fo
those for wb..'m he sufferecl ; they are called
hrs seed, ¿nd he is therefòre set forth as

¿ìre progenitive liead of that seed. As it
is writtenr' " A seed sball serve Irim, and it
sliall be counted to the Lorcl for a gcnera-
tion. And he in tl¡is reìationship is their
'r everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace.tt
as well as theil: I' Wonderful cour:cellor, and
Mig'hty God." The cìeclaration rhat he
shoulcì, at the time when. ancl place where,
his soul should be macìe an offering for sin,
see bis seed, fuìlv establisbed the doctrine
of his seminal lleadshio, of that chosen gen-
eration and royal priesthoocl for rvlich his
soul was poured out unto death. T-is sem-
inal union, secures the rigbt of reclemp-
tion to him who by it is the nearest of kin
to the people which were to be redeemed
and it shows that before they were made
manifest, tbey hâd their existence in him.
Their life being hid with Christ in God. A
ver¡r clear illustration of tbis is given by our
Lord, john xii. 24, " Except a corn of
wbeat fall into the ground and die, it abideth
alone ; but, if it die it bringeth fbrth mucb
fruit." As the germ of the prospective
harvest, is in tbe'seed which is sown, and
as all tLat shall be developed from the corn
of wbeat which - falls into the earth ancl
dies, is in tlat cornof wheat, so were all the
cbildren of God, as suclr, embodied in Christ-
chusen in him before the foundation of tbJ
world, and presen'ed in him, and fully ren-
resented in, antl by him in all Lis mediutorial
goings forth, even frorn everlasting. And
their deliverance from sìn, and cleath, and
from the dominion and curse of the law, tbat
the death, burial, and resurrrection ofChrist
shoulcl make them manifest, so, as in our
text it is writtën, he should see his seed, at
that time. Änd the,v should be manifest as
the Bloductiou.of the corn of wheat embody-
ing alt the corns ìrhich it was destined to
produce, so Chrst as a unit, embodied. all
the election,of grace when he died ou the
cross, and when he was raised fron the deetl.

2. "It plea.erì the Lorcì to bruise hirn."
Äncl, " Ile hattr put him to grief." 'While

in the unity of eternal Godhead, Christ is
one with the Father and lloly Ghost; :lnd.
as God, that very God who required that
satisfaction should be made to his law and
justice for tho sins of his people, he is aleo

the Mediator between God and msn, on
whom the íniquities of all his sced was laid.
ft pkased the Lord,. It was in perfect uni
son with the ete¡'naÌ purpose and pleasure of
Gocl, to bruise him. To infliot on him, as
the Heacì and representative of his body'
the church which was and is ,his borly. all
the wrath of the law which was ciue for the
iniquities of us all,' -{,nd. on thisground it is
in this chapter declared, .,Surely he hrth
borne our griefs, and carried our sorroles:
I[e was woundecl for our transgressions, he
was bruised for our iniquties; the chastise-
ment ofour peâce was upon him; and with
his stripes 'rve are healed.t'

" Iile h¿th put him to grief," That is,
God hath exactecl .of his Son, our Loril
Jesus Christ, a full satisfac¿ion for the
sins of his people, in making which he
required to become a man of sorrow and
acquainf.ed with grief. The swortl T'as comi
manded to aw¿ke against the man who was
the fellow of the Lord of hosts, auil to smite
the shepherd. In vindicating the inflexable
justice of the law of God, no abatemenr
could be rnade even when ali the inrquities
of all the people of God were found on Je-
Sus. He wos bruised ¿nd he was put to
grief, when bearing our sins in his own body
on the tree.

3. His soul was made an offering for sin.
Christ, in his humanity possessed a body,
spirit aucl soul, the same as did those whom
he eanie to redeem. I-Ie was as perfectly
man, âs he was perfectly Goci, and as he
was perfectly mediatol b:tween God and
men, Ilis soul'was made an offenng;but
not his soul alone; for his body was. also
lai<ì upon the sacrificial altar, and himseìf
bear out sins in his own bc,dy pn the tree,
Yet his soul was not lefr in hell, neither cìid
his ûesh see corruption, for he arose *gain
frorn the dead on the Tbird cìay, . according
to.the scriptures. In being made au offering
for sinç,his soul, in this place, evidently rep-
resents or identifies his whole person, as
the Mediatorial Redeemor of his church.
Ee had tahen on Ìrim not only the sins of
his people, bu¡ he had also taken on him
seed of Abraham, and in the fôrm of a ser-
vant arrd in the fashion of a man he was
delivered up for our offenses, and raised again
from the dead for our justifioation. And
then clid he see his seéd ; for if ye be Chrisr,,s
then are yo Abrahamts seed, and. heilg
according to the promrse.

