CONSTITUTION.

1. This Associat ion shall be known as the ..Atl antic Bapti st Asso­
ctat ion."

2. It sha ll be compo se d of the pastors a nd of th e del egates elec ted
by the churches connected with it . •each church being entit le d to
three delegat s , unl ess th e membership sh all exceed fifty. and the n
there shall be an addit ional delegate for eve ry tw enty-five mem­
be rs . Every church having a Ladi es' Missionary Soci ty sha ll be
entitl ed to one additional female delegat e to represent it on th e
Woman's Centr-a l Committee.

3. Its object sha ll be th e promotion of the Red eemer' s Kingdom
by securing th e co-operation of it s ch urch es for th eir edifica ti on and
for th e spread of th e gospel according to our fa ith and orde r.

4. Th e " New Hampshire Declaration of Faith sh all be th e sum­
mary of Divin e Truth for determining que st ions of faith or ord er in
this body : and churches desiring to be received must s ignify their
acquaintance with it, in substance, tog ether with th e covenant here­
wi th submitted, and th is Constitution.

5. This Association shall no t a nnul th e discipline of a church, or
exercise authority over it . But it may advise, an d it mav se ve r
from its connection any church th at negl ects to pres erve gospel or­
der. or that treats with contempt th e obj ects or advi ce of the Asso­
ciation.

6. Each church shall send to th e Asso ciation, at' its annual ses­
sion . a statem en t of ( 1) its locality : (2) th e nam e of it s pastor, clerk,
cle rk 's post office. delegates and minister s othe r t ha n th e pastor:
(3) Sunday or und uys of regular service: (4) th e church st atis ti cs:
(5) Sunday School stati stics: (6 ) contribu tion s to (a ) saocla t lona l
Missions. (b) State , Lissions, (c) Hom e Missions. ld ) Fo reign . lis­
sions , (e) Education. (f) Colp ortage, (g) S unday Sch ool Missions.
(h ) Orphanage. ( f ) l\linisterial Reli ef. (j ) Hou ses of Worship, (k )
Minute Fund. (I ) other obj ects.

7. \Vhenever a cnurch shall not repres ent itself at an annual ses­
sion of the Association . either by del egate or letter. or wh en ever a
church shall not report something cont ributed for missions inquiry
shall be made for the cause: effort sha ll be mad e to revive the
church and induce it to do its duty, and t his effor t sh all be contin­
ued till the church be recovered or dropped fr om th e Association.

8. The officers of the Association shall ue a Mod er ator. a Clerk, a
Historian. and a Treasurer, elected annually by bal lot from among
its members. to serve until their successors shall have been elected.
and to pe rform the duti es usual to such officers. the Moderator, in
presiding, the Clerk in recor ding and preserving minutes and other
papers be longing to t he body. and the T reasurer in receivi ng and
disbursing according to it s will a ll funds belonging to or entrusted
to the body. the Historian in I,eeping a record of the wo rk and
progress of th e Associat ion. and repor t at each annual session.

9. Th e Association shall appoint annually an Executive Board of
five. to wborn shall be ent rusted the prosecution of the Associational
Missions. and any other work which this body may refer to them,
and who shall, as far as practicable. co-operate with the State Mis­
s ion Boa rd in suppl ing the destitution in our territory. and be­
tw een th e meefings of the Association take su ch action as may seem
to them advisable for the advancement of it s obj ects. The Board
shall present to th e Association at its annual meeting a report of all
its proceedings with the Treasurer's report of all r eceipt s and dis-

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The office of the Executive Commi t t ee, as a t present constituted,
is largely a perfunctory one, a nd t herefore the co mmittee, so far as
its ow n work is concerned , has very little to r eport. During the
year t hree missionaries under appointment of the State Board have
la bor ed wit htn th e bounds of the Association: Bro. J os eph Aden
(has occupied) on th e Parnllco field: Bro. R. D. Carroll, th e Carteret
field, and Bro. C. B. Paul, the Onslow field. Faithful and effective
work has be en done on a ll these field s. Sp ecial meetings have been
hel d in many of the churches and substantial progress has been
made dur ing the year. For a detailed account of their work the
committee r efer s the Association to the reports of the missionaries
themselves. Moore's Chapel is at present supplied by Bro. E. B.
Sim pson. In Onslow County Bro. J . B. Olive, recently ordained,
has taken the pastoral charge of three churches and will, in ad ­
di tion, supply one or more mission stations. An appropriation
should be asked of the State Board for this field. The on e condition
which most impresses itself upon your committee is the large
amount of territory which remains uncultivated. If he ministerial
force of the Association were doubled the field could not be cov ered
as it should be . If it were possible to make the necessary arrange­
ments for his support, we believe it would be wise to put an asso?la­
tional missionary into the field . who should have no regular apP?1U.t­
m ent but should devote himself entirely to mission and evangeliatic
work in these destitute places. It has been su gg ested also that a
closer relation should exist between this committee and the Asso­
ciation's missionari es , that they should be appointed by the com­
mittee subject to the endorsement of the State Board and that
pledges be t a ken and money be raised by the churches directly for
Associational m issions. such mon ey to be expended by the commit­
t ee in disti nc tly Associational wo rk , The Committee submits this
suggestion to th e Associa tion for consideration.

Du r ing the year mo re or less enq uiry has been made into the ad­
visa bili t y of estaiJlish ing a n assoclational school. Definite steps have
not yet been t aken looking t owa rd that end. Your Committee would
r ecommend th e a ppoint ment of a permanent committee to whom
this matter may be r eferred for action. It is with sincere regret
that w e repor t t he r esignati on of two of our pastors. Bro. Aden
r esi gns t he Pamlico fiel d , upon whic h he has la bor ed faithfully,
earnes tly. an d effecti ve ly . Th is field presen t s many problems. It
is probably th e most difficult field in the Association, and it is hoped
that a m an stro ng in the Lord and in t he power of his might may
be fo und to succeed Bro. Aden. Bro. R. D. Carroll also resigns the
Carteret county field, where he has done noble work for the Master.
This is a very important field and we trust the Lord will soon send
th e man who can co nti nue the good work begun there.

It seems to your Committee that the supreme n eed of the hour
is a fuller realization on the part of the churches themselves of the
responsibilities which rest upon them and of the opportunities for
fruitful mission a ry work which lies right at their doors. This need
