PRIMITIVE BAPTIST CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST.
Held at Beow’s Creek Meeting-house, Franklin County, Tennessee,
Commencing on Saturday Before the Second Sunday in Sep-
tember, 1882, and Continuing the Two Following Days.

SUNDAY, 10 o’clock,—Owing to the inclemency of the weather,
Elder Mullins being unable to speak in the open air, Elder J. M.
Payne took his placc and preached from Genesis 1st chapter and 3d
verse, “And God said, let there be light; and therc was light.” Eld.
