6. We believe that there will bea resurrQCtion of the dead and a Beneral 
and universal jud3ment and that '.the happiness of the ri3hteous and the 
punishment of the wid:ed will be eternal. 

7. We believe thut the visible church of Christ is a congregation of 
faithful men and women who have given themselves to the Lord, and have 
obtained fellowship with each other and have agreed to keep up Godly 
discipline according to the rules of the Gospel. 

8. We believe that Jesus i....;hrist is the great head of the church, and the 
g0vernmenr is with the body. 

9. \Ve believe the water baptism, the Lord's Supper and washin3 of the 
saints' feet are ordinances of the Gospel, and to be continued until His sec-
ond coming. 

10. We believe that true believers are the only fit subjects for bap-
tism and immersion is the only 15ospel mode. 

11. We believe that none but regularly baptized persons have a rie,ht to 
commune at the Lord'a table. 

12. We believe that the Lqrd's Day ought co be observed and set a-
part for the worship of God and thac no work or worldly business should 
be trrn.socted thereon -work.; of piety and mercy necessarily excepted. 
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
