The recent installation of an 
electronic security system in 
the library .was justified by a 
high rate of "permanent unautho-
rized removal of materials,".ac-
cording to Dr1 H. E~gene ~cLeod 
of the library staff. 

A prop6sal made by Dr. McLeod 
two years ago bore fruit this 
year in the purchase of the sys-
tem for a total of $18,851. The 
cost broke down to $9755 for the 
equipment, and $9096 for mater-
ial treatment,a cost, Dr. McLeod 
said, that was amply justified 
in view of the quantity of mate-
rial which has been stolen. 

Last year alone "we had well: 
over $8000 in replacement costs" 
as a result of ·what he termed 
"unauthorized removal." "On a 
dollar basis al6ne,the system is 
justified, since we anticipate a 
dramatic reduction in the number 
of books missing at inventory ... 
and all along the year," Dr. Mc-
Leod stated. · 

The librarian refused to dis-
cuss the mechanics of the systen, 
citing the "best interests of

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all involved" as necessitating a 
certain amount of secrecy.He did 
say that he was sure that "users 
of the library will soon feel at 
home with the system." 

Dr. McLeod.expressed the hope 
that the system will result in 
not just greater opportunity for 
all to use the library's mater-
ials, but that people would feel 
better about the library. Both 
the staff and the users "feel 
1 ike they've been victimized"_ 
when it is discovered that a 
book ~as been stolen. He agreed 
that it was sometimes frustrat-
ing for him, as well.

Dr. Charles Michael Hawn has 
been appointed to the staff of 
Southeastern as Associate Pro-
fessor of Church Music.

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Encouraging Honesty 
For many, the first trip to the library this 

semester has been or will be a disheartening ex-
perience. The installation of a security system 
this summer,a move we support as necessary for the 
maintenance of our academic resources, nonetheless 
comes as a result of a shocking and relatively 
massive lapse in Christian ethics. 

As library director C. Eugene McLeod outlined 
in an interview (seep. 1 for details),the cost of 
the system is actually rather small when stacked 
up against three other costs to the Semi~ary which 
it is designed to combat: the cost in stolen books 
and other resources; the cost in lost academic op~ 
portunities as a result of such thievery; and per-
haps most importantly for a Christian institution, 
the loss in personal integrity and pastoral credi-
bility which the temptation to steal results in. 
All of these the system .should significantly re-
duce. 

At the same time, many in our community will be-
troubled by what this system says about the pas-
tors trained here. It is true, as Dr. McLeod said., 
that "we all participate in the sinfulness of this: 
world"; it is also true, however, that there are 
ethical and spiritual implications to such steal-
ing which must move us to the most forceful possi-
ble condemnation of the act. In addition, we must 
as a community see to it that, as Dr. McLeod sug-
gested, those whose ethical and spiritual immatur-
ity is demonstrated by such overtly sinful actions 
are helped,,if possible before ecclesiastical and 
professional scandal result. 

Dr. McLeod stated that "fellow students can do 
something to encourage 'ethical sensitivity in oth-
ers." We agree. The practice of ~isci:pline, in the 
sense of admonishing and correcting sinful behav-
ior in a spirit of love and concern, is a lost art 
in most churches today. The presence of problems 
such as stealing on the campus of a Christian sem-
inary points to the need for this to be an art re-
covered. The task of recovery, we believe,mu~t be-
gin with ourselves, the students.

The au-
thor does not fall into the typ-
ical conservative trap of"major-
ing in minors;" rather, he deals 
with those aspects of Christian 
doctrine which he considers im-
portant to an evangelical under-
standing of the faith. Doctrines 
of God,Christ's deity and atone-
ment, the "infallibility" of 
Scripture (in quotes because of 
his unusual and original way of 
defining the term) and others 
are dealt with and defended for 
their continuing relevance and 
centrality to the faith in a 
most competent fashion. 

This work is thoroughly re-
searched, with a strong emphasis 
on British and American theol-
ogy.It is eminently readable and 
understandable by both layman 
and scholar-pastor, though some 
of the historical references may 
escape the former. It is organ-
ized in a topical scheme meant 
to facilitate concentration in 
areas Qf study. It is biblically 
oriented, which does not mean 
that doctrines are proof-texted 
carelessly, but rather that the 
sense of Scripture as a whole is 
sought and applied to theology. 

Evaluation: Scofield funda-
mentalism this is not-rather, 
Bloesch is a thinking man's con-
servative.

His method is 
somewhat easier than Moody's to 
isolate. · There is a great deal 
of quality primary and secondary 
source material available. There 
may be a drawback in that there 
is so much available. His theo-
logical work is of first-qual-
ity,, it is complete for all. 
practical purposes and is well 
rounded. He is in many ways rep-
resentative of a most important 
resentative of a most important 
theological school, and as such 
is an important figure for any 
study of systematic theology.

Principles of Christian Theology 
by John Macquarrie 

John Macquarrie is a modern 
Anglican theologian. As such, he 
attempts to formulate Christian 
theology in a way as to make it 
relevant for modern persons.This 
fact about Macquarrie becmmes 
clear with the very first sen-
tence of his work, in which he 
defines theology as a study whi-
ch seeks to express the content 
of a religious faith in "the 
clearest and most coherent lan-
guage available." 

In this effort to make theo-
logy relevant Macquarrie formu-
lates a philosophical theology 
that is descriptive rather than 
deductive and that is existen-

•tial in nature, rather than ra-
tional.In short,he tries to come 
up with a theology which allows 
persons to interpret and partic-
ipate in the basic situation in 
which faith is grounded. 

One of the primary ways he 
does this is by taking human ex-
istence as- a point of d~parture 
in his theology. Macquarrie be-
lieves Christian doctrine to be 
ideally a whole: that is, the 
single truth of God as we have 
come to know Him in Jesus Christ. 
The theologian can start from 
any point and be led eventually 
'through"the whole gamut"_of doc-
trine. 

