Fees $20.00 per term. Rooms $20.00 per term. Meals, approxi­
mately $2.20 per day, may be secured in the cafeteria. The cost of
books and supplies varies, depending upon the courses taken.

Air-conditioned library and class rooms. Modem dormitory facilities
are available for men and women. Married couples should write the
Business Office concerning housing accommodations for the summer
session.

The student who elects to take M 366s the first term will earn five
semester hours.
