HISTORY

Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary had its ongm in the
feeling of many Southern Baptist people that there was great need
for a Seminary in the southeastern ection of the Convention. The
Seminary, therefore, is a direct r ult of a thorough study of theological
edu cation, first authorized by the Southern Baptist Convention in
May, 1947, at St. Louis, M· ouri, and concluded in a report to the
Convention in May, 1950, at Chicago, Illinois.

T he Convention at that time approved the e tablishment of a
eminary at ake Fore t, orth Carolina, to be called 'The South­

eastern Baptist Theological Seminary, Inc.," agre d to purcha e ake
Forest College campus as a ite, and elected trustees to plan for the
opening of the eminary.

T he trustee ecured a charter and accepted as the Article of Faith
for the Seminary the doctrinal tatement approved by the outhern
Baptist Convention in 1858 for the Southern Baptist Theolo ical
Seminary. They set up a budget, elect d Dr. ydnor L. t al y as
pre iden t, and other membe of the faculty, and authorized the
opening of the Seminary in September, 1951.

The eminary has now completed its tenth year of op ration and
graduated ight cla . soundly joyous hristian pirit has char­
acterized faculty, office force and tudent body from the very first day.
T he enrollment has been as large as could po ibly be handled.

Worthy of exceptional note is the list of men and women who now
constitu te the faculty.
