PERSONAL PROPERTY 
TAXES: 

The 11Take County Tax. $upervisor has inf armed the 
Seminary of a stricter enforcement of the NoC. 
law regarding the listing of personal property. 

This states that a student's person~l property is subject to 
taxation even if he dwells at two or more places during the year. 
The place for listing personal property is the place at which the 
student dwelt the longest during the calendar year immediately 
preceding January 1, 1977. Personal property may be listed without 
a late penalty charge betwe·en January 3 and February 15, 1977 ° To 
determine if you are liable for Wake County taxes, or for more 
information, con'tact the Tax Supervisor, Room 803, Hake County 
Courthouse in Raleigh or ca.11 755-6550. Wake Forest city taxes 
are automatically figured from the county listings.
