I shall not transgress in saying, that
every advance made in a religion rvlrich is
not produced in ihe soul by ttre HolyGhost
at tlto first onset, and rvholly uncler h!ç
pontrol in all the sübsequent stages of ii,
is a serious retrogadefrom God and truth,
'trt is an easy met[er for meh to be rnrpress-
ed on by an apariríon resembling piety,
because under the influence of this reli-
giouS pho.ntom, thcir wisdom perverts
thern, Isa.' 4lvii, l0; and they become
dupes to a sþadorv, while the¡' think them-
selves in possession of ihe subs¿ance of
that.religion whjch is fr.om aboye and en,ds
in the salvation of the soul.

I may here also venture to affirm, rhat
the devotion of n¡ost religionists in your
New Etrgland States, is as destiture of di-
vine savor,r heaven'ly derv,. and, holy unc-
tion, as rfete the Ätheirians in Paul's dayi
ofa true knorvledge ofGod. It is true they
have the. form, bt¡t ttot the porver ; tlrey
make,a noise, but they,have no lifq ; they
seek honÒr, but' n'ot.of the Lord ; they are
.a¡siduous,,. brrt not for dlvine truth; th'ey
irrcrease, but ttot with heaven-born ch'ild-
ren ; they,are a'lsii ver¡r liber4l in nroney
matters, Éut it is to suppoit a spurious
eause. Belov,ç{, Ido not write'thus.,from a

çlánderots spi rit,bu t co nsrci entious l.l: ; frorn
a rhorotigh eonviction of what I rvrite be-

ing the trgtl¡,,for..I heartily wish that these

lhings were not so. ,Llut so at present they
are, and so they will' remain 'r until the
Spirit be poured upcin us 'from'on high,"

rvhor¡ I notice the name of Andlew Ful-
ler'. These men Rcsolved, to send the
Gospel to India, and the porver b.y them
cmploycd to e xecute their declee, was mo-
ney. I have cver believed that the almigh-
ty lower of God was required to open the
rvay and send foruh the Gospel into the
wolld ; it ,vas certainly so in its flrst pro-
mulgation, to thé Jews lirst, and then also
to the Gentilcs, and at the same time the
same po.vel was made manifest in prepa-
ring a people to ,gladly. r'eceive the lvord.'
While nothing shurt of the porver and
love of Gocl shed abro¿rd iri the hearts of
the sclvants ol Gocl, can quallrfy them for
preaching the everlasting Gospel ; it is
ttue that rvithout any such preparation,
, Fuller's Gospel'as it' is called, rnay be
preaclrr:d ; his gospel cor:sists in a roLrnd
of perlorinances rvhich carnal men can
perform, and thereby get religion. This
ap¡eats to.have been the sort rvhich was
sent to India by the porver of money, but it
found no people there prepared ¡c receive
it. Mr. Oarey who v¿asemployed to car-
ry it thithcr, spent cleven years bcfore h-c
could petsuade one of the natives to te bap-
tised.

'Xhe signs as sta,ted by Paul, that shouìd
pl'ecede the corning of oul Lorcl Jesus
Christ, in'Thess. ii, I 1, 3, fearfully resem-
bli r.he falling au'ay of scr many atthe pre-
sent time ; yei my bl'ethl'en the f¿rct is
painfuì, that those witli rvhom rve have ta-
ken sweet counsel; are so bewitched thet a
thirst fol popularity has influced rnany to
leave the good old path. Although the
case is paìnful yet not stlansc; for when
our gracious Master lvas upon earth, he
had occasion io say, " Will ye also go
alay ?" May the ansvreriirg of the A,pos-
tles, riry dear blethren, be our abiding sen-
timent, " IJnto rvhom sh¡li rvc go but unto
thee, for thou only hagt tbe words of eter'-
nal Iife ;" moy r¡'e not still hope that ifthey
belong to the Shepherd, lite the prorligal,
when they come [o themselvcs, will rciurn
to their: Father's house. That there are'any who l<eep f¡om the abundance of u,ill
rvolship in existence, is cause of gratitude
to ou¡' heavenly Fathe'r, that any of oul
apostaie race should be so beloved.of ¿hc
Lotd as to be fi orn thc bcg'inning--chosen
ol Gocl unto salvatlon, tlrrouglr rhc sancIi-
tification of the Spirit, ¡rntl belief of the
truth, Tlies, ii, 11, 13.

Christ and called to be saints. He reminds
them doubtless of their ¡elation to God snd one-
another', more fully to conrince them oftheim-
propriety of their shameful contentions. In
pursuing tho subject, he reminds them of the
charactel oflGod's ehoserr ones in the 28rhr 27lh
and Z8th verses;. That no flesh should glory
save in tho C¡'oss.

In the second chapter he cornmends the sim-_
plicity of his preaching to every man's con-
science-an eram¡rlc quito wolthy of irnitation
by all preachels-thct their faith shoull not rest
upon the çvi¡rìonr of rnnn, but the power of God.
Norv fì'orn thi,; r'iew of tbe.subject, tbe absurdity
of rhei¡' tlillhii¡'ç,; is quire apirarent; for Godk
tlcnr chihlfl,il t', ¡est their ftith opon the different
talents of mcn,is too trying fol Paul's endurance.
IVe finrl ih;Lf t:ut utrly âs earìy as this time, but
elcrì in llrc rlnys r'l Chri¡t nr¡rl also io his pres-
ence, tbe.indjgnation of the b¡'ethren was arou'
setì ¡goirrr¡t luo ol tlrrrjr cr)mlilny' narnely, tho
sons r'f Z,,be,l,'e, Matìr. xs. 24' What ! rlid any
rout of h¡llentr',¡s r'riri :rÍn()ng; tho tlisciples ?

Yes, pLitìe onrì an¡bitic¡t I'r,',lttccd- this evil.
'l'l¡ese'ca,tcs sheÎ' ul thet crcrì in the hei¡s of
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Dromise. rhere is an evil heart of unbelief. prone
io wander from the.God of peace, Heb, iii. 12.
Finallv ho assures them no other fou¡ldatiqn can
be laid but-that which is laid by Christ Jesus ;
he then inftirms th.em of the ilisastròus consej
q_uerrces of building on tliis wood, hay and stub-
ble.

Thus we have an answer to the question ; for ir
evor wãs and over will be, that love¡.s of the cross
cannot èndure this rvood, hay and stubble worli,
that ever was and ever will bs so nrúch in vogue
among the perverters of Gospel order.

Y/o h¡vs often been told by rbo agents of the
lllission S.ocioty rvho have.ravagod our Ftato in



questof lllammon, to €nabló fhern to instruct
the poor and illiterate inhabitants of the Missis-
sippi Yalloy, tl¡at the R'estern Baptists were a
yery ignorant and rnisþuided sort of peopJe; and
alrhough from lho nùtnerous communicati<¡ns
with which we havê been favored, from our cor-
Ìespondcnts beyond the Alleghany, we had con-
cluded the agents had not done justice to the
rdestern Baptist ; yet rve frankly confess that as
far as a linowledge of God and divine truth is
rogarded, we neÍer belore have met with a more
striliing illustration than tho prÊsent; lVe do
not mean to say tlìdt this westeln Baptist is un-
learned in humar¡ literatul'e and. science, but hio-

manifest ignorance of divine things is tLuly as-
tonishing, as will more fully appearby his ques-
tions and answers.

characte¡ and liable to deceive others, and
consequently deprrved myself of hearing
his ministry. And during some ten j¡ears
if I ventured to iook into his boohs, it wrrs
with the sarne timidity of a traveller walk-
ing over a swamp-or as some look into
the Signs-least I should sink aúd,bc suf-
focated ; but as God the Spirit rvas gra-
ciousìy pleased to òonfirm my mind, at
Iength I stept slorvly on, and tracing his
footsteps to this day, I happily find I still
breetl¡e in a healthful atmosphere.

My young friends ere you hastily fol-
low these spirit disç,laimers, praferfuìly
read the language of Christ, dqring his
ministry against the learned Scribes and
selfiighteous Pharisees, and be careful to
put no confidence in popular opinion. Dai-
ly observation demonstrates lihe the Vane
on yonder steeple-it is at all points in a

few days. For instance, John the Baptist
to eonfirm his prophetic offroe ùnder that
dispensation, cûnie neither eating or clrink-
ing ; they say he hath a devil and is mail'

say, he is a gluttonous man and a rvine
bibber, a friend of publicans and sinners ;

which he is'about ro ral;e rhe hr:gh seat uie "iu-tiel. Yes, these are tlie consitJerarions urged by
the most learnêd and talented ,.,f the rJay,intt of
course may. safely be consi<lererl as presentirrg
tho strengt,h and bulwarks ol' rhe nerv Civiniry
syslem..

also, Mat, xxviir, lB-and could as easily, hod
.it been his sovereign pleasureí callod the most
learned of men or the most exálted of angels, to
proçlâim his everlasting gospel. The conclu-
sron is too irresistible to, be de¡ied, tbat Hel¡as
chosen, not from necessity but ofhis own good
pleasure, thè weak things of this world to con-
found the mighty; and the reason of this
his sovereign choice, he has condescended to
g¡ve us, " That rhe excellency of the power
theieof might be of God and not of us."

Had our Lord adopted Mr, Eaton's plon, and
called to the work the most splendid talents to
be found in that day and sent fhem lorth, it
would have materially rnarred tho.excellency of
theglrrry; for: rrhat causs woultl not aFpear to
good advantage, when advocàted by thegreàtest
tûlents. But tlre gospel was not to be depend-
enc.on hunran tale¡¡t for its suicess-hence God
wos pleasetl to make it a stumbling block to the
learned Jervs, and foolisl¡ness of rhe wise
Greeks; bu¿ at tl¡e same lime to thern who are
called-Ohrist, the wisdom of God, and the
power of tod. We are aware'lhat it is said that
Christ was personally wirh those whom he first
called io the lvorl<, and hacl them under a tho-
rough courso ofprepararion for the sacred work
to which he called rl¡em. All rhis we admit ;
and if Mr. E, has yet to learn'it, we are fully
prepared to inf¡rr¡n him rhat that Old Schoot of
Bnptists, l¡as., nr.¡t been discqntinued.-Jt is
still thc province ofour Lord to raise up, guali-
fy, and send forrh.labo¡ers into his llarvest-

Mttr.n¿w¡'no¿ a'mong yowrselues, John vi.
13. When our blessed Master was upon
the earth he w-ent about dorng goocl, heal-
ing the sick, opening the eyes ofthe blirrd,
and performing great rvonders, which
caused many to follow l:im-sorne from
one motive and some from another. Some
apÐear to have follorved him out of love to
his character; their hearts had been touch-
ed by Divine Grace, and their.eyes had
bcen opened to see his loveliness; they
sarv that he had the words of eternal life.
tVhile othe¡s apoear to have followed him
from.othet motives, they appeared to be
very zoalous; and we do not see but rvhat
they sl'orued as much zeal as tho first.
The chapter from wh.ich tho above text is
laken, gives us something of a description
of them; and if peruqed rvith care it will
be perceiv'cd that they rvere not unlike
some of ihe professors of our day. The
first part ofthe chapter gives us an account
af a great meeting rvhich they held on the
mountain ; they eat of ihe loaves and fsh-
es and were fiiled ; they saw his marvel-
lous wôiks and were led to'exclaim, "This
is of a truth that a .Ftôphet should come
into ¡he worìd, and in lheir zeal they
were reacly to take him by force and rnalie
him a King. B.ut he lefi them in the

midst of their zeaì ahd went,into a moun-
tain alone. The next we hear of him he

is walhing on the se¿r to go to his disci'
ples,'whoare trying to cross the sea in a

ship, ánd lvere in gfeat clanger of being
shipwreckeel by reason ol a great rvind
that blerv; but as soon as they hatl receiv-
ed him into the ship their trouble was at an

end, for immecìiateìy tlre ship was at lhè'.

lanrl rvhitlerthey went. The day follow'
ing when the people rvhich stood on the oth'
er sido of the sea sarv that there was no oth-

er boat there, save that ìnto which his dis'
-ciples ebtererì, ancl that Josus rvent not with
his disciples into the boat, but that his dis'
ciples were gone away alone; (I{orvbéit
there carire olher boats from Tiberias nigh
unto the þlace rvhere they did eat breaC,.
after the I,ord had given thanks :) When
the people'therefore sarv that Jesus was
not there, neitho¡ his disciples, they also
tool< shrpping, and camc to Capernautn,
seeking for Jesus. And when the3t -had
found hinr olì the other srde sf the sea, they
said unto him, Rabtri, *jhen camest thou
hither ? They rvele very curìous to knolv
horv hecould cross the sea r+ithout their
hnowledge, ancl even without any boat to
cross in. But Jesus-rvho was not i¡ the.
habit of retulning complirnents, oÍ gratify-
ing the curiosity ol those that came to him
rvith greãt swellrng titles*began to tell
the truth concerning themselves ; he told
them that they sought him not because
they sarv the miracÌes, but bc:cause they
had eatcn ofthe Ioaves; he told them not
to labour for the meat that perisheth, but
for that meat that should endr¡¡e unto ev-
er'ìasting life. But ihey, to sherv their
zeal and their readiness to do any thing he
shoulil conrmancl thern for the pulpose of
buildrng up his'ca'use amoÐg'the peopìe,
eaquired what the',' should do that they
might rvolli thc works of God ? They no
rìoubt supposed tbat Jesus by seeing their
zeal, would be led to concludethat he liad
mistaken their cliaracters, and that he
.rvould jmmediately appoint thern to ¿ìo

some great ryorli: such as proclaiming
his noble acts, and trying ro enlist the peo-
ple in his favor ; or pelhaps they thougbr
he rvould send them folth perlot.ming mi-
racles in his nam.e, But horv n-ere their
expectatiorrs cut short rvhc.n he told tllem,
"'f his is the rvorl< of God, that ye believe



on him lvh6m he hath ssnt." T.l¡is touch'
ed their pride .-was this alì f,hct'e was for
them to do ? TheY did not cxpect this,
and so they began to query with him :

,t What sign shórvest thou then, that we

may see antl believe ihee? lVhat rlost
thou work ? They had.not seen any thing
done that was veïy gleat; they had fòr-
gotten the miracle they had just tvif nessed
and whicl¡ led them to exclairn, " This is
oÉ a truth that a propliet should come into
the workl. They go on and say, " Our
fathels did eat ÍrârìDâ in the desert; as it
is written, he gave them blead frorn heaven
to eat.'¡ 'fhen Jesus sait.l unto them, "Ve-
rily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave
you not that bread.flom heaven; but my
Father giveth you the tl'ue bread from
heaven. Fot the bread of God is he
which cometh down from heaven, and giv-
eth life unto the '.vorld." Then sard they
trnto hinr, " Lold, eyerrnore give us this
bread ;" and Jes.gs said uúto them, ,, I anr
the bread of life : he rhat corneth to me
shall never hunger ; and he that believeth
on me shall never thirst. But I said un-
to you, that ye also have seen ¡ne.and be-
h'eve not, All that the Fatber. giveth me
shall come to me ; and him -that cometh to
me I rvill in no wise cast or¡t. For I came
dorvn from heaven, not to do mine olvn
wlll, but the rvill of him that serri rne. And
.thìs is the Father's wiìl rvhich hath sent
me, that of all rryhich he hath given me I
should Iose nothing, but shoultl raise it up
again at the last day. And this is rhe will
of him that sênr me, ¿hat every one rvhicþ
seerh the Son, and believe.¿h on him may
har"e everlasting life, and I rvill raise hinl
up at the last day."

l\ow^ as Jesus went ul stating to them
some of the plain fundamental trurhs of the
Gospe{-tellrng them what his Fa¿he¡'swill tvas concerning himself, and that he
¡ntended ro perform that rvill ; ,, L'he Jelvs
murmured at, him, beca use 

' he .*aid, Iam the bread which came dorvn fionrheaven. An<l they said, is this no¡ Jesusthe son ofJoseph, ivhose father end morh-
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er rvo k¡row? horv is it then that he saith,
I came down from heaven ? Jesus there-
fore answe¡ed and said unto them, .Mur-
mur.not anìong. yourseìves. No ¡nan can
come tome, except the Father which hath
-\ent me draw him:,and I will raise hi,t
up at the last day. It is rvritten in rhe
prophets, and they shall be all taught of
God. Every ¡nan therefore thai hath hearil
ancl hath Iearned of tbe Father, ccmeth
unto me. Not that any man ha¡h seeí
the Father. save he rvhìch js of God, he
hath seen the Father. Veril-y, verily, f
say unto you, FIe that believeth on nre
hath everlasting life. I,am that bread of
life. 'Ihus he goes on instructing them
in the great and sublime doctrines of the
gospel, until finally some of his disciples
say, " I'his is a hard saying ; who can
hearit.e Whcn Jesus l<new in Ì¡imself
that his disciples murmured ar ir, he said
unto thenr, Dorh this offend you ? What
if ye shall see rhe Son of God ascend up
where he was before ? It is the spirit that
quickeneth; rhe flesh profiteth nothing :

the words that I speak unto you, they are
spirit and they are life. But there are
some of you that believe'not. For Jesus
knerv lrorn the beginning rvho they wero
that believed not, and who shoultì betray
him. And he said,, ?hereforcj said I unro
you, that no man can conte unto me except
i¿ were given hirn of rny Father. Fiom
that time many of his disciples rvent back
and rvorked no more rvith him.,, The fact
u'as, ¿hey could nt¡t bear thc truth ; it was
too humiliating a thought that they nrust
iive by faith in Jesus alone, rhey u'anted to
do something thernselves, No doubt they
thought they had at least rhe pon'er tó
choose or refuse the Saviour-and they
shorved thaì they had power to refuse hinr
by going back and walking no rnore wirh
him. T'heir hearts had not been touched

GoC rvas then pledged .to the deternrining
ol it to its designed resuìt. T. his s'e call
I.he. p r e d, e t er min, ation, or,ii y ou please, t h e

absolute prttlcslinati,on of øl,l thin;g's' Y ou
are not unacquainied Brethren, rvith the

bilter invectives and. reproaclres, that the

rlecìalation of this tloctrine calls forth frtom
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the fashionable religionistrof the day,
But we do rejoice, that we feel .fully au-
rhorisecl by the revelarion which Gocl has
made ol himself,, unhcsitatingly to L,elievc
and publish this glorious doctrjne. Fo¡.
rvere it riot so; in thc 6rst place : tve
could have to confidence in the accomp-
lishment of those proÞhecies rvhich re-
hrlain on recor,d as yer not fulfilled, rela.
ting to tlre destructiòn of the m,an of si,n, to
tlre ultirnate triumph af the Zíøn of God
&c,-1,'he future accomplishnrent of any
exlensive prophecy, ne:essarily involves in
it, not only the existence of so many gene-
Ìations of men, but also the existence of so
many individuals, the rime and place of
their being rvith their dispositions and ac-
tions, ¿nd the'transpiring of so many cir-
cumstances connected with thcm, both sin-
ful and otherlise, rhat u.nless the exis-
tence, the ìimits and bounds.,and the des-
tination of all these persons'and events
rvere unalterably decitled oh, some un-
predermined circulnstance, and that per-
haps trifliug in itselÍmight occur to change
tho whole course of events, and thus frus-
trate the purpose of God as foretolcl in the
prophecy.

In the second place; rvere u,e not in-
spired by tho precious Volume oi.Divine
Revelation with full confidence in rhe be-
lief tha¡ the predestination ol God extends

. to arid fr,xes all, thin.gs, we could not be
certain that thoee promises rvhich be has
givqn fo¡ the comfort and support of his
affiicted church and peoplo might not be
frustrated through tho intervention ofsomc
wicked device of men ol devìls.

, In the third place ; convince us that
even'.s, may take þlace rn thc world, not
by the tleternznøle counsel ànè foreknozo-
ted,ge of God. but conttaì'v to his nlrnd and
will, insteacl of feeling that composure of
mrnd rvhich results from being enabled to
cornmit our waJr unto the Lo¡d and:to wait
patiently lbr him, rve shall find in out' cx-
perience ourselves ¡n an an,fnl dilcrnura
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undet many of the trials rve have to pass
thtough, because wo should not ltnorv
whethet they rvere events which harl oc-
cur-ted contrary to the purpose and pìan of
God and over which he of ¿ourse had no
con[ri]I, oi rvhethe¡ they rvere such.as God
had the soveieign disposal o[ and for de-
livet'ance flom, which, we might therefore
rvith conlìclence ìook to him. But Breth-
ren through divine Mercy, we are not ieft
in such stlaits ; even,in those trials which
rve nlay know proceed from the malice, of
nìen or of Satan: rvc may sing unro God
accoriling to Psalm. xvii. 13,

" lVhen men of spite against me join
l.'hey aro tlre srvortl, tlË hand is t'hine.tt

O ¿hat oui healts may more 4nd more
adore the loving liindness of thc Lord,
rvho has given us such ground óf confi-
dence in his governrnent as bein-g univer.
sal, unconditional, and infallible, deter:ili-
ning with certtrìnty the happy result of
cvery event he permits to talie place, and
nffording us the precious assurance if we
bc of thosc who a,rc l,he cal,letl nccord,itt,g ta
hi,s Tttu'pose, that even the s.coffs and rre-
pioachcs of those rvho rcvile us for the be-
lief of this precious doctr:ine, are among
the All things whichuork tog'eth,er.for our
¿'oorl,

2nd. Wc pass to uotice tho sovcrcignty
of God in his distinctive existence as t.he
Holy Spirit. It is not so much to bc rvon-
dercd at, thut ¿hosc rvho rvoultì strip thc
Father of universal sover:cig¡¡¿y i¡.the go.
vernment of the rvorltl, should aim to tli_
vest thc Holy Spilit of that sovercignry,
which as God essentially belongs to LiÅ.
But let lhose r,vho do so, acconnt to Gocl
for it. If rve have bccn marlc ro tliffcr
fr-om othcls in this palticular,, it comcs
from Him, thc Spirit of truth, rvho in f he
sovereigrr dis¡cnsations ofhis favours, as
itsectnctl¿ good, i,n ki,s sígltt,'hath re.uealed
unto .bal¡es the knowledge of hirrrself as tllc
Guidc und Conrlortci.of thc r.t,tlccmcrÌ
rvhilst lhc u,isc 4¡t,d Vrudtnr arc l,_,ft igno.
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rant of his opelations' There are rvith the
chilclren of God seasons of peculiar de-

such .seasons rve.re we left ignorant of the
sovereignry of thc Holy Spirit in his gra-
cious oper:ationÞ,.left to vieø him as that
depcncìent Being, on the will and move-
ments of men which others represent him
to.be, despair must ensue. But blessed be
God for tìre testirnony of hIs wolrl and of
our own experience, that so far flom bhe
Spirits dependrng for his imparting of
comfort, ¿¡pon ouÌ fitst n¡ove torvard h¡m,
lre, ìilre the rvind blou'i,ng zuhere it I'isteth,,
imparts . to us, rvhen rye have rvandered
from hinr, r,vithout our knorving ' frorn
'rvhence the feeling comes, that preparation
of heart necessa¡'y for receiving with joy
his r.estoring light, by giving us to I'eel and
¿o mourn over .the baseness of oul rvan.
dering$, helpi,ttg' our i,nfirmi.ti,es and, ma-
hi,ng i,ntercess'í,ons for us wàl,h gc'oani,ngs
,wlti,ch cannot lte utl,ere¿L Hence in the
darkest hour, thr¿rc is hope thát our hearts
will yet bc soltened, the dalkness dispelled
fi'om our nrinds, and we *þe cornforted.
Âgain in teference to the agency of the
Holy Spilit in the ,spread of the gospel,
we rejoice to believe that IIe has not to
wait for par'€'nts to dgsignate certain of
thcir children fol the ministry, nor for
yullng men to dedicate themselve's to this
rvorkbefote FIe can call them to:it and
inrpart thc propcr gifts. Neither has FIc
to rvait fot collcgcs or schools to bc got up
an'l the pelsons to receive a training there,
bçfole the gifts He imparls will be, efnca-
cious or be brought into exercise.. Flence
r,vere all the cr,rllegcs in the lancl burned
up, and all the gold anel silver begged lor
theit support sunk in the depths of the sea,

we should still fcel the assulancc that the
Lord n'oulil llu'u¡t into thr: fielrl all thc l¿"

þorers he has.use lor, and¡ 1v9uld impart
to them just such qualifications as rvill tio
for their gteatest usefulness in the rvork,
Holv precious the consolation, to believe
that an arm Sovereign, Gracious and Om-
nipotent srvays alì these things, dispensing
the favours of God according io his rvili,
in iqrfinite rvisdom and loie ; leaving no
occasion, in the rolling on of the rvheels of
the gospel chariot, for rhe people of God to
seek.help from the puny arm.of men.

