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The Southern Baptist Oonvention is doing Foreign Mis~ionwork
in the following countries: Ohina, Africa, Japan, Italy, Mexico and.

REPORT ON EDUCATIQN.

The Baptists have long since realized the importance of educat­
ing her people for EtteateF usefulness in life. But we do not believe.
in large appropriations for higher education by the State, which
hinders primary education by giving us shorter public schools. We

- believe in making our higher institutions self supporting by endow-'
ment. Wake Forest Oollege and the Female University are both
monuments 'of honor, to the whole Baptist Denomination. The
Universtty opened last year-her first year-with over two hundred
students, and the work at Wake Forest was better last year than
any year in her history. Eterpity alone can tell what these institu­
tions have done and what they are destined to do.. '\Ve are also glad
to note the increased interest in Ohristi.an Education in our Moun­
tain Sectioll. The harvest is great, but laborers are few. "Ve ear­
nestly pray for more laborers. Our Baptist people have already
established schools in our Mountain Section. It has been. a great
sacrifice to establish ~em, but a great work always calls for great
sacrifice.' Even the word 'IBaphst" is a synonym for sacrifice. Our
school at Sylva has opened with about seventy-five on the roll. The
outlook is that we shall have two hundred or even more before the
end of the term. The new buJldi.ng will be completed, we hope, at
an early date. The building will cost at least $-1,500. We are in
great need of it. Let us strive to do our\part and leave the result­
with God, Let us heed the message of the lowly Nazarene, when
he said, "In as much as ye did it unto one of the least of these, my
brethren, ye did it unto me." The way may seem dark, but behind
the dark clouds God hides a smiling face. We have also realized
the necessity of an educated ministry. For to a gr'eat extent 0111'
people a,re what our Ministers are. As time with its great problems
change we must be able to meet the needs. At Tuckaseige Sylva
Oollegiate .Institute, we have 'a course which. will be of help to'
those expecting to enter the ministry. If the Ministers are to lift
up the people under God, they must be informed. If the Baptists
wouJd carry our mountain section for God, it mURt be to a grp-at
extent through our schools. We earnestly pray: God's' blessing
upon them.
