Christians throughout the world will cel=
ebrate Easter on April 6th, Easter should
be one of the most meaningful and joyous
celebrations in the Christian church and
in the lives of Christians everywhere.

Easter is far more than an old rugged
crows or an empty tombe. It is the hope of
the world: the assurance that death is not
the ends Easter is the impact of the cross
and in the picturesque language of lr.
Eddins it is "when we see the suffering
and death of Christ we see the revelation
of God and his suffering and death becomes
creative and redemptive."

There is another picture of Easter and
it is found In the excited face of believ-
ers ser running in a swift succession of
footraces. This picture of Easter came from
my major professor at Florida State Univer=-
sity, Ir. liobert 4, Spivey, chairman and
head of the lepartment of Leligion at thet
institution. He shared this with his over-
flow class and I'd like to share it with
YOUe

"It is no accident or mere coincidence
that in every one of the four Gospels the
story of the resurrection is the story of
a footrace. When we put all the Gospel ac-
counts together we have a swift succession
of footraces. The thrill of the good news,
even before the heart was sure it was
true, was so overwhelming that it started
everyone running who heard it.

"The finest picture of the first Easter
which the imagination has ever conceived
is not a picture of the emrty tomb or even
of the risen Christ. It is a picture of
two faces, of Peter and John as they raced
to the tomb. Into their strained eyes fil-
led with wonder there seems to be compres-
sed the trembling hope of the whole world,

"Those Easter footraces of the disciples
will portray the most significant fact a-
bout the resurrection--that it brings a
new impulse and movement to human life.
When the meaning of the victory of Christ
breaks over the mind, life is no longer
a walk. It leaps and bounds."

The KELIGICUS HERsL. of March 13 reprinte
ed an address delivered to the Southern
Baptist Stewardship Conference in session
at Nashville, Tennessee, February 18,1969,
by 're E, buther Copeland, titled MISSION
CONVICTICN, MISSION GIVING, In this mes=-
sage he speaks of the necessity of "inte=
grity" in Christianity, and speaks about
our Chapel situation and recent discussion
session here at Southeastern. This entire
article is recommended, but I would quote
one paragraph,

"The one thing that worried me about this
discussicn, though this too was by no means
new, was the recurring implication that
worship is something passive, something
done to us and for us by dynamic or inspie
rational speakers or performers or plan-
nerse. This comes close to saying that wore
ship is entertainment. As a matter of fact,
the essential ingredients of worship exist
for me every day in chapel: first, the pre=
sence of my Christian brethren, the reality
of the Body of Christ; second, the promise
of the presence of the living Lord 'where
two or three are gathered together' in his
name: and third, the intention to worshipe
Given these three realities, it should be
difficult to prevent worship in our chapel.®

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To the Editor:

In reaction to the resolution of a group
of teachers there are several items worthy
of examination.

It is stated that they are "committed to
the vocation of bringing young pecple to a
knowledge of the Scrirtures." Could some=
one answer this question? "Why do some
teachers spend so much time teaching ‘a=
bout* the Scriptures, presenting theory,
rather than teaching the Scriptures them=-
selves?™ It doesn't appear likely that one
can better understand the scriptures when
more emphasis is placed on theory or some
manmade idea. Let the study of Scripture
be Scripture-centered and not theory-cen-
tered.

It would appear to some that the histor-
ical-critical method is the only way to
study the DIible. The use of any method
should be acknowledged for its contribu-
tion for study and search for truth. To
use only one method of stuly will result
in a one-sicded view., It is interesting to
note that those who have trouble accepting
the Bible do not ahve any trouble accent-
ing a man-made hypothesis,

The resolution continues in reference to
a denial of the historical-critical ap-
proach that it “inevitably undermines the
work of the Biblical teachers and alienates
students from both the denomination and
the Bible itself." If one holes to the
authenticity of the Bible as God's Truth,
the only thing for a teacher to fear is if
he is teaching contrary to Scripture. How
can one who holds to the Truth of the Bi-
ble be alienated from the Bible? If this
same person is alienated from the denomi-
nation it will probably be the dencmination
who initiates any action.

It aprears that the real issue in the
final paragraph is not the action of the
publishing board, but in reality the book
and its message, How often have teachers
passed resolutions against books by authors
who deny, in part or whole, the Bible and
its doctrinese Yet, let cne write a book
who believes the Dible is (literally) %rue
and "watch the fur fly." This seems to be
the real issuece

hg far as teaching or preaching is con-
cerned, we will all stand before God and
give account for our lives.
