The above record was made possible by the large number who
contributed and the large gifts of the few who recognized the ex-
treme necessities of our Foreign Mission Work.

The expenses of the work was reduced by nearly $10,000. 90.7
per cent of the money given was applied to the foreign field and
only 9.3 per cent was required to meet all home expenditures.

6,347 converts were baptized, 12,930 students were enrolled in

our schools, and Missionary doctors treated 67,556 patientes. At
present, we have 458 churches, 115 of the churches are self-sup-
porting. The members contributed last year $132,371.05.

There is immediate and urgent need of a large number of Mis-
sionaries for evangelistic, medical, school and other departments of
the work. To meet this need the Board was able to send out but
twelve Missionaries at its Annual Meeting. This was not one-
fourth of the number needed. Of the 458 churches most of them
have inadequate houses of worship, and more than one-half of
these have no houses at all.

After obeying the wish of the convention, which met in New Or-
leans, last May, compelling the Board to assume obligations which
amount to $165,000 more than Southern Baptists contributed to
current support last year, there were $200,000 in urgent needs un-

provided for.

After the onvention had rev ved these necessities, dee
and much concern was aroused. Dr. George W. Truett offered res-
olutions to the effeet, that the churches throughout the Southern
Baptist Convention territoryv should be informed of these urgent
{

needs, and urged to raise their gifts to the sum of §7.4
which to meet these needs and to get ready to enter new and invit-

ing fields.
The work at present is being oreatly embarrassed by maturing
igations, which were assumed on the basis of the Judson Cen-
s. Missionaries who, in the expectation of the mon-
ey on these pledges, have made promises to native Christians and
others, are now importuning the Board to let them have the money
without delay.

Some devoted friends are giving the Board Liberty Bonds, which
they purcnased to help their country; others are investing in the
Board’s Annuity Bonds which pay good dividends. These examples
are recommended to all our people.

REPORT ON STATE MISSIONS.
SOME FIGURES.

iabulation of our State Missions last year is as follows:

Sermons, 11,568, churches served 319, out-stations supplied 116,
baptisms 2,211, added by letter, 1,583, meetings held, 447, conver-
sions, 3,487, churches finished, 11, churches organized, 7.

THE WORK FOR THE YEAR:

Number of Missionaries, 150; number of churches supplied to
date, 276: number of associations in which the Board is aiding, 45.
The work is laid out on a basis of $47 500 for this year exclusive of
Associational Missions and Sunday School Missions.

PRESENT PHASES OF STATE MISSION WORK.

1. EVANGELIZATION. This is the root of our work. Here is
where it started to grow; we shall never outgrow this phase of our
work. Nearly half the population of our State are members of
some church. So even North Carolina is not yet quite half evan-
gelized.

2. READJUSTMENT. The life of our State is in the midst of
tense changes. The development, of the water power in our rivers
is gathering people together in hundreds of manufacturing centers.
Good roads, daily delivery of mail, the parcel post, jitney routes
through the cmxﬁtry, improved country schools, and intensive meth-
ods of agriculture are revolutionizing the rural life of our state.

Thus the old order, ever giving away to the new, is going very
fast now in many parts of the Old North State. Our stronger
churches are rooted in the old order; the young, weak churches are
planted mostly in the new order. In this terrific transition if there
were no aid for the churches, many of them would wither and die.

New towns must be taken care of. Cities are laid out on blue-
prints around old sleepy country churches before they ecan open
their eyes.

Realizing that new ang heavier burdens must in this crisis be
borne by Baptists of the South in the Home Mission ficld, the
Southern Baptist Convention at New Orleans instructed the Board
to pursue its work on the basis of an apportionment of $505,193,
and the annual meeting of the Board in June planned the year’s
work on that basis. It is the first time Southern Baptists have un-
dertaken to raise half a million for Home Missions, but the abound-
ing needs and opportunities call for it. Our Baptist people are
prosperous. They can enjoy their prosperity without mora] deteri-
oration only by serving God and country and men with their sub-
stance. Patriotism and true religion call-us to a large support of
Home Missions.

In Evangelism and Church Building and Enlistment, in Cuba and
Panama and the Southern Highlands among Foreigners and Ne-
groes and Indians, through co-operative missions in such needy
States as New Mexico and Arkansas and Oklahoma and Louisiana
and Florida, in cities and towns and country-side our Board has a
great work, and the pressing needs which grow out of the war are
m addition.

We recommend

1. That earnest prayer be made for the work of the Home Mis-
sion Board and that onr Pastors be asked to preach at least once
during the year upon Home Missions.

2. That this Association approve of the action of
Baptist Convention, which increases t
Missions by approximately 25 per cent
at $105.62 for the present fiscal year.
