oxford University, England, has been elected Professor of Church History and Missions, 
with tenure, at Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary.

White is a graduate of both Cambridge (M.A.) 
and oxford (D.Phil.) Universities. He has 
served as pastor of Baptist churches in 
Rng7,q nd and has taught at Oxford since 1963. 

He has contributed articles and re-
views to learned journals and was the Car-
ver Barnes Memorial lecturer at Southeas-
tern in 1969. His book, The English Sepa-
ratist Tradition, will be published by the 
Oxforo UniversTf.y PL·ess next year.
