In such
a world, how do we declare this message of reconciliation?

‘“Have this mind among yourselves which was yours in
Christ Jesus, who, though he was in the form of God, did
not count equality with God a thing to be grasped, but
emptied himself, taking the form of a servant. i
(Philippians 2:5-7).

As ministers of the gospel of Jesus Christ, we are called to
serve in his name and by his example.

The same journey of faith that led you here now leads you
to other places around the world. You go to exercise the
gifts that God has given to you and to employ the knowledge
gained through study. But even this will not be enough.
