The commission under which we labor extends to all the world. We scarcely
think it necessary to, argue the duty of 'working in this great cause of spread­
ing the Gospel; but think it patent to the minds of all. It becomes us to
look about us and see whether we have done what we could to give the Gos­
pel to the destitute places in our own commonwealth and in the regions be­
yond. We regard Home and Foreign Missions as being the same, and there
probably never was a time when our labor in this department of Christian
work met with such speedy and sfl-tisfactory results. The doors of the whole
world are thrown open for the reception of the truth; then it becomes us of
all others to work in the spread of the Gospel, holding as we believe the
truth with less adulteration than ,my others.
