ARTICLES OF FAITH

4. We believe that sinners are justified in the sight of God only by 
the righteousness of Christ imputed to them, and good works are the 
fruits of faith and follow after justification, and are evidenc-2s of our 
gracious state. 

5. We believe that the saints will persevere in grace and that none 
of them will be finally lost. 

6. We believe that there will be a resurrect-ion of the dead and a 
general and universal judgment and that the happiness of the right-
eous and the punishment of the wicked will be eternal. 

7. We believe that the visible_ church of Christ is a congregation

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of faithful men and women who have given themselves to the Lord, 
and have obtained fellowship with each other and have agreed to k•e,ep 
up Godly discipline according to the rules of the, Gospel. 

8. • We believe that Jesus Christ is the great head of the church, and 
the government is with the body. • • 

9. We believe the water baptism, the Lord's Supper and washing 
of the saints' feet are ordinances of the Gospel, and to be continued 
until His s·econd coming. 

10. We believe that true believers are the only fit subjects for bap-
tism and immersion is the only Gospel mode. 

11. We believe that none but regularly baptized persons have a 
right to commune at the Lord's table. 

12. We believe that the Lord's Day ought to be observed and set a- • 
part for the worship of God and that no work or worldly business 
should be transacted thereon-works of piet•y and mercy necessarily 
excepted.
