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CIRCULAR LETTER.

To the Messengers Composing The Staunton River Primitive Buplist
Association.

DEarR BRETHREN.—It was the choice of our last Association
that I should write a circular letter to appear in the Minutes of
the Association of 1891 of our order. Dear brethren, 1 feel that
they did make a poor choice, hence I hope they will bear with
me, if so be that you think proper to put this work in public
print. I shall make no farther apology. Iam just what I am,
and as God created all things I believe that he created all to his
name’s glory both small and great and especially those whom he
chose before the foundation of the world to glorify himself in
Christ Jesus, and in his own appointed time he redeemed his peo-

-ple from their sins. Forhe shall save his people from their sins;

Mathew 1;21. And his name shall be called Jesus whom we
profess to love. Do we love him in deed and in truth? I will
will refer you to some scripture records in John 14; 15, which
reads as follows: Ifyelove me keep my commandments.