equally typical, in this case, Tbe announce-
¡ner,t of the s¿lemn message to llezehiah
had precisely tl¡e effec! on him which God
intendeil, ancl whicb was neeessary to perfrct
the ûgure. And God sent by the same

¡rrophet the cheering message, that HezeÞi-
ah's prayers riere heard, an(t his petitions
grantecì, and God h¿d aCded to his days fif,
teen yeârs. So by the sanre holy men rvho
had predicted, by the word of the Lord, the
sufferings of the Szrvior, was also predicted
lhe elory th¿t should tbìlow. {'Ile shail
prolong his rìays, ¿nd the plea.ule of the
Lordshall prosper in his hand." Tbe pleas-
ure of the Lord, in the case oflHezekiab, as
erpressed in the rnessage ol the prophet rvas,
tb¿t he should set his house in older. AnJ
certainlv, if we consider the church of Jesus
Christ to be his bouse, none will dispute,
that the great object of the incarnation o¡
our Gotl and Mediator, was to ledeem his
church, td cleanse and purify her, and to set
his church in the order of a spiritual king-
dom, and this he has unquestionably cìone.
Ifis days are prolonged. Viewed as the
imbo,-lirnent of his church, carrying tbeir
sorrows, bealing their griefs, and with the
ch¿s[isement of their peace upon him, his
days were numbered and he, by the law
rvhich exacted that he must die, as the sure-
ty of his people, hael no power to bring hirn
again florn the dead: for if a law had been
given that could give life, verily ligbteous-
ness shouìd have lreen by the law." Hence,
the language of the law was tbat he should
die arrd not live.

-Bnor¡rnR Bpø¡n:-Fl¿ving in the former
part of this letter, written you on business, I
would now stop, if it rvere nob for brother
Bryan's letter in the pr.'sent volur¡e of the
Signs, But he has expressed so much of
rny e:rperience, that .f tbink I will tell some
of rny exercises; ii may serve to help some
of God's dear children, as brother Bryarr's
letter helpeC nre: for. I tell you, brothêr
lìeebe, that.where I live, 6here is not much
religion, exrept tlìat of the popular kint].
Ììrother Bryan appeais to l¡e about my âge,
hoth naturally and spiritually. I arn this
day sixty-four yeais of age, in rny natural life,
antl I hope, nearly forty years in my spirrt-
ual life. I *as born near Fredricksburg, in
Virginia, ar¡d came from there to Kentucky
when I was ¿bout twetty teârs of age, ánd
atler about eighteen months I married. My
pârents lrere not prolessors of. religion;
but I hope they were possesors, My rnother
lived to b<l vely'otJ, and dieil a member of
the Baptisi churcb, of lire olcl order. Bui I
was r¿ised under the old, Episcopalian ot'der,

and taught to say tho Lord's prayer every

night. My father was very sttict in raising
his chiidren. He would rot suffer them to
tl vear, nor tell lies, nor go into any immor-
¡lities. lJut from some cause I thought 1

was a sinner; and scmetimes when I
hought I hatl done wrongr I triod to pray.

Tinre passed on rn tbis way until I got mar-
rietl, afier which I sometimes became very
much ¿l¿r'med about dying ; but I wouìd
conclude th¿t if I diecl, surely God woul<l
not be just it he punished me as severely
as this or that reprobate, thrrt I coul.l men-

'"ion, Intleetl I tlruught I had Cone rnany
cood tbings, ¿ncl had often rriecl to prat'.
But at length I tbuncl I h¿d a poor wiciied
heart; anrl many times, when trying to pray,
I thought I h¿d commitied sin enough in
the verv attempt, io sink my guilty soul to
hell. Things passedon thus f_or some time;
but at length I beearne veiy much distresser].
I was, at th¿t time larming, to trv to sufF
port rny rvife and cÌrild; arrd in the freld
lvhere I was laboliug, in one corner, ùas a