Evaluation: one must wonder 
if Macquarrie,as an "insider" to 
the Christian faith, is really 
able to employ a consistently 
existential method, in his theo-
logy. In any case, he should be 
commended for his efforts at 
bridge building between the 
Church and the modern world.

0hile 
this does not affect one's abil-
ity to understand the remainder 
of the book, it does make meth-
odology difficult, because it is 
necessary to figure it out with-
out the theologian's help.A fur-
ther complication is the lack of 
secondary material on Moody's i-
deas.

Systematic Theology 

by Paul Tillich 

Tillich addresses his theolo-
gy to ·thinking persons who are 
critical of one-sided or dogma-
tic theological answers. He pro-
tests against any absolute claim 
for a finite reality, whether a 
Church, a book, a symbol, a per-
son or an event. 

His work is organized by set~ 
ting a philosopher's view of rea -
son, being, existence, life, and 
history in correlation respec-
tively with a theologian's view 
of revelation, God, Christ, the 
Spirit and the Kingdom of God. 

Tillich's p~ilosophical out-
look is influenced by Plato, He-
gel,and Shelling;his theological 
outlook by reaction against 'both 
19th century Roman Catholicism 
and a 20th century sense of mea-
ninglessness in the Church. 

Evaluation: Tillich is diffi-
cult to read, abstract and even 
abstruse, but his courage to ask 
the doubter's questions and his 
original mind in seeking abswers 
make the effort to study him 
worth the trouble.

CHRISTIAN PAITH 

by Hendrikus Berkhof 

This work by a leading Dutch 
theologian is a judicious mix of 
old and new.His theological base 
is found solidly in the work of 
the Protestant Reformers; at the 
same time, he is not hesitant to 
utilize the insights of the last 
two centuries (particularly the 
findings of biblical criticism). 
Berkhof is not simply a re-stat-
er of past formula, however. His 
thought on a number of subjects 
(e.g., on the Trinity and the 
sacraments, among others) is or-
iginal and thought-provoking. 

The volume is laid out in the 
mode of Barth's Church Dogrnatic 9 
with alternating sections of 
larger and smaller type indica-
ting lay-oriented and scholarly-
oriented materials. The writing 
is not always crystal clear-
several readings of some mater-
ial will be necessary for full 
understanding. The research in 
historical theology is not ex-
haustive, but is thorough in its 
presentation of major viewpoints 
(as represented by such authors 
as Barth,Brunner,Tillich,Luther, 
Cal~in, Augustine, etc.). 

Evaluation:Definitely a chal-
lenge, but worth tackling by the 
open-minded student. .

Summer sci-fi

This summer has followed film 
tradition by being the year's 
biggest season at the box office. 
What has not been traditional, 
however, has been the string of 
highly successful science fict-
ion films. 

With very few exceptions,sci-
fi films have not done well at 
the box office, Stanley Kub-
rick's 2001: A Space Odyssey and 
Steven Spielberg's Close Encou-
nters of the Third Kind are rare 
examples or- films for which the 
public was willing to put aside 
its prejudice against science 
fiction. 

But this summer prod~ced a 
number of big sci-fi winners, 
each of which had its own attrac-
tions at the box office. Tron, 
Walt Disney Studios' attempt to 
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cash in on the current popular-
ity of video games, has been de-
scribed as a visual masterpiece. 
Science fiction films are gener-
ally very visually oriented. Un-
fortunateiy, Tron has also been 
described as totally lacking in 
the plot/characters depart~e~t. 

Banking on the very familiar, 
very popular television series, 
Star Trek: The Wrath of Khan has 
been a big success.Producer Har-
ve Bennett made the wise decis-
ion to dump from the creative as-
pect Gene Roddenberry, who was 
responsible for the first Star 
Trek film, which was a disaster. 
The Wrath of Khan features out-
standing performances by Leonard 
Nimoy and Ricardo Montalban, but 
especially by William Shatner,'ltlo 
keeps the character of Captain 
Kirk continually growing and 
changing. The addition of an in-
teresting and believable story 
was also a plus. 

Probably the best film of the 
summer has been Steven Spiel-
berg's E.T.: the Extraterrestri-
al. Although devotees of Close 
Encounters will probably take 
exception, E.T. has been labeled 
by several critics as Spielberg's 
finest picture. Certainly it is 
a charming story, endearingly 
portrayed, and excellently film-
ed. E.T. has all the necessary 
ingredients of classic science 
fiction: it presents a visual 

rendition of something beyond 
the limitations of the ordinary; 
it challenges the imagination. 

The story of E.T. is of a boy 
who brings home a truly unique 
new pet, a being from Elsewhere. 
He loves his E.T. as much as 
Timmy ever loved Lassie, and in 
that is something basic to good 
science fiction: take something 
totally foreign to the audience's 
reality and relate it to some-
thing that everyone can under-
stand. So you go from boy loves 
dog to boy loves E.T., and you 
have bridged the gap, you have 
exercised the imagination, you 
have made a statement about what 
it means to be human. 

In examining the popularity of 
the summer's sci-fi, one finds 
that these films are especially 
popular with young people. Per-
haps the phenomenon can be expl-
ained by a change in the percep-
tion of science fiction. It no 
longer seems to be viewed as an 
essentially intellectual film 
media, but rather as also a gen-
uinely entertaining one. 

The fact that these films are 
popular with youth is encourag-
ing in another way. Rather than 
wasting their money on exploita-
tive trash like Friday the 1Jth, 
Part Whatever, kids are having 
their minds and imaginations en-
gaged in what is indisputably 
family entertainment. For this 
trend, too, we may be thankful.