Once more in reference to the rvords ta.
king effc'ct, rve'do belieye and rejoice to
knorv that-it is'the sovereign and indepen-
tìent province of the Holy Spirit to open
the hearts ofsinners to receivo the wãrd,
and to give efficacy to the rvord of his
grace. With whatawful gloom must the
rcsponsibility rest upon the minds of'those
preacheis, who' kno.lv their own in¡r¡ffi-
ciency and short-comings, it they believccl
that thc regeneration of sinners depended
upon thcir faithfulness, industry or elo-
quence in pteachrng the word ? Or rvhat
hope could such have of seeing the rvord
profit thom that heard, if it depended upon
the individual,s thenselves to open their
hearts to recerve conviction of their own
srnfulness ? And Brethren, could you eat
or sleep rvith composure, or attend t0 youÌ
regular business, if you beliqved that the
salvahon of the impenitent .around you,
depended upQq.your selecting them,one by
one, accorcling to the orde¡. of the.doy, unã
praying fervently for the. couversjon of
each until he rvas brought in ? Horv pre-
cious and appropriate in this case, the
text in Psal. cxxvii, 1,2 ? ,,Except lhe
Lord buiìd the house they ìabor jn,vain
that build it; except the Lord kurp ;;;
city the watchman waketh but in vain. It
iS vain for ysu to rise up early to sit up
Iate, to ent the bread of sorrows : for ,ç¿

he gi,ueth l¿is beloaed, ,,heepl, or Fot' surely
hc g'iueth$c. Belicving as rve do in the
sovcreign and independent agenc]¡ of the
[loly Spiiit in regeneratin g the souls deatl
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in tressltcr,sses ønd si,tts, awd in the certajn
effect of thrs rluí;ckening' to dt.arV out the.
soul in strorig desires ãfter God and the
lrnowledge of his n,a¡,s, and to open the
beart to receive the rvol,d rvith plofìt,
rvhilst we-look around upon the nuorid ly-
ing in rvicked'ness, an.l see thern encom-
pássed rvith st, many unfavorable circum-
stances, we sti.ll feel the full assurance that
aìl the ransomed of the Lord rvrll.l¡e eflèc-
tually brought to the hnowlecìge of the
truth as it is in Jesus. But rve can have
no confidencr, in those.con vclsions, whiclr
neither have noi' aclinowledge a God in.
dependc'nt and soveleign lor their alpha
and thcil oilLcBa,.

3rd. \I-c no w come to notice th e sove -

reignty of Gorl ns belonging to antl exo'-
cised by Jesus as IMediator.

'l'he Divine sovereignty of Jesus as iVIc-
diator', permit us to remark at the onset,
nlust staurì or f¿ll rvrth the independent
and univers¿l sovereignty of the Falher
and Hoìy Spírit; for says Christ by^the
Prophet, " Nolv the [,ord God and tris
Sprrit hath serrt me," fsa. xlviii, 16. If Cod
had any competifor, to his absolute and
sovereign disposaì of ¿,ll evenLs and things,
any other independeut power, u'hether
god. devil or sin, to ùontest the pover arìd
authority rvith him; ¿hen he could not
give to Jesuê ¿ll poìtter i.n l¿eaxen attd, i¡z
eartlt, lor be had it not to give. But ifl
as is the case, all power belones to God,
and sovereign and universal authot'it1'
re¡ts alone in thc cne Jehovab, tht'n in
delegating to Jeaus as Mcrìiator all poutr
there is notlt,ing' Icft thaf ís nol pttt utd.er
hinr, excepting ÏIirn rvho put all things
under him. 'fherefore he musl. rrnd rvill
reign till \te huflt, put ¡Jou,tt, all rule aud,
all awlhori,ly and power. See IJeb. ii. 8.
I Cor. xr'.24,28.\

It is to us somervhat astonishing that
men t'ho lrave the Bibìe in theii hands
atrd u'ho professes to ì:c governed by its
dtctates; because Jesus once ut.de hint-

sel f of rr,o t epu,tation antl toolt upon hi,m thc

forn, oJ' ø serxanl, {c, e houlcl srill tleat his
authoriiy as though..he rvas nothing but a
lollow mortaì, 'and lvas not sea,led, a,t t/Le

righl, hanrl of the Majesty on lligh, yea,
slrow,ing far le"s r.ebpect to his in."titutions,
than is sho¡yn to the comrnands of many
human polentatos. Docs tLis disrespect
arise fi'om any dt'ficìcncy of gìory in the
ushcrirrg of his liingdom into the rvorld,
anJ¡ defccr in tl¡e testimony eiven in his
Divine authority ? -Celtainly not. .1'o
bi, convinced of rhis, if we hevo eyes given
us to see, we hnve but to. open the Book
and read. [,ct us begin w.th Isaiah's vi-
sion òf the glorious majesty of Chlist's
lringdom as handed dorar¡ j¡ prophecy.
" In thc yeal that Ling Uzziah clicd, I sarv
rìsr.¡ tlrc L,ord sitting r¡pon a thlonc lrigh
and lificd up, arrd his train 6lìed rhe tem-
ple. Above it stoód the sèraphims each
orre had six n ings : rvith t'vain he co..'r,red
his face, and r.vith trvàin ho covere'd his
f'eet, ancl rvith tu'ain he did fly. An<ì one
cried unto.anothcr and said : Holy, holy,
is the Lold of hosts ; the r.r'hoìe earth is
full of his gìory." Notice also the corro-
bolating testimony of John, "'I'hrrse things
saicl Ësaias rvhen he sa'v bis gìory and
spake of him." Of wholn 'vas this spo-
ker¡? Of tha¿ Jesus. oz'uh.onq ¿he.Jèws
could not belieue. See Isa. vi. 1, 10; John
xii. 39, 41. 'Iuln again and read ol' the
vision rvhich Eaekiel had of the glory of
tlt.e Lord., by the rivel of Chebar ; read of
the talLi,rlznind and, af the f,re i,nfolcling' i,t-

After reading this, then say, ilrou have a
mind suffìcieutly braced up rvith despera'
tion to do ir, lhat these displays of the gìo'
ry of thè exalted Jesus; were clesigned
ro ernl¡olden mcn. to add ,to, to trille
rvitlr, to alter anct to pervert tbe inslòta,ted
t'egulit,tions. of -his liingdom. But let us
read fu.r:ther ancl noiice the declatations of
Scripture, dil'ect to thc point in vierr'.
,, lVherelole God also hath irighly exalted
him and given him a naûre rvhich is above
evely name-that at fhe nnme of Jesus
evely kneeshould borv, ofthings in hea-
von:and things in earth, and things under
the ealth and ¿hat evely tongue should
conless that Jesus is Lorcl to the glory of
God the I.ather,f ' Phil. ii, 9, 11.

Let us r"onternplate Ior a moment the
disciples of our Lord stanrling upon the
øppoi,nted, mo'ùntøi,n, in Gaìlilee. What a
reverehtial a'rùe rnust have filled their
bfeasts, r-ihils¿ remembering the transfig-
uration of their Master on a formeL occa-
'sion, and the voice fronr the crcellent g'lo-
ry,saying: " This is my beloved Son in
lvhom I am rvell ¡leased, IlnLn xp Ëlru;"
and having' before them the occular de-
¡norrstration of His having been declarerl
the Son of God tozth pouter aècot'd,i,ttg to
lhc-Spiri,t of lt'oli,ness, ltE l,h,e rpsutrecl,'ion

fro.n tlíe d,eød and rvhilst'he tlecìared r¡nto
them the divine majesty with rvhich he
was clothed ; saying, '1 All porver is givcn
unto me in heaven and in earth,t' as he
gavo unto the;n thc'ir cornmission, lo ga
ancl leach ..all nuti,ons bøpíi,zing' th¿m i,n
the name of ttæ Fa!,her. tnttl of tlte Son,

Can you whilst contemplatrng the dlsci-
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ples as thus circumstanced, believe they
were in a state of miind, to reason upon the
fitnt'ss ol unfitness of tl¡e ordinances thus
establlshed, to accornplish the object de.
signed, rhoir suirableness to different tinres
and placeq or thc propricty of changing
or adding to therl, ol the order of observ.
ing them. r\o there eould have bcen but
one sentiment, but. one feeling possc,ssed
by rheir mincls on the subject, and that was
of an entire and rev.erential submission to
tlre command as given, relying with holy
confidence on the rvisdom and pou,'er'of
him rvho had instituteel these ordinances,
to accomplish by them the glorious lesr¡lts
intcnded. It is no rvonder that we find
during the ,vhole minist¡y of the ípoqtles,
a total abse'n:e of all .Bible Societics, Surr-
day Sc.hools, Tract Societies, Missicn So-
cieties, Theologieal Sch<;ols rvith aìl rhe
rnultiplied macliinery of this day for con.
verting sinners & evangelizing the worltl,
together rvith infant .sprinkling, chrism,
Mass, Convents, Nunneries, &c. the inien-
tions of past ,ages. There was as much
occasion for all these things in the Apos-
tles davs as now; but that holy reverence
for the Jivine glory and majesty of their
Lord, rvhich inspired tbe Âpostlelsbreasts,
would have detered them ftom atte;npting
any ihing tendir:g to cle¡ogaìe from his
dignity, wisdom or farthfulness, by'imply-
ing a rvant, a rveahne.ss or an imperfection
of any hind in thc ol'cler and regulations
of hìs hingdom ; and their faith in hi.s pro-
mised presence rvith them, precluded all
neeessity ofanv contrivancc ol'device of
theils, to meet añy emetgency, or over.
come any obstacle'that might present itgelf
to the eye of reason.. ËIence the unsha'
ken confidence of the Apostles in the per-
fect suitirL¡leness of the gospel ministr¡' es

institutecl by the l(ing of Zion,for the gìo-
rious object dc'signetl, although they knerv

maginations. Moses thought it was best
to make all things according to the pattern
shown him in the mount, but Aarorr, rvhen
Mcses was in the mount with the Lord,
thought it would do to nrake a Ciaìf for the
people to worship, Saul the son of Kish,
rhought he had obeyed the voice of the
Lord in destroying the-Amalel<ites, when
he hatl saved Agag alive ancl the best of
the flocks &c.; but Sarnuel thought he had
dsne evil in the sight of the Lord, and
charged him wíth stubbornne¡s, rehellion,
and idolatry notwithstanding the noble sa-
qrifice he had proposed to make, for Sam-
uel thought to obey ¡vas better than sacri-
fico, and to hearken than the fat of ranrs,
Jeroboam thought it was best to make ancì
set up golden calves, one in Bethel and
one in Darr, and change the time of the
festivals, to prevent his subjects from hil
ling him and returning to Babylon. But
the inspired penman who recorderl rhe
fact, thought it rvas sinful thus to devi-
ate from the rule God had given. Ahab
thought it best to proclaim a ïeìigious fast
when he coveted Nabcith's vineyald, and
would kill him to obtain it, but Elijah the
Tishbite, thought that Ahab had sold him-
self to work evil in the sight of the Lord.
.A.hab also thought there rvas abunclant evi-
dence ofprosperily attending his going to
Ramath Gilead to battle, when rhe multi-
tude.of his prophets saitl, Go up, fol the
Lsrd shall deliier it inro the hanit of rhe
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kÍng; but Micaiah thoughr a lying spirit
wâs in the mouth of alì his prophets.

1'he multitude of Nebì chadnezzaf s,

princes, governors, captains and judges
thought best, at the king's commauclment,
when they hcarcì thc souncl of his bancì of
mnsic, to rvorship the golden image rvhich
he had set up, except a small number ol
Elebrerv captives, who chose rathér to go
into his overhcated ful'nace than to wor-
ship any but the God cf their fathers ; anrì
God manifestecl his approval of their con-
duct by his presence among them in the
midst of the 6re, by their milacuìous pre-
seryatiou, á,nd ¿here is no doubt l¡ut God
will appear in clue tìme for the cleliverance
of them that ry6ps,þjp hjm in spirit ancl in
truth. W'hen Ezra and his brethren rverc
rebuilding the remple; their adversaries'came unro Zerubbabel and the chief of the
fathers, and said, Let us bnilcl rvith you,
for we scek your God as ye do ; ancì rvc cìo
sacrifice unto him since the days of Esar-
haddon king of Àssur rvhich brought us
up hither. But Zerubbabeì, anil Joshua,
and the rest of thc chief fathers of Israel,
thought, ye have nothing to clo rvjrh,us to
build a house unto ciur God ; brrt rvo to-
gcther rvill build unto the Lorcl God of
Islacl. The lvoman with whom our Lord
conversed at the mouth of Jacobts r,vell,
thought, that in the mountains of Sarnaria
it would do to rvorship ; but Jesus said
she worshiped she knew not lvhat, and in-
forrncd hc'r that ¿he houl was coming antl
rhen was, that the true. worshippel shouìcl
rvorship the Fatber in spìr.it and in.truth.
The s,:r'ibes and pharisees thoughr that
their pompous shoiv, grcat paraCc of extra-
ordinaty zeaì,rvith their enlaÍged gaiments
and bload philactolies, rvith tlleir-iflotatry,
hypoorisy, arrd teaching fol. cloctr:ine tie
comm.andments of rnen, woulcl pass well
for'.religion, seeing rhey hacl Âbìa|am roln€tr _lalhcr. .lJut whilc Jesus acknowl_edgcd the^ir tirhin.g of mirrr, ir", ä"¿ äif
manner of herl¡s, he rhoughi tþcy pars,-,,]
over thc judgment and liiv of duå, anJ
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were as gravcs that tppetr not,rvorsìripped
jn v¿in, tcnching for doctrinc thc com-
mandments of men, and that they made the
<:ommanclmetrts of God of none effcct by
theil tladitions'

Paul thought that those rvho taught the
brethren the nicessity ol being circumci-
sed, and keeping the larv in ortler' ¡o be
saved, troublõd the chutches, ancl that thev
ought to he cut off; yea, he said, Thougii
we or an angel from heavcn preach any
other gospcl unto you than that rvhich wi.
haveprcached unto you, let lrin'¡ L¡e accursed.
John thougbt that they rvere anti.ehrists who
went out froàr the Ohurch; he thought rhat if
tbey had been of us, they woulJ no doul¡t have
rontinued with us, but they went out thst it
might be nrado mani[e3t that the-v rvere not all of-us.' Thoso that went out from tho church, tea-
ching circumcision and kceping tlre larv, no
doubt thought with Alexander, thrt it rvas not
worlh while to be so very exact cbout having
Apostolic commanrl for all thcir rèligious anð
rr benevolent doings;t' but the Âpostles con-
demried it, alledging that they had given no
such commandment, and they thought ¡l¡e tloc-
trine was subverting tho souls of thcir l¡rcthren.
I think tlrtt the offcring ol' tcm¡roral sacrificcs
now, with ri view to pfomote the eternol salvt-
lionof men, isas subve¡sive as it was then; for
it is written, Sacrifice and offðring thou woultlest
not, but a body hast thou prcpared me, In
burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast
had no pleasuro. l'hen said I, lo, I come to do
thy will O God. Above, wheri hc said, Sacri-
fico and offcring, qnd burnt offerings. antl offer-
ings for 'sin thou wouldest not, neitl¡or hûdst
plcasure therein, lvhich aro oflcrcr.l by tho law ;
tl¡en said he, Lo, I am comc to do thy will, 0
God. He taketh ûway the first [hot ho may es-
tablish the second, By tho which rvill we aro
sanctifietl (set apart) through thc oflering of tho
body of Jesus Chrisl one for all.

The foregoing are only a samplo of the great
body that occupy the thoughts of ¡¡men ol in-

as Adonira¡n Judson ? Why did ho seleci so
many, but thßt they might assist aûd correct
eacl¡ otlrer-and of different denonrinations too
rt¡at thcy might be a checli upon each other ?
And after all ¿he care and pains of so many k!af-
ned, ond perhaps as faithful men as Adoniram,
thero havc been found some fow imperfections in
the tronslation, that are complained of by tlre
lcarnetl of several <lifferont religious denornina-
tions.

Ilut suppose it rvas a work that any one learn-
eil and honest man might reusonably be expectod
to perlorm correctly ; I havo an. objection that in
my mind outweighs both of then¡ that are n¡med
in .¿\lexander's argumenl-though to bo employ-
erl as a missionary according to tho present
plon, and to be a rank l\rminian, .ore qualifico-
tions that I do not liighly prize ; yet for o nran
to rrrite in so solemn, affecting ançl impressive a
mânner, with so mucl¡ zeal and apparent con-
ccrn for thc honour of God and tho good ofsouls,
und afterwurds plead that it should bo takcn ¡rin
o popular and not strictly tlrcological sensc,"
rnd excusing himsclf l.¡cc¡use he was writing
.. to ths lodics" dcstrùys the lust remains of con--
fidorrct¡ in hirn as atr honest man. Ooncerning
what he hcs said of.,ur course. learling to papa.
cv. I shall L¡ut remarh l I believe that n papal

Thus the Apostles r'vère extt'a-
orcìinary charectets rvhile possessing the
cffusion of tire FIoìy Spilrt, and rvere sit
lìl'st in the ChLrrch as ealthen vessels to
rvhgm vvas committed a dispensation of the
Gospel. -A.nd I bave thought thar, gifts
and miracles ceased rvhen those vessels

rvele brohen ; il so, the Pope nrust bc rnis-
talien in supposing he has that porver
rvhich was peculiar to the Apostles of the
Lum b.

shall subvert rvhole hôuses, giving hr:ed

doctrine of Christ. These and all such
thc true Church of Ch¡ist are to reject,
an.l to look upon as rhose rvho are tlying
to bring in aror.her gospcl or at }east to
pervert the Gospel of Christ, rvhich tbe
Apostle warns us against. See Gal. i. L
"lìut though tve ot ûn angcl from heaven
preach any other gospel to you than that
rvhich rve havo ¡rreached unto you let him
be acc.utse'1." T'here we find the boìd de-
nunciution of an inspiled Âpostlo against
rhose rvl:o shalì dare to pervelt the Gospel
of Christ, wtrich to confirm ho has iepeat-
eel in the next vetse. The Apostle then
goes orr to certify that the gospel rvlich
he pteached tvás.not of man, for he nei-
thel rcceived it of man nor rvas he taught
it of man but b¡r the revelation of Jesus.

Btrt rvhen it pleased God rvho callecl
Irim by his gt'nee, to teveRl his Son in
himthat.be might preach him among the
heathen, he says that he conferred not
with flesh and blood, neither went r¡p to
Jerusaìem to them that rve¡e apostles be-
fore him, and did not go to Jelusalem un-
der fhr.le years, and i,hen saw only two of
the Apostles, Peter and James. What a
stliking contrasL betrveen the entrance up-
on the rvork of the Ministry in Paul's day
and rhat of the prescnt day ; no time was
spent in the stLrdy of unnecessary artifi-
cials toenable.them to pervert the gospel
ro preach another gospel-no limited field
of labol' rnarked out*no combinat¡on of
nren lormed to conm'ission them and send
then forth-no great stipulations of mo-
ncy to intluce them to preach-no flatter
ing plospects of beconring great and opu-.
lent in the rvorld. But alas, how is the
golcl become dlrn-horv is the most fine
gold changed !

We lead in Jutle 3, 4, that it is needful
to write and exhort, that we should ear-

also that in thb last days perilous trmes' shall come. For men shall be lovers ol
their orvnselvos, covctous, boastels, ptoutì,
blasphemers, unthankfuì, unholy, truce-

- breakers,lìrlseaccusers, incontinent, liercc,
despisers of those thar ate goocì, traitors,
high-rnindecl, lovers of pleasurc mo¡e than
of God ; baving a lorm t-rl gotlliness, Lnt
denying the po',ver rheteof : frour such turn
away. For of this sr.¡l't are rhey which
creep into houses and le¿d captive silly
Ìvomen laden u'ith sins.; men oI colrupt
¡nincls reprobato concerning the faith.
Again, thc 2nd cf Petcr, ii, 'I'herc shall
be false teachers among you rvho privily
shall bring in damnublc hcresie,s, even cle-
nying the Lord that bought them ancì
bring upon themselves slvifr dcstluction.
And many' shall foJlow their pernrcious
rvays, by teason of whom the rvay of ¿r'utl¡
shall be evrl spohen of. Ând through e o-
vetou$ness shall thoy rvith feignccl rvoltls
make merchandise of you. Again Pauì

- sâys, in 2nd l.'hes. ii. 3, speaking of the
comiug of Christ, That day shall not come
except there come a falling away first and
that man of sin be ievealed, the son of
perdition ; rvho oppo seth and exalteth him-
self above all that is called God or that is
rvorshippecl ; so that he as Gocl sittcth in
the temple <if God, sherving himself that
he is God.

fhcy sit as Gods ancl cornmand as ty-

Ilorv long this trvo holnccl bcast oI thr:

Neverthcless the foundatron of ,Gocf staltl-

Ðeør Brol,her Beeb¿ : You are perhaps
arvare of the. existence of a sect termed
Chlist-inns ivho plofess to receive tlle Bi-
ble as tl¡cir only ct'eed. 'lhcy aclmit to
t.heir lanlls all 'vho caìl :thcÌnseìves tlic
discipìes of Chtist and aclinowìedgc the
Scriptules as theit only rule of farth and
ptac t ice.