thicke[ that I used to go toonce a dny, and
sonretimes oftene¡ when very mnch distess-
ed. r\t length, my mind llatl become so
t,roubie,:! that I could not tcll whrt to do; I
was af¡airl I shouìd die, and that heìl would
be rnv pcrtion. One morninq I wanted to
get to rny work early, that I might go to
the thicket ancl try to pr¿y. As soon as I
got my breakf¿st I got my horse bo go to
pìorving, and by the time I gct to mr plouqh,
I feltso barl, and every thiug looked so a'wful,
that I hitchecl m-y horse to tbe fence, ancl
weÐt .,,ncl tlied to prav ; but I started to go
back to my plough, feeling no better. I-then
s¿'v th¿b I was ¿ poor, ju-stlv coridemned
sinner, and firmly believed that hell wes mi
portion. I then concluded that I would go
b¿ck to the ttricket, and if I went to hell, I
wouìd try to go plea,Jing fol mercy. trVhen
I got there I plostralecl rnyselfon the ground'
antl I do not think I utterd a word; but it
seemed tìr¿[ the. breathing of my soul was,
th¿t if I were s(int to hell, I might not sin
against Gocl. Still tiying to plead for me¡-
cy, if God coulcl be just ancl grant mercy to
so gre;rú a sinner. Stilt I founcl no relief. i
got up and started again, and it seemed to
rne th¿t I ry¿rs afr'¿i.l to step, for fear the
earth would open anrl sw¿llo¡v räe. A ihick
cloud seéured to haúg over rDe, ready to
burst.in wratìr upon me. It was then and
there th¿t I hope Jesus manifestecl himself
to me, âs m,v Savior, and as the only Savior
for poor lost sinnes,-I shali have to stop;
Saying with brother Brvan, that " I thought
I was walking on eggs," for I thought I was
raised ahot¡e the ealth, and tbat therervas a
lightshining at'ound me, âbove the brightoess
of the sun.

Brother Beebe, I will say as brother Bry-
an said, Although this has been nearlv for-
ty yeârs âgo, yet norv wÍrile writing and
conremplating on the subject, it seems as it
were but yesteiday. ïIy nrirrd is so mueh
wrought upon ¿ù this time, that I shoulcl hke
to go on and tell rny exercises from tbat
day to this; but it rvould fill a voiume. So
I must stop, by sa.ying that I am yet a poor
sinner, aúd, if saved at last, it must be b'y
and through sovereign grace; aitogetber
unmerited on my pãrt.

Brolher Beebe, when you have looked
over this, do as you please with it. I am a

¡roor weak cre*tuie, and not ¿ble to lvrite
ordo anythingeise. for the edification of
the saints. But, I hope to tcmain you
poor unwarihy brother in Cbrist.

Jesus Christ, is so mysterious ancl incom-
prehensible that it is difficult úo write or-
speak on the suhject so as to be clearly un-
clerstood. -{,ncl it ir so easy to misappre-
hend ¿nd miscunstrue a brotherts language
that we ougbt to be careful how we condenrn
him as a heretic until we can give our own
views on tbe subject so clearly tliat they can-
not be misunderstood or misconstrued. I
have never beeu able fully to comptehencl or
understand the language of any ol the breth-
in ¡that have rvritten on the subject of'the
Godhead, so that I could tell whether I was
exactly with ther- or not.

churches, of such, I trust, as the Lord will
have to be savod, notwithstaniling the pre
dictions of our enemies tha", in a few ycars,
tbe Oid School Baptists rnould all clie out.
The Lord of the harvest has bees pleased to
raise up sorne three preachers, within tbe
bounds of our association; thus fulfilling
lri¡ ancient promise to Zion, '(I' will set
watchman upon tby walls, which shalì
never hold their peace,day nornight.tt And
again we read that " No man taketh this
honor to himself, but he that is called of
God as was ,laron.t' I believe bro[her Bee-
be, as much as I do in the existence of Israel's
God, that he will continuè to raise up, call
and quarify aud send forth able ministers of
the New Testament ; rot of the letter, but
of tlre spirit ; for the letter killeth, but the
spirit giveth life, Iet men ¿nd false teachers
say rvhat they will to the contrary ¡ for our
Gocl has never left himself witbout a witness
in and of the word, and I am not at all afraid
th¿t he ever will. So while others tbink
proper to send on to the conferences, and to
the Missionary Boards to send them preach-
ers, I will co¿tinue to pray the Lorcl of tbe
harvest, to send forth more laborers, believ-
ing as we do thatGod alone, by the teacbing
of his hol¡z ancl blessed Spirit' can qualify
rnen to pleach Christ iesus and him ouci-
frecl in demonstration of rbe Spirit, and of
power; tbat our faith should not stand in
the wisdom of men, lrut in the power of God,
Such minrsters as are sent of Gocl, are qual..
ified to feed the sheep and lambs of Christ's
fold, and to build up the saints in their most
holy faith. I am persuaded their motto, in
all this glorious war is, " We ought to obey
God rather than men." They ean adopt the
language of the inspired apostlo "o.i ruy,

nrcmotion of tbe cause of Chriçt ancl the in-
ierest of his kingdom in the world.

Prospootus for 1854.