'f he folmation of Norv Sohool Baptist
Socictics upon a similat plan is becoming
yery popular. Several Ìrave been consti-
ted rvithout ¿¡y v,titten atticles of faith,
but mereìy a covenant, l-he other day a
young preacher of tho New School Bap-
tist ortìcr asserted rvhile convelsing 'orith
rne, that if he had all the creeds and con-
fessious ol'frith in thc worltl pilctl together
hc rvould burn tl¡crn. It ¡r'ould not sur-
prise me should the Christ-ians rvho deny
the atoncrncnt, itnd thc Ncrr. School .Bap-
tists rvho virtually deny it, become arnal-
gámatcrl and lorm but one " cornry of th,e

s,làtms."
I think it not diffi.cult to tlcfcnd thc þosi-

tion, that a Çhur'ch can have n.o existencc
rvithout ¡r crccd ol conlcssion of faiLh ei-
ther wlitten or unwrittcn. I ¿m infor,-n-
ed that the.Chri¡t-ians vely industliously
circulats books containing theit' sentirirènts
among'other people. Anti the NcwSchool
Baptists disseminare their errors through
lhc mcdium of llre l3aptlst l'ract Sor:icty
ancì l-ty many other.means: Norv horv
docs this tliffer flom the conlession of o
certain faitl¡ matle by thc Olcl School Rap-
tists ? Agairi, [he two sects first alluded
to havc Ministers who ofliciate in sacrecl



things; l.hese ministers are rvith propriety
'considered the organs oftheit respective
societies through n'hoh their sentiments
are maclè public ; each have a creecl tlien
rvhich is publicly ancl privately dcfended
by an order of nten set apaì't fol that ex-
press puì'Þose. It is truc incìeed thc cloc-
trines of.these societics rvill not always be
statcd rvith the sanre ¡rrecision; rve Írriy
bç uñ¡ble in some cases to dtìtermine tho
faith which ,voultl bc ,ruo11,c,cl if committed
to papct', stiil rve shot¡ld not hcsitatc to
say rvhat their gcneral vicls rvere, and rve
shoulcl feel ou rsel ves .rvarr.r n ted in dcclare-
ing rvhat their creeds ol confcssions ol
faith werc,' 'l.lrc Qual<els have no ,vl itten a¡.ticles
of fai¡h, ycr rvc lìnd no diflìculty in dercr-
mining Iheir cr.r:u<l ; Ihe paticulal senti-
tnents of thc rrvr¡ partics into rvhich they
are at ptesent. dividcd, al'r, as well hnor.vn
as those of any otlìcù sect. Supposc a
pelsou olfe¡s himseìf for rnembership in a
no-cleed society, in rvhat way can they
procaed elthcr ià recorving or rejr:cting
him "vithout recognizing a crcecl ? If the
candidate is examined as to his viervs of
the Gospel and i¿s ordinances, thc. church
must dcclal'c liel faith or hc canno! ì-¡c rc-
ceivecì nor: rejccted. Should it be said tho
only question necessary to be put to the
candrdate is, do you receive the Scriptures
as your cì'ccd? rvo asl(, what would be
tllo rcsrrlt of such a ploceclurc ? 'I'he con-
fLrsion of Ilabel florn the divers'ity of
tongues rvould be a fit t¡'¡rc of the c,rndi.
tion of such a sôciety ; . to ttnite .!he parts
of such a heterogeneous mi,xture rvould be
.rs impì'acticable as the attempt -\r'ould bc
rviclred an d unset:iptui-al.

tTpon tho siune pì'inciplc a man oncc
receivcd into thc cotttrex.ion, eould nevcr
be expeìlecl while hc professed to recejve
the pible as his creed ; -hisi membership
coultl only be forleitcd by the want of the
qualification rvhìch entitled hiin to adnris-'
sion. A man malr dcny the divinity-hjs

practico may be condemned by the wholq

go*prl, and yet he maY be continued in

ihe^society ivho have no right to disown
him because he believes in the scriptut0s'
But it may 66 i¡rg'ed, that it is to rvriitelÌ
cre,:ds ani confessions of fa'ith the objec'
riorr is mar'le. What is the-difference rvhe'

thel the ¡rublic are made acquainted s'ith
the faith of a denomination through the

medium oI written at'ticles, or the essays

ancl sermone of their ministers and the
cliscipline of the churches ? 'Ihe fact is
the same, TheY have a creed and con-

fr'ssion of farth.
Ilut it ,4'ill be said, that when cre€de are

marle thd standards of orthodoxy and can'
dirlatcs for membership and the ministry
are required to sdbscribe without excep'
tion all their at'ticles, tho authority of scrip'
ture rvill bo superseded by that of the

sccms to be ne,:eseary to the union of a
christían socio:y. 'fo speak ol r¡nion in
f.rith antl practice without articles expres,
sed or unclel'stood is absurd as It involveg
a contlaliction. 1.'his is also reqtrisite in
the reception of members and irt every act
of cliscrpline relating to heresy.

But the disciples of Christ have lhought it
necessâÌy, especiall¡1 in times ofpersecution, to
publish a declaration of their faith anrl praclice.
At such times their enemies loaded them with
reproachés and accused them of crimes of wl¡ich
they rvere innocent, To exculpate themselves
fronr such fuul charges and to give their united
testimony in favour of truthr thev published
creeos and confessions of faith. In the intro-
duction of.the 

.Baptist 
confession of faith first

plinted in 1644 the churt:hes in London rleclare
their intention in its publicntlon' ¡tTo froe
ourselves snd tl¡e ttulh lno proloss llom unjust
aspers;ons ; thot it may bo-at libertyr though wo

sion of our faith, 8sc."

1]he visible Church is ealled the pillar of
trurh. On it ie insc¡ibeal lhe mysrery of goOti_
ness. By her ministry, her confesdion, anil hér
ordinancos she hol,ls forth rhe word of lifo and
lets hei light qhine boforo nren. The Ohurch
of Chtist on oarth comprisee each society of
baptized bolièvors who havo covenauteil to hold
communion togøther in rho ordinances of tlrc
Gospol ; therefore thoso only' ¡vho have been
baptized rlpon the prol'ossion of their faith in rhe
gospel- are to be roceived.into her fellowship, and
thosg¡¡. to bo recognized as commurricants so
long as they aro csreful to maintain good worlis
and contond for the.f¡ith onco delivered to the
saints, Thopresentperiod in the lristory ofrhe
christian Church is ons of indescrib¿l¡le inter-
csi to every friend of Divino truth. The arvful
porversiorí of ¡he faith and practice of the gos-
pol, lry t]re prophots who prophecy falcely, ihe
priests who L¡es¡ rule by thcir means,. and tlre
people rvholovo to.haÚe it so, is truly revolring
torhespiritual rnin<ì. The n¡ultitude of ¡eli-
gtoue professors rulro cannot endure sountl doc-
trine ûfter their own lusts, ore heaping to them-

.. Êelves teachers to r¡ckle. their itching ea¡s with
anqthor gospel which is not another. The on*-
ioty, of thoso rvl¡o love rhe old fashioned gospel,
deopened'by the voice of Him thàt spealreth from
heavon, sayiràg to the children of ¡iromise rvho
aro carried cap3ivo into Bab¡rlon, Come out of
her, my people, that ye be not partakers o{ her
sins, and that ye receivo noi of her plagues : For
her sins have reached unto heaven, and God
hatlr romembo¡ed her iniguities.

It is the dury of Old School Baprists, to re_
nounco alI fellowship with those who disbelieve
ths doctrine of the gospel snd adhere to rhe un-
f¡úitful works ofdarknes¡. paul says in.

This
is the calalnitv that is now upon Gospel
Zion, arrrl almost every pulpit in the land
loudly testifies to tho awfuf fact rvhich is
nol before our eyes, and over whrch we
mourn. We may rvell mourn at the sight
of so sad a picture ; nor have things yet
gol to their worst.

From many pulpits the truths of the gos-
pel in the letter aro shut out, and ,, another
gospel" intlioduced in their stead ; and
thus i¡ God insuJted and the souls of men
cheated by judaizing tcachers.under the
name of Gospel .Ministers-and large
swarm$ of su.èh mockers and deceivers we
have now among us, But this is not all,
for even where the t¡uths ol tho gospel are
admitted in the pulpits, and there preach-
ed ; yet the porvel, the sweetncss anti the
glory of these rruths, is but li¿tle felt and
hnorvn ; yet truths, even divine truths,
yield no porrer,.nor life, nor lvàrmth, nor
comfort, nor food, without the Holy Spiiit.
'f ruth without divine unction, is somervhat
like .a very Lrandsome egg lvithout a yelk.
And as most of our pulpits, even where I
say the truth in the lette¡ is preached, are
void of holy unction.nnd heavenly des,
,we hear in tho streets of Zicn, the ery o{,
" Our leanness, our leanness ;t'for i,F"om
the daughter of Zion all her beauty is de-
parted : Ìrer princes are become like harts
that find no pasture; and they ar€ gone
rvithout strength before the pürsu6¡"-
Lam. i.6.

Those things are dail5, opg¡;¡U up be-
fore rny eyes; and I am petsuaded that
things will yet darkcn upon trs, and be-
eonÌe mole and more gìoorny, for tho Lord
of Hosts i¡ about to do hig worlr, even his
strange woík, and to bring to pass hir act;
even his mighty act. Bur Ìie rvill noÍ usc
the srvord in this rvork of his; and if my
bon thjnks he rvill, and that rve are near
unto persecutrng times; I mus¡ take the
liberty to tell thee my son,that thy thoughrs
are rìo¿ God's thought¡ in this maifer,
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This is not the day of slaughter'; and yet
rve knorv thc srvord shall be bathed in
hcaven, or in the church here below, Isa.
xxxiv, 5 ; but not now, for the saints are
ngt yet in'a fit state to meet the srvor¡1.
Hence by the srvord they shall uotyet die,
but die by the famine they shall, and that
speedily; and indeed many are norv al-
rcuJy dead, mystically dead, and by tãmine
many more .vill yet die in likemanner. I
do not mean a famine of bread, nor a thirst
fôr water, but of hearing the ,lords of rhe
Lord, Amos viii. 11 ; nor do I exactly
mean to conveyan idea, that this famine is
or will be of hearing the truth in the lettcr,
for that is yet proached in many places,
and preached it rvill be for many years
yèt io corne. I will tell you rvhat I mean
by famine, &c. in my next. -A.dieu,

by *y continual coming.
I told you in my last, tlrat the very let-

ter of Truth is shut out frorn most puìpits
at this present time ; and also in most in-
stances where it is admitted, and preached,
and r:ontended for, it js void of divine porv-
er, and holy unction, and héavenly dew.
Now then, as truth merely jn the letter
yields nc life, power, coÌnfort or food, so it
comes topass-that rve harre a famine in the
land ; and it consisrs in the rvant of the
words of God's mouth being conveyed to
the souls of the Saints through tbe means
of the rvord preached. Gocl's rvord used
to drop as the rain' and his speech to dis.
til as the dew, and the consequence ivas,

the saints'looked like liveìy stones, even as

thestones òf a crorvn, liÍted up as an en-
sign; and they,'s-prang up as among the
grass, nnd as willows by the rvater cour-
ses, I P€ter, ii.5; Zach' ix' 16 ; Isa. xliv'
4. Bui as the bottles of heaven are great-
lv straved, Job xxxviii. 37, the saints srrf-
fêr, anä their strength is consurned atvay
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like a moth, and their verdure withered as

the morvn grass, and they have almo¡t for'
gotten prosperiry, 

.

This then is the .famine, and by reaÈón
thereof, thousands of saints are suffering a
partial death-not of body as will be th-e

case w.hen they day of sla':ghter come¡
on, and the sword is made ueè of-but a
partial dcath of the soul ; or a mystical
death brought on thèrn from the want of
spirituaì food,

This sad state of those persons. is in the
lvord of God spoken o{ as being " ready to
die," Rev. iii. 2 ; not d,:ad as is ¿ sinner
in his sins,,but rêatìy to die. I'hey are
far gone and loiv sunk in a consumption ;
the disease afltcts the eyes, and ears, arrd
taste; trence thcy are tnuch jn the dark,
and also very dull of hoaring, aild have
but little relish for savoly $ìeat. Aìl this
tve sþe to be the case wilh most of those
rihom rve laye reason to believe are
saints: nor can they get'much under prea-
ching, for there is little or no savor or
heavenly dew in the pulpits. A preacher
ma-v try hard to force \irnself into good
feelings, and feign to be happy in soul ;
bu¡ rvi¿h such a sacrifice as this, God is
not well pleased; nor will he suffer his
saints to leed on what ho himself disap"
proves of.

.{nd hence are the Lord's peopìe atthis
tirne undergoing a mystical dea.th-a sort
of inrvard rnartyrdom, rryhich is all tbe suf-
fering wotth s.peaking of that they need to
fear, or to escape for many years to come.
Farnine i¡ the qrder of our day and not ths
s;wortì ; an inrvard sickness and not an
outrvard persecution, is the difficulty wo
have to contend rvith. But .in this calarn-
ity of ouls, "we shall be helpen rvirh a lit.
tle help, Dan. xi, 84, au.d mosrl)' fi'om rea-
drng the word of God,. secret prayer and
close mcditation ; for in the ministr¡r there
is little o¡ nothing for deeply exeicised
.souls to feed u¡ron, And what I a¡n now
stating to be the case ar this time, is jurt
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rvhat I found to bc true when I first came
ìo' , ro live. I sarv . clear'ìy tbat
the ministry rvas a cìry fleece, and hence
there was nothing lor my s<,ul to feed on

go rvhere I ',ùould among public nreans ;

btit ih the Bible, and at a throne of gracc
I lrred sumptuously, In the ninth par f
of rny ìife, I have given a lull account ol
thin mâtter, and the ar'count you perhals
have read by this time.

Concelniug this famine I rvouìd again
obseive; that aìthough it is tlue, manv
persons have suffet'ed, and are vet suffer-
ing a mystical death b1'reason of this long
calamity, yet there is hele and there one
that escapes the siclinc-.ss ; and so no dout,t
it will continue to be, for the Lord.n;ill not
have evetv one of his childrcn sicl< at a
time. All of them dowll at onue wouìd
look as if the Lord. had ,,forgotten to be
gr'acious, Psa. lxxvri. 9. Srill even rhose
few rvho continue in-tolelably good health
cannot find a crumb under pteaching, for
it is a time of famine. Natuì'al passions
may be rouscd, and considerablc feeling
may be created; but sLill there is no savo-
ry meat for a lrving soul to feed on. Ani-
mal passions rnoved by preaching the let-
ter of truth, differs 'videly frorn the '¡¡orcl
of truth being accompaniecì'rvith divine
unction, so as fcr the soul to feed,. thrive,
an{ grorv in the Lord's house. 'Ihis s'ide
difference I;have seen for rnole than t,lven-
ty )ea

for
rs, and God grant that you may see
it ís a distinction of vast importanceII,

returneth rvith his vessel empty' Jer, xiv'
3. 13ut he can get it fillecì sometimesfrom
the BiLle and 1r'o¡ri rhc throne of grace ;
and in this ruay, arrd nor from the publíc
means, his soril is Iiept alive in farnine, his
ìeaf crntinuecl gt'ecn, and he prevented
fi'om buing carelul in the year ofdrought,
and from Lein$ fruirless in those baú"n
tirnes, Jer. xix, B, As the derv of heaven
is ¡o,v in so gt'eat a measure suspended,
and the ministly become a ,,dry breast,tt
lfosia ix. 14, many, even of thcsaints, Ín
ol'der to fill up the sad vacuity, are at pre-
sent "rejorcing in a thing of nought," Amos
vr. 13; but still, aiI those sort ofpeoplervho
thus " errin spirit, shall in the end comë to
understanding," Isa. xxix, 24, andagainbe
made to pai'talre of rhe new wine of the gos-
pel ,' for thus saith the Lord God, ,, I ivilT
lestore health unto thee, pnd I u'ill healthee
ofthy rvounds,Jer. xxx. 17.

There is yet ùnother sort of people, who
in thls "d¿r'h and cloudy day,,t Eze. xxxiv,
I 0, are rejoicing aloud in the work of their
orvn hands, and in the purposes oftheir
hearts; rvhat this rvork is, and concerning
thos:s purposes, the Prophet thus writcs,
'l Behold aìl ye thatkindle a fire, that co¡n-
pass yourselves about rvith sparks: walk
in the light of yaur fire, and iri the sparks
that ye liavekindled,', Isa. I. I l. I conÈi-
der this text to embrace in itsarms,all and.
every rvhit of_ those carnal inventions, and
fl es h I,y rno vem cnts, i¿lle traditions, unscrip-
türal maxlms andemptyspeculation, which
al'e now going on amongus, and in ivhich
carnal Israelires are so deeply 

"ngug"d.Thesrveet n,ine of the go"-pel, the ãei of
heaverr, ¿nd the life, lrght and power of
Christ, they have not g.ot, and hence they
have comrnenced the reproaehful busineå
of counterfeiting, antl rvemay consiCer this
as a ¡evigification ofl an aricient eustom-
an.d so we read ; ,'Â¡rd the ,nagi.ians dìä
:: rjth rhe enchanrrnenrs ro bring forth
iice, but they could.not," Ero, Ig.' Thus ,{aron at God,s cornmancl stretchod out

and .yet but few ulders_tand it.
Now those few people rvhose spiritual

heaìth is so mercif.rlly preserved in this
<iay of general sichness, neecl not hope lor
great things from the ministry ; for as sure
as I arn born, nine gospel pleaehers out of
ten, are at thrs rinle on the sick list. They
are invalids; their Iooks, private talh anâ
public preaching, ioudly prove the fact;
evely heavenly and spiritually minded
saint can see it'and feel it, for he goeth to
lhe pits but finderh no rvater, antl h-ence he
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his ¡od on,l smotc th€ dust ol the earfh, and li-
Vinq crestures came ftrrth as the eflects of lris
so ãoing ; and when the magicians saw wtlat

.was done, theJ rurned mimiclie antl tried ro irni-
taie lhe aen'ant of the Lord, l¡ut failed in tlteir
entorpripe, as all men needs must who háve not
a thus saith the Lord for tho eff,:rts they make.
Among the å.poslles, anù'thsr rnimicli was found,
ûnd his namo Ì?as Siirron, and he lvanted to do
as they.had done, liut Poter said unto lrim, ,¡Thy
noney perish vvith lhee, because. thou hast
tlrought the gift of God may Lro purchaserl with
mon€]rtt Aots, viii. 20.

And just about such mimipkes are the car:
nal Israelites among uó ; and as [hey linorv God
crn and does raise up and qualily men to preâch
h;s gospel by acts of his orvn arnazing grnce, so
tbrry rìiirtielí him by trying ¡o effeit the srìme
thing by means of theological colleges, and the-
,ological feachers; or what they presumptuously
call Pt'ojfessors of Theology: As rhey alsci sce
and knólv lhat God's own sent servants, by
smiting the earth, or poor elect sinner, wirh the

.gospel rod, divine lilb attonds the sanre, so that
many living men and womon aro found to praiso
lhç Lord ; they also try hard to effect the sa¡ne
thlng by noise, cìamor, singing, shaliing ol hantls
and encamping out aÌl night-by prophesying
deccit and preaching anorlrer gospel. By rhis
sort of ¡nimickry, many proselytes are rnade, but'
still they are nòt Iiving rhings irr the sighr of
God, It is true they have a name to Ìiv-e among
rrragiciane, but s¡ill they are dead' in soul, and
6llangers to grace, and by the true Israelites tlrey
must be viewed ai a nation o.[young magicians,
Tl¡ese are they who are rejr-ricing in â lalse light
ip a Cark day ,. and in some outward things they
logk betterát present than do th¡¡se real saints
who ero now in a mystical death by reason of
ùe famino ¡íhich lrath overtalien us, an<l which
will continue upon us for years yet to come,

The rubject relates to Associations.
In ordor if possible to Present lhe subject to
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your readers in a fair Iiglrt, I will first, 6tote what
I find in Associations which I tlrink strictly
scriptural. This I have noticcd in f0rtner com-
munic¿ìtions, but I will again speak of it.

The heepìng up of a correspondbnce of tho
cl¡urches one with anotlìer, appeârs to have been
the primary ol-rject of the churches in fornring
Associations. tr'ortllis coirespondenoe among
the Chuichcs, I thinli rvo haçe abunda¡¡t autho-
rity in the usage.of the Âpostolic churches, and
as rnuch occasion .fr-rr keeping up lhe pracrice, at
this tirne as ever, lhat the chr¡rches rn thiir af-
lìictions and trials rnay be acquainted f¡om time
totime with each others standing, wirh their dif.
ficulties &c. may be mutual helps and cornfor¡
one to the t.¡ther, ond many havc lheir llanrls mu-
tually supported ; and tliat they may Iieep bright
the cllain of cllrisliln felkrwship anlong them.
There is no set form laid.rlown in the NewTes-
tament,'for continuing lhe correspondence of the
clrurches, neirher dirl the primitive churches oLr-
serve any. The nrode seems to bc lcfr in I mea-
sure as indifferenf, provicling always that. tlrero
beno departule I'rom ¡or infringcment of the
sp¡rit ând order of the l{ew TesÈor¡ont as esíàb-
lisherl in rclation tr¡ oll)cr poinrs. We rettl of
letlcrs ficr¡r churchers (Acts xv. 2,22; Cor
viii.23,) of tl¡eir scnrl.rrg l'elief one to another
&c; But all was donê in the simplest f'orm ; no
bientling of the author.ity nor inflinging of the
independency'uf tl¡c churches,

I now pa¡ç to notice our Associntiáns, antl to
enqu!re whether tlrey are conformetl to the pat-
tern laid down in the New Testament, ûs to cû-
ryiñgon a colrespondence among the clltrrches.
I said on a folnler occûsion, (Willrdrawn Cir-
cular', Srgns, Yol, 2, l\o. 21, page 'à23,) The

. slandins in a relation one to lhc olllcr such as
thov do"not stnnd in towûrd ('lhc¡ churchcs of
the'same faith and ordcr' Many represerlt tlris
relation-to be similar t0 that of the menlbers of
an individual church, anrl rvoultl prescribe a si-
milar discipline to be exercisetl by the Associa-
tion toward the churches as the church excrcises
towards its menrbers, Hence cl¡urches thus as'
soeiated are not st libcrry to correspûnd in the
scme way rvith otbor churches of tho same faith,
without having fiÍst ol¡tainetl rì letter or vote of
djsmiìsion from the Ässociation. We read of
nothing lihe lhis in ths New 'I'cstametlt-of no
such diriding and arrangirrg of the clttlrclles into
distinet clans or conletleracies. Ând tlris tlring
too . evidently forms a get'nte, ft'om rvhencã
springs spontâireously Tzorns to sc(t,l¿ct the cfiur'
ches,ãnri occasions ihe nccd oÍ Aurpcntcrs to
frau them, Ztch. i. 21." ?hd. My neit objection is, that thc unscrip-
ral arrangements of these Associations are too
complicaled, occasioning too much business to
be tiunsacted, to consist rvitl¡ ths sirnplicity of'
ihe priinitive inlercout'se of the chiirches, or with
tlro þrofitatrle coming togetbei of the brethren,

3rd. I oliject agaitt, to Ihe. idea.of'nrarliing the
limits of each Association by local tronndaties,
becauso it has naturally produced tfle notion that
all bnptist clrurches rvithin st¡ch lirnits nrusl, bo-
long to the same .r\seociation, lvl¡ethe¡' these
clrurches are so united.in doct¡ino anrl practice
as to heep up a fricrrdly and affcctiontc inter-
coúrse rviLh eaclt t¡thcr or nut. llencc a want ol
union atnông the chut'ches, has occasioned clis-
union in tlieir councils, and a çtril"e to gain the
ascendency in lhe Association by eaclr distinct
party ; ar)d has l'esulted jn much cuntention and
.in uñ í,tot""tu of ieaL¡usies and prrty-fcelings.

4th. I object tõ the custorrl of numbering antl
publishing so part.icnlarly, by tlto Assoointions'
ths numbet of mernbers &o. belonging to tlto
sovc¡'sl churohes.

I have thus sketched my liews on tl¡is subject,
f sincerely desire that this thing may be so pro

waid in tbe Signs, so far as thcy think my views
correct confirm them, so far as they difler fr"m
mo, srate [ho views they entertaiB on the subject.
Ànd I hqpe thar thdse brothren ifsuch there be,,
who on scriptural grounds object to the whole
proposedchange, will come forward and freely
åtar'erheir objdôtions, In this rvay the subjeJt
may be fairly and deliberately cantgssed und so
¡resented before the churches as to lead them to
ä"t upon it understandinglY.

I would like to have your Virginia subscli-
bers, rvho think well of the proposed clrange,
bring the subject before tlteir respectire church-
cs for their conSideration.

. A soparation must taku place in such of our
Associations as have Olil School cht¡rches in
them, or we must submit to lbe nerv schemes
and popular tloctrine being establisÌrerl over our
heads.' To me it wor¡ld be rnuch pleasanter to
retiro, and I ¡hrnk mnre congenial with thu spi-
rit of the gospel, than to continue in those mixed
bodios and by our silence sanction lhat which
we know is contrary to the ¡vo¡d of God, or to
ùeep up e cont€st with the adsocates of' those
nerlr tbings.

The chur-
ches may somo of them, still be disposed to
hobble along in tbø lame.fooled way we have
dons, but the Lorrl will notsuffer his children to
p'r ¡nuch farther in bidding God-speeJ to those
ãelusive errors wl¡ich are amon,g us' The
lungor ths division ls procrastinated the more
difücult it will be ; for churches as well us As-
socíations will have to be diiided' The art of
tho New School loaders i9 knorvn ; and tbeir
ãxertion¡ arb unrvea¡ied to gain qn influetrce and
if nossible tho ascendency in all the churches.
Heics sr¡ fhr as they succeed in those churches
havi¡rg sound membets, so far a division of
churohes must take Plac€.