To those kinil patrons rvho have aidecl us
by their subscriptions, and who have read
our pâper for the last twenty one years. it
t+J¡ seem superfluous that we should devote
any portion of our paper to a statemer:t of
its doctrine, its character or its prospects;
but there are úwo reasons wbich make it ex-
pedient that we should unforl our bannel,
anrl express 'our cletermination to continue
our strict aclhereàce to the original position
taken by us in the year 7832.

The first of these reasons is that our paper
is constantly falling inf,o the bands of those
wlro have hitherto had little or no knowl-
edge of its general character. .A,nd the
otherrca,son is to meet anil rebut the false
and slanderous statements which have been
put in circulation by some who bave once
professed a stlong attachment to tbe cause
to wìiich our paper is devo[ed. ]Me have
devotod as much time and space, in the fore-
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going nurnber's of this volume to meet and
refute the unfounded slandel's <¡f ourenernies
as to us appeared reasonable, antl rnore of'our
s¡race has been oecupied with tbe reiter¿tion
of cbarges against us, and exposure of tl¡eir
falacy than our readers bar-e generally been

¡.,leased with. Our coursefora few numbers
back, bas been, instead of adrnitting tbe
abusive artic'les of 'onr assaiiants into
onr columns, ¿nd. then filling up our pâper
with our response, to simply devote cur
spâce to the advocacy of the very sentiments
wbich they accuse us of disbeheving, and
the refutation of the heresies which the,v ac.

cuse us of troltling. When wo lrave been
charged with arianism, we bave laborecl
to prove the eternal and supreme Gocìt ead
of our LorJ Jesus Christ: and being cìrarg-
ed rvith arminianism, we h¿ve lab.rred to
prove that sah'ation .is r¡f tLe Lord alone.
That there is a strong propensity in our na-
ture to favor arminianism, ¡ve will not deny,
but that we hate tbe tloctrine whether detec-
ted iu ourselves or in others we fearlessly as-
sert. Dut we have never had any other than
afeelingofutter abborrence for tbe arian
heresy. Never since the Lord Jesus Christ
was, âs we ."ometimes are enablad io trust
revealed as our Saviorrhave weentertained
the slightest shadow of a doubt of l¡is ab-
solute,. eternal, self-existent anC indepen-
dent God-head. Nor couìd we confi.le in
him as our Savior, if we cloubted ttrat he is
God. The pages of the fortbcomirrg vol-
ume, so far aÈ we can effec! it will be closetl
against an unprofitaìlle conteutic,n on that
subject. Thaü our glorious Redeeme¡ sus-
r-aius the characters of Gocl, Man. ancl Medi-
ator, we believe, and be sustains no onc of
tbese char¿cters to the exclusion or prejudice
of eithcr of the others. IIe is as perfectìy
Man and Mediatol as he is perfectlv God.
Let those who assail us on tbis grountl tell
us plainly wLich of these chara'cters he.drres
not perfectìy sustain, We have been charg-
ed with holding that the existencé of Christ
as tbe Son of God, and as the spiriu¡d ?Igacì
and Life of the chulch, is created eaistence.
ISut when, where or to whom ue haçe.ever
¿vowed such a sentiment, no mortal can, or
dare presume tosay. "We deny the charge,
and aopeal to tbose who have known . us
well, and who bave been intimalely familiar
with our views for a quarter.of a centuly i.n

con-firm¿tion ofourprotesta[ion. Some hon-
est difference on the subject ot. the saints
having been buried with Christ by a bap.
tisrn ir¿to death, ancl of their being quichen-
toþether with Christ, cn<l raised rrp togeth-
er &c., has led to same discussion; but so
f¿r ¿s we can learn. all reasonable brelbren
aro s¿tisûed with the position which weh¿ve
occupied. By saying this however we do
not mean that all reasonable brethien per-
t-'ectly accord with our views; for tha" is ¡ot
the ea^se; many for whose opinions we have
the most profound respect; . may differ in
some sense, or to some extent with us,'as
will be seen by the letters in this number
from brethren J.'W. Dance, and Elder Clem-
ent West. llut what we rüean, is that it
is not made by them a noatetr of offense cr
disfellowship. What we have written on
the subject bas been an honest expiession of
our views; knowing tbat our vìews are .as

liable to be wrong as those of our brethren.
Às good and discerning brethren as brethren
Barton, Tiott, West, Dance, and Òthers
have drffered with us on that point ; but our
difference, so fär as we are informed bas nev.
er interrupted our union and fellowship in
the least degree,

It was nob our design in this alticle to le
víew the griefs and disatisfactions which
h¿ve been f'elt or discovered duling the cur-
rent yeâr, but simply to irdicate our future
coul'se.