In retirins quietly from this mixtur€ and confu'
rion, it rvãuld bs-well to have our place of re'
lrcøt, suoh as €an b0 \T€ll ßustsined on scriptursl

grounds. 'Hence the irnportance of haviog the
subject well examined.

snirìt speaketh expressly, thut ín the Iat-

rå¡ times some shall depart from the faith,
giving heed to seducing spirits and doc-
trines ofdevils,. Some shall depart flom
the'faithl This eannot mean the grnc'e of
faith, brrt the doctrine of Faith ; and it
would seem, that tlose persons must in
some way or otheÌ hold the faith, but dc-
part from it-änd thai by giving heed to
sóducing spirits. Now thc real sèrvants
of God know 'vhat it is ¿c be tòrmented
rvith these seducing spirits ; they are men
of like passions ri'ith others, and are often
temptcd by them ; but the above m'ention-
ed pbrsons give keett, to |hent-listen to
their enticements and follow their clirec-
tions. It is not our design to give a com-
ment on the ùext, br¡t to shen' that it rvas
the duty of Tìmothy to apprize the church
.of errors, an,d to r.varnr them'against their
in.fluence; and if it rvas the eluty of 'Iirno-
thy so to do, it is equaìly the duty ofevery
rninister ol the gospel to do the sarnè.

In'the abovs quoted text, the Ápostle
evideritly has a vierv to luture times, but
does not designnte any particular juncture
of time, br¡t the lattertimes ; and the¡e is
not a doubt bu! that the'church has been
mole or less troubled with such charac-
ters, efer since Parìl'ê rìay. But.there
are timps when the church is mole trou-
bled witb su,:h thing,s th¡rn at others, eind

¡f it be îhe duty of ministCrs to put the
brethren in remèrnbrance of ihese things
at all ; then iri proportion as they multipiy
and their influence exìends, the duty of
ßreachers in that case increases. For in-
stance, we will suppose ,a mar¡ to have a
large farm, anei some pa(t,of it is become
cxposed to danger, from intruding animals
or noxious weeds, it woukl become hjs
.natural duty to direct his care to this part
,of his property ; or,ìf a city should be be-
sieged, it would bethe duty ol ofücers and

,citizens to diroct their attcntíon tothat part

of the city 1yþe¡e the enemy 'ti,ele múst
ìikcly to attemnt an cntrûce.

But the fact .rs, the City ol God:-the
Chuich-is assaulted at 'every point at
thjs time. 'fuin your cyes in what.di-
rection you .ri'ill, and you see.the"enenty
áppioaching with swoÌd in bantì; ai'mini
a deddìy blow at hei very vitaìs, Never
sinee Faul wrore his epistle to Timothy,
has the passage above qubted bèen more
fully verified than at theplescnr day; and
can it be possibìe that it rvas a mark of a
gootl ministcr of Jesus Christ, ln Timo-
thy's clay, to warn the flock against such
things, and that it should be a marlc of a
g'ood minrster now to be silent and suffer
them to pass unnoticed, when theyexist in
a tenfold proportion io wha¿ they did in
his cìay .¿ No, brethren; it cannot bo so ;
it is stilì the duty of gospel ministers to
put their brethren in remembrance pf these
things-a duty rvhich th ey mwst and lrui,ll,
discharge, be the conSequences what tht,y
may. I will cloie these few remarks,by
advising the brethren to examine rhe s,:rip-
tures carefuìly and prayerfullyon tho sub-
ject, and see phether ir is not rhe dury of
¡he rninister of the gospel to guard as well
as feed the flocl¡,

There was. a lary then in
force against such preachers; rve were
at that time under the church of England.
Tho¡e is a saying amongst,us and enqui'
ring about preachers, such as ''is he a Po^o'
ularpreacher?ù Tho word gos¡el is left
out. The rvicked lovo them exceedingly

':i.blc to shorv that his quotation of these
têxts was altogother irrelative to the sub-
ject to which he applies theni,

That we may if possible clear the
ground as tve pass, rve will first noirce
what the Scriptures teaeh us, as to the
co¡nmunica¿ion of gi.fts.

Apostles, to distribute; but he telìs them,
" Pray ye the Lold of the harvest that he
will send f¡r'th ìabourers idto hrs har-
vest." Math. ix. 39. Bro. Salmon says he.
lras thouglrt tha.t qifls a.ntl, ntiracles cea-
scd, withthc Apostles. If I rhought so,
then I should thinl< r,vith the Campbellites,
that it is as much the duty of one disciple
to preach as.another; of course that set-
tingparficular persons apartiior the worl<
n'ould bc altogether an arbitlary thing,
Or rather with the above tcxt from Eph.
in yierv I sho,¡ld conôlude thtrl'e rvas no
further use for the ministry. For I must
beìieve that so loirg as the rvork of the
ministry,is of any use Christ r,vill contin-
ue to bestow gifts on. the church suitable
for it. Bro. Salrnon, I am inclined to be-
lieve, thinks so too; and that he did not
exactì¡, Say rvhat 1ie meant. I think that
special mrracles ancl certain gifts ceg.sed in
thgchurch Ejth the Apgstles.

S. eould
have been reflecting on this passage, rvhen
he wrote tlrissentcnce,-jl unrlerstatul lhøt
th,e Apos!,le s possessed þ'lftt to bestow) If
he did, I entreat him to do us the favou¡,
fo point us to tho text, \uhere the ¿'ift of
giuing giltsis mentioned as possesserì by
arny ; or if possessed by any humun being.,
i wish hirn to explain rvhy rhis gift is ne-
ver mentioned, seetng it rvas so irn.portanI
a one.

'3rd' The baptism or' descent of the FIo-
lv Ghost, in the gi,ft of tongues. This pe-
culiar coming of the Floly Ghost upon
the disciples, rva'"s as I understand the sub-
ject, a special testimony fi'om heaven of
the acceptance of Christ as the Intercessor
ofhis people, and consequently a confir-
mation of the fact thàt he had corne as the
truo ,Messiah. Hence Johr¡ gives this ns
a decisive testirnony of his being the onc
of rvhom he was the forerunner, viz, T/r,ø!,

he sha,lt baptize uith the HoIy Gh,ost ønd
wi,th fire. It rnust have been then his pe-
culiar act to administer this baptism.
Hence says Peter (Acts ii. 33,) in refer-
ence to the descent of the Holy Ghost, on
the day of Penticost, speaklng of Jesus,
,,Therefole being by the right hand of
God exalted, and having receive¿l of rhe
Father the ptonise of the Holy Ghost, he

hath sLerl lorth this rthich ve notv see and
hcar." :t.ncl also sp,,aliir,g of the lloly
Ghost comìng opon boin"tius and hi.*
ttouschold, hô says; " Forasnluch theu'as
God gave rhem the like gift as he drd unto
us tvho believed on rhe LordJesrrs Christ;
what was I that I could rvirhstand God."
Does this look as though rhe Eloly Ghost
in this speciaì communicarion of him, was
r something rvhich rhe Apostles had i¡¡
their hands to communicate ? lt is tri¡o
that Simon of Samaria thought, from rvhat
he saw, as lnany do at this day, that Pc-
ter and John had porv€r to cornmunicate
rhe Holy Ghost by the laying on of their
hands; he thet'efo¡e rvishcd to purchase
of them this powcr, rvith money. But Pe.
ter in reproving him not onìy points out
the sin of offering money for a religious
priviledge, but also that of supposing, that
what rvas peculiarly the girft of God, was
a power that men possessed. 'fhe ,idea

that the Apostles had the Holy Ghost in
their: hands or at their disposal; is so much
like rhat degrading vierv jn ,lvhieh the ta-
shionable leligioni..ts represent him at thiq
duy ; that I cannot arvay rvith it.

We rvill here noti¿e ¡he instances in
which the d,escctt ot bøptism of the Holy
Ghost rs corrnectecl rvith the la,yi,ng on o¡
l¿ønd,s. The lst is in á,cts 8th. The.A.poi-
tles al Jerusalem hearing that Samaria
had received the rvord of God sent unto
them Peter ancl John. Who +shcn thegr
uere come il,ou,n,-proceeded to confer the
Holy Ghost'upon these. disciples ? No,
of this, they had no idea ofposseesing tbe
power to do. Bat tlteg pt.øyed, for thtm
that tkey night receiae the Holy Ghosl.
Then laid, tlteE theit kands on them onil
they recci,ued, the Holy Ghost. Now it is
possible that the Holy Ghost directed them
to this act in connexion with his coming
upon these disciples, in orde¡ to honor

amount, in order that grace nñght thereb¡¡
abound. Now.when this church could no lon-
ger bear up unJer the burden of interest whic'.h
annually accumulated, on this enorn¡ous. debt,
rhey Resolved what to do. And what reader
do you imogine the! resolred to do ? To pay
ofi'tho debt hunestly and honornbly as one rloukl
supposo a Obristian people in dury bi¡u¡d.? No,
this was by no rneans their case. Ifour.infor-
mation bo correet, and re have no just reason
to doubt it, they adopted rhe following novel
coursò, uiz: ffirst, rlisrnissed a number of tl¡eir
menrbers to l'orÂ¡ a new Church, ond when
these wero constituted, dissolved.. tho. Clturcþ.
rel¡lion ofths otl¡ers and gove and received eve-
ry..one a letter tr¡ join the newly organized
Ctrurch i wlrereupon ths Trustees resigned their
ofüco, and suffered ¡he .deserted Meeting,lrouse.
lo be eold ot Morlgage saìe, whioh lras struck
offby rho Sheriff under the hammer fr¡r about
$?,000. It was afterwards purchased by the
newly constituted church lbr about Ihat ûn)ounl,
and thus by changing thei¡ name they were ena-
bled to rid lhemselves of gn'inrolerable debt,
and to leave the widow,. orphaos'and all othe¡¡
n'ho i¡rere thrown oui of their honest dues, to,
make thq best.of ¡r rhe,y. coukl.

Flence through
this act was taughtfairh andfellorvs.hi.p,in
the substitution of the Loid iesus Oþrist.-
Again the chilclrcn of Israel were rerlui-
recì to lay their hands on thu Levites in '

the ceremony o[ their being set apart to 
.

the service of the Tabernacle-not to o[-
fer them, lrr th¿t .A,aron was to do, corrse-
qucntly ii was to denote the setting apart
of the Leviles to this work in the stead of
the rvhole house of Israel, 'and that by
tlicir approbaLion or fellowship. See Num.
viii. I0, 11. I would nor be understood to
quote these cflses as patterns for us, brrt
sirnpìy to shorv that the a:t in ïtsel{, toge-
ther rvith its signification, was one rvith
rvhich the plimitive saints rvero fam¡liar,
'Ihis accounts for it-s being introduced into
tlre Nerv Testarpént, as an okl øcquø,int-
ance, needing lot a formal, or descriptive
introduction. 'Ihe first instance rve find
of this practice in the New Testament,as
a religious form, is in the case of our
Lords laying hrs hands on li[tìe children.
Whether this rvas to confer on them heal-
ing, or to denote them to be the objects of
his blessing, wc are not particularly in.
forlned.

The next instance is found Acts vi. 6,
Here, it appears to .me, the design is so
piain from the connexion, that no discern-
ing person can rnistake it. It r,v¿s not to
select o¡ choose the men ; that, the church
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{vas to do, verse 3rd. It'was not to confct
the I{oly Ghos.t, or wi¡dom to discharge
this trust; for men fult oJ tlLe Holy Ghost
and, of ol¡isd,om were l0 l¡,e lool¡ed out.
What wele the Apostles to do to the ùen
selected ? They weré ro appoini them ovc'r
the business. Ho'v did the¡'tlris 2 Whm
they hnd,prayed, they lai,l, Lheir køntls on
'them,vetse6, I'his then rvas simply the
ceremony ofappointrng to the offjce, thcn
in view. Another instance of ¿ sirnilar
use of this form we have in Acrs xiii.
The HotE Ghost saidtothe ytrophets artl
teachet's rvho rvere in the church at Anti-
oeh, " separate me Barnabas and Saul
for the work w'heleunto I have called
them.'¡ Here r.'as a-specifie thing to be
done ;. it, was to sepârate, (to up,point or

The rvortl there rendere d. eall, conveys
properly an idea similar to that oÍ sum-

monr,n6'i,núo cout't, In obedience to this
€ornmand these men though not themsúlses
aytostles, sorupled not when ihe,y had /øsl-
ed, s,n¿l pra,!/ed, to I'øy l¿al¿ds otr their bre-
thren who indeed possosseil superior gifts,
and thqt as a sirnple ceretnony. of separa-

ting or setti,ng ø1tøqt. The act was a sig-
nificant one froln its application urrder the

Olil Dispensation, and was a public attes'
tation of their aoprobatron or fellowship of
the brethren.thus distinguished, being de-

voted or designated to a special rvork. I
a little r,vonder that aU our bt'ethren rvho
oppo$e the imposition of hands, pass silent'
lg by these trvo Scriptural instances. I
now cqpe to the passages 'vhich our Rto.
S. quotes from I 'I'irn' iv, 14, and 2d Tim.
;. 6, Taking thìs lattet passage as the

key, Bro, Sal'mon says' øll 'i,s pløi'n an'tl

well' wnd,ersüood. If so I must confess

myself dull of apprchension; that is, if

we al'e to tahe the lvord gift Ìrere in
the ordinary sense, in .vhich it is uséd in
the Nerv'.lestament, sceíng the testimony
is so p)ain that we must look to a lt'i'ghet

saurce, fot all ministelial and spiritual
giflts. But to take the rvorC gift here to
mean a special charge or trust comrnitted
unto 'fimothy, tþe thing appear.o a little
more plain. ¡\nd this meaning, I think
I am rvarranterl frbm ot¡er parts oftheso
Epistìc's to assign to rt. Paul, in nìy ap-
prehension, speahing ol, the same thing
I Tim, i. 18, say:: " This charge I com-
rnit untò thce son Timothy, accolding to
the prophecies rvhich'rvent befot'e gn thee,
that thou by them mightest 'var a good
rvatfale." ,Again Chap. vi. 20, of satne
Epis¡le, he says : " O 1-imbthy keep that
which is committed io thy trr:st.') Again
11 lim. i. 14 " 'fhat good thing which
',vad commjtted unto thee, keep by'the Ho-
ly Ghost which dwelleth in us." And
here it is rvorthy of note, that Paul places
Timothy on a footing rvirh himself in re-
feÍence to the communication of the [Ioly
Ghost. Norv taking all these passages to-
gether in connexion with others in these
Epistles, I am for myself convineed that
this is altogether an extraordinary case;
and that T'imothy. instead of being ord¿in-
ed fi,rst Bi,shop of the chut'ch of the Ephe-
si,øns, as some person has presumed to say
by way óf addition to the 2d Epis. rvas ap-
pcinted a l¡ind of substitute fcrr the Apos-
tle. That is though rìot an apostle, yet
under the spe:ial direction of the Apostle,
to exercise to a certain extent, the prerog¿-
trveancl authority of that office in the A-
postles absence, .And Paul in appointing
him to this high charge was directed by
special inspiration or rvhat he calìs pro-
phecy. I rvill norv briefly enumerate the
sever¿l cases to which the Laying on of
hands lvas assigned in the New Testa-
mcnt.

None that
I can find. tr hno'v jt is common to give
the right hantt of fettowshi,p and to give a
chørg'c Lo the subject as a part of the cere-
mony of his ordinarion, Some give a
cltargc also to the church. f,et us exam.
ine the lscriptural authority for these
things. lst, As to the ,ri,g.h:t hand of fet-
loøshi1t. Paul speaks, Gal. ij, g, of .T¿¡¡gs,

,Cephas aud John's giving to him and Bar-
nabas the right hand of fellowsnip, that
they should go to rhe hearhen &c, bur this
w.rs several years afrer they had been s¿l
a,par1, at Antioch for lhe .wotk uthereunlo
Lhe Iloly Ghost ha,d cøllcd thcn¿. It can
therefote be conslclelcd as no part of the
üel'emony oi tbeil being thus set apat.t or
ordained to tliat worh. It, as appears from
the connexìon, rvas a sirnple manifestation
given by those r\posrles oftheir fclìorvship
fol the gospcl pLeachcd uud the course
pursued by Paul and Barnabas in their
ninistry among the Gcntiics. ycr rhis is
adhered to by most as a patr ofrhe forrn ol
orrlination. It rs an act in irsclf proper,
on,proper occasions, but jt is notgood to
sr,vell with ceremonies an insritution which
the ,vord of God hands to us in tlre sim-
plest folm: Âs we are on this point I will
adri that rnost of our churches and prea-
chers are ¿flaic of having hands laid on
persolls to signify their being set apart to
the privilegcs ancl order of the church be:

I{aving shown decirledly, if the Scrip_
tu¡es are a safe guide, to whom bclongs
the province of ordaining Elders, viz. ìo
rec-o.gtr,izerÌ prcaclters of thc g.os7tcl, we
rvill now examine the fotnr, or. ,itrr,rorry
according to the Ncry Testamer:t pattern.'We have already seen in the case of the
Seven, and of Ba¡nabas and Saul that ir
was done by the lat¡ing. ott of hancls, afLer
p:t\,Eer, or fasti,ng a,ntl prøger. But says
Brother Salmon and others out, hønd,s ørc
erygtty and.,r'e will not presume the¡.eIo¡c
to lay them on the heads of our brethren.

Ioy I should wish it undersrood that my
hands .vere ent¡tl,g in $uch .case; for if i
did not believe tìrat,the Lorcl had encior,verl
the candidate r,yith the necessary.gif¡s'for
the work of the ministry, I could not be_
lieve the lloly Ghost hacl called him to it,
qnd therBfote should noi be wiiling to
sanction þis being ser aparr to it, by the
i¡4poçition ofrny hands. If ìaying on of
trands is to be rejec,ted, what Scriptural
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assume¿ dignit¡' in rvhich such stancl rel-
ative ¿o their oommon cìergy; and may
rvcll comport rvith the statìon of the Mis-
sion Boards in reference to their missiou-
aries. If derived ¿t all flom any thing
lou4d in the Nerv Testament, it rnust be

from the charge rvhich Paul gives to Tim-
othy in his EpisLles to him, and in sub-
stance in his Bpistìe to I'itns though he
makes not use of the wqrd. I haue en-
deavourerl to show, and I thinl< any per-
son will bc çonvinced on a careful exami-
natiorì of these tr)pistles, that it lvas aD au'
thoríty' purely apostolieaì, rvhich Itat,l
used in appointing those persons to partic-
uìar places and in committing to thern to

exci'cise under his particular charge that
rvhich belonged peculiarìy to tho apostolic
oflice, even directing'Iitus to exercise au-
rhority (Tit. ii. 15.) I accord in opinion
rvith those rvho suppose that in these-per-
sons is properìy exemplified the office or
gifts of Evangeiist. If these things are
so, then to give the candidate a chalgre in
imitation of Paul, to Tirnothy, is to as-

sume th.e authority of the Apostles in its
highest degree; even that n,hich Paul
did not taÌ<e upon himself, as he informs
ifimothy but in cbedience to prophecy go-
ing befole. Independent of this the cir-
cumstance of gìving a charge properly in-
volves in it the iclea of rhe úuargebeing
subject to the authority ofhim lvho gives
it. 'fhat Diocesan Rishops should claim
such authority oveî their infelior clergy
is not to be rvondereri at. And that the
popular Baptists who wish to.fi,gure greøt
in evety thing they do, should rmitate the
Rishops in tliis thing is no[ so srlange.
Rut that pìain baptists, such as wish to
Ieel and acl in accordance rvith their Lords
injunction Math. xxiii. 8. "But be not ye
called Rabbi ; for ont: is your Master even
Christ; and alì ye aì'e brethren ;" ancl

prising. Yeisurprising as itis, I confess

that I have been heretofore guilty in this
thing. It shorvs horv prone rve are to
give in to practices, whi¿h are common
around us, without surfrciently examining
them,

An exhortation to our brethren, under
the plain notjon that it is a brotherìy ex-
hortalion, given in the spirìt of mèekness,
cannot be improper at sut'h a lime or at.

any other ccnvenient season bechuse i'ùe
are directed to erJ¿ot'|, one ano!,her tlo,àly,
FIeb. iii. 13.

Crne word rnore rn reference to laying
on of hands. It is to say, tbat this subject
has becn much confused, by not properìy
tìistinguishirg betleen the different de-
signs of theact as we Érrtl it recorded irr
the New 'I'estament. Those rvho have
rvritten on the subject and those who haVe
practiced it, -both appear so to blend the
baptism of the IJolyGhost with the laEi,ng
on of ltand,s, as to convey rhe i'dea that the
uniform design of it, rvas to corrlmunicate
the FIoJy Ghost. Hence those who Þrec-
tice the form, lay thejr hands'on the head
of the subject and continue them there
whilst they pl'ay, as though they stiìl ex-
pected something in lieu to him. This
has no Scriptural example. The. pattern
is, Wlt en they kød, prøged,, they løi,tl th.eàr

ItanrJ,s ou lhem. Thrs has been the wny
in which I have practiced foryears.

I here leave these iemarks for the ex'
amination of others; prtrying dhat they may
do no hurt, ifrhey dono good.

New Testarnen| ortler should sanition
such a thing by their pr¿ctice, rs truly sur"
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out the Chr¡rches. l-ot' you r considcra-

tion I now offet a fc*v ùrief ,thoughts as

itl r,or¿, the Spírit, may assilt. ll-e ¿re
awarc the popular itleas advanced irnports
satisfantion by Christthrough his ofliie as
substitute for his lq,ople, but as the Holv
Spint is o¡nitted, these worldly rvords ìn
the Bible we ornit, exc'ept in a negative
point of vierv, the formev in Num, xxxv,
31, together rvith all traditionary phr-áses,

although handed by Pope Pious, or Pope
Fuller ; believing rve should fake the ut-

rhost cate to avoid either specch ol con-
ception of the at¡tibutes of Jehovah, or
*vorh of the Spirit rvhich may detract from
the excellencv of his gìory antl majesty.
To eseape it, if we go beyond ot vary flom
s,hat is so fully revealed in hrs rvlitten
word, the utrderstanding of man by the fall
is so gross and the pattern of God so sub-
Iime, that as soon as we ans'ver by tra-
dition, fi'onr his otvtr declaratiorr, we fall
into idolatry,

Ere rve touch sorne of the mìsconeep-
tions of the rvoÏd, Ätonement, rve asl<,

rvhen cotnpareing thrngs spilitual by spi-
riruaì, does it not fully imply''the Church
of Christ; standing in a condition At-One
rvith God ? And further, are not the
lvordÂ .A.t-one-ment, Reconciliation, Re-
demption, Justification, Remission of Sins,

telati,ocs consutna'te and ínseparablc, but
clntïcLuel'¿sble l,erms ? If so, r,r here
stands satisfaction by the universal At-
one-ment and universal sulficiency in the
blood of Christ for the salvation of all
ment? Csrtainly not in God's rvorrì ; fhese

elroneous statements will suffice t,r be-

guile unsíable minds rvho are tost to and

f ro by the cunning of them who lie in rvait

to deceive, but will be found insufficient
to uphold the 't¡ied family of God in ¿he

hour of temptation, under the hideings of
his face, o1 in the agonies ofdeath, and as

a cobweb to sustain a sinking world' I
have been entangled in this universal nct'
qf satisfaction by substitulion, and by their

plausible strterlents lhc.f our trairsactions

rvith Jehovah ale ol a comnierdial nature.

GoC, sa5' tbey, rs the creditor-men the

clebtors; the larv our obligation, andChrist
íhe substitute i bur rve know not of any
human l¿ rv.s rvliich admit of suretyship in
capital ofences ; and sin is not only a debt
lor which surotyship is admirred, but a
tlangsression-a capital crirne of the high-
est degree, only atoned for by ihe shedtlrng
of blood-by the death, yea,by the eferñal
death of the sinner, which justice must
inflict before it can be Droperlv satisfied.

Nor can it aclmit of a suretyship here, be'
cause it can only punish him whom it first
finds guilty, and that not by reclióning hirtr.
to be rvhat he is not, according to meh's
quibbles, but according fo artless, retsona-
ble, divine equity, rvhich can onìy declare
such guilty on rvhorn the fault rs found,
and can only find the fauìt on such who
have committed it; we only, personally
committeri the fault, ulon us only can i:
be found, therefure without such an Ad-
one-meút or union betrveen Christ and us,
as e-xposes us in his pelsorl to ju¿lg-

ment and iondemnation the harmoni
of the Divine perfections doth not appear
in the things rvhich he suffered, because it
is contrary l,o truth & justice. ButOhrist
himself bare our sins in his orvn Èody oir

rhe tree, thât v/e being dead in sins should
ìi'e untò righteousness, by whose stripes
we were healed, 1 Pet. ii. 24, Norv it is
evident,although they att constánlly talÈ'
ing ol universal sufficiency in the Atonc'
ment, they rvoukl not chose to say, that
God has posrtively redeemed all, becafiso
rhey are aware if they did, it rvould fc¡llow
that the application by the rvork of the
Spilit rnust necessarily be to the same ex-
tent, and then where will tlr,ey look for
Elcction ?

'fhese consequences must inevitably
follow, therefore rhey do not contend lor
u¡¿iuersal rerlentplion but utúuers,tl sufi.
cicncy i and ín order for them to prove tlie
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bloocl of Christ possessed a sr"rfËciency for'

all mankind, they must flrst pro'e that all
men everlastingly stoocl in union ol'.Àtone-
ment with Christ, the Churohe'¡ covenant
head and suret¡r; .that Election rvas uni-
versal; that the sins of all men rveLe then
laid on him ; then all Universalists àre
right, and every man may qxpect a gene-

ral jail deìivery irom hell. But biessed
be God, we have not so learncd Christ ;

the plea of such teachers is plain to be

seen who hold or¡t the universality of suf-

ficiency in the mc'rits of Chtist for thé sal'
vation of all men; because it paves the

rvay for universal invitations and exhor-
tations, Thus the modern professions of
theday are runniùg lille a nrighty stleam
into the sea of Po1tery, rvhile the clistin-
guishing tt'uttrs, of union rvith Chlist, vrith
all the concornitant blessings of the cove-
nant of grace are ì<ept out of s'ight. .z '

But is it iiot futile to stretch the obliga-
.tions of any one beyond the ¡ature and li-
rnits of the relation in rvhich they stand ?

L'his is contlary to the natul'e and ordel'
of things, and to the common sense of all ;

for mos¿ assuredly relatron arrd priviledge
.are the solid ground on which obl.igation
must allvays rest, both rn our duty to God
in ¡he relatit-rn of a Cteatot, and in the
higher relation of union , in Christ and
benefits ofsalvation; and as is ihe rela-
.tion, whether spiritual or natural, such
will be the oblrgation to act, and thc na-
,ture of the act required ; for duty must in-
.evrtably florv frem Ttrincàple.

These things to me ate weighty mat-
ters, not put into a nutshell, but require
.our most set'iorrs consideration. They
rvill be despised but not easily disproved.
T.he cluestion lecurs, where cân uve find a
sufficiency in the blood of Christ fqr the
salvation of all men ? This we leave for
them to point out. ßut this is not to be
found in the Scriptures of truth; for there
.panicular aud positive redetnption, is not
i,he same thing as theit univorsal suffi-

ciency ancl atonement by rhe sufferings
and death of Christ, for n'hich ail men
plcacl. Abrrnrlant proofs rnay be givon,
lvhìch .for brevity we omit, hoping those
who read tbe Sign,s rvill consult their lli-
bles, for it is a'bad sign if they do not find
themselves inte¡ested in its contents. Be-
love,l lSrethl'en, on Ìvhich side do we build
our hopes fo¡ life ¿tnd salvation? I con-
fess I dare not trust that which lets thou-
sands lteri,slu, but ir yon can say trrrly my
hope rests on the personal and positive re-
demption which Christ effpcted by his
death and sufferings; on thì-. rocl¡ rvil! you
stand ancì the gates of hell shall not pre-
vail against you. Âs I have before re-
marl<ed the words atoncr¡ent and recon-
ciliation are synonymous and converti-
L'le ; although the express word is o[rare '

occLìrrence, only once in the New Testa-
ment, Ronrans v. I I, yet lully illustrated
by. other phrases throughout the Bible.
This is clearìy ser foïth by all the,types
ander tho lar.¡, for: rve find it was only tho
sins of the chiklren of Isiael that rvas
lard on the scape-goat ; the type is called
the blood of the Testament, &nd the blood
of Christ is expressiy c¿lled the blood of
the everlasting' covenant, Heb. xiii, 20.

The r,eader may now suggest rve have
read your brief remarks on this important
subject in .the theory, we ask what experi-
mental hnorvledge do you possess of it, for
the letter killeth but the spirit giverh life ?

Brethren it is an exceeding painful re-
flcction that ¡he uncti(,us teaching of God
the Holy Spirit are so little l¡norvn and
prized or so little sought for ,. and his
personality an.d rvork so disregarded, not
to'say denied thar his gracious influ-
ences are so little realized by the Church-
es, that dalkness and confusion hath ensu-
ed, insomuch that her glory wirhin and
gloly rvrthout is fearfully obacured, and
she seerns so destitute of the refre,ahing
dews of his heavenly grace. We have
lost sight of the mystical union ;between
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Christ and his rnembers, anrl horv that un-
ion rvas effe¿ted by.his mecliatorìal wollr,
suffering and death, and made knorvn to
us ìn'regèneration by the spirir of faith ;
consequently rro distinction is kept up be-
tween God's electpeople anCthe children
of darkness-the seed of Christ and the
seed of theSerpent--the covenantof Grace
and the covenant of Works, In rhrs day
of apostacy,'these things Èave drvindlerl
to a point ; men's fancies, vain and imrna-
ginary traclitions, and antr-christian et-
rors are set up in opposition to the pìain
tluths of divine revel¿rtion,. But lrnowing
tbis, he that l¡elieveth on tlìe gon oi' God,
hath the rvitnèss in bimself. I proceecl to
give a reason of the hope that is in me
with meel<ness and fear.

Many years I wahdered, like unto all
the dejected membeì's of Chlist, in the ma-
zes of sensuality; walking in tbe sigh: of
my eyes anrl rn1maginations of aclepraverì
heàtt, ra;l¡þeut any true lrnorvledge olGod
and without hope in lhe r,vorld, unlit to
live and unprepared to.die ; but I rvas
presetved in Cihrist Jesus until thè set
time to realize.that I rvas uncler the bond-
age and curse of God's violated law; my-
self full of guilt. enmity and misery, but no
reiief could I find. T'ruly rvith Ephraim
I could thén say, Thqu ha-ot chastesed rne
ancl I ,vas chåstesecl, ás a bullock unac-
custôrned to the yoke; turn thou"nre ancl
I shall be turned, for thou ¿rrtthe Lord my'Gotl, Jer. xxxi. 18; thus continuing sin-
ning and as I supposed tepcnting ; vorv-
ing one tlay, zind the next snapping the
corJs âssünder; rvìth ten thousarrd carnal
reasoning$ against God's I,aw, the attii'
lut., oiJ.hovah ; justificätion by faith,
ancl salvation alone by Christ. One niglrt
itr my sleepless houi's, the Lord, theSpilit,
by'his inexpr:essible soul-attracting charms
s'qreetly engaged my attention ; rvith his
invir,inE voice he said, come norv and let
us teaíon together saith the Lortì, thoughiyout' sins bõ as scarlct, they shnll be as
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rvhite as snow ; though they be red hl<e
o'imson, they shnll be as rvool, fsa. i, 18.
This rvas the acceptecl 1i¡ne rvhen thc'I,ord
heard me, and tbe acceptable time rvhen
hc helped me, Isa. xlix. g. Now s,hen I
passed by thee and ìooketl upon thee, be-
hold thy time rvas the time of love, trnd I
spread my sliirt over thee, and covered thy
nakedness; yea, I srvare unto thee and
entered.into a covena.)t lvith thee, sailh the
l,ord, and thou became,qt mine, Eze; xvi,8.
I nor"' 'vith unfeigned gratitude repeat it,
this was the night ol my espousaìs; rvhen
I rvcnt forth .uith tho daughters of Zion,
and beheld l<ing Solomon in rhe rimc of
t.he gladness of rny heart, Song iii. I J. I
then I<nerv rvllat Paul says, Sorrorving,
yet always lejoicing.

Sweet was lhc time rvhen first I felt

Applied to clccnse my sorrl liom guilt,
And bring me houe to God.

There rvas a pleasure in the pain, anJ
tears hacl their orvn s$¡eetness too. Then,
ancl not till then did I truly understand
rvhat reconciliation to God rvas, ot ro en-
joy that atonement thtough the worlr, sul-
f,:r'ings and death of Christ, or justrfication
by faith in his blood. Should this meet
the cye of any of the enquiring weakìings
in God's fold, God forbid that I shoultl
disqourage them by setting dp my stand-
ard of expelience, or b/y dietating mercy's
sovereign, freeand unmeritcd grace asthe
quantity : one Lord, one tr'aitli, and one
Baptism of the Spirit, \ re must insist upon,
l¡ut the quantity rve cheerfully leave; For
unto every one of us is given gtace accor-
tling to the measure of the gilt of Ohrist"
Ephesians rv, 7. For your consolation
recollect cvery ray of light and heat we
derive from the sun, is irorn the same
souree; hen¿e it is a self-evident truth.that
every punciple of operation, rvill ever pro-
duce effects in unison rvith its orvn'na-
ture; consequently evely ray oflight com-
municated ì:yGod to our minds; is of God,

Give this night your hearts
to God ; rve now offer you Christ-be-
lieve and live, is the language resounding
flom the pulpits in this enlightened City.

and what is more strange, believing n
matter rvhich is not a fact until believed ;
thus placing the effect belore the cause. It
is natural for every man whose conscience
is alalmed, to attempt it ; but the more Le
endeavoqrs the farther he is ofl like rorv-
ing against a violent stream, the dread of
his corning short thtough unbelief, rveak-
ness and incapacity to believe, rushes upon
him like a mighty tol'rent, bears him baclc
until discouraged and enervated, he sinl<s
overwhelmed with fear and bonrlag'e. Rú
the grace olj.ustification does not requile
us sophistically and unnaturally, to.make
th:rt a truth by believing, r'vhic.h was not a
truth before or until beìieved.

In the examination of your paper from
tinre to time, as the diff¿¡ent numbers came
to hand., f have occagi.onally.fli¡covered a
tE1to6:raph,icøl error, judging from tl¡e
cùnnexion, lìaving no knorvledge of the
otiginal or copy, except noru ui.l thrn u
quotation frorn Scriptures with rvhich I
am familiar. Thesè errors seldom em-
brace all the letters of which a rvorcl is
composed, but generally.one, trvo or three
perhaps, and in .some cases they ate of but
little consequence; but in others of 6¡reai
,importanee,'fhe substitution of ouc letter
in the place of another,' rvill sometinres.be
the substitution of another worcl.in the
plàce of, the original, in u,hich perhaps
only the first letter was wl'ong ; and it is
not unfrequently the case that that word
governs the rvhoìe sentence. .It follows
then that by simply learing.out óne letter,
and supplying its place rvith another, a

word is blought into recluisition entirely
diffcrent in its irnport, from the. orginal,
and the rvhole sentence effected by it in
sr,¿h a manner âs c.ompletely perverts the
design of the author in the idea or senli-
ment conveyed in lhe original.

For exampìe ; if the word Lord, should
oecur, and instead of the L, you place C,
it will be anorher word (Cord) and of
couÌse convey sometiring clifferent from
what was intended. Again in the word
Cross, if you.substitute the It'tter D for C,
it will read dross, another \¡r'ord, and al-
togettre.t different in. its sigrrification: I
need not multiply examples, the jd,ea is
plain. It was upon looking over a piçce
in your 15rh No. Vol. 1, over my own
signature, that my mind was first'imprês-
s¿d .uith ,the importance of a càutiónar¡¡
word to nry friends ofthp type,¿¡d espe'

cially the proof-readers. In th.e article
above mentioned, on page227, in the right
oolu,mn, near,the bottom, a sentence reads

thus : " As thus, the rìifferent individual
memhers of Christ's body, are ncit idepeú'
dLnt of each a¡thir, so nei:her are the 'dlf'
iferent collective .branches of ,his church
onetboày in this particular.

All these with an hodt rrf orbers equally
fond ol filth.y lucro, poIr in.Upon hirn, ancl nith
oll theirsoplristry antl cunning, tax his liberality;
and rvhen gentle wards do not efiect thoif obje;t,
threatsn him with awful dcatl¡-bed reflections,
and the.refriburions of etern.ity, if he refuses to

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fias or ever rvill chan ge interno,l religion.'' From the righteous Abel to the Iast sinner
that shall be brought into the foldof Christ,
each must be cre ¿ted in Christ-renewed
in the spirit of his mind-receive. an unc-
tion frorn the FIoly One-drink of the rva-
ter of life -fear God ¿¡fl worlc righteous-
ness to be accepted of God and be admitted
into'the everlasting l(ingdom. It would
be an he¡culean task to give a hisrory of
the various sects of nomnial christians,
aird therr religiqus',preeds, that have exis-
ted at the same ii¡nd, or followerl in suc-
cession, since the close of inspiration.
The present state of tlìings calls for our at-
tent¡on. . I'he religious r¡r'o¡ld (particular-
ly in the Unit_ed State.s) seems to be much
in the condirion rhat it w.as jn Europe,
rvhen the peopìe proteste,l agaiirst the clairn
of the Pope, and ran hither and thirher,
until the civil armsetrled the controversies.

As citizens, it is our joy and boast, that
the government of the United States pro-
scribes all relig'i,ows tesl,s, and guarantces
unto every citizen his religious opinions,
rvith the freedom of the tongue ànd ¡he
press to support them. A-s JohnWicklef
began, the reformation fr.om popery, so the
bonished Roger Williaøes began rhe refor-
mation from Hierarchy: he established
the Ârst form ofgovernment ever known,
in Rhode,[sland; which excluded religious
opinions from the civil code, on the tme
maxim, 'That l,egal rewrrríls should neier
be given for religious sertiees,' 'lhis no.
vol irest-egg rùas soon followeel by the il-
lustrious Williøqn Pènz, in the ÉTovern-

. ment of Pennsylvania, and the inhabitants.
of New York pursued the t¡àck. The
principle rvhi¡h ¿t that time was consider-
ed so dangerous; immoral and anti-chris-
tian, is now intçrwoven as an integral part
of the Constitution of the government of
the United States' The beginning was
small but the latter end has gteatly in-
óreased. From this it does not follow,

' that froó our liberality and benevolence

to others, 've ar e under obligation' or have
any permission to believe all that otl¡ers
sa¡' (tho' they supporr their schemes by
signs and lyirrg wonders ;) no: tho' men
or angeìs speak not accolcìing to tho law
& testimony, they hav. nc light in them-
we aro forbiden to go after them, but or-
dcred to. consider them accursed, Tl,e
greater sancritv they show, the more they
are to be dreaded and shunned:'for the
gïeatesr religious erlors that have ever
been among men, have crept in under'ihe,irlJ.-
robe of superior piety. They come wi¿h a
great pleterìce of unniversal benevolence,
crying aìoud against bigotry and extalling
union; but as soon as they gain influence
enough, they forget their creed and draw
arvay disciples af¡e¡ themselves. The
cry of sorne of them is 'Be ye reconcìled
one wilk another in union that ue may
live (and mal¡e a gain of you) rvhile ano-
ther" vorce souncls 'Be ye reconcliled lo
GorJ that yowr souls may live.' I r+ill
here atld, that the urriversal forgiveness to
c¡ur enemies and benevolence to all lnen,
enjoiired oh us by the voice of God, lavs
us under no obligation to sacrifice'our
judgments and say that is right rvhich we
believe is uran,g'.

It is now 63 years since my attention
rvas solemnly engaged to serve the Lord.
When frrst alarmed, I forsook my loose
behaviour and ran to the ìaw, as a cove-
nant.of works; in hopes ofbeing.delivered
from condemnation by my reformation ;
bui soon found that by the deeds of the
law I coold not be justified. It rvas then
presented to my mind, that repentan€e for,
srn and faith in the Lord Jesus would se-
curemysalvation; and was assured from
the pulpit and frorn the bible, that Jesus
would receive the chief qf sinners that
came to him with aìl the heart ; but hero
I found that I could no more repent, be-
lieve, come to Ch¡ist, and give up my
whoìe heart to him than I could create a
worldr-That unless I e7¿5 ¡l¡¿p¡ by the

continued more tÌìaïÌ 61 years' From the

prophecy, tha[ many shortld rr¿n to antl

fto ; and from the comntission of Christ,
Go, my imoressions rvere, that travelling
arrd preaching lepentance on the rvay rvas

thepãthfor preachers. Accordingìy, with-

orrt going to Jerusalem or any presbytely
of preachers, ot an'y theoìogical school, or

indeed any church, for iicence or approba-

tion, without conferting rvith flesh and

blood, I bègan to preach, ' Ye musl l¡e bsrn

ø6øin.' Anri the third chapter of John

hãs bern text for me ever sinðe, The
doctrine I have preached may'be summa-

rily descrrbed in two rvords, ' Rui'n and'Ríroorry.' 
'fhere are manY commands

foúr times, 4nd am not yet weary of it' In :'

my journeyings, I have marl(ed my own
'destination; observirrg the openings of
pt ovidence-the requeot . of people-[he
dra.vings of my mind, and the circum-
stance of thingi. I 'have never rèceiyetl
anv thing from a missionary fund to aid
me ; but have relied on the pt'omrse of
Go.l anJ the benevolence of the peop)e for
all that lvas necessary. My wanls, fa-

have had at hearl ever sinc6 I began lo
love the truth, and wiih much anriety and
many lears I lave commenced lnboring
upon. It revived rny spirits, tho bare fact
that any onè had felt the.inconsistency of
singing bymns directly úontrary to our
faith, inspires me rvjth new courage.T

It has ever oppeared to mo that it rvas
as contrary to the gospel to sing lies as to
pray or preach them, Fro¡n observation,
of late I find that very ferv of our brethren
have given any attention to the matte.r¡
but have sung what they lrave been ac-
customed to hear sung, rvithout exanrining
whether it acco¡ded wi¡h the testimony of
God or not; but the ¡noment they locked
on the various r:ollections of hymrrs rv.ith
the thought of disc¡imating betrveen, truth
and error, they see rvith astonishment rvhat
a rnass of corruption has been poured
forth to the God of salvation, under tho
name of devotion. I'he¡e is no rvant of
hyrnn books as to numbe¡ and qunntity;
there is no lack of poetical talent in a great
proportion of them, but when tried by the
standard of truth, alas ! rhey fail. W¿ttg
is in most comnlor¡ use, and he wrote some
few most excellent hymns, whjch the
christian can sing ,,¡vitb the spirit and
the und,ersúand,òng also. 'Wjtness this j,,Tho Lord my Shepherd is,', also. thê
l46th Psalm, and then contrast them and
the l4th hymn, lrt book, and oth.rs like
them, with rhe BBrh hymn lst booh. The
last terse of which would have been a
most appropriate motto for the wo¡kq Of.
the French A¿heists of the school of Mira-

But woe unto them, if
indeed they are like unto the scribes and
pharisees rvhom our blessed Saviour pro'
nounced hypocrites, and compared to rvlii'
tened sepulchres, u'hich indeed appear to
be beautiful outside, but are rvithin full of
dead men's bones and of all uncleanli-
ness.

Repentarrce and Faith, rüe.are told, are
tho conditions upo¡r rvf¡igþ our snlvation
is suspended-a cold unsavory dish, mv
Brother, to set before a sin sich soul, thar
is hungeting and thursting alter righte-
ousness--a dish not adapted ¿o thp palate,
nor suited to the stomach of a poor lan-
guishing soul, that needs thc s'veet eavor-
ing eordials of the gospel.

theplace rvhere the poor unconvèrtèd were.
to he made christians-They $,ere to ùome
to a place called the altar-jnot that altar
which the ark of the covenanr preûgured,
no, no, talh ofthat ! but a place fixed by
themseìves for thc unconverted to kneel
dor'vn at, rvhere the great men wbo aro
callerl slci,l,ful in praycr, and ableto lay hold
of the arrn.of the Almighty in behalf of rhe
poor souls that rvere on the ¡oad to heli.
Skilful men inrleed they were, if rhey told
us thc truth, viz: that ¿he eternai salvarion
ol rnany souls depended on them, to pluck
thern as brands our of the burnings.

I saw many who rvere going to them
like sheep to the slaughter, bowing before
them, and after a few moments ropose, or-
rÌers were given by sûme one for a vcley

The law is hoiyjust
and good, and requires a perfect righteous-
ness, both asi to the matter and manner of
its perÍormance ; all that the la'v has corn-
manded must be done as it iscommaniled,
or it is no righteousnes, Deut. vi. 26, Thø
larv is spiritual and reachoË to rhc healt,
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spirit and soul of man; it forbids sinful

fectio¡s, ag well as outrvard sins ; it al-

lows of no little sins, but condemns all-.

I must conclude, .my sheet alréady' be'
ing nearly filled.

Some fow thoughts which have passed
through my mind, together with myviews
on this all-important subject, I have com-
mitted to paper, and send them, if worthy,
for an insertion in your periodical ; if not,
lay thern aside. The most prevalent no-
tion, the standaid ol orthodoxyamonganti-
christians, is, that Christ suffered to ap-
pease his Father's wrath, and satisfy di-
vine justice ; that the blind attribute must
have a victim, and so took the innocent for
the guilt,v, to exhibit tho characteristic
" most Jusl,Jt that nothing ilas accomp-
lished by the death of Christ, excep¿ the
renroving of obstacles in the rvay of the
sinner's return, and openihg a door rvhere-
by he'might save himself if he would,
thereby making it rnorally possible thar
all mankind might be saved; but securing
the safety of none positively. Now. sal,
vation, or its opposite, damnaticn, is no-
thing abstractly considered, separate from
its subjpcts, Ch¡ist is not the salvation of
rhose who perish and are destroyed for-
eypr, for thsy ate not saved, and those

who are not sared have no salvation ; if
they have no salvation, they have no sa-
viour; lbr savrour, saved, and salvation
are relative terms, and have r¡o force 'r¡hen
separated fro¡n theii anticedents. Tl¡is
seems to be implied in the prophecy of the
messerrg'er to Mary : " His name shall be
called Jesus;" *hy so ? ,' for he shaìl
save åis people lrom thir sir¡s." So then
the nameJesus loscs its sigorfi,:ance, when
we lose sight of the peculiar people, of
whom le is the Saviour. lf he only made
s¿lvation possible, for all, and secured
none, those who are saved, are indebted
to themselves or o¿her men, for whatever
they enjoy of divine favour; for God has
done no more for them than others, and
those who perish havo as much grace as
those who are saved, ¿nd those rvho arc
saved can no rnore say by gracc lve ale
saved, tban those rvho are damned, frrr all
have equally shared in glace; therefore
something else mr¡st really be the salva.
tion, and not Christ, and if that something
else is lacking, the testimony is lar from
being Gosuel or good news, for it adds to
the misery of more than jt comforts. If
they happen not to bolieve it, they aro in
a far worse condition tlian if they nover
had heard ir; this rnahes rhe Gospel a
ministration of 'ryratb iather than grace,
and puts the philanthropy of rnodern mis-
sionaries in a very questionablo lþht.

But we will not waste our paper in com-
menting on error, but opon to the t¡uth.
'Ihe Gospel is good news-a testirnony. of
truth, and believing or disbelieving it,nei.
ther adds ordiminishes itu verity, It rvas,
as true bofore the day of Penticost as'af-



terwnrrls, and most certainly if it rvas not

a trutb, telling it or believing it s'ould not

malce it ¡rtte. But the Apospìe calls it
,, !,he uord, of truth, the gospel of Eour-sá.1-
vation;tt and as it is alrvays spoken of as

tidings or teslimony which requires and
implies a settled cbaracter for truth or

falsehood-if it is tidings or teslimony'
rvhat does it tell or testify ?-of rvhat cìoes

it treat ? Of thesalvation of God ; "Who-
Boever among' yott feareth God,, lo Eou is

the word, of this salvation sent;trnot " to
you is the salvation sent,t' but theword of
It, which plainly implies, and the conclu'
sion cannot be avoideri, that the subject of

Modern religious sophisis
mày speculate on that question, and endoa-
vour to obviate the difficultles rvhich stand
in the rvay of thelr nrultifarious schemes
of fancied benevolence, and reconcile those
between whoin God'has put enmity, and
try to preach peace lo the wicked continu-
aìly and call it gospel, and pervert the right
way of the Lord. But theyand their vain
deceptions, delude¡ì followels and idle
opeeulations will soon bc swallorved up in
the Eternal tealities of lrutlt-js the fuì-
filment of 'the rvord rvhich they have de-
spised,

But to return i the necessaty compan-
ìon of porver, in accomplishing a rvorl, is
rvisdom, anC is tl¡ere any thing said in
prophecy, or gospel, about the rvisciom of
men as a helper to faith o¡ salvation ?
Hear the word of the Lord : ', In him a¡,e
hi,d, all l,he treasures of ui,sd.ont, and, hnow.
lctlg'e ;" rvhere then else is thero any ?
surely norvhere. So then if all power in
heaven and earth, and all rvisdom and the
love of God are in Chrjst Jesus our lJorcl,
then we can see the propriety of peter,s'
exclamation : ,, There is no other name
given uncler heaven er¡ong rnen rvhereby
ìÃ/e must be saved, neither is thero salva-
tion in anv other," FIe was ,, the end of
the Law for righleousness ;,, he (ìame to

and prophecy," or fulfill thern, If all this
wotk above named, doe¡ not ùonstltute
salyation, no¡hingdoes; and ail this, and

But let us re-
capitulate: t,Thou hast given him ppwer

of, stands not in the rvisdom and strength
of man, but wholly in the rvisdom and por,v-

er of God, my happy soul weìl knoweth;
and to say that ¡ts divine efficacy and soul-
saving benefits, are suspended qn the ,vill
of the creature, or on his natural exertions
endeavots, resolutions, promises, desiresl
and wishes, is a gross subve¡sion of rhe
gospel of Christ-¿i flagrant outriige on
the 'Deity-and a baso libel on the New
ï'estament, And yet I knorv, and am sure,
that the crirrent religion of the day, is
frought wrth sentiments just thus lterni,-
cious ønil søbuet siue. Flence the man
who goes oser to such licentious senti-
ments, and forms an alliance with such
a krnd of Ishmaelites, makes his pathway
perilous ; rvhereas, he who stands fast in
the testimony of Christ, walks in the love
of nuth, lives in rhe fear' óf the Lord, and
keeps a eonscience void of offence before
God and men--we of course have a right
to conclude that hc is a christain in heart
as well as in ptolession.

But farther than this we dare not go;
& hence rvhen we find ¿ man to be slipping
and sliding abou!, and leaning'towards
popularity; tapering off from that gospel
rvhich St, Paul used to preach, and what
the saints of God norv love; taken up with

a system of religion which unregenerated
men are.in love with, anrl whieh graceless
professors aìso admir e, feed on, and glory
in, and whi,:h is well caìculated to exalt
humen nature, to pamper a proud heart;
to elate a vain mind, and to gratify ¿ boast-
ing Phatisee. I s.ay, rvhen we find a man
under these circumstances, we are obliged
to srand in doubt of Lis christianity, pain-
lul as lt may be to our r¡atural feelings sq
to do. But all sellish gonsideraticns and
fleshly feelings, ought to vail to the une-
qualled digniry of our exalted Prince ; and
indeed, if the glorious honors of the Dcity
are nof heìd in our esteem above every
other conóideration, it is at once dqmon.
strated how grovelling our ide¿s are ofthe
suprerne Being. But from B condition so
veiy grovelling, our minds, I tro#, have
been raìsed by an act ol pure clemency,
and that rvo by happy experience can no.v
tesrify, that the gospel of Christ, when re-
ceiyed in an honest heart wirh the broad
seal of' God to it, never f¿ils to bend and
form the mind to the legitimate and orien-
tal genius of that mos¡ ado¡able scherne,
rvhich God, in a trinity of persons, devi-
sed for the salvation of his Church. And
hence if the mind is not thus bent and for-
mod by the porver of the gospel ; but stiìl
iuclulgeç rn viervs, sentiments and practi.
ces r.vhich are hostile' to the geniuç of the,
gospeì, rve cannot consistently hold such
a man in reputation.

For my own part, I am free to confess,
that although in my breast there is not so
much, as one meilignant feeling against a
human being on earth; yet at rhe same
time, against the sentiments and actions
which I deem to be detrimenfal ro the
soul, and also prejudicial to-the gospel of
Chtrst, I feel myseìf in duty bound to im-
pugn, bcth from rhe pulpit and through the
press. Yes, and to do it too rvith all that
.divine porver anrl strength of mind wl,ich
the God of mV fathers has nut me in nos-
session of. fdoubt not bui that this v'ery
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courso, is one of the component parts of
that ministry which the Lord, in the depth
of his rvisdom, hath seen proper to com-
rnir to my charge; and in the strength of
his never failing grace. I .am resolved
strictly to adhero to this very imporrant
,branch of my holy legation. And to rhis;
very branch of my. ministryi have I thus
.far closely attended, as thorr also very well
knoweth. But rn doing this part of my

ofÊce work, I have strangely discommoded
some men-I mean fnen of an Ishmael.
iteish'spirit ; nor can I in reason expect to
gain their applause by such sentiments as
aro arlvanced in thc above named five let-

Butas I said before, so now again-I
rvish ¿he person to rvhom I wrote those let-
ters, may not at last be found on boggy
gtound, and a mere speculator in religion.

sovereignty of God. Tlrey aro wonderfully
alraid ofrevival excitements; and without ecru-
ple, c;llect and trumpet forth ro the world the
slande rs ¡vhich lhe wotld is willing to originato
againet revival preachers, The Rev. Mr,Dud-
ley does not scruple to talio up Presbyterians,
Methodists, Ilegular Baptists, Episcopa!ians,
&o. by name, und lacerate lhem without mer-
cy. We l¡now of but one other minieter, in
any denonrination, who deals ió tlris.personal
abuse, and he in all rcspects aboís named ic a
truo yolie-fellorv of Mr, Dudley. Äagainst our
Bible, Tract, Missionary, Sucday Selool and
'femperance Socicties, tho Dudleyites havo a
special antipathy, 1'hey rarl at lhese ac r¿e¿,
meûsures, ealoûlated to tnlie the work of God
out of his hands; as Arminion dovices opposed
to Oalvinism, and r¡ot named in tbe Bible.

Mn Ed,itor.. The sixteenth session óf

this botly rvas hekl a few rveeks since in
the town ofÂìexandua, D. C., and as there
wâs trånsacted sorne business which I
conceivo of vi¿al importaúee and dcep in-
terest in Zion, I feel constrainetl briefly to
notice sòme of its proceedings. ,Tåe Mi-
utes, which will be shortly f.rrt[corning,
rvill show such of the proceedjngs as ìvere
admitted to recÒrd, and such as were un-
der discussion and finnlly exclutled. I
propose ¡o contrast with these that all"rvho
are interested, and espcaj4lly ihe Church-
es composing that bod¡', má¡l understanll
and judge Öflhe cnse, ,,.

The introductory sermon.was preached
by Eld. Tnorr ; after wþich rhê Associa,
tion convened, and letters fromthe sevcraì
Churches rvere called fpr, .according to
the o¡der of the minutes of last session.
It appeared that the churcbes of Alexan-
dria anil Fredericksburg, during the last
associational yoar, had both divided; and
the respectivé pariies in eacJt, clarming to
be the church, had sent up their meÊsen-
gers and lettors to the"Âssociation. The
letter from Alexandria, was first called

In-'
deed, of the 7, there are tr.r,o rvho have
stood upon neutral ground, as it regards
ffirt,, during the whole controvcrsy. Ol
rhe females, there were, say, l5 rvith the
minority, and about 60 rvith the others,
though it is thought at leasr one third of
these are elissatisfied. As the majority re-
ptlrted none received by them since the
last Ass'n., (the truth of that, horvever, wrll
be enquired into hereafter) thecase, allou,-
ingall rvho are not rvith the church to be
against them, stands thus: n¿inority, LB;

contond against Anti-christ, rvhetþer he
nppears in tho character of the'føwning
sEcophant or hissing seÌpeni.

it seems they have met the resentment of
some of your correspondents, to whom
you have opened your columns to mal¡e
such.extracts and remarks as best suited
their purp ose.

I hope you will not refuse me I short
space to give a right coloring ro some
things, of rvhith I have been charged with
repres€nting, re.lative to religion in my
orvn neighbour:hood. I allude to an arti-
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cle in the Flerald of 26th June, signed
t, Jws¿i¿el'._t¡hich name I supposb implies
injustice irr my letter noticed by him. The
nuthor I knorv not i Yet t will say to him,
that he has disqualified himself for the ri.
tle he has assume.J, by connecting my let-
ter with the circumstanccs of Skinquarter
Church, of r'¡hich I arn not a membcr, nnd
of rvhieh I saici nothing in my letter. He
commences his remarlcs b;r saying, " The
rvriter ought to have ¡e,flected a moment,
before he thus openly and unhesitatingl¡r
pronounced the benevolent effolts of the
day the tvorks of darkness &c," I did
not destgnate any works as being the
rvorl¡s of darkness; but as 'Ju..ticc' has
placed the benevolent eforts of the day
under my denunciation, I hesitate not to
say, that nìany rnoments of reflection have
not changed my mind ; and I think that
there is not yet lvanting more evil and in-
Consistency in the present henevolence of
this day, to justify us rn pronouncing it the

the public. Of tlre opposers of het pio'
ceedings I think it can rvell be said, rvhen
their cbaffis in danger, rhey speak of nar-
rorv hqartedness and other fagorite terms
ofthe ne'vsrhool; and rvhen'all hope of
their gain is gone they resort to sìander
and ridicule. I thirrk the Ianguage of
'Justicet is calculated to make a false im-
pression abroad, rvhen he makes the fol-

borhood, which he máhes the subject of
his Ìetter; for he is in etror ifhe rvishes to
represent the old. church as acting in ac-

think I rvill not err v,'hen I say, that ihe
Þastol chosen, has pteached "moro tha.n
hve times äs often to tÎre chu.rch a.nd nei¡4h'



bourhood ¿s 1þe other, who was nevet
pastor of ¿he church rn question or any
other, 'Whether 'f Justlce" has judged
righr or w rorlgr rvhen he says, "for no oth-
er car¡Se than forjoining a tempelance so-

ciety," I think rvill appear from the pro-
ceedings of the, church;.for to mJ¡ own
knowledge the question ¡as taì<en to know
if the reason for noi communing or tahing
the sacrament at certain times, rias be-
cause somo members had joinerl thc r-em-

perancd society; and the voice was unan-
imous that that rvas not the cause. 'Jus-
tice' says, that the consequenoe has been

. a division; yes, a part of the intelligent,
nhich .vas less than one'third, thinking
the majority had not the mirrd of the Lord,
submitted not, nor rested until ttrey obtai-
ned a pastor to their wish, and I supposo
according to the mind of the Lord.

ration than the olti school professors, who,
with sorrorv of heátt, have to acknowl"
edge their disobedience to their'leader-
Christ.

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' ltøuc no fellowslt'i'? u¡i,lh any cku'alr, o'r pe'-
son tl¡at enga'yes in anE of lkc ßenemle¡¿t
enl,erptrises, so called,, ol lhe ¿o.t/, As I
quote from mernory I will not affirm the
above to be the precise rvords of the Reso-
lution; but it is, I thinl< neur.ly. Thc
subjoct of this Resolurion rvls discussed
at some length in the .A.ssociation, in quite
a cool and dispas"ioned rnanuer. The
¡csult as ro a separation, or not, of the
churches, is to me, and I plesume to oth-
ers, yot unknown. In theColumþiaÄss'n,
things went very different. Whether a
majority of the chu¡ches. actually.go a-
gainst the Old Sehool stand or 'Black-
Roek-ismas tho opposers call it, I am no¿

prepared to say, In the votes of the Mes-
sengers this ses"-ion, the majority on eVery
important question, with perhaps the ex-
ceplion of one or trvo, 'went decidedly a-
gainst the Old School breth¡en, In the
first place, & quet'y rvas sent in from the
Fryingpan Church, .having designedly,
nnd professedìy, for its objecf, ro ¡esr whe-
ther the Ass'n, woulrl maintain and carry
out the stand it took in 1838, against, that
svstem cf New Schoolism of which Wm,
T. B. is noted as e prominent leader.
This was thtown out of the Ass'n. on ths
assumed ground that it rvas deban.ed by
the Constitution. Tho Ass'n. however,
and I fcel disposed to acknowledge it as a
favour, very liberally consented afterryards
to this query's being insertecl in the Min-
utes arrd referred to the consideration of
tho churches, wirh a request that they
should severally report thereon next year.
In relation to thrr division in th.e Alexan-
dria church rvhich has made considerable
noise abroãd;-The report of one commit-
tee rofering the deeision to another com-
mittee to he appointed ar¡d to meet with
the church and investigate the rvhole af-
fair and renort to the next Assit¡.-r/ss ¡s-
jected ; nn<i a second committee appointed,
ivith instructions to decide rvhich party
shouldbe rcùognized as thc ch'h. Their
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report which recognized the party adhe-
ring to Elder Oornelius as entitled ¿o he
re.pt'esented by their Messengers in the
Ass'n. rvhilst ir reoognized the othel pal:y
as still composing a part of the church,
,ras perhaps as good a one, as the Oonsti-
tution together rvith rhe special jnstruction
cf the ,Àsstn. to tho committee, would ad_
mit olrheir nraking. But I am very much
mistaken if there tyas not a disposítion
manifested and some art used, by the ma.
jority, to screen Eld. Cornelius and his
partv in the church from any enposut.e of
improprieties on their part, which might
have been made, had the report of the first
committee been adopted and carried out.
I do not say that improprieties rvould not
also have been lound in the othcr party.r
AlÌ liwish to say on rhe point is, that I
do detest this rvrapping of thrngs up to
pl'evel¡t the truth's coming fol.th for the
information of those brethren and church-
es whose fellowship is to be affected
thereby.

But that ruhich manifested,most clearly
the prevalency of New Schoolism and its
arts in the Ass'n., was ¿he disposal made
of the Fredoricl¡sburg difficulty. The
certificates from the Ha¡twood and White-
Oah churches, sent on by .Brother Clark,
and published in the 'Signs,' Vol. 3, No.
10, have relation to this drfficulty. Bro.
Clark had been invited by'a resolution of
the Fred'g. chureh to'preach a part of his
time for them. I-lo is a p{edestinarian,
and preaches the old fashioned baptist rioc-
trine, that salt;al'i.on is, from first to last, r¡f
the Lord,.-He soor¡ lound trouble. [n that
little church, which had just belore pro-
fessedly cleared themselves of Campbell-
ism, in its rvinrlings-was found one of
their Deacons,'lG. Rowe,) to accr¡se Bro,
Clarh of pleaclring a doitrine rvhich made
Go-d the aut.htr of si,n,. not to his face, nor
befote the church, but to memberslndioitl-
ually where it r.vould have an effect, and
before thc rvorld, in the marker place &c.
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I,o. Jas, lVilli.rms thc otirer Deacon of

the churclr, laboured rvith ßo'vè to con-

vince irim of the incorrectrless of his in-

ferences fr'om Bro. Cts' doctline and of his

impropricty in seelcing to tlestroj his usc-

fulness. All having no eflect, and otbcr

circumstances tlanspiring'to rvouttd thcr

feelincs of Bro. WilUams anl thosc lvitlr
him. nho rvere stlugling to sustain the

church on jts constitutiorral principles,
and the s!and it had tal<en in separa:ing'
ftom Campbcllism, a private meeting was

had to try fol: a reconcilialion ; tlris utter'-

ìy failing of the desired effect, Bro, Wil-
liams concluded on bringing the case be-

fore the church, But Rorve was befol'e-

hand rvith him, he had drilled a strlected

majority to bis hand. 'When therefore
llro. \4r. presentcd hrs charges agaiirst
Rowe, at the next meeting of the church*
for heresy and otlier conduct inconsistbnt
with the gospel, after meeting rvith several
unpleasant tebuffs lvbich I rvill not norv
cletail, he hacl the mot'tification of seeing

his charges voted out of the church with-
out any investigation. '.f he minority tþus
finding not only the doctrine profesqed by
the church, but regular'discipìine álso

trampled uncler foot; saw but one alterna-

tive, that'of submitting to such disordel',
or of taking the discipline of ¿he chureh
into their own hands as being.ìccording to
the constitution, truly tho church. The
latter they chose, appointed a special mee-

ting, cited Rowe to appear before thcrn, he

not appearing by the advise of cettain
ministering Brethren, called to sit rvith
thern, they voted a senlence ofexclusion
against him. But the rninistrv not rvilling
to have the mattcl rest hete, invited a

council of brethren fróm a distanee to

meet rrnal investigate their case. But trvo

met, Bro. James of Þiaclison Co. and m1'-

self-we did not organize. 1'lrey ncxt by

our advice rpplretl to the majotity to urrite
rvith them iri ðallirrga courtcil*they t'crc
refused this, They then applicd to a Ina'

jority of thc churches in the Ass'tl' to send

them hel ps. They r'vere agarn disappointl
ttl in obiaining a council. These disap-
pointments \vere princilially owing to tho

influencr¿ of onc Brother, rvho having by

the nrajorìty just before tho sepa¡ation,

been callecl to talte the pactoral care of

the church; and fealing that he might be

involvetl in tlie decision of the couneil' and

certainly rvithout just grounds, inferring
that the object of the minority and otherr

1y¡1s ¡6 injui'e him, he set his face against

the obtaining a council, instead of seehing

u foi. ino..t"gation.-Things thus stand-

ing, both parties came up to the Assoeia-

tion b1' their Lettel's ancl Messengers'-

the Constirution sustained the comntittee

óor,stitution aniì maiters of faet relative

to the Fretleticl<sburg church, sustained

the minority in theit claims to be the c'h'h,

and the associationalrConstitution sustain'

ed the n,ajolity; and seeing, :his I lêlt

mole than trve t tho evil of churches giv'
ing up their independence by coming un'
del' an associational compact, The com-

rnittee dicl not pretelcl to impaitthe claims

of the minority on the grounds ol the con-

stitution ancl transaciions of the Fredericks'

e45
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burgh chucrh. The Chairman of the
committee, EId, O, B. Blown, bore public
testimony-that in all'cases of church dif-
fculty which had come undpr his notice
he had never witnessetl in a party to a dif-
ficulty, such a displa] ofa truly chrisrian
spirit and depoÌtment as was manifesred
thtoughout by Bro. Wrlliams.

An attempt rvas made to throrv aside the
report o[ the con¡mittee on lhe grourrd thaI
it was not constitutionaìly necessary in a
case of such difficulty to re:ognize eirher
party at tliat time, and that a committee
might be appointed to meet with rhe trvo
parties in Frederichsburgh, and investr-
gate the case according to thc Constitu-
tion; recorrJs, &:. of that church and re-
port to the next Association rvhich was
properly the church. This rvas thc glound
taken by the dissc,riting Rrothel of the
committee, and was atternpted to bc sustai-
ned in the Association.

On the other hand we were told by rhe
Chairman of the committcc and orhels,
that the repgrt could bc leceivr.d and then
a committee could be appointctl to invcsti-
gate the case &c. In vain rvas it urged
that it would then be too late, rhc' rnajority
being recognizeelas thechurch, they woulrl
not wish such a colnmiil.ce &c. Rut a
majority: of the Ass'n. manìfesrly pr.efer-
rinþ to have a New School chLrrch rhough
i.n disorder to having one. of rhe OldSchool
stamp, agal'nst ¡vhich th.ey could allege
nothing, ree,eived the report of the commit-
tes a¡rd recognized the nrajot.ity. Norv
mark tbe soquel.

A resoiution was now ofreled by cine

ofthe rnajority, and of courst+ calried, to
appoint a committce to vrsit Flutìcricks'g.
and try to reconcile the difficulties &,c.

When it came to the appointrnent of this
committee, Bro. Williams obtaincd leave
io.speak, adellessed thetl ss'n,, in languag-e,
in a spirit, and undei: the influence.of feel-
ings, that mus[ havc toilclhc(l Ihc ,ion us-
ponding chords of every fu,t rl oJ'¡Le,;h pru-
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sent. He sketched the trjals that church
had passed through for several years past ;

the fond hopes they had at times entertai-
ned of being uniteã in rhc trurh and living
together in peace ancl horv rhose hopes
were blasted by fresh parrres arising i'n the
church, until that now he stood þefore
them the representarive of a diminished,
oppressed and rejecred minor.ity. He sta_
ted that if he k¡e',v his orvn hea.t, he had
but one object in vien, throughout thcse
struggles, and that was to ;naintain thd
truth of the gospel in poor Fledericl<s'g.
oven'un as it rvas rvith ei'ror,-and con-
cluded rvith saying; that ir q'as his rvish to
have their case lairly investigatecl, that if
he was in the wrong he wi,^hed to be shorv-
ed that wrong, if in the right he rvished
to ìre susl.ajncd,that if thc other parry woultl
coùsent to have their respective r.ight as tc
being the chul'ch fairly investigatccl by the
committee to be appointeci, ancl to abide
by thc decision thus macìe, he rvoulcl jr¡
behalf of the minority cheer.fully subniit
the case to thenr, trusting in God to bring
forth the tl'uth to the lighr;-but rvithout
snch ¿n understanding he rvas âdrnonished
by past expcrience to have nöthing to do
with the committ,r:e. l-Ie rvas repìrecl to,
by the now seøl,ecl messensers fì'om Freil-
ei:icì<s'g., that they r.vele rvilling lor a com-
mittee to try tri settle the difËculries, but
that being norv recognized as the c,hurch,
they hacl no occasion for a commi¿tee to
enquirervhich wasthechurch ; they rvould
not thel'efore (ronsent to the proposed in-
vestigation. Ànd in this they were sec-
orrtletl by rhc chairman nf Lhe folrner com-
mittee rvith trll his ingenuity of argument.
Rro. WilÌiams finding the¡e rvas no hopes
ofan investigation being hacl, such as ¿he
case called for, arose, and in milcl but dig-
nified language declarccì, in ìreh¡,jf oi' ttrc
church he repr.esùn,ted, a ivithdrarval of all
connexion wìttr the rnajor.ity, and rvith the
Associatìon, Whct I' loolic,rl ar tlic de-
portment of Bro. ÌVilliams and the feel-
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ìngs depicted 6¡ the countenancgs of the

ooposite party, it forcibly reminded nre of
a renerval of by-gone times, when others
had had to stand before councils; and
made me feel an entire preference for the
case of that little oppressed minðrity, to
that of the others with all their self-com-
plancy at being recognized by the Colum-
bia Association, Indeecl f cannot dpscribe
the solemnity which evcn non pervades
my mind rvhenever I contempted on tbat
scene, vielving it as a specimen of rvhat
lve must expeet a frequent recur¡ence of

Your readers are ready to énquire rvhe-
ther the Old School btethren did not gene-
rally follcw the example set ì.ry Bro, Wil-
liams in withdrawing from the Ass'n. I
answer, No : severai Brethren wished to
do it, but I persuaded them to rvait and
give our churches an opportunrty to con-
sider tho subject, and to let the move come
from them ; hoping that therebyall having
time to reflect lvould choose their proper
side,

To conclude this subject, I rvould inbe-
haìf of that minority request any Old
School preachers rvho may be travelling
in the direction of Flederichsbulg to visrt
them. By calhng on Bro. Jas. Wilhams
or Eld. Danitll Davis, or John Clarh they
rvill be introduced to a litile church reject-
ed it is true by the other baptists in the
plnce, and by the Col. Ass'n. but for trying
to defend the ministetial chat'acter of one
rvho is a wol'thy Brother and able minis-
ter of the New,Tcstament, antl for contend-
ing for the constj¡utron, the discipìinc, and
the former stand of that church against
innovations.

Having had an opportunity as ¿n indi-
vidual of investigating this rvhole ¿ff¿ir, I
have no hesitancy for myselfin saying that
I fellorvship tlrat rninority as the proper
church in thad place. Yet for tlie sake of
good example, änd that the achno',vledg-

ment of them as thc church rnay corrc
frorn Lhc propeÌ s0urcc, sistcr chuttrhcs, I

rvould advise, unless they thinkof dissolv-
ing and joining anorher churcl?, that they
should make one more attempt to obtain
helps from seyeral churches, to examine
into and pronounce on their standing; and
I rvoultl request that the churches applied
to, rvould send them brerhren, whosejudg-
meut they can rely upon; and that rhe
brethren appointc¿l ,would forego their orln cou-
venier¡co to attend to this matter, Brethren
this is bu¿ the beginning of this kind of sorrow
in ¡his section <rf country, and let a eorrect and
spiritual course now be ma¡ked our.

Q¡¡s word¡ B¡uther Beebe, in referenc€ to the
expectation of my atrending rhe Lexingron Àss,
and Old Sr:hool Meeting. I assure you. it would
give mo great pleasure to meet the brethren
there, but on reffection anrl having nrade it"a
subjectofp"uJer; I feel i[, for several reâsons,
rather my duty to torego that pleasure at this
lime, I am encompassed he¡e with enemies, of
different religious c{rstsr somo of whom not only
nrauifest the disposilisn, but express the wish to
drive me from my churches, and fro¡n thestat€,
Theyof coulso rlo what they can to prejudice
the minds of brethren and r¡f ¡he public againsi
me as a distu¡ber of the peace &lc, I do not
at this ti¡ne feel any dispositirrn ro rebut rheir
efforts, but râther to turn to them the orher
cheelr, And I desire to bless God for the calm-
ness I feel on this subject, under the intention r¡f
pursuing a 6traight forward course, and leaving
the cause with Gotl. Yet I think it proper, thar
I should let my doctr¿ne, ,t¡lút¿ner of life, pur-
ltote, $c. be linolvn anrouþ the churches as far
as practicable; to this eod i¿ is important i
should visit among tlienr. Again there are
thosc who necd stlengthening try the visits oi
their blelhren, such as the l¡ttle bauC in Ches-
te rfield Co, notioed ir¡ Brother Goode's letterg
in the 'Signs,t from there I l¡açe reccired e
pressing solicitation by, lettor, t[ìat I and otlìer
Old School brethren should visit thern. These
visits I ¡nust dispense vrith if I tooli the propo-
sed journe-v tr¡ 1l¡c North ir, Oct.-lJut in giring
up this risit to your country, I do it uniler the
pleasing hopes t,fbeing ûble !o attend the l¡tar-
rrick,. Association, ai your plac'e, in Jutte tlext.

A1-
though Israel had seen the wondcrs rhe

' Lord had ,r'rought. for thern, in saving
them from their enemies, and in deliver-

, ing them cut of great and sore troubles;
yetthey rvould go down to Egyptfor help,
ánd stay upon horses and trrtst in chari-
ots, because they were many, and in.
hotsemen because they rvere strong; but
they: lookecì not unto the I{oìy Ò¡e'of Is-
rael, neither sought the Lord !

How plain, thinks I, is the comparison ;

the people that are now bearing the ap-
, pellation of the peoþle of God, and call

God their Father, ¿nd tell of the wonders
he has done tay the powet of his grace in
bringing them up from the horrible pit,
anddelivering them from the curse cif the
law and the power of sin ; Vet dhev will
go ro men õf the world for help. As

was under the curse, so are un-
.e¡vprted men; as the Egyprians rvére
idolaters, they rvere a snare to Israel-
so are carnal men to God's chiklren rvhen
they go to them for help in relrgion. The
reason that lsrael rvent down ¿o ECyp¿
for help, wäs, because they followed that
carnal disposition rvhich feareil to irust
alone in God for the accompìishment of
his pui'pose, in his own way and time;
and for the same reasolls are the popular
institutions of the day depended upon by
those that follow thém. Israel stayed on
horses, Now fiom Job's descripiion of
the holse, one rvould be apt to think hirn
mighty iu battle; aud so ir appears that
the leaders of the popular monied religious
institutions, think that their monied, exer-
tions are. They trusted in chariots be.
cause they were many ;-.so those trust in
the numel'ous, hunenly devised, national
rcligious institurions, anil their literary
attainments, .rvith their winged rnessen-
gers of mercy, so called, flying as on the
rvings of the wind, to bear, nòt the gospel
of Clirist, hut a ccnditionnl plan of salva-
tion. 'Ihey alsg.trusted ìn horsemen, be-
cause they were veì'y strong; sc tbese de-
pend much upon their ug"ît., u.'liäï..-
men, to stir up the people to give their
moneyr and form auxiliaries wherever
they can throughout the earth, to make
their lorces s:rong. But they lookecl not
unto the Holy One of Israel, neither did
they seek the Lord; yet rhey no doubt
called themselves the Lord's people, and
would sirname themselves by the namelof
lsrael. Even s0 now, there are many who
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will subscribe to a souncl creccl, call them-
selves the Lord's people, and rvho tliinlr
they can get along well enough all mixecl
up with the world in their humanly in-
vented religious opelations, though every
point is not as they believe, and sirtrame
thernselves the gospel Israel. 'Ihese ap-
pea.r to haveno mole regat'd to pure gos-
pel doctrine or pra,:tice, than the seven
women had for the man by rvhose name
they wished to be called, rvhen they said,
we will eát our orvn bread and "veal our
ownapparel, only let us be called by thy
name to take away our reproach. " Yet
he (the Lord) is wise, and will bring evil,
and rv¡ll not caìl baclc his word"': but
¡vill arise against the house of evil doers,
arrd against the help of those that lvolk
iniquity:" verse 2. Iilerein my poor f¿int-
ing soul for¡nd a littlc comfolt. God is
wise and rvi!l not call baek his words ; he

ha:h declared the encl flom the begiuniog,
and frorn ancient times the things that are
rìot ,yet done, saying, My counsel shall
stand, and I will do all my pleasure.
The government is on the shoulder ot Je-

sus. Ffe sairh to his people, Fearye not,
neither be afraid: hage not I told thee
from that time, and have declared it ? Ye
are even my witnesses. Is there a God
besidcs me ? yea there is no God; I know
not înv. Ftre frnstrateth the toltens ofthe
liars, and malreth diviners nrad ; he turn-
eth tho wise men backrvard, and mal<erh
their knorvledge foolish.

,, Now the EgVptians are men, and not

Goil ; and their horses are flesh, ancl not

spirit. When the Lotel stretcheth out his

hand, both he'that helpeth shall fall, and

he that is holpen shall fall rìqr'vn, and they
shall fail together. As bircis flying, so

so will the Lord of hosts defend Jerusa-
lem ; defending. also he will deliver it ;

anrl passing over he '¡¡ill also preserve it.
Turn ye unto him from vvhorn the chil-
d.ren of Israel have deeply revolted. For

rn that rìay 
"uury man:shall c¿st away his

idols of si.[ver, anc] his idolsof gokì, which
your orvn hands have made unto you for
e sin :" verses 3, 4, 5,6,7. How plain i¿

appears that men's confidence in thé grear
exertions the¡r ¿¡s rnaking for the salva-
rion oI the u,orld, rvill pr.ove abortive.
Had Isaiah lived jn these days, anrl in the
present time, he could not have better toicl
what men under the ir,fluence of a false
zeal rvere dóing, and tvhat surely would
be the event. The Egyptiaus are men,
and not God; therefore, they are cursed
tlìat put their trust in them. So rve read,
Cursed be the ma¡ that trusteth in man,
and mal<erh flesh his arm, and whose
heart dc,parteth from the Lot'd. And their
horses are flesh, and not,spirit. O the
folly ! the r¡¡ickedness ! of trustìng in iuch
corruptible things to build an habitarion
for God. Surely their turiling things up
side dorvn, shall be esteemed as the potters
clay, A man is 'not clelievercd by mucir
strength, and a horse is a vain thing for
safety; neithet shall he deli"er any by
his great strength. Thìs is the wor¿ o
the Lord unto ZerubbabéJ, saying, Not by
might, nor by poler, but by my suirit,
saith the Lord of hosts.

Surely; I think, the great claims that
thcy profcss tc hauc upon us íol morrcy,
ro sencl the gospel to the heathen; and
their boasted achievement in obtaining ac-
cessions tc their number of converts, loolis
rÍruch rnore lihe the revelation of ¡he man
ol sin, than it does lihe building a pule
gospel church. Surely in their great ¡¿-
tional religious societies (if there are an),
saints among them, and I hope that there
are some) they are unequally yohecl to-
gether rvith unbeìievers; a plain breach
of divine rule. For. there is no rnore con-
cord between the sprritual enjoyments, ex-

folly and mad idolatry of man in worshrp.
ping, instead of the Creator, naturets dar-
ling attributes, free will, fiee moral agen-
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cy, general atonement, salvati.on by rvorks,
and justification by the deeds of the law;
and to Fave us the trouble of originating
Ìheories, to cônvelt the vys¡¡¿ by means of
men and money, as rvell as from being
captivàted by every rvind ofdoctrrne, being
wise above what is ,vl.itten-teaching the
doctrines, traditíons, ceremonies, usâges
and practices of mant¡factu¡ed mon rvho
aro made, polrshed and finished by mere
rvotldly'rvisdom at college.

bath scllool catrse, aud disapploving of a
pericdicai calle,l ¿he Eigns of the Times.
lt is possible that you.mrght have learned
tlris rnuch fiom another source, as I under-
stand a copy is to be sent to the Editor of
the Baptist Register,. but I wish to kno.w
Iow thcsc resolutions were adopted. I
djd not attencl the ¡\ssociarion mysel{ but
h¿ve been informed by a person that can
be relied on who did atlend, that a,long
string of resolutions to the abovo purpose,
together with another, rvhich was to with_
draw the hand of fellorvship from all such
as take the 'Signs,, werc brought forward
by thc comrnirree;_ on the first day of the
meetrng ; but the Moderator, togother with
a nunbcr of rhe brethren, thinking thii
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such'resolutions in our minutes rvoulci
not much promote the peac€ and harmony
of ùhe Association, they r,vere finally re-
jected.

ßut a number.of blethren úeing

onder the necessity of leaving tbe meet-
ìng at the clo^se of the first day, ancl, as
my informant states, there were not mole
than six or eight members of the Associa-
tion present on the sccond dny, rhe lesolu-
tions rvero again brought forwaril ¿ncl
adopted.

I rvoulcl not wish to htrrt the feelings of
âny one by telling my thoughts, but ir oc.
curs to my mind whata blessed spirir rhis
must have been to take advantage in this
way: Some few of our brethren herc ]ove
to read the Signs, and more of them wouìd
Iove to read them, wer.e rt not for the ,b,ad,

spí,titt that atrencis them. They acl<norv-
ledge that they are true, but of such a
obad spirit'that they dare not talce and read
them for fear they shall patlonize the ,bad
spirit that sends rhem forth; ancl falther_
they are not a little afraid that they shalì
imbibe the same spirit. Ir is sttange hor,
tnuch wotse the spir.it of rrurh js, ancl
how. much betrer the spirit of error is
now, than they rvere:1800 years ago!'What ¿r wonderful change has taken
place; truth from a bad spilrt, error from
a good one ! Is it possible that our Savi-
our \ras mistaken when he said, A goocì
trée cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither
€an a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit :

Mat. vii, l8; O generation of vipers, horv
can j¡e, being evil, speal< good things, for
out of theabundance of rhe heart the good
mouttr speal<eth ; out of the good treas-
ureoftho heart,btingeth forth gdod things:
and an evil ¡nan out of the evil treasure
bringeth forth evil things : Math. xii, 34,
35. Upon a certain time tho scribes and
pharisees of Jerusalem, found fault rvith
the disciples ofJesus, because they trans-
gÌessed the traditions of the .Ëlclers, and
thev came to Jesus with their complaint
against his disc:ples. But rvhat said thc
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Saviour unto the¡¡ ? Iühy rìo ye trans-
gress the commandments of Gotl by your
tradition ? For God commanded, saying,
[lonor thy father ¿¡¡d mother ; and he that
curseth fathe¡ or hother, let .him die the
death. Brtt ye say, Whosoever shall say
to his father or his mother, it is a gift, by
ryharsower thou mightest be profìed by
me; and honour rot his fatheror hjs mo-
thêr, he shaìl be free. Thus have ye
nrade the commanclment of God of noru
effect by youl rradition, ye hypocrites,
well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying,
this people drarveth nigh unto me 

-riih
their mouth, and honouleth me u¡ith their
lips ; but their heart is far f¡om me. But
in vain they rJo worship me, teaching for
dnctrines the commandments of men, Matl
xv, 3, 9,

Far be irfrom me to pretencl to judge
nren's hea,rts, or to call them hypocrites
because they do not thinh as I do; bur is
it not evident rhat many of the popular
¡eachers of the present day, do make the
t:ommandment of God of none effect by
their tl'aditions ?, Suppose we sho ukì spend
a few moments in helping them compare
notes. 'Ihus saith the LorC by ihe mãuth
of the prophet: The prophut that hath a
dream,'let him tell a dream; and he that
hath nry rvord, let him speali my ,vord
faitbfully. What is the chaffto the wheat
saith the Lord, Jererniah, xxiii. 2g. Anj
again by ¿he mouth of Jude. he says, Ear-
nestly contend for the faith once delivered
to the saints. Now the thing is to asseÌ-
tain rvhat this faith is. Many of the po-
pular teachers of this day rvill acknowl-
edge tìrat it is none other than the doctrine
of divine sovereignty, and the doctrine of
absolute, unconditional election, or in oth_
er rvords, that all men by naturo aro dead in
sin, and thereforo aio totally incapablo of tloing
rny thing whereby to render themselves accepti
able in the sight of God; that rhey naturajly
choose the road to death, and that God doe" not
havc compassion on Bny, on account ofwhat they
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havc done or can do, but on accoun¡ of what

Je¡us has,dono ; that he would havo beon por-

fectly just htd ho left them all to perrsh in their

sins. . But ¡6 wes pleaeed of his o!¡vn Inore

mercy and goodness to choose a part of man-

l¡ind inChrist befbre tbe foundation of the world ;
that he gave lhem to Christ in a covenaot of re-

demption, and that he sent his only begotten Son

into this wo¡ld to suffer lbr tlronl. IIe bare their
iniquities in his own body on the tree that by his
stripes tlrey.might be healed ; he becamesin for
them that they miglrt be made the righteousness
of God in him; that he suffered ths penalry due
their crimes : and on this account he sends his
Bpirit and cbangos their heartS, cauces them to
see thoir lost and uidone situation and enables
them to cry for help to him that alone is able
to holp them; gives them repentance, and in his
set time manifests his pardoning love to tbem,
and causes them to rejoice in hisgoodness ; that
these are kept by the power ofGod through faith
unto saliation, and so liept that, all the powers
of darliness uombined shall never be ablo to o-
vercomer so much ûqeven the weakest ofthem ;
for ths Saviour has pledged his veracity that he
will raise them up at the last day. Now I say,
that many of the popular teachers of tho presont
day acknowledge th¡s to be.lrue, yet say they, it
will not do to preach it ; and why ? Because
say they, it will discourage sinners from seeli-
ing salvation, and will tend to mah€ christians
lax and inactive. Say they we must tell sinners
that God has done all l¡e cau for thent, and now
it remains for the¡n to do their part; thct altho'
it is necessary that they should have a chango of
heart beforo thoy will eve¡'seel¡ the L<rrd, yet tho
Lord will nover change their hea¡ts uotil they
begin lo seel¡ him ; and alhough it is necessary
that the Lord should give tbem his rSpirit to en-
al¡le them to a¡k him for it, and that too before
they rvill have any inclination to âsk hrm, yet
ho wlll not do this for them until they ask him
to ; and in or,le¡ to malie christians active, say
they, we must tell them thai God wants to con-
vert the world and bring in the latter day glory ;'but 

cannot without they loy to and help him rvith

all their might ¡ sinners for rvlrom hc àied and

spilt his precious blood a¡e daiìy dropoing into
eternal wos,merely because they are so cold,ltard

such vile trcsh as this for plain Bible truth, and
'tesching men so,' is not mûliing ths commad-
rnent of God of ¡6¡¡6 efÌect by thoir tradition,
then I ush rvhat is ! Now as I caid beforo, far be

it lîom me to call these meo hypocriter, lor I do
believe many of them are honas3 in it, but thoy
do err, not linorving the rcripturæ, norlhepolt-
er <¡f God ! They have been taughr it at rchool
they did not learn i¡ in the ¡chool ofCbrist how-
ever, for he taught hit diociples that a¡¡ powor
was giyen unto him in heavon and in earlh,
lVlatt. xxviii l8; And the Son quiclienoth whom
he will, John v. 21. Norv is il not €vident that
the leade¡s of this pcople cau¡s them to €rr ; 6nd
they tlrat a¡e led of lhern'are destroyed h¡, ix.

wish to bring the subject home and tve

press it upon ourseives, atttl-ut'ge i¡ most
earnestly upon ôur bretìrren as a subjef¡

ofserious imPortance.
By pracl,àcalreli,g'ion,we mean the faith-

ful perfolmance of all the duties ç'hich
God has enjoined ¡lpon us as christians,
and ruhich are in all cases plainly revealerl

in his written wotd. . The peculiat spirit
of the times are .lale.uiâted to call offour
attenticn fiom the Holy Scri¡ltures ; we
see the greafest zeàlots 'rf our agq advoca-
ting the inventiorrs of men, an.l by their
tratlitions making void the Lar'v of God ,'

and rvhile we may lawfully oppose and ex-

nose thoir erl'ors on all propcr occasiolts,

ie .annot ourselses neglect to perform

the things which God requires of us, and

be blameless. Let oul' sta¡ion in lile be as

it may, puþlic or ptivate, husban'ls or

wives, pirrents or çhildren, the 'Word' of

God is a light to our feet and a lamp ro ,

our paths, and we are exhorted to take
heed to otrr steps and see that rve fall not
out bY the waY.

In pursuing this subject, trvo things are
important to be undelstood ; lst, 'fhe faith
rlhich tve profess will not fail to produce
gorC works, in a great er or less degree ;
ancl second, As our faith is coitstantly op-
posed by unbelie{, and in consequence
thereof we believe but in part, so there rvill
be in us a corresponding short coming in
regarrl to our duties ; and hence it is, as

Reveal
thy perftictions âs ont Sa"viour, and dlarv
our hearts in lervent love, Display thine
alrnighty arrn, and bring home the divine
assuì'ance tha'" "all things do work togeth-
ther for good."

T'hese two points rvell understood wilì
te.rch us our entire dependence upon Gocl
as the foundation for evely christian ex-
el'tion. By thee, said David,-I have run
thlough a troop, and by thee have I lea-
ped ovel a rvall ! .,â.nd the A,poslle coulcl ,

do all things through Christ, 'vhich
strerigihened him. Having thus pointed
out the grouncl of spilitual action, rve rvill
notlce a few of the duties incumbent on the
snints, as a sample of the many rvhich
arc eujoinod in the Scriptures.

more than conquelers through him that
has loved us.

Righteoasly, as it respects orre another
and our feilorv men in general, remem-
belingalrvaysthat it is rvriten, ,,I{usbands

love your rvives; 'Wives obey your FIus-
bancìs.

er words, their. being tnad,e nig'h bE úhc

bLaotl of Cl¿ritt was tlle result merely of
the gospeì, tosether rvith the Scriptures,
being furnishecl them. But there is an
entile failure of proof to mahe good this
position. 'Ihere being no proof that they
had not had accese to the Greek copy of
the Scriptures, rvhich as we sl¡all shortly
show, had then been in clreulation tlo
hunrlled years. Anà second, there is no
proof that Paul rvhen he went among them
or any other disciple furnished thom with
a copy''of the Scripturos to read, in order
tÒ their bein,g brorrgh! to receive the gos-
psl. Besides in tþe whole connection
,Paul ascribes their roceiving the gospèl
to a highcr source. 'When I consider tho
.respectabìe stanrìing this Äuthor has sus-
taiired as an able, and sounrl gospel prea-
cher, and the gcneral tenor of this pamph-
let as containing a consistent summary of
gòspel truth, and the slipping in thus
edgelrse, a platform as broad as the rvhole
Éxtension of the Foreign Mission pltia, I
could but vie,v it as an ingenious strata-
gem fot filing ofl to the ranks of the New
School.

I commencecl some remarks on thie
pamphlet for the 'Signs' just before rny

rOR TIIE SICNS OF'f fID TIIIIES.

Glrculation of tho filcriPtures'
Brother Beebe : There fell into mY

hantls, about a year since, a pamphlet thcn
recently pubìished in the City of .t\'York,
entitled " A Summary of Faith and A¡ti-
cles of a Cclvenânt, &c," with an Appen-
dix by the Äuthor. In his appendìx No.
2, in which the Âuthor lal¡ours to prove,
:that tleb, vi, 2, does not refer to laying on
of hands under the gospel but undet the

law, rvhich, by lhe by, I shouìd suppose

no judicious advocate Íot la,gi,ni'€ on oÍ
Ita,nils ðisputes, he makes a digression of
two ot throe pages, to bring in by a course
of reasoning from inferences, the follow-
ing conclusion, vizi " That no nation or
people ean be required, or oven authori-
zed, to receive the gospel wÌtLoù¡ access

directly or indirectly, to the inspiretl books

of the OId and Nè'v Testaments ; the for-
rner being the record óf promiSes and pre'

dictions respectrng, the Messiah ; and thé

latter, the record of thejr fulfilment in Je-

sus of Nazareth," And from this conclu'

sion Ìre infers' the following, viz: " Tha[
if we iove,.the souls of ihe heathen and

long for iheir sqlvation, we shall be wil-
ling to tpend dnd be spent in furnishing
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tour to the lVest, last wintcr., but being too
much occupied then to finish them, I lairi
them aside and concluderl to let the thing
pass unnoticed. But at thc latc. Ketocton
Ass'n, I heard, rvithout an opportunity to
repl¡', an argument advanced jn favor of
$e Mission scheme of this amount,; That
if we contend for the order or publishing
Ého gospel, gbselved in the apostolic age,
.we,'.to be consistent, must lay aside our
prl'nted E,ilrles,and resort to riritten copits,
&c. Thusmakingthe multiplying of the

.copies of the Scriptul'es, and the preach-
ingofrhe gospel, alike ordinançes of Di-
vine appointm ent; or alilre, left subject to
the devise of men. That rvriter thus pro-
ving, as he appears to suppose, the obliga-
tion devoJvirrg upon christians to furnish
the heathen ivi¡h the Scriptures, and the
importauce of attendrng to it, as being
quite equal to that of preaching the gos-
pel to them ,. and the speal<er refcrred to
above; assuming rhe position as granted
that the circulating of the scriptures ancl
tho pr:eaching of the gospel, stood upon
similar ground as to being of Ðivine ap-
pointment; and therpfore as r{e admitted
that it qvas a thing indifferent whether our
Bibles were rvritten or printetl, or how
¡irÍnted or by tvhom, so we ought to con-
sider it alike indifferent horv, or by rvhom,
the go-*pel is published, I have been led
ro :think that this notion of blending the
circulation of the Scri¡tures r'þith preach-
in,g tbe gospel, ívas pretr.y general ; anrj
that this is thc reason .vhy so many per-
ßöns rtho admit the abuses connected rvirh
the.Bible Society, still think that nothing
rnust be saitl against it, and that it must at
aìllevenls be supported. Flence I have
Considered it a mattet of some impot'tance
tolenQuire rvhat rve are taught by the re-
velation and by ihe providence oí God,
upon this subject,and I haveconcludedio
trouble your read€rs with some of the re-
sults of mv enquities,
'' lst. Whät thô Scripturer teach us upon

tbis subject. If u,e look jnto the'New
'Iestament rve'fin,1 ihe irnportance of ha,
ving access to the Scriptures as the önly
correct standard in religious concerns
abundantly manifest. 'We of course shall
not find fault rvith any forinsisting strong-
ly that all rvho have any dc'siro to knorv
the truth, sliould search'the Scriptures <ìi-
ligently, and that they shouìd be made the
only test in every thing perraining to that
religion 'vhich is from heaven. But of
the manner in rvhich rve aro to p¡ocuro
copies of the Scriptures, cr, about provi-
ding themfol others, the New Testament
says nothing. And.even if we examine
the Olcl I'estamenr, we shall find no law
among aìl the lvlitings of Moses prescri-
brng in what wav copies of the law are to
be procured or making it the duty of any
individuals, or any tribe, fo furnish others
or the nation at lxrge rvith copies. The¡e
js a larv requiring him, who should be set
as l(ing over. Israel, to wr'ite him oul ø
copy of Lke lu,u: àn a ltoolc, that it should be
wi.th l¿int.$c. Deut. xvii. 18, 19. There
is another larv requiring Israel generally,
to ltty up Lhe wortl,s rvhich Moses had spo-
hen to !,hem 'i.n lhei,r heørts, ønd, ãn tlæi,r
.souls, tnd ta bintl llrcm fot a sign upon
lheir hønd,s &c. ønd, to leach, them to úheir
e h'¿ldr'er¿, speaki,ng of them øhen they set
i,n thei,r h,ouses and o¡hen the! uallced by
lhc uøy'&,c. ancl la.urite thern upon the
posts of t,heir d,oors &c. Deut, vi. 6, 9, ancl
xi. lB, 20, thus requiring them to be la-
mì.liar with tbe law. ¿lnd thus teaching
typically, spiritual Israel to be alike fa-
miliar with the rvords of Zion,s Lawgiv-
er; the cburch tr: talk of them, ty tho
ministry, to her chil,'lren, and also Bmong
themselves, to bind thrrm as signs upon her
hands, and as frontletsrbetr,r'een her eyes,
that in all her acts she may reflect Jesus,
and shorv that she has a tltus søith tke
Lard, {or what .rhe docs ; and also to rvrite
thcm upom the posts oî her rJoors, that
nÒne may obtain ad¡nrssion to ber corn-
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munion, but upon a professed subjectiou
to the Larvs of her Lord.

The Sctiptules being thus silent a¡r to
sny requisition upon the churches or upon
christians, to provide for the cireulation ol
the Scriptures abroad; wç rvill notice rvhat
the providence of God inclieares on lhis
s u bj ect.

II we look to the Jews rve 6nil no defi-
tiency of copíes of the larv ot of the pro-
phets complainerì of. Thosewho rvished
to po.ssess copres could either write them
out for themselues, or pt'ocurc them rvtit-
ten out. '-lhe pelsons rermed Scribes in
the Nerv Testament, becarne distinguish-
ed, as a religious class, under that name,
from lraving ât first, made ir their employ-
¡nent to write out copies of the Scriptures,
fo¡ the emolument of it; and {rom the ac-
quaintance they thus obtained wjth the let-
fer of the Scriptures, their opinions on re_
ligrous rnatters rvere much respected.
Hence this lucrative emp'loyment came to
b.e,,in rhe clays of our Saviour, a vel,y re_
ligious calling; as rhe circulation ol the
Rible has become ar this day, But lhe
illustration of their religion, as we have it
in the gospels, shou,s clearly its charac-
ter,

When the lonþpromised period arrived
fot Shiloh's coming, and for the ga,theri,rrg
of the peo1tlc to him, rvhat prolision rvÃ
made tha.t those to be gathered from arnong
the gentiles should have the Scripturts tã
exa¡nine for themselves ? 'Were messen-
geÌs sent, as rvas John for another object,
to translate the Scriptulcs into the varjous
ìanguages, and to multiply the copic.s oI
them ? Or did J*sus s"nci his tleìve or
his sevent¡r disciples to perform this worrk
in connexion .,vith preaching the gospel,?
or did he, whcn he comnranded his disci_
ples to go into úhe wo".kl and, prèøch the
gospel to eDer! cre(ttul'e, give any clirec-
'rions to artend to furnishing the people
among rvhom they came rvith copies of
the Scriptures ? or give any intimation

that their ,successors, in the minist.r¡r cf the
word, must attend to rhis business ? Tlo*,
ansreer to-tl¡ese enc¡uiries is plaia to tlfo*e,
acqrrajûted. wj¿h the Scriptules, Anti thsu
ansrver shorvs at onee eithe¡ a defieienclr
in the provision which ehÌist made f;,
his gospel's bein,g reeeived, o¡ rhe utter
futility of the eonolusions whieh. I have
quoted from the pamphlet.. Is it thgn a
Scriptural fact that the blesued Ma"¡ur con-
sidered an âccêss to the Scriptures of no
account to those who should be disaiþledj
to his ¡eìigion ? No; by no means, Buü
he rvell knerv that norhing but humarr
learrring, and human art and exertíorr
\vere necessary for,furnishing copies of

And in his Divine rvisdrjm he thought it ,

Scriptures, it requiring mere humÃ exer_
tion, with the preaching of the gospel or
the other ord¡nan¿es of the church as an
institution of his' kingdom; these all re.
quiring spiritual action, to being attended
to acceptably to God, or with profit to tbo
child of grace, and the first comes moro
properìy unde¡ the control of hts provi-
dence, as a mere hunran art, than under
his go.vernment as .tr(ing of Zion. Lnd
his overruling providence as wjll be seen,
has,by the instrumenialìty of the natural
dispositicn.of the human rnind, provided a
supply of thc Scri'ptures to suii every im-
mcl'g.ency, so far as his'wjsdom .u* n.nã-
ful.

Thus, the sarnc overruling providence
lvhich made the'á,mbition of Aleraniler
instrtrnenral in introducing by, hi,;,;;;-
quests the Greek ìangriug, ioio S*.r;f
use. antong most of the countries of ¡"1^and parts of Africa una.Uu.opé-; 'àiä
which llad made the amptlron and valor
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of Rome instrumental in blinging the Jervs

anrl ¡no*t of the then ¡not'r¡ ¡¿¡iens into
-"U¡..üt" u¡dg¡ one empire, thus giving

facilities to the disciirìes of Jesus in prea'

ching the gospel among diflerent nations

rvhrch they .:ould not othetrvise have en-

joyed,' that same providence unseen ahd

unlrnòwn in its operations, though mani'

festing its goodness, potver and wisdom by

its effects, m¿cìe the ambition of Ptolemy
Philadelphus, to havea library rhat should

excell all others in the number and value

of its volurnes, insttumental in opening

the way for a general cilct¡ìation of the

Scriptures, he having at a vast expense'

had ihe Sacred Scripttrres translated by

loarncd Jervs, inlo the Greelt lànguage and

rleposited in his library; and that 272

yeãrs before the coming of Christ. Thus
giving an opportunity, to those persous,

ivbo, from mere love of literature, wished

it to procuteio¡ themselves copies ofthis
transìation of the Scriptures,.lvhich js stiìl

known as the Septuagent version, as rvell

as to those Grecian Jervs"who had in a

great measnre lost the knorvledge of the

Hebrerv languzige, to furnjsh themselves

with copies of their scrìptut'os in a ìan-

guage rvhich rvas famihar to them' . And
by these means the Scriplures became ge-

nerally k'no'vn and. circulated at the time

the Lord had need of them for the use of
his disciples Bmong the gentiles' Each
of tho above nanled everrts rvere alike pre-

paratory to the spread of the gospol ; anci

this extensive circulatio¡ of tho Scriptutes

was no less an effect merely of the plovi-

dentlal' goveÈnment of God than rvas ei'

red that, that providential Governmer.rt,
whi:h has eve¡ hatmonized with tho pur-

ing received in, any place, still slumbererh
not, and js unrestrained in its operations.
They rnay go therefore, when, and where,
sent of God, nothing cloubting but that all

things aro ready, even to proviCing an ac-
cess to fhe Scriptures for thosE who shaì1

have need of them. 'Wc seo that this
Ällrvise and ever vigilant, Providence has
in every agc, down to the pt'esent, provi-
cled a supply of tho Scriptul'es at hand; to
meet any ol ihe wants of 'his Church.
When the Reformation by Luther, rvas

about to rise, seeing that the tropies of the

Scriptures then extant were eonfined prin-
cioallv to the monasteries, and that the
.ridd*inurr rvith which the Rcformation

1¡/¿s ¡6 spread, rvouìd call for a rapid and
greatly enlarged circulation of tho Scrip.
tuies,-how was it to be accomplished I
l!-as the poor afflicted church of Christ,
as she lay hid in the vaìies of Piedmont,
to provide for thís emergebcy ? No; tho
providence of God rvas all suficieut to

make the necessaty provision. This pro'
videnÒe led to the invention ol the ørt oJ

Ttrinti,ng about 60 or 7,0 yea¡s before the
reformation and edrtions bo¿h of the He-
brew Scriptures, andof the V:wlgâ,te llible
were printed ready at hand. And from
that period tÍanslations oftho Scriptures,
into the difierent languages, rvas underta'
hen by inJividuals rtpon their own respon'
sitrility, until that the translations into
English beca¡ne so numerous with their
various readings, as to rènder it highly
important, if not necessary, that there
should be a standard translation in Eng'
lish. This again was not a woik to which
the poor oppressed follorve¡s of Christ
rvere r'vell adequate. 'Ihere have 'never
been matry learned, or many wealthy a'
rnong tho true followers of'the Lamb.-
anil the ¿hurch ofChrist has not generally
had thnt public influenco that would ena'
ble them to give pt'ecedency to a transla'
tion which they might adopt. But King
James by his royal authority and an act
of Parliamenf rvould have it aceomplish-
eel ; and on his Bishops and learned ones,

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do as he pleases, and I am glad of it. If
I am not ¡nuch deceived, I do at times re-

joice, believing that He is every way qua-
lified to do whatsoever pleaserh him in
the heavens, in the earth, in the sea and
in all deçp places. I do rejoice that the
govetnment of all worlds, beings, things
and cirçumstances, even the most minute,
does rest on the shoulder of him who was
the òhilcl born--the son given-ancl that
his sìrill is such, that them who trusr in
himueed not fear any thing thaf earth or
hell, wicked men or devils, or thei¡' orvn
lusts, or all of them combined can do to
them; for it is declared in truth, that all
things rvork together for good to them that
love God-who are the ealled accordrng
to his purpose. But I am such a poor,
empty, wolthless, barren ugìy thing, that
I sometimes fret, and tease, and find fauìt
because I cannot see how things are for
tho best, nor feel light, and active and do
just as my foolish fancy ieads me. And
when I realize horv foolish I act, hovv fee-
ble I ant and how lrttlt! I,knorv, how strong

' myfears and how great nry darkness, and
horv powerful my unbelief'; I am bojh
¡ickand ashamed of myself befor,e God.
If I am. one of those that preach the trurh
in the letter of i¡, I freely confess that I
am on the sick list in thrs day of famine,
as I really conceive it to be, not of breail
nor of water, but of hearing the rvord of
the Lord:

Although I would not speak light of
the fpw ministering brethren that I have
in this region, fqr I esteem thern better

than mysel{, yet I feel a perfect satisfac-
tion in saying,. that I believe each one of
them are at times troubled with such l¡ar-
fenness of mind and want of appetite, as

renders it irnpossible for them to say to
their brethren, as Paul did to the church
at Rome : " f am sure that when I come
unto you, I shall come ln the fullness of
ûhe blessing of the gospel of Ohrist." Are
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they not then on rhe sick list ? I am rca.
dy to believe that if they were enquireil
of, they rvould franhly acknorvledge that
they weregenerally'much more dry, cold
and barren in their minds than thev could
wish, It appears to me, rvhether others
agree rvith me or not, that there is some
want of divine energy in most of the prea-
ching that l hcar. One thing rh¿rt con-
duces to make it appear so, I suppose is,
in ocirasionally hearing a sermon that ap-
pears so rnuch richer, \larmer and sleet-
er than others rvhich I believeto be equal-
ly true in the letter, If it is not so with
my brethren they differ with me, I be-
lieve, hcwever, that God has a purpose in
it, and that he rules the whoje for his own
glory,the good of his chosen, and the con-
fusion of his foes.

'With the foregoing you may do as you
think best, only, ifyou please, let the bre-
thren hno'v that I rvas unexpectedly pre-
vented from meeting wrth them.

earth, with the query, Wbat is truth ?. Yet,
it apnears that this enquirer knew not the'
truth, neither the character of hirn whor¡'
he addressed, but sufered him to be scor¡n-.
ged antl consented{o his death. Brethren;
while rve address you on this important
subject, \4,e arc not altogether insensible of
its gleatness, and f'eel ourselves inadequate
to the tash; howevet, loolring to and re-
lying on Him alone rvho is the Truth to
assist and direct us, we send you the foì-
lorving remarks :

We rvho
tvere some times darkness, hope that we
are now made light in the Lord, and our
feet shod with the prepararion of the gos_
pel of peace; wherefore let us come bãld_
ly to the throne of grace, and in nothing
terrified by our adversaries ; for brerhren,

ney rvas the roor ol all evil ; and whilethese characters have coveted they havee¡re(l from the f¿¡¡¡, proved ,trurnruiuu,
.ldotaters, and rvill eventually piercethem,

proach God,-and that the Spirit is God
and yet there is butone God in the divine
essence -is clear from theScr ipture. Nor
Js any one passage of Scliptule more fuìly
io the point than the ono spol<en of by thc
Son of God ; " Verily I say un[o you, aìl
sins shall be forgrven unto the sons of
mcn," &c. "but he tha: shall bìaspheme
against the Holy Ghost, hath never for-
givenes," &c. Mark iii. 28,29. Our Savi-
out, in this passage, very clearìy identifies
theperson and Godheadand Spiut; forif
he were not a person, but simpìy an ema-
n,ation or an energy, a sin against it could
not be unpardonahle. Besides, jn case
the I{oìy Spirit, mentioned b¡i or-ir Saviour
in the above text, were not a distinct per-
son in the Godhead, but an eñranation
fronr himself,, the sin and blasphemy a-
gainst this enranation from the Lord,
would also of pure necessity include rhe
Lord ; and our Saviour, in speaking ofthe
unpardonable sin, rvould have worded
himself in this rvise: "'Whoever speaketh
a lvotd against me it shali be forgiven
him, but rvhosoever speaketh a,gainst me,
ór what emanates from me, it shall not be
forgiven him," Mat. xii. 32. Nor rvould
our Saviour have spoken .of the l-Ioly
Spirit in the masculine gender, had he
treen no mole th¿n an emanation from
Christ, and not a distinct person; but in
the masculine gender, Christ, the holy
prophets, evangelists and apostles did
spêad of him, and also spohe of his acts

as strictly personal ones. In reference to

the gender, Christ, in speaking of rhe

Spirit, says ; 'l He s,hall testify of me.)'

John xv. 26 ; " He shall teach You all
thrngs." John xl'. 26; "Whom the worÌd

cannot receive, because it seeth Elirn not,

neither knorveth Him'" John xiv.17, And
that this most holy antl adorable Spirit is
God ¡s well as a Divine petson, is indu:
bitably true ; for rverc he not God, sin
against him coulcl not bc blasphemy, be-

cause sin rvhen raken in its luì1, proper
sense and ûìeaning, is only applicable to'
offences cbmmittecl against one rvho is
G oJ.

We concìude, therefors, tìrat rhose merl
rvho have the effrontery, and rvho are so
far given over to darhness of mind, as to
vilify and undeify Jehovah the Spilir; are
drsguised infidels, nrocl¡ers of God, blas-
pbemers and injurious persons, ,, having
pot th,e Spirit,', Jurie lg; and if any man
have not the spilit, ho is not a spiritual
ivorsliipper of God, but is carnal, and his
vier'vs and thoughts of God, and religion
are carnal, ãnd his rvhole profession,
bright and flattering as it may appeâr, to
us, is feigned, and he is yee in his sins,
notrvithstanding his amazing gifts, his ex-
alted talents, his u'onderful light on many
religious subjects, his great popularity, his
fiery zeal,, and his stlong coufidenóe in
the safety of his state beforg Çe¿. lVhat-
ever pretentions ahd ciaims men may
make to religion and God, whiìe they are
found " r'esisting the Floly Ghost," Aets
vii, 51, will amount to no mote than did
the cjaims of the infideì Jervs to thejr Fa-
thel' ,{braham, rvhile thcy coutinued in
unbeliel and at war ivith him, whose day
their " father Abl'aham rejoiceil to see.r''
John viii. 56.

am with iou alnay even unto the end of
tho rvorld, Amen. Nr¡w when rve ask,
'Whcn and. whe¡e did Christ command

his discipler t0 use or approie the inven'

tions of rnen ? u'e aì'e gravely ¿old-the
Lord blessefh them. This is asserting ihat
theLord blesseth the inventions of meq*
an assertion rvhich is at variance with the
whole tqnour of revelation. The Lo¡d
will no¡bless the inventions of men; Aaron
and Saul were instances of this' Àaron
and the idoìatrous Israelites had not a drop
of real joy, although there was a gÌeat
c.rcitement. Saul diJ not die the death of
the lighteous. althorrgh he rvent to the
abode of a wi:cL ; and indeed the rvhole
histoty of the' childten of .Israel sliou's

that ¡he Lord had a controversy \4ith
thenr when thev comrnitted a spiritual
,vhr.¡ret.lom, either with thcir otvn invetr'
tions or with the inventions of the nations

around them. What then, shall we sln

because rve are not under the larv, but
under grace ? Christ has expressly for'
bid it in these words : " For I testify unto
every mao that heareth the rvords of the
prophecy of this booh, if any man shall
ødrl unto lhese things, God shall add unto

him the plagues that are rvritten in this
book, Ancl if any man shall take arvay

lrom tht; worcls of the book of this proph'
ecy, God shall take arvay his part out of
the book of life, and out of ¡he holy city,
and frorn the things which are written in
thisbook, Rev.xxii, 18, 19. IJutChrist's
ministers are not to teach for doctrines
rhe.comrnantlments of men' or enjoin that
on the churches which is their orvn or oth-

er men's devising, and was never orde¡ed

by Christ. (See Gill's exposition of Mat.
xxviii.20.)

Dear B¡other, It gives nre mr¡ch plca'
sure, in reading your valuable paper, to

Lonn-In tbis our Circular Address to
you; 've thought it important ro present to
yoB our viervs of the Atonement of our
Lord Jesus Christ. The word Atone-
øt ent.sigoifres an equivalent, or' expiating
or a putting arvay of sin; an equivalent
is a sacrifice made in its rvorth equal to
the dernerit of the crime contracred or
committed, so that the person ol' peNons
for whom the Atonement is made a¡e'flb-
solved, or a'rquitted fi.om the demerit or
guilt of the crime conrmitted, so that the
I.aw transgressed has its fûll denlancls,
and is thereby honoured; the Atonement
expiates or puts away sin, removing it
from the transgressc,t; hence Chrjst is
eaiC to fin,ish transgression and make an
end of sin, and put away sin by the sacri-
fîce of himself ; this rvas one part .rf his
priestlv office ¿tnd he has completely exe-
euted it when he offered up himself. For
this cause we hear the Psalmist David-
ray, Blessed is the man to rvhom the
Lord wrll not impute sin, because Christ
has put them arvay, assumed their debt,
s¡tisfied the larv and made an end of sin.
Although the wortl Atonement seldom
occuÌs in'the New Testament, yet the
doctrine is expressed and understood in
the rvhole of Christ'sHumiliation in what-
€ver he did or suff'ered as Mediator, from
his inearnation to his resurrection, all of
tvhich is summarily expressed in the 'blood
oflthe Cross,t lst, The doctrine is ex-
pressed and illusirated by the term re- ]

demption, as follows : ,,Lt whom we have
redemption through his blood even the
forgiveness ofsins," Col. i. l4; andagain,
" who gave himself for us rhat he might
redeem us from all iniquity." Tit. ii, 14.
Also Chiist hath redeemed. us frorn the
curse of the Law, being made a curse for
us, Gal. iii, 13, and Rev. v. g, For thou
wast slain and hast redeenred us to God
by rhy blood, our of every kindred and
tongue, and pecple. and nation, In these
and many sirnilar scriptures, we aretaught
'tbe redeeming virtue of the Atonemeni of
Christ; this redemprion is perfect ancl
complete for v¡hom it was made, this was
announcecl by Christ when he borved his
head in death upon the Cros"*, saying, ir is
finished. 'Ihis greatest and most marvel_
ous of aìl the worhs of God, rvas not per-
lbrmed either r.virhout design or upon un_
certaintics, respecting the effe¡.rts j¿ would
have upon, and for fhose for whom the
Aronement u'as made; and in all cases its
eflects must and will run parallel with the
design of him who nrade it. As for the
design, that is settled by the,Apostle more
permanent than the everlasting hills, lbr
God being willing more abundanrly to show
unto the heirs cf promise the immutability
of his council, confirmed it by an oath;
see Heb. vi. 17, The Iegitirnate eflect of
the Atonement is the sancti6cation of'the
heirs of pronrise, and by the atonement
they are forever perfected, ancl since his
resurrection he ploclaims the same finish-
ed redemption when he say$, ,, I am he
that liveth and rvas dead, and behold I am
alivc forever .moïe ømen, and have the
keys of l¡ell and death, t,ho openeth and
no man shutteth, and shutteth and no man
openeth." No ¡nan can add or dirninish
from his r,vork, none can màl¡e the Atone-
ment greater or less, or can apply ,it or
preuen!, its appìication, for his rvork is be-
fore him and his reward is rvith him.

rhem from the power of the grave, I rvill

The term r(,nsom may be considered in a

trvofoltl sense. first by price, secondly by
polver ,' the latter is thg ¡t*¡t¡mate effect

of the former; first the captive is ransom-
ed by a price equivalent to the demands

of the captivator; \1'e are captivated by
sin under the demands of a holy law
transgressed, which has death for its pe-

nalty ; Christ has ransomed the children
of promise by paying for them the price
demanded. Änd although they are ranso'
med rvith a fuìl price by the death of the
Son of God, they are so alienated from
God and uncler the influence of Satan their
enem'yr who was the ir¡strument of their
captivity, he claiming themas his servants

and so seducing them by his spirit, they
are unwilling to accept of the ransom pro-
vided for lhem by the Atonement ; but by
the death of Christ, Satan is destroved as

having the porver of death,Hebrews ii, 14.

Now the legitimate effects of the Atone'
rnent follotvs ; all the children ol promise

.are ransomed by the power of the Holy
Spirit, regenerating thenr and drawing
them thereby 

'to God ; then theY enjoY

Gospel Liberty as the blesseri consequen'

ces of the Ätoning bl¡od of Christ ; thus
Christ binds the strong man armed, and
spoils his house. This is His lvork from
filst to last in bringing màny sons to glory
,both by price and Power,

tion is founded on the Atonement; "ÙIuch
Ínore now being justifiecì by his blood, we

shall be saved from wrÂth thTough him,"
Rôm. v. 9. .A'gain, " Who is he that con'

demneth ? it is Christ that died,)' Rom'
viii, 33. 'IheA'tonement so re¡noves their
sin and guilt that none can lay a charge

against ihern to any effect-no, not the old

a"rpent the accuser of the brethren hitn'
aelf.
