Bnors¡n Bnnsn :-The blessecl Redeem-
er saicl while on earth,-tr ¿ocl when he
putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth be-
fore them, anil the sheep follow him; for
tbey know his voice." The different racæ
of men which inhabit the earth, all possess
their own peculiar characteristics. The
characteristics ofthe Congo -A.frican woultl
not apply to the Caucasian. Ä delinea-
tion of the peculiarities in person, manners,
eclucation and religion of those who reside
on the banks of the ì[ile, would not apply
to the polite citizen of Paris or Lontlon.
There is an infinitely wider. tlîfference be
tween those to whom the blessecl Recleem-
er refers uncler the appellation of sheelt,
antl the rest of ,mankiud, than there is be
tween the beautiful Caucasian antl the
thick tipped inhabitant ofCongo; butthat
clifference does not exist in peculiarities of
person; it exists in something infinitely
higher than the peculiarities of this decay-
ing body. The text says-" The sheep
follow him; for they know his voice."
When we turn to the sacred pages of cli-

vine inspiration, we learn most clearly
that ih the days of his incarnation all did
not know him; all did not follow him;
many were strangers to his voice; he
came to his own, antl his own received
him not; ancl they criecl out all at once,
saying,-" Äway with this man, ancl re-
lease unto us Barabbus;t they cried,-
" Crucify him, crucify him." How iilus-
trative are these expressions of the differ-
ence which exists between the meek and
humble followers of the blessed Jesus, and
those who are yet in naturets night. The
one cries out,-tt By night, on my becl, f
sought him whom my soul ioveth;
I sgught him, but I found him not. The
watchmen that go about the city fountl
me, to rvhom I said, Saw ye him whom
my soul loveth ? ft was but a litúle that
I passed from them, but I found him whom
my soul loveth. I held him, and. woulcl
not let.him go." The other says,-
"Äway witb. him; Crucify him, crueif;'
him.'l This question then forcibly sug-
gests itself: What mighty power is that
whieh has worketl so great a çhange in
the clesires, feelings ancl affections of men

of the same race ? IVe answer, it is

written,-r'Who of God is macle unto us

wisdom, righteousness, sanctiûcation, and
redemption." Then the blessecl Jesus is
made unto those whom he calls sheep,

wisdom, righteousness, sanctification' and

reclemption. Suppose a suit was institu-
ted against uq in which was involvecl the
right to all our property, our character
and our trives, ancl we were perfectly igno-
rant of the defences which werp trecessary
to be made, antl of the remedies rvhich the

readily say, that advocate was made unto
us wisdom? Of those sheef it is written,
" ff any ma,n sin, we have an advocate
with the Father, even Christ flesus, th'e
righteous." Suppose \re are all over pol-
luted with sin--the very effervescence
which rises from the deep recesses of our
hearts is but iniquity, and the sentence of
the law is,-"The soul that sinneth it
shall cliet'-and one appears who wlpes
away all the stains which sin hath macle,
who changes the, feelings, intentions ancl

desires of our hearts, and removes the
sentence of the law, will we not readily
say, he is made onto us righteousness?
and will rûe not more, forcibly be made to
sr,y so, if he gives us a new hearú anrl
clothes us with his ewn righteousness ?

But tbe mystery
of the complex character of saints, or the
church, is ttre subject ofthe present enqui-
ry, Ilow she can be black, and yet
comely; as her complexion woulcl indicate
that she was uncomely in the extreme,
and so very black as to seem to challenge
na,ture to produce a purallel. -A.s black
as the tents of Kedar, which were proba-
bly the most unsightly and black of any
thiug that could be named as a compari-
son. Ye!, while thus hideous and ug'ly,
at the same time as spotless wbite and
pure as the curtains of Solomon.

tVben the church, or when tl¡e individ-
ua,l christian is heard to speak of their
blackness, s'e undersiand them to speak
of their earthly; depraved, unrenewed
nature; and sureiy there is nothing that
looks to them so bateful. They are trnly
amazed that, God shoulcl have set his love
on sinners of so deep a dye. While they-
can see nothing in their nature but vile-
ness, or in their concluct but sin anal

transgrêssion against God; ,their Leart,
the cage of every hateful and unclean
bird,_ deceitful above all things, and d.es-

perately wicked. O, how black and. loth-
some they appear to themselves tobe. It
is true they were unconssious oftheir vile-
ness until the Sun had looked upon them;
or until a revelation of Christ is maale: as

in the absenco of the Sun, we are in total
darkness, and cannot tell how disgustingly
blaek and vile we appear until the light
comes, which makes manifest: but then
we felt the weight of our depravity.
Änd as in nature, the more a person is
exposeal to the burnlng rays of the mid-
summer sun, tbe blacker they grow; so

with the Christian; the more thoroughly
tbey are macle acqainted with the right-
eousress of God, the more effectualiy they
become convinced of the guilt and pollu-
tion of their own nature, ancl the wretchecl
pollution of all human righteousness; until
at length they become fully convinced that
there is nothing short of tbe dirty, smohy
tents of Kedar, to which they can compare
themselves. This is the effoc+ ofthe Sunts
lookingupon them. Take, for an example,
the prophet Isaiah. Eear him exclaim.-

-A.ncl was it not even so, when God looked
upon us, in the righteousness of his holy
law; when the commandment came, and
light broke forth Ín which we sa,w our own
vilenes.s that we coulcl say we were black
incieetl, because the Sun, which is the
fountain ancl source of all true light, had
lookecl on us. How did we then cry out,
Wo is me, for I am unclonel Änd from
that moment oû, €Yery one who has been

enlightened to bebold the light of the
knowledge of the giory of God, in the
face of Jesus Cbrist, will say with Job,-
I have heard of thee O God, with the
hearing of the ear; but now mine eYe

seeùh thee; therefore I abhor myself, in
dust ancl ashes. Truly the more we

know oi God, the more we enjoY of his
pr,esence thrcughout our wàole pilgrimage,

the greater will be our sense of our own
personal vileness; until like Paul we shell
exclaim,-O wretchetl man that I am;
who shall'deliver me from the bocly of
this death. Surely I am *s black as. the
tents of Kedar; but at the same time,-

Cornely as the curta'ins of Solornon.
While stl our earthly nature is black with
sin ancl depravity, from the sole of the
foot even unto the head, we are broisee
and wounds antl putrifying sores, so that
there is no soundness iu us, we have
uevertheless, a lífe whieh is hid with
Christ in God, which is all fair. That
which is born of the flesh is fcsh, and'
" Äll flesh is as grass, antl the goodliness
thereof is as the flower of grass;t' it fadeth
aud falìeth away. But that which ie
born of the Spirit i¡ spirit: for it is born
of incorruptibie seed, by tÉe word of God
which liveih aud abideth forever.-It can-
not sin because it is born of Gotl, antl the
seed abideth in it. This spiritual life in
us is as þure as the fountain from which
it emanå,tes; for it is Christ in us, the
hone of elorv. It cannot be contaminatectr
or'defileã wíth sin, or staineal with guilt;
and it is therefore whiter than suow, and
unblemished âs the curtains of Solomon.
Ïn ourselves we are black as the tents of
Kedar; but in our Lorcl Jesus Chgist, we
are faií as the moon, clear asthe Sun, ancl
terrible as a,u army with banners. We
have no comeliness l¡ut that which'our
Redeemer has put upon us. Ile founcl ue

This desire
became so earnest, bqfore the Lord, and

-A.nd the only auswer I can
find is, OI Lord, thou alone knbwest!

to school, has failed. I le¿rneti to read
with n3y fingers, ancl after enjoying that
privilege for a short season, I was de-
prived of it by the same hancl that dimed
my sight, But I trust he has enabled
me to say, Ä-ll is well. The Psalmist
said, I am fearfully and wonderfully made.
Let me say, Does not the Lorcl work won-
derfully to bring all the materials of his
glorious building into their appointed place.

The Old Covenant wae estab-
lished on conditional terms. :Life and
temporal blessings, were promised, if they
obeyed its provisions; but death anil tem-
poral judgments, if they trausgressed.
But the l{ew Covenant is' a better cove-
nant, and ósiablished upon better promi+
es. Unconditional promises, promises
which are confrrmed by two immutable
things, by the oath of him who can swear
by no greater, by the immutability of his
counsel. " Àud for this causg he (Jesus)
is the Mediator of the New Testament,
that by meaiis of death, for the redemp-
tioir oi the tiansgressions that were unler
the first testament, they which are called
migh-t receive the promise of çte¡nal in-
herÍtance.'l--'Ileb. ix. 15. 'f For Christ is
not enterecl iuto the holy places made with
hands, which are the figures of the
true: , hut into heaven iiself, now to
appear in the presence of God for us.

saqiflces than these."-Eeb. ix. 18-23.
The purification of the children of the new
covenant is effected by the sprinkling of
his blood, who through the Eternal Spirit
offered himself without spot unto God;
and who has obtained eternal qetlemption
for the.r.n.

ening the prison to them that are bound.
His blood proclaims a complete and full
salvation to' all fqr who.m it was shecl;

a universal and deep felt syncpathy with
those, who, on accouut of their locality,
are callecl upon to bear the burclen ancl
heat of the fight. This sympathy I trust
our brethren who are favored with church
privileges ancl the society and communion
of saints, feel antl acknowledge towards
those who are scattered abroad, and. are
deprived of these blessings. fn somé
our large cities, and iu many portions of
our coÌrntry, the visibility of the church is
Iost, ancl many precious brethren antl sis-
ters thus tleprived of the most precious of
earthly privileges, viz: a visible union with
the body of Christ, and membershíp, one
with another. fn other localities¡ little
bands have organized, and erected their
standard; ancl contending wiúh poverty
and weakness (in a literal sense) within;

with perhaps very seldcm any preaching,
they have maintainetl their position, and
their testimony, for years, like a rock in
the ocean, against wbich its proud waves
have beatin vain.. Such brethren deserve
and should recei{e the friendly ancl prompt
attention of minístering brethren, as they
travel to and fro. No opportunity shoultl
be lost, even if it was only to stop a
night with them. The Salem church, in
the city of Phitdelphia, has probably not
had preaching uore than six or eight
times during the past year. They still
maintain their organization, and meet
regularþ every Sunday. What they
have had to contencl with and struggle
through, is pretty well known. Their
place of meeting is No.335 North Faurth
Street. Brethren antl friends from differ-
ent parts of the United States frequently
stay in the city over Sunday, and if they
will take +"he trouble to mark the munber in
their poeket-book or memmorandum-book,
they can then find and enjoy the company
ancl worship of these þrethren, and the
brethren will be gratified to see them. It

'We have briefly consitlered the spiritual
kingdom and government of our Lortl
Jesus Christ, as the King of the Jews,
showing that his subjects are Jews spirit-
ually, and. of the circumcision whlch
worship God in the spirit, rejoice in
Christ Jesus, discarding the fiesh, anrl
having no confidence in it. Wo have
also pointecl out some reasons why the
throne of the spiritual kingdom is calletl
the throne of David, nanoely: Because it
war typified by the throne of Davirl, antl
the Mediatorial throne of the Son of Goil
is to the spiritual Israel the only legiti-
mate place and centre of power.to the
church of God, as the throne of David in
the type, was the cerrtre of ail legi'qlative,
juclicial alrcl aclministrative power for the
government of the carnal Israelites. Äs
no other departmeut of úhe commonwealth
of fsrael hacl any rigbt to resist, super-
cede, amend or alter any of the orders of
the throne of David, so the power of the
W'onclerful, Counsellor, who sits upon the
throne of David, in tbis spiritual or gospel
sense, alone has power to order it antl to
establish it with judgment and. justice fron
henceforth, even forever.
' We have also shown that, as God had
promised, and sworn with an oath to Da-
vid, that of the fruit of his loins, accord-
ing to tire flesh, he would raise up Chrisú
to sit on his throne, so in the resurrection
of Christ, his inauguratior, coronation as
King of Zion, settiug a Priest upon his
throne, to rule antl bear the glory, we
have tbe veliflcatioû of the promise and
oath. Thus showing in what sense he is
King of the Jews, who the Jews are over
whom he reigns, how he sits upoq
the ihrone of David, ancl how his sceptre
is swayecl over the hoose of Jacob, and
his reign of righieousness as the King of
Israel.

I can not conceive why it is that mY

brethren ancl friencls so frequently solicit
my views on clifferent ancl sometimes (to
me) mysterious passages of scriptures. ff
they could see my insufficieney as their
unworthy servant feels it, they probably
would make their ' requests to' abler
brethren. Àncl, were f ccnvincecl that
the Lord bad. callecl àncl cbosen only
tbe wise men after the flesb, the mighty
and noble, f shoulcl tlespaìr of accompo-
dating them. But, as he has chosen the
foolish, weak, base ancl despised things to
confound the wise, mighty, &c., I arù eu-

eouragecl to do the best I can to serve
them. Ägain, were I conscious that I
coulil exercise any considerable degree of
infiuence over'those who read my poor
communicatio¡s on the subjects proposed,

' f shouid approâch them with more timidi'
ty. But, as I hope ancl trust that none

will endorse my views unless they âre sus-

tained, by the scriptures, L am probably
not at liberby, as a servant, to withhold
such ideas as I may have when called on.

It is much easier, however, for my friencls

to make requests than for me to comply.
The subject propoeecl reacls as follows:

'¿ Tye know that we have parsetl from death unto
lífe. beeause ve love the b¡etb¡en. Ee th¿tlovoth
Dot'his brothera.bideth in death. '[Vho¡oever h¿t'
eth his brother ie a murde¡er: ¿nd ye know thtt no
murderer h¿th eternal life abiding in him.-l John
iii. 14, rõ.t,

Perhaps there are but few portions of
the holy scriptures tbat is further beyond
the power of -å.rminíans to reconcile to
their theory^ than this, together with its
connection. If it be a facl that our
natures in the work of the new birth are

so renovated as to change them from
natural--:-carnal to spiritual-heavenly
ones, 'or if our natural passions are so

chargecl as to lose their relish for natural
ôbjects, ancl clesire only heavenly ones,

in short, if all our ¡atural enmity, malice,
wrath, hatred,. &,c., are slain in t\at
work, tr can not see wìry it is that the
samè individual is styied in theotext a

brother, and aþnurderer. Evidently, the
works of the flesh, ancl the fruits of tire
Spirit are clearly exemplified in this con-
nection; ¿nd iù is as eviclent that the
Spirit can not perform the works of the
flesh, as it is that the ffesh can,not pro-
cluce the fruit of the Spirit. f see ¡ro
possibility of reconciling the differeut
decla¡ations in this connection without
admitôing the fact that the christian is a
compound character, possessing two dis-
tinct and radically different natures; one
completely holy, siniess, and, therefore,

incorruptible;- the other, entirely sinful,
unholy and corrupt. Às tbese two differ-
ent natures are found in the same person,
it is perfectly rational to suppose that
there will be an incessant conflict going
on between them, and every well informecl
christian knows that this is the case; the
flesh and Spirit lust against e¿ch other.
Perhaps we can not imagine a more
thorough antagonism between any other
two things. In the sixth verse of this
chaptèr it is said, " Whosoêver abideth
" in him sinneth not: whosoever einneth,
".hath not seen him, nei¿her known him.t,
I{ow, all christiaus do,know that they sin
continually; and it is also clearly sbown
in the scriptures that they have an exist-
ence in whibh they do not, can not sin.
Erskine says of himseif,

'l To gootl ontl evil equâ,I bent,
I tn both a devil and a saiit.tt

Wili any doubt the christianity of Peter?
He heartily acknowledged Christ to be
the Son of the living Gocl, ancl was tolcl
by him tbat flesh and blood hacl not re-
vealed it to him, but his Father, which
is in heaven. Peter affirmed thrice that
he loved him, and appealed to him the
übird time as knowing it; and yet Christ
says to bim, " Get thee behind me, satan;
t'thou art, an offence unto me: for thou
" savorest not the things thq,t be of God,
" bnt those that be of men." Although
all the lord's peoplc possess this cleprav-
ed nature, although Paul, the reputable
apostle of Jesus Christ, possessed it'in so
great a degree that lie acknowledgecl him-
self the cbief of sinners, and protested
that no good thing dwelt in his flesh, (all
that is born of the flesh is flesh,) yet John
declares in the text lhat "Weþnow that
" we haue passed, from deøth unto l,fe,
" becø'u,se we loue the brethren,t' But we
are'so prone to sech for this life ancl love
in our depraved natures, lives, persons
and passions, that failing to ûnd them
there, we often doubt our having any
participation in them. By nature we are
all Ârminians, and when we give heed to
our orÍn arminian prbclivities, and con-
elude that our natural lives must be reno-'
vated, and our natural passions changed
from the love of natural objects to that
of spiritual or heavenly ones; and when
we fincl them still glued to earthly things,
or natural objects, we often seem to forget
that "The natural man receiveth not the
" things of the Spirit of God, for they are
" foolishçess nnto him, neither can he
" know, because they,are spiritually dis-
" cerned,tt that we still earry with us this
natural man, this sinful body of death, and
can not be clelivered from it until we slum-
ber in our last sleep. A s often ,then, as
we seek to frnd thelife of God, or the love
of God exerciseal towarcl him or his people
by our natural life or natural passions, so
often we shall ûncl our ourselves disap.
pointed, and doubting our iuterest in that

eternal life and gqdying love to God ancl
to his people.

I wiil here-menùion some of my own
medit¿tions on this subjebt, not as proof
of my position, bqt to illustrate my
thoughts, (for it is thowgh,ts my friend
has called for,) on ühe subject. While
residing in IMarwick, N. Y., having re-
tired to bed at the resiclence' of my
esteemecl brothe-r,, E¡ M. Bradner, of that
'place, lamentipg my barrenness and iack
of love, or ¿ ¡ssling sense of love to Goil
the question ,occurred to me-; Ilaye you
the love of God in you at all? Immedi-
ately. I eommenced strictly ancl anxiously
searching myself until I hacl ransacke¿l
seemingly..every facuity and. corner; and
finally arrived at the conclusion that I
had not. My feelings at that time per-
haps can be better imagined by those
who may have had similar exercises, (if
any have had sueh,) than I can express
ühem. While gloomily reflecting on the
matter, a portion only, of a very familiar
connection of scripture occurred to my
mincl, immecliately attraeting my atten-
tion so entirely, that I coulcl not, or dicl
not recolleet its eonnection for a eonsicl-
erable time. That, however, vras . suf.
ficient for the time being. ft was the
c.losing part of the eighth chapter of
R,omans, " The loue of God whích,is i,n
t' Ql¿¡àst Jesus our Lord,.,ì

Ðirectly it occurred ro me the.t f was
searching in mysulf for what could be
fouud no where else but in Ohrist Jesus
our Lord. f am not yet. prepared to
think this was a delusion. Älthough I
often doubt my having an interest, in those
blessings whìch were given Christ,s peopie
in hi¡o before the world was, siiil f am
assured that they are there, and there
only to be found. And it is a signal
blessing, my dear brethren, that they are
there, and there safely kept in reserye
for his needy children-hept ready to be
dealt out to them in every time of need-
kept as our everlasting portion to which
we l¡ave an indemuifretl title. They were
given us in our Fatherts will, confirnoed to
us by his immutable oath ancl promise,
and ratified and sealed by the blood of
our Redeemer. " Behold what manner of
" loye the Father hath bestoweil upon us,
" that we should.be called the sons of
" God;t' the heirs of God, and joint heirs
with Christ. Elow we should rejoice that
ihey, as well as rve, å,re ali preserved in

HIM we have.our life, peace and love for
him cir our brethien, and it is only by that
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that there are times when ali the children
of God know that they love the brethren,
although .we often fear we clo not love
them as we should. O! that we coulcl
all " Let brotherly love continne,tT clo
nothing to r¡ar or hinder it; for tr am per-
suaclecl that the saints feql, no more bappy
at any time than when their hearts are
frlled with love to their heavenly Fatber,
and his children. When.that is the case,
ihey have proof posltive thaú thqy have
passed from death unto life. Such Ís the
cunning of the adversary thaü he exhibits
a counterfeit for almost every privilege
and blessing vqe enjoy, except love, ancl
that he is, a stranger to. Ile ¡1-sqs its
counterpatt, hatred,.

Bnorsun Bpnep:-Ilaving finished the
business part of my letter, and m¡'sheet
not being full, I have concludecl to give
you a short sketch of my recent visit
among the churches of our Ässociation,
(Mississinawa.,¡ I lefb home the tenth
day of January last. My first visit was

with the Àntioch church, Wabash Co.,
Indiana. That church is large and pros-
perous. I found the brethren in peace, and
delighted with the old sountl of the trum-
pet of Gocl, which proclaims salvation by
grace for poor sinners, alone through the
atoning merits ofJesus, their lovely frientl.
To these brethren I trietl to preach six
times, accompanied by brother llayes,
who, is a licentiate, ancl brother Stephens.
I visited Concorcl ehurch, iu Miami Co.

This church is small, but sound in the
faith of the gospel, discarding every fea-

,declaring beforekings aud rulers the name

'of Jesus, whom he bad been persecuting,
a,o the only way, the truth and tbe life.
Yes. that .¡fesus who he ìracl been perscu-
ling, to be the only name given under
heaven or among men, whereb'y we must
be savecl. Àncl can we not bear testi-
rnony. ay dear brethren a¡cl sísters, to
the same truths of which Paul testiûes?
His tongue could not be bound, althrugh
the Scribes and Pharisees bounrl him ¡vitÉ
chains, and sent him from city to city, to
be tried ancl scourgecl, for preaching the
same Jesus for whom he had traveled
from city to city to persecute; lvliich evi-
dently proves tbat all men, in a slate of
nature, are opposed to God; notwith-
stancling, they may come to trs in sheep's
clothing: yet, unless they are born of
God, they â,re ravenous. wolves, and. are
.seeking for blood. " For such are false
prophets, deceitful workers, transforming
themselves into the apostles of Chríst.tt
" Àntl no marvel for satan himself is
transformed'into an angel of light: Ttrere
fore, ii is no great tbing if his ministcrs
aiso be transformed as the .ministers of
righteousness, whose end shall be accord-
ing to their wòrks." And Cbrist cleclar-
ed that every tree is known by his fruit.
But wilì not some ask, Ðid not God
make all men good, when he made -A.dam,
and his posterity in him? To which I
will ausver, in the language of the word,
Not only goorl, but very good.. Than
will some enquire, Ilow come he eorrupt?'I will refer such to Genesis iii., where
they will find how the tree,'or Ädam, be-
€â,me ccrrupt, ancl by persuing or reatl-
ing. they will find the fruit which it bore,
flrst, a disobedience of Godts law, than
Oain +"hirsting for his br.otherts blood, ancl
we Êuc1 thab tirìs tree lras bor¡r the same
kiud. of fruit thtough all ages down to the
present time, and we have before us an
evidence of tbe lamentable fact; but every
tree is known by his fruib. Ctrrist sa,id,

"O! generation of vipersl how can ye
being evil speak gootl things? For out
of the abunda,nce of the heart the mourh
speaketh." Tìran wbat will be the effect
where the tree has never k¡een made good?
Reacì l,he lang.uage of him wlro spake as
never ma,n s¡rake, who committed no sin,
neitlrer was guile found in his moutb,
'' Every tree that briogeth not forth goocl
fruit is hewl¡ rìorru, and c¿st into the fire.t,
¿¡ Wherellre, iry tlieir fruit ye shall kuow
them." Noa', what a¡e the fruits or
woi'l¡s of thir tree, the flesh? P¿ul ha.s

described it as follows: Âdultery, forni-
cation, uncieanness, i*olatry, witchcraft,
hatred, variarce, ennulation, wrath, strife,
seditiors, heresies, envyings, ra'urders,
drunkenness, rivellings, and such like,:of
which f tuH you before, as I have also
tolcl yuu in time past, tbab they that do
such things, shall nob inherit the kingrlom
of God. I naay be ashed the questiou,

Why rdo the trees differ so much, seeing
they are all alike by nature? To which
f will endeavor to answer, in the languuge
of divine truth. And now to the l¿w and
to the testimony, for the'prophet said,

"ff tbey'spea'k not accordi¡g'to this
worcl, it is becauserthete is no lighi in
them.t' Christ said in John xv. l, " I
am 'Îìre true vine, antl my F¿ther is the
husbarrclman,t' which proves cleatly that
there is a false vine, or why should Christ
use tìre qualifying adjective, trwe, if. lhete
wa.s not, an opposite or false? Iile frnd in
the scriptures of divine truth, the word
good, and its opposite, evil, a good tree
and corrupt tree, we ril:o finrl there was
a law given to Àdam, which was, " Of
eyery tree of the garclen thou mayest free-
Iy eat, hul of the tree of the krrowleclge of
good ald evil." The penalty of eatìng of
which wa* death. l\*ow,'it is evidcnt that
evil existed a¡ _'well as gooti, or it eouìcl
not have been.alknorvÌedge ofl that which
did not exist. This brings me back to
lhe tru¿ vile, which is Ohrist. This same
cbaracter the wìse man Solomon brought
to view under the name Wisdom, ancl in
Provrrbs viii. 22, 23, said, " The Loid
possessed. me in the beginning of his
ways, before his works of old. I was set
up from everlasting, from the beginning,
or eYer the earth was,tt &e. But am f
asked, W'hat has that to do with those
who love Christ and walk in bis statutes,
antl rvho produee f¡uits of righteousness,
&c.? Ilear him in the 30th, 31st and
32d oerses, " Tþen I was by him &s one

brought up with him; and f was daily
his deliglrt, rejoicing aiways before him.
ß,ejoicing in the habitable part of his
earth; and my delights were with the ðbns

of clistinction between the wicked ancl the
righteous, where he declared, " It shall
fall with pain upcn the head of the wick-
ed, the fierce anger of the Lord shall not
return.tt Christ saiâ, " I am the vine, ye
are the branches; Ile that abideth in me,
ard I in him, the same bringeth forth
much fruit, for witbout me yè can, do
nothing.t' But the Lord, speaking by
the prophet llosea, said to Ephraim, " In
me is tby fruit fsund.t' :A'nd also to Is-
rael, " Thou hast clestroyecl thyself; bur
in me is thy help." Then we frnd that iu
the Lord Jesus Christ, untler the figure
of a vine, is tbe fruit, ancl help, and every
blessing, which is given , to the chureh
under the name of Israel; and on the
church was love centered; when he saiid,

" My delights were with the sons of
men.t' Änd bis love is the same ever-
lasting without variableness or shaclow of
turning: and n'ell might the prcphetMal-
achi sny, iii. 6, 'lFor I ¿m the Lord, .I
change not: thcrefore; ïe sous of Jacob
a,re not consumecl.tt We ûnd iu a living

vine that puts forth its tencler buds every
year. from which springs tbe tender br¿n-
ches. ì{ow it is evident that if the'oud
had uot been in the vine, it never could
have been put fortlr, the putting forth is

only a developmenf of the fact that it did
exist in the vine, or ¿ nraniiestation of it.
.A.rid next we find its fruit: Than if the
bud ancl branch be iu the vine, the fruit
must be also. Yet it is a mystery to the
natural man how the cburch can be in
Christ. There is also another mystery
whicb presents itself to our view: We see

a beautiful apple, its taste is sweet, we
examine the tree, but we cân not see the
roots, but we âre lcouncl to acknowledge
its roots, tbough they are buried from our
sigbt. So it is, my clear brethren, when
ye unclertake to tr¿ce the church of tbe
living God. 'We trace tbe churcÌ¡ in
Cbrist, antl-Christ and the church, which
&re one, back into Divlnity, as the root,
which is the life of a]l his chilclren. Á.s
Christ said, wìren praying to his Fatber,
John xvii. 15-21, " I pray not that thou
shouldest take them out of tbe world, but
that thou shouldest keep them from the
evil, That they all may be one, as thou,
Father, art in me, and I iu thee, that they
also may be one iu us; that the world may
believe th¿t thou h¿st sent me.tt The
IIoly Spirit directed the apostle Peter to
address the household of faith with tbe
sacred appellation of " Elect accorcling to
the forekr¡owledge of God tbe Father,"
&c. Bu¡ tloes not tbis involve the sub-
ject of eleetion? My dear brethren, it is
on that foundation tbe church stands, for
Christ was the elect of the Fatber, ancl

the church was chosen in him (Christ).
Do' awoy with the cloctrine of election,

ning chosen you to salvption, through
sanetification of the Spirit, and. belief of
the truth."-2 Thess. ii. 13. Was not that
foreknowledge the absolute decree of God,
to giv,p repentance unto life? Paul, iu 2

Tim. i. 9, said, " Who hath savecl us, antl
callecl us with an holy calling, not accotd-
ing to onr works, but according to his own
purpose and grace, whicb was given us iu
Christ Jesus, before the worlcl began.t' If
it had been accoreling to our prayers,
faitb, antl repentance, Paul was very
much mistaken when he said, " Not ac-

cording to our rrorks,tt, &c, For the
Ärminian woultl beiieve thaü those things
are, the works or'acts of the Qreature.
Then, brethren, if the church çvas saved
before tbe .world ,began, were they not
justified ,before God when they wexe
saved, concerning. . the time when the
sinner's justification toóh place in tbe
sighi of God? It sèems surprising that
there shoulal be any difference of opinion:
for unìess we suppose Gcd to be a chaug-
able beiug, it can not be a new view he

takes of the sinner's case, but one eternal
and irrevokabìe purpose of the divine
mind; for wp can never suppose that he
wrote the n¿ìBes of iris people a,s con'
demned criminals in the Book of Life, but
as.just persons, consirlered iu themselves
they could not thue be justified, for they
were " Childrên of wratb, even as oth-
ers" but viewed in'Christ, (as the Father
alway$ regards his people,) can w'e fix a
later date to their justificatiou than the
giving of them into the hands of Christ as
their divine security? the Father could
trust his co-equal Sog for the payment of
all that law and justice required on the
sin¡er'g behalf, considerilg the rùDsom
price as good as paid, by his covenaut
bond; and leaving nothing for ¿he sinner
to discbarge, there coulcl then be no claim
upon him as viewed iu Christ, nor coulcl
any other Ètate be recordeil in the Book
of Life, but that of,justification. Ilow
beautiful is this vÍew of the subject set
forth by the inspiretl apostle, exclaimiug,
"'Who shall lay any thing to the charge
of God's elect? It is God that justifieth,T'
&c. But some may ask, Ilow shalL we
know the difertnce between tbe two
charactets, the elect and non-elect?
Christ said, Every tree is known by
his fruit. Ànd as I have before endeav-
ored to show whàt is the fruit of the
n¿tural man, I will endeavor to show in
a short way what is fruit of the spiritual
man: Paul to tbe Galatiar¡s sdid, v. 22,
23, "But the fruit of the Spirit is love,
joy, pea,ce, long suffe:ing, gentleness,
gooduess, faitb, meekness, temperance,
a,gainst such there is no law, and they
tbât are Christts have crucified the flesh
with the affeclions ancl lusts.t'

forever; who were once aliens from the
commonwealth of fsrael, and strangers
from the covenants of promise, háving no
hope, ancl were without God in the world.

And they that were far off are now made
nigh by the blood of Christ.

Now, the love of God wbich passeth
knowleclge, hath interposed fbr us, and
found out a rausom, openecl an all-healing
fountain, by which they shall be healed
pf all their maladies; or if possessecl of
devils, Jesus hath a remedy; for in all
their aflictions Ele vqas affiicted, and the
angel of IIis presence saved them; in His
love and in His pity, lIe redeemecl tbem;
and Ile bear-them and carried them all
tbe days of old. They are God's heritage,
they are God's building.

Peter says, " Ye are a chosen genera-
" tion, a royal priesthood, an holy nation,
1'a pecuìiar people; that ye shoulcl shew
" forth the praises of Him who hath call-

" lous light. " For God hath not given

Remarks on Psalms cx. 4.

" The Lorcl hrth-Gãio, and will not re-
pent. Thou art a priest forever after the
order of Melchiserlec,"

fn our last number we proposecl to
offer some furthôr remarks upon the
order of the Priesthood of our Lord
.fèroJ Christ. The inspired writer to
the llebrews calls âttention to the
important fact that all the priests of
the Levitical order, were macle priests
wiúhout an oath; but tbe priesthood of
the Son of God beirg of an infinitely
higher ortler, the superior dignity and
eyerlasting perpetuity of his office is
expressed in the awful , solemnity of his
inductron. "But this with an oath by
bim that said unto bim, Thou ar! a pr:iest
forever," &c. Àncl the apostle adds,

" By so much was Jesus made a surety
of 'a better testament.tt Regarding then
the oath of God, in gstablishing the
perm4neni and everlasting priestbood of
the Lord Jesus, as designed to mark
the witle disparity between him ancl
Àaron, his suretyship from that of tbe
sons of l:evi, and the superiority of the
Testament or Ccivenant, of which he is
the surety above that which was matle
with the patriarchs, the subjecb is
peculiarly interesting to all the saints who
are vitally interéstetl in that suretyship.
The Psalmist, inspiretl with the spirit of
prophecy, says, "The Loril hath sworn
and will not repent." 'We can conceive
of nothing in all the recorcl of divine
revelation só solemn, so sacreil, or so full
of consolatiou to the heirs of immortality,
as r,he oath of God. God who cs,n not
Iie-who is immutable, of 'one mincl, ancl
can not be turnecl. Gocl, whose word,
withoot an oath can not be doubtecl,
without involving the most impious
inûdelity and blasphemy, has seen cause
tø swear, on this subject, in confirmation
of his word. 'We ca¡ conceivg of no
reason why he should sweal in confirnration
of his truth, except that which is given us
in llebrews ví. 18, namely, " Being
willing to show to the heirs of prgmise
the immutability of his counsel," &c.
" That by , two inamutable things, in
which it was irnpossilele for God to lie,
we might have a strong consolation who
have fled forrefuge tolay hold on the hope
set before us.tt Ilow condescerrding, and
how gracious to pledge his holiness for
the consolation of his children. Änd
how truly consoling it is to know that
the l{ew Testament or Covenant is better
than the Sinai Covenant, which could
make nothing perfect, which could uot
give life, which could not make the
comers thereunto perfect, could not purge
their conseience from dead works, nor
qualify them to serve the true Gotl. i,
better Covenant, establishecl on better
pronisest and sesured by a better, an
infallible surety. The former téstament
or covenant, was in the flesh of Israel,
and all its promises were conditional, and
all the eonditions were based on their
obeclience üo its requisitions. The Levitical
priesthood, with its teeming altars, its
rivers of bloocl, its numerots victims, ancl

olt repeated ceremonies, could secure no
permanent or spiritual blessiog to the
priest or to the people. Neither -A.aron

nor any of his sons coúld continue long in
the office, by reason of death; and even
during the brief perioil of their official
service, they had flrst to offer sacrifrces
for their own, sins, antl then for the sins
of the people; showing that they were
themselves sinners needing to be purgecl,
redeemed and saved by better blootl than
ever had streamed from their smokÍng
altars. But the Great High Priest of
our profession is holy, harmless, separate
from sinners, and higher than theheavens..
Having no personal sin to expiate, no
blemish to unfit him for his sacretl position-

. Could claim such high descent as he;

Eið natûre end his naE.es bespeak
His unexampìed pedigree.

Descentled fromthe eternal GoC,

It pleased the Father that in him all
fulness should dwell. Ä.il the fulness of
tlie God.head dwells in him bodily. The
whole fulness of the church is in him; for
the church is his body, and the fulness of
him that filleth all, in all. .He is fr¡ìl of
grace and trutb; he is full of righteousness
and of all the eternal perfections of deity.
Full of life and immortality, possessing
the power of an endless life. Full of
ability to save unto the utùermost ail that
came unto the Father by him, seeing tbat
he ever Iiveth to make intercession for them.
Sirong to redeem, and mighty to sqve,
having power oyer ali flesh tbat he might
give eternal life to ¿is many as the Fäiher
hath given him. Possessing aìl the power
of earth and heaven. How admirably
qualified to be the Surety of the New
Covenaut. V9'e have observecl that. the
Oid Covenant of works was condition:rì,
and depended on the obedience of those
to whom it was given; but there wa,s no
reliable Surety-all were bankrupt, and
all accursecl; for as many as are of the
works of the law are under the curse;
therefore, by the deeds of the law no
flesh living can be justifi.ed in the sight of
God. But the New or Better Covenant,
with its better promises, relíes not on the
fidelity and personal obedience of tbe
people for its fulfrllment, but upon the ,

Surety, upon the Hiþh'Priest of our
profession. Ilence, in the revelatiou of
tbis Covenant, not a condition is found.
It is ordered in all things and sure, and it _

is all our hope and, all our salvation. Its, '
emphatic language is the promises of Gotln
all of which are confrr¡oed by his oath,.
saying, " f Will,t and " Thou ShaTtl"l

The Lord hath sworn. This would,
seem to be enough; what more can we.
desire '' in conûrmation of the pledge?'
But to the assurance: 'We are told, Ile
will not repent. It is not the word, the"
promise, the oath of a fckle or mutable
being, who is of one mind to-day,. anc[,
may be of another mind. to-r¡orrow. No
cbaoge of time or circumstances can alter"
the purpose and counsel of his will. Ile
is of one mind, and none can turn him..
He is the same yesterday, to-clay, and.
forever. I[e changes not, therefore, thr.
sons of Jacob are not consumed. The"
immutability of God is a hear,t cheering
consideration to the saints, especially in,
its application to the priesthood, of our

$ivine Redeemer. God has not only
sworn, Thou art a priest, but the woitls
ofhis sacred oath are, f'Tbou art a priesü
forever.'l Never to be changecl, dismissed
or supercedeil in. the holy ofrce. The sons.
of Levi were not sufferecl.,to,continue by.
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ïeasou of death; but Christ, because he

continueth ever, hath an unchangable
priesthoocl They were made priests by
the law of a carnal commandment; but
Christ is mâ,ale a priest by the power of
an endless life. 'Wherefore, he is abie to
,save them to the utter¡oost tbat come

unto God by him, seeing he. ever liveth
to make intercession for them. Thus
the power of Eternal Lifq of fmmoltality
is secured in the priesthood of the Son of
God; and. his Priesthood can not be'

chaugecl, bec¿use he hath an unchøngable

priesthood.' Farthermore, the oath of the
Lord determines irrevokably the order as

well as the perpetuity of this priesthood.
The Irord bas eworn and will not repent,
thai it is and shall forever be after the
order of 'Melchiseclec, and consequentiy
not after the orcler of -Aaron. '

Lct us consider this order as applicable
to the ptiesthood of Cbrist.

OÊ BEIÍ,!.RKS ON QBROTHÐR LOYERIDGE'S

COùlMUNICÀTION.

TVith thegeneral views of our esteemed
corresporiilent, we are.well pleased. That
the church, as chosen in Christ, was in
him partaker of his righteousness as well
as of his inimortality, and, thereforerpure,
just, spiritual, and holy. But as the
childrerr of God, in their- development in
the flesh, are partakers of flesh antl blood,
atìd h¿ve an earthly existe¡ce in an earthly
Ädam, and ir this e¿rthly uature, as broùher
Loveridge has clearly demonstrated, they
are children of wrath, eveu as others.

All have sinned, and traúsgressed the law
of God, and involved themielves in guilt
from which they coLrld not be justiûecl by
the law of Moses. Therefore, it was
indispensably necessary that they should
be recleemecl, washed, cleansed, purifietl,
and delivered from condemnation, and
wrath. And to this end, ancl for this
purpose, Christ wa,s cleliverecl for their
offences, and raised again from the dead
fot their justification. Their holy siate
in Christ before the world began, requiretl
no blood to wasb theh, for tbey were pure
and holy. But the work of justification is

tbat wberein God justifres the ungodly,
not the godly, for the godly are alreacly
just. Bui the ungodly, or those whb
were ungodly in their fa\len nature, as

traûsgressors of the divine law, did
require that their sins shoulcl be put
away, that the l¿w should be satisflecl
on their behalf, that they might be freely
juslifred, tbrough the reclemption that is
in Christ Jesus. That all this was

provided for iri the eternal purpose which
God bad purposed in himself before the
world bega,n, is freely grantecl; and so was

the remission of their siu, thcir regeneration,
preservatíon, ancl ultimate glory, but the
accomplishment of the eternal purpose
did require that Christ sbould come in
the fulness of time, to put away the sins
of his people by the sacrifice of himself,
that he should be made sin for us, that
we might be macle the righteousness of
God in him. The justification of the
ungodly irnplies lhat tlie persons so
justified, were ungodly before their
justifrcation tock place, and that it
was acccmplished by pútting awâY

their sins, aud making them pure and
hoiy, so that ùhe law and justice of Gocl
would fully acquit them of ail blame.

Eclrnuntl
TÍaller, aucl removetl to Intliana,.in 182C, and
after locating in þtlingburgh, he unitecl with the
Mount L.:banon (Okl School) Baptiet church
where he rem¿iaetl a promineui and useful mem-
ber as long as he was able to meet with the
church. In his deportment and conversation in
life, he gave evíd.e¡ce that he was boin of Gotl,
antl possessetl of eternal_life, anrl bÞing truly in-
terested in thd religíon of Jesus Christ. He man-
Ífesterl much ability ia clqfencling the tloctrine of
God, our Savior. Ee stootl opposetl to priestoraft
anrl fanaticism, in ¿lI its various forms; aaÌl was
a loyal citizen; a kintl neighbor, aatl a tentler
parent. For the l¿st five years.antl over, he suf-
fe¡ed much from a fracture of the skull, receiveil
wlile attenrling the Incliana State Fair, in the fall
of 1856, by a slung-shot, in the hanrls of an un-
known. assassin; for the purpoee of robbery, from
which he rever fully recoveretl; his suffering was
oau,qed from a pressure of the skoll npon the
brain, protlucing inflamation, whioh was general-
ly rernoveil by bathing.with coltl water.

Duiiugåié last ill-
ness, I visitetl him several times, antl conversetl
with him in relation to his fnture prospects. Ee

O my Father, if it be possible, Iet
this eup pass: nevertheless not my will,
but thy will be done. Ile is conclemnecl
to suffer the shameful death of the cross,
and in his last breath he cried. ,,ft is fin-
ishedt" ancl gave up the ghosi. tsut he
arose on the third tlay; and the apostle
has testifrecl, "Ife rpas deliveretl up for
our offences, ancl r¿isetl again for our jus-
tific¿tion." " With his stripes Ìee are
healetl. It is not sai<l, we may be, but we
are he¿lecl. Ile says by theprophet. Mine
arm hath brought salvation unto me, ancl
of the people there were none to help.
"'Who has saved us, and called us with a
heavenly'ealling; not accorcling to our
works,,but accorcling to his own porpose
ancl grace which was given usin him before
the worltl begar:', " Äccording to his a-
bunclant mercy he has saved us,rþt ,Ot
washing,of regeneration ancl renewing of
the Holy Ghost, in the which, we are born;

I am arrare that many brethren, whom
I highìy esteem, have ciifferent views on
this mysterious portion of holy writ, ancl,
therefore, what I nay say on the subject
can not meet the approval of all. It is
not so pleasant for those wbo sincerely
desire unity among the children of God
to write or speak on subjects, wheu con-
scious that those they love differ with the
writer or speaker; liut still, I think the
investigation of the subjects upon wbich
we may have different ideas is proper, and
often profltable to the saints when the
elucidation is concluctecl iu a christian
spirit. If I am wrong, and subjecü thaü
error to the examination of " Those who
by reason of use have theír sensès exerci-
setl to díscern bothi'gooal aud evil," and
they, thus having the opportunity, con-
vert others, with myself, from the error of
our rvay, their act is both commenclable
anð proûtable to those who are thqs con-

Elder Samusl Trott.
Odr readers will be pleased to learn

that we have at length received a letter
from.our venerable and. beloved f¿ther in
Israel, and to be informed tbat he still
lives, and is in the enjoyment of ordinary
bealth. Living in the vicinity of Fairfax
C. H., Yirginia, the unhappy war between
the two sections of our country, eaused a
suspension of mailing facilities, so.that
from the time the war broke out all
correspondence betweer¡ him ancl us has
been cut otr, until recently, íhe Federal
Government now oceupying that section
of Yirginia, have re-establishetl a Post
Office at Farfax C. H.

It.is well kuown that the contending
armies have been loeatetl during a large
part of the time in his immediate vicinity,
a,ntl the grouncl has been alternaùely occu-
pied by both parties, and for several
nonühs, in order to be where he coulcl
geü to and attend the several churches of
his pastoral chargg he has been obliged
üo remain abscnt fîom his home, as the
pickets of the armies were stationecl for a
long time between his ¡esidence and the
chorches of his ehårge.

For tbe satisfaction of his numerous
friencls, we extract from his private letter
to us, which is dateal June 26. 1862, the
following:

" Myself and family are in usual health,
excepting f have at pre.qent a eold, and f
find tha,t age is fest weakeuing my bodily
strength, äntl, probably my mintl: though
that is a somethilg we &re not so apt to
discover ourselves, except in regartl to
memory. Exposecl, as we have been, iu
being eontiguous to the armies of both
sides, we have been remarkably preserved
from insults, and from being pluudered.
I can bui be astonished at the gootluess
of God in thus sbieldrng and protecting
us, and admire that we should have been
thus favored above others around, when
the least tleserving it at his hands.

'r f have not seen brotl¡er Ln¡cslr¿N for
some months, though f hear from hfo
frequently. Living so nigh Manaqsas,
Junction, he has beei much annoyecl ancl
inderrupterl. Since the aclvance- of the
Federal Army to that place, he has had,
with his family, to leave his home, antl
qeek a resideqce in a more retirecl place,
He has not been privileged to preaeh but
Iittle for the last few months.

" I h¿ve received several numbers of
the Si6,as of th-e Tinæs from friends in
A]exanclria ancl'Washiugton. .A.nd from
what I learn through them, môst of our
brethren are still living. It is a favor
grantecl by thelr heavenly Father, or it
woulcl not have .been so. Yet there can
be but little þersonàl happiness anticipateá
in living' iu these timds, only a,s âny nay
hope tc live to see the result of whaú God
is bri',iging abcut by this war.',

Our SBring Associations.

Tbe Baltimore Association was held in
IVfay, at Elarford, Maryland, ancl we
learn from brethren, who atiended, that
the season was pleasaut and refreshing.
It was not our privilege to meet with
them, as we had inúended, but we rejoice
to learn that the churches ¿nd brethren
are'steadfast in the faith, and in peace
anel barrnony among themselves.

Ällhough we are strangers to each other
in the flesh, I trust we have been brought
nigh by the blood of Christ: ancl, if so, I
neetl not hesitate to call you brethren.

away; which is reservetl in heaven for you
who'are kept by the power of God, through
faith, unto salvation, ready to be revealecl
at the lasi ùime Ilere we have no abiiling
city: butwe seek a city whichhath founda-
tion, whose maker and builder is Gcd.
" For we kuow that if our earthly house
of this t¿bernacle we¡e clissolved, we have
a building of Gocl, an house not made
with hancls, eternal in the heavens.,t llow
glorious is the plan of salvation, Iaid in
the wisdom and grace of God, wherein
poor fallen sinners.are made..heirs of the
everlasting kingdom. Sometimes f do
rejcice in the assurance that my sins are
parclonecl, but this is only at times; fqr I
am often left to doubt whether I am really
a subject of grace or not. f do not know
how I can close my letter without trying
to give ä sketch of my experience. fn the
spring of 1858,I was brought to see wha¡
a great sinner f was, and it seemed to me
that of all sinners, f was the chief, jusily
condemned. I had trampled God's holy
and righteous law under my feet. Before
this time, I had thought myself a,s good,
or a little better tban othere. But now f
saw that I was a wretchecl sinner indeed,
and without any hope; for althou.gh I
believed that Jesus could save sinners, f
dlarecl not attempt tocall ou him for mercy,
God appeared to me to be sp jusü and boly,
ancl I so vile a sínner, I coukl uot see how
he could be jusü iu saving me. When I
tried to pra,y, my prayers ditl not seem to
rise above noyself, and I coulcl ûntl ro rest
wherever I went. f heard of a great
Camp trleeting to be held not far off, and
as I hatl been told that Camp Meetings
ïere great places for getting religion, f
went there, being very much pressed with
a load of guilt; but when f got there I
fountl no relief, but soon wished myself at
home. I continued. in this conditlon about
six months, a poor wretchecl sinner. Ilav-
ing done all that I coulil do in pleading
for mercy, and despairing of ever receiving
any relief, one tlay as I was in the freld
harrowing in some wheat, havir:g that day
given up all bopes, it appearetl to me that
I most sink down under the loatl of my

,sins, to rise no more; that hell was my
awful cloom. I can uot tell just what I'
was doing at that moment, nor clescribe
how miserable I,felt; but, thanks be to
God, f was, in an instant, relievecl from
my load of siu. Yes, my sins seemed to

.)

be gone, and praise to God and the Lamb
filled my heart, and I then thought that I
shoultl never grieve again. But, alas! I
ceived,--tha'o f had never tasteil of the
goodness of God. I lived aloof from any
orcler of religious people for nearly two
years; aucl in Àugust, 1860, I attended.
an Old School Baptist meeting, at the
close of which a door was opened for the
reception of members. They sang the hymn,

'r Âlas, antl rlitl my Savior bleect l',
d.nd as they snng the lasb two lines-

" Here Lortt, I give myself away,lTis ali thal I ãan clo-!"

I felt tliat f dared not keep back any
longer, but must talk to the ehurcb, and
tell them my exercises. I felt that, I had
given myself away, ancl tbat f could do
nothing to bring myself to Gorl. Á.nd
yet, with a,ll the hope I have in that
blessed Savior, there are times when I
fear that f am not one of Goclts
children. My travel has been clifrerent,

from any you have ever heartl of
This was remarked by those who knew
me in the flesb. My mind seemed to be
engaged on the great work of the Lorcl,
and f publiely exercised, in trying to
make.known Godts wonderful works to
the cbildren of men, and publicly acldress
a congregation in regarcl to the same.
But this did not suffice, neither me nor
them, as they dicl not understand my
motive; and f was uoü satisûecl thus to
do, as I was noú attachetl to any church.
Still I did tl¡en feel that the Lord ha,d
pardonecl my sins previously to my public
exercÍses; yet f soon.became dissatisfred,
ancl promised myself ùhat f woulcl neyer
again attempt to acldress adying audience
while I livetl. So f remainetl quite silent
for some time, and conversed but little
with any body, but continuecl to attend
the Old Baptist church, as often as f
could, where I heard the gospel minister
set forth the glorious doctrine of Salva-
tion by grace, which met my approbation,
and suitetl my case so well, 'chat the more
frequently f attended, the more foocl f re-
ceived. I finally attachecl myself to the
Providence church, by relating to them
ühe dealings of the Lord with me. Some
mònths passed without any thing being
said in rel¿tion to my trying to speak in
public. At length some of the older por-
tion of the chureh told me that, if I felt a
desire to do so, it was my privilege to ad-
dress the people, and I tried, ia my weak
way, to tlo so. But, Ol how unworthy I
felt! So I wé-nt on thus for a few months,
when the church thought it her äuly to
take a vote on the subjecü to decide
whether I should be liberated to speak
publicþ to the peop]g oI !ot, which
resulteal in giving me liberty to speak
wherever the Lord_ should call me. But,
O! how little and unwortbyt I almost

¡fu,

shrink from the thouþht, of rising inlthe
pulpit and addressing those whom I see be
fore me, who are so much better than
myself,-when f can see olcl grey head,ed.
brethren, antl those of all a,ges, f woncler
why it is,,that f, a poor ignorant mortal,
must stancl antl address them. Can it be the
will of God? Owing to a sense of noy iu-
ability, f have sometimes resolved, in my
mind, that I would never again arise to
expose my ignorance before an intelligent
congregation. I was in mv twenty-first
year when f obhinecl a hope in Christ as
my Savior, aud am now in my twenty-
fourth year. f feel that if I could get
the consent of my own mind that I coulcl
lce any benefit to the cause, f would like
so to do; but f fear thai f am a rcproach
ancl disgracÞ to the cause. When f go
to the meetings, the people all look so
much better to me, than I look to myself,
that I wonder how they can claim rela-
tionship with me. My desire antl prayer
is that the Lord may revive his work,
throughout the worlcl, and send forth
laborers into his vinyartl, for the harvest
is truly great, but the laborers are few.

May it be the pleasure of the Lord to
long continue you, brother Beebe, on the
walls of Zion, a:rLd, enable you to sustain
the truth, ancl to detect error, is the pray-
er of the least of a,ll, if I am oue of the
flock of the Lord Jesus.

Do with this as you think best, and all
will be well with me.

Er,opn Bnpen:--f am the recípient of
ilnumerable blessings: aurong which is
the privilege of reading the Signs of the
T'imæ, which comes to me ladened with
the blessings of the gospel of Christ.
Other watchmen on the waltrs of Zion are
pleased to throw in their mite with the
eCitor, ancl fill the columus with the
precious truth aud promises of the gosp.el,
which greatly encourage pilgrims by the
way. Although sail at the sickening
picturo of blood and carnage so glaringly
before theÍr vision, with all the attencling
evils incident thereto, the way-worn pii.

Sometimes when cor]templating the
cold and languishing condition of Z\on, I
think of the expression of Jeremiah, " O,

ters of my people." " For the hurt of my
people am I hurt." " Let my right hand
forget her cunning, and let my tongue
cleave to the roof of my mouth, if I estee¡,n

not Jerusalem above my chief joy." Äll
my hopes for life and immortaliiy are

through the blood antl righteousness of
Jesus Christ. O, clothe me with the gar-
garments of salvation. Be thou my light
in darkness, anil guide my wanderiug
feet. O, keep all tby saints from sin antl
Satants snares. Diffuse they love in all
their hearts, and with it may they be ce-

menteal together, in one òommon brother-
hood. May the lrord )reeP them in his
fear, that they may walk in his statutes,
and ordinauces, blameless. May the gifts
which Gotl has bestowetl upon his church
accomplish the gracious desigus for which
they are given; namely, the etlificaüiou of
the body of Christ. Änd may we all' as

we seê distress ancl troubles arouncl us,

cleave more and more unto the lrortl: ancl

when our mission on earth is finished, may
we be gathered to our fathers, ancl our
passage from this mortal state to the pres-

ence of out'heavenly Father, be a glorious
exchange, and all the gtory be ascribetl to
God forever.

assurecl that we ere no more strangers
ancl foreigners, but fellow citizens with

the saints, and of the household of Gotl.
I frnd that the dear children of God all
speak the same language, ancl have all
been taught of the same Lord, ancl this
revives my own little hope, which the
Lord implanted in my breast, in 1860,
Ir Àpril, of that year, I was laying out
corn ground, and at abouú three otclock,
p. m., mX mintl was arrestecl by very
serious reflections, and tr felt greatly
üroubled: although I could not see that I
hatl even done,any thing very bad. But
I had ofteu thought of trying to get re-
ligion: but had never felü quite ready. I
thought f was too young. f was now in
my sixteenth year, and thought it would
deprive me of ail enjoyments with gay
friends, and that religioa would clo better
for oltl people. But now, amol)g a multi-
tude of thoughts, I felt like trying to
pray. I had often tried to pray, but
never coulcl realize auy satisfaction or
enjoyment in it. So f sat down, anci as I
openecl my mouth, I was macle to feel a
load of guilt and condemnation sinking
on my heart as I had never felt it before.
My mincl was changed, and I now felt
that I had been a sinner all my life, ancl

had never clone any thing gootì. Now
my cry was, Irord, be merciful to me, o,

sinner! anil, What shall I do to be savetl?
I began to tlo every thing I could to re-
lieve me of my burden, but oould realize
no benefrt from any thing I could do.
My miod was fastened on lhe subject of
death and the grave. Death 'seemed like
a monster to me, and the grave like a
.tlreary place, fðr if I musi die, it seemed

that certainly he.!l must be my doom.

Still I cried, Lord, what shall I do to be

saved? I am not able to describe all my
trials; but after tloing all I could do, I
was compelled to fall to the grouncl, ancl

to give up my case, as one lvitb.out hope,

ancl without God in the worìd. I had
toiled day andnight for amontb, when, on

going to bed one night, pressecl down un-
cler much trouble, so that I did not expect
to see the light of another clay, I was

awakecl from a cloze of troubled sleep at
about midnight, ancl my sins seemecl to be

as large as mountains, and death was

ready to seize upon me, and the gloomy
grave to close upon me, I knew not what
to dq. Íthought I would get up and try
to pray once more; but f was afraid to
get up, and, in my extremity it occurred
to me that God was as able to forþive my
sins while I was on my bed, as onywhere
else.. That moment mY load of ¡iu and
clistress was gone, antl I fell asleQp, as in
the arms of Jesus; ancl when the morning
came, I arose with a song in mY mouth.
Then I felt like telling every body what
Savior I hacl found, fdr he was truly to
me, the chietest among teû thousancl, and
altogether lovely. I loved evely body'
antl thought every thing was praising
God. A.ntl I felt desirous to tell ot his

eternal power ancl wisdom' Ä.ll my sins

were gone, antl I seemeal to be as light as

a feather, and the very scriptures which
hacl conclemnecl me before, were Bow full
of glorious promises to me. MY mind
was then led to think of the OId School
Baptists. My father had been a'member
of the chorch for many years; and I had
heard them talk. Our regular meeting
caTe on in June, ancl I attendetl the
meeting, ancl it seemetl to me that f
wantecl to be with them, and to be bap'
tized; but still I kept silent' But wheí

the meeting in July came oD, after the
pleaching, a door was opeu for the re-
ception of members; but I felt so little,
that I never could join the church. But
I was constrainecl to relate my littie ex'
perience, and was receivetl and bapiized
on Suntlay by Elcl. Castlebury, and that
was a glorious day to me.

But fhis is not all. I hatl not-tolü it
all yet. The glorious plan of redemption
was so beautiful to me,-ny minil was

drawn to the bible, and every word seem'
ed to shine like goiil, and f felt that I had
to tell of the glory which I saw. This
began to trouble me; but sfi[ f hatl a
clesire to.read, ancl the sciptures became
my constant study. I woultl tlream of
preaching when I wa,s asleep, and that
also troublecl me; I am at loss for lan-
guage to express my mind. So I went
on, having many cloubts and fears. But
after I had been connected with the flock
eighü . months, the brethren aud sisters
said they would liberate me to exercise
my gift in any way that might be profita-
ble. I feared that they were laying on
me something that f was not able to bear.
To face thegainsaying world, Iras a great
undertakÍng for me.

But I have written more than I ex-
pected. You will dispose of'what I have
written as it may seem bêst to you. I
am the least of all: 'but when f can give
one vord of comfort to the saints, it is a
comfort to ¡ne. If I live till the third
Sunday in July, it will be two years that
f have been trying io follow the flock,
through many trials; but am still press-
ing on. May we all press on our way a
few more clays or years, ánd úhen we shall
receive that inheritanc-e of glorj'which is
incorruptible, undefrled, antl which can
not facle away. My present age is nine-
teen years, on the tenth day of August
next.

I
could not bear the thought of leaving my
dear little boys in this colcl, wicked world.
During the illness, a, tnost happy, and it
seemed heavenly, feeling .came sndclenly
upon me, in which I was relievecl of all
suffering, bo¡h ir¡ mind ancl body, and it
appeared to me thøt the pages of futurity
were open to me, and I coulcl trace ouü
my future life. I felt sure, and saiil to

those a,round me, that f would not die
t'hen, but would live to an old age, and
also other events, one of wbich, as lar as
we caû see, is about to take place. I felt
then that I wanred all my christian friends
around ne to tell them how sure their
salvaiion was, ancl that they woulcl bave
a triumpbant vîctory over all their ene-
mies. I f'elt that ten thousand wcrlds
was nothing to the treasure which they
possessed, and I wishetl, as I bave often
wisbed before, that f coulcl proeìaim this
truth to the whole world. fndeed I have
more th¿n once, dreamed of preaching to
an immense congregation, and strange to
say, I was not at a loss for words, buü as
I look upon a female preacher as very
disgusting, tr have not the least desire to
reallze such dreams. I am an advocate
for womants rights in her own sphere,
but beyond that she renclers herself very
odious.

'W'e have more clelícacy in attempting
to iepeat orir views on this, thau on other
poriíons of tbe worti, because we are cor.-

scious that some of our mþst highly esteem-

ecl brethren difrer in their untlerstanding
of it; and until it shall please theLord to
give.a clearer light on the subject, an agi
tation noay procluce tliscortl antl darken
counsel by words with out knowledge.
Mcrny of our churches, especially in the

South and South,Westren paris of our
country, understand ancl practíce tbe
washing of each otherts feet as a church or-
dinauce, to be literally performecl at some

of their social meetings. Wbile other
churches, understancl the subject as have'

'ing a figurtive or emblemaiical significa-
tiou, to be observed in a metaphorical seuse.

But by a mutual understanciing those
churches agree to bear with eaeìr other,
and do uo¡ nlake. this difference of their
unCerstanding of ihis,subjeet a bar of fel-
lowship or communion. Súiil: the advo
€ates of both views appear to be somewhat
sensitive on the subject, and so much so,
that an argument on the one side seldom
fails to elicit a rôply from the other. We
have thought, under existing circumstan-
,"ces that it ¡sere better for us, either to.let
:matter rest, until the Lord shall give us
clearer light on the subject, or if impreSs'
ætl to discuss the subþct, lei the tliscusion

. S'I
be so condnctecl as to avoid saying
or writing any thing that can béconstrued
to the disparagement of each others sin-
cerity or ìaudible motives.

The argument ofbrethren who practice
washing each other's feet literally is that
the words of our Lorcl fo his disciples ln
our text and its connection seem clear,
pointed ancl empharic. " Ye also ougbt
to wash one anotherts feet. For I have
given you an exampìe, tha,t ye should ilo
as I bave done to you." This seems at
IeaSt to them. to be a sufficient authority
to practice leterally accorcling to the exam-
pìe; aud they caunot see how their breth-
ren whom they love aud fellowship can
view it in any other ligbt.

On the other i:a,nd, it is arguecl that the
performanee, bad a, my;tical or fgur.ative
significance ¡vhich Jesus himself told tbe
apostles that they did not at th¿t time
understand, which sìrould after'wards be
made knon'n unto them. The apostles
most certainly kuew what, he had donè
literaily, for the custom of washing feet
as an act of bospitality, kindness and hu-
mility had prevailecl for ages, both among
Jews and Gentiles. 'What was it then
that they did noi at thattlme comprehend
or know, in this example antl precept which,
he had so positively enjoined on the apos--
tles: for they were all apostles whoes feet
Jesus had washecl ? Can any of the
brethren discover any thing in the literal
observance of washing feet, whieh the
apostles at that time coultl . not under-
staud? 'Why coulcl they not understand.
the literal performance as well if nct bet-
ter than we can? But we must not dis-
pute that there was something in antl
about this example and precepü wbich
even the apostles did not then untler-
stand, for to doubü tbis would be to
doubt the plain worcls of Christ. 'What

they did know, was what was literally
performed, that they were accustomed
to, as a comnion praetice alrêady existing
among them; but what they did noù know
was the ûgurative or spiritual application
of the subject. This they shoultl after-
ward know, for it was of the most vital
importance to them, and to the church of
God, that they should know, ancl fully
comprehend, bebause they were very soon
to receive from him the conmission to
" Go teacb, all nations, baptizing them,"
&c. Teaching them to observe all things
whatsoever I have commanded you; and

io, I pm with you always, eYen unto the
e¡d of the world.-Mat. xxviii. 19, 20.
The instructions given in our text, were
certainly among the thipgs which the
apostles were commissioned to teach the
baptizetl believers to observe. Àntl to
teach them to observe them, was noù
merely to teach tbem that they were re-
quired, but how, or in what way they
were to be observed or obeyed. There
fore, although tbey did not aù that time
understand them, when they sloultl be
enclowed with power from on high, when
baptized with the Holy Ghost ancl ûre,
when they shoulcl sit rlpon twelve thrones
judgiug the twelve tribes of fsrael, then
tbe Hoþ Comforter, even the Spirit of
truth, shoukl bring all these things what-
soever Christ had commandetl them to
their. remembranòe, ancl qualify them to
teach all the spiritual. tribes how lo ob-
serve them. So it was certaiu they
should know the'troe meaning of the
example and precept iu our text in gootl

time to teach it to the Gentile churches,
ancl how to observe it. The importance
or" this lesson to the apostles, ancl through
them to the clurcheq, or baptizecl believ-
ers, may be inferrecl by Christts worcls to
Peteri " ff f wash thee not, thou hast no
part with me." Can it be possible that
the literal washing of Peter's feet in
water, was what securecl to him an inter-
est in Jesus? Or, does not this expression
clearly imply a washing, of which this lit-
eral washing was but a figure? .Àll who
have a part with Jesus are saitl to be
washecl by him in his own blood, from all
iniquity; tbat he bathwashed and cleans-
ed them to himself as a peculiar people;
that he hath savetl them by the washing
of regeneration, and renewing of the
Holy Ghost. In this cleansing all who
are washed by him, are cleansecl every
whit. If this is fairly implietl, then that
¡vhich the apostles were afterwercls 'to
know and teach, hacl a cleeper antl more
important signification than the mere
washing of each other's feet literally in
water.

Asitle, however, from all speculation ot
conjectuie as to what was designecl to be
signified by the washing of the apostle's
feet, it must be concetled'that thc true
impórt was finally perfectly understood by
the apostles, aud as they were expressly
commanded to teach the baptized nations
to observe øll things whøtsoeoer Chrisl
had sommanaled them, we nust either
conclude thai tbey have taughû the trn¡
and proper import of washing feet, or
that they have proverl disobedient to
their high vocation. To admit that thcy
have withheld any instruction which they
were commissionecl to give, wonld öe to
question their infallibility as inspirecl
apostles, a,nd, therefore, shake our con-
fidence in them Ín the instructions whiqh
they have given. Though as men they
îyere but men, and compassed abcuù wiúh
alt the infirmities common to the saiuts:
yet, as apôstles, they were inspirecl by the
Holy Ghost, so that what they bouncl on
earth is bourid in heayen, and wùat they
loosed on earth is loosetl in heaven. As
princes, they rule in judgment, and their
clecisiqns on all subiects are final and con-
clusive,. binding on all saints on earth
what God has ratifl'ecl in heaven, and
loosing the saints from all obligatious, re-
ligiously, that are not embraced in their
instructions to the churcbes of the saints.
If thisj conclusion be incorrect, what safety
is there in relying on their decisions anal
instructions, as to the ordinances and. or-
cler of the church of God? Antl if we
regartl the iospired apostles as the infalli-
ble exponents of all tbe laws ancl institu-
tions of Christ which are binding on the
saints; tben we enquire how háve they
enjoined on us the obligation to wash one
anotherts I'eet? Have they anywhere in
the " Acts of the Äpostles,t' or in their
Epistles to the Churches, by precept or
by example, enjoined the literal washiag
of each other¡s feet? No instance of the
kintl is founC in their practice among
themselveS, nor in the instroctions to the
saints. Shall we then co¡clude that they
have disobeyed their commission?-that
there is anything which Christ command-

ed them which they have f¿iled to teacb
us to observe? Nooe, we trust, will take
that position. Better then for us to con-
dude that they have taught us to observe
this iustruction of our Lorcl as they uu

derstood it when its true import was
made plain to them.

We have seen that Christ in washing
his disciples, h¡s matle them clean every
whit, is there any sense in which the
apostles have taught the saints to imitate
the work of the Recleemer.in what he has
clone to cleanse and purify them? 'We

certainly are not taught that lve c¿n ex-
piate sin, or that our works, or eyen our
bloorl could purge the conscience of men
from deacl works to,serve the living Goti;
but we are frequently admonished to imi-
tate the example of our Lorcl in watching
over each other-in exhorting-admon-
ishing, and praying for one another-not
to suffer the defilement of disorder, of dis-
obedience, or trausgression of any of the
rlaws of Christ, as interpreted and ex-
poundetl by his apostles to rest upon one
another. The unparalleled love which
Cbrist hds manifestetl for his people in
putting away their sins by the sacr!fice
of himself, has been clearly pointecl out as

an example to be copietl by all the saints.
To love one anothet eyen as Christ has
lovecl us ancl given himself for us. To
forgive ône another, even âs God, Ïor
Chrisùts sake, has forgiven us. Ilusbancls
love your wive$, even as Christ also loved
the church, and gave himself for iú, that
he mrghú sanctify and cleanse it with tke
wøshing of water, by the word; tha't he
might present it to himself a glorious
church, not havinç spot or wrinkle,. or
any such thing, but that it shoultl be holy
and without blemish.

This washing of water, by the word, is
not water literally, but by the wortl. A
close anrl circumspect atlheranse üo the
worcl, both in regartl to each of us indi-
vidually, ancl to our brethreu relativeþ,
is cleansing in its nature, as water literal-
Iy is cleanåing as ar element to natural
ühings. Peter says, " Seeing ye haye
puriûed your souls in obeying the truth,
through the Spirit, unto unfeigned love of
the brethren, see that ye love one another
with a pure heart fervently." The worcl
is truth, ancl obedience to the truth puri-
fies the souls, from error. as water.cleans-
eth things whieh are washed in it. Hence
it is called the washing of water by the
word. The feet are 'those members of
the borly by which we walk, and which
in walking come continually in contact
with the earth, and are, therefore, most
exposed to defilement. So in our spirit-
ual travel, the saints are in conflict with
the deûlement of the êarth, the world,
&c.; and the care which Christ did so

fully manifest for the purity of his alisci-
ples, should be imitated by all his.chilcl-
ren, one to aüother. Now if the apostles
were made to understancl the lesson iu
our text to signify that the saints were
'to watch over one another in love, to
bear each otherts burtlens, to exhort anrl
admouish each other in love, to endeavor
to reclaim an erring brother or sister in
the spirit of meekness and humility, each
consideriog himself, that he is also liable
to become defiled, by instrocting one
another, teaching each other the way of
the Lorcl more perfectly, each esteem.
ing others better than himself, in sacrifi-
cing o¡r own personal comfort or accom-
moclation for the beneflt of the saints,
with a readiness to lay tlown even our
lives, if neecl be, for the promotion of the
purity and comfort of the saints, then
lhey have not failed to teach us by their

The seconcl
beast which John saw, if possible, was a
great deal better looking: Why, he hatl
two horns like a lamb, which deuotes
power, but he spake as a dragon. He
performed miracles, matle fire come dowiì
from heaven in the sight of men. In
reality it is only by experience rhat the
yoûog christian learns the clifference
between chastisemeirts for clisobetlience,
and persecution for rigbteousuess. If
ye will nive godly in Christ Jesus, ye
,shall sufer persecution. Every one
having the faith of God's. elect iü is
.sccoanted to them for righteousness.
Abel, by faith, offeretl a sacrifice
acceptable to Goil, which pointed to

Ever realizing in yourselves that yol are
nothing but earthen vessels. God is
pieased to commit this treasure to earthen
vesseìs.

Trn passage ioJJl*iuh reads thus:

3'Cnrsetl be he thàf tloeth the work of the Lortl
deceitfully_: end oursed be he that keepeth back
his swor¿l f¡om blood.tt

'We proposo to offer such views as we
have-first, on this text, and then we will
notice the text in Matthew vii. 6.

Jeremiah was the messenger of the
Lorcl, sent with many fearful pretlictions
of ¡vrath upon the c¿rnal a,nd idola.trous
Isirr,elites, and. also upon the nations
¿round abont them. fn the connection
of our text, he clelivers a message from
the Lord against Moab, because Moab
had trusted in his works, treasures, &c.
tr s the Moabites were always adversaries
to Israel,.so those of subsequent o,ges,
who, like Moab, trust in tbeir owo works,
tre&sures, means, ancl instruments, are the
adversaries of the spilitual tribes of our
Lord, who contencl that salvation is of
the Lord alcne.

These curses deuouncecì, iu our text,
against those who do the work of the
Lorcl tleceitfully, and him that kegpeth
back his sword from blood, seems toiave
a specia,l reference to the execuüion of the
judgments of the Lord against Moab.'We have an illustration in the aecounù
recorcletl of Balak, king of Moab, when
he sent for Balaam to come and curse
Israel for him, hoping that tbereby he
and his forces might be able to clrive the
fsraelites out of the lantl. $alaam lovetl
the wages of unrighteousness, and being
allured by the princely gifts which Balak
proposed to bestow, and the great honors
to which he was to exalt him, although
solemnly pledged to utter'only the worcls
of the Lord, clid, nevertheless, consult
deceitfully with Balak to ensnare the
fsraelites, by laying a stumbling block
to c¿use them to sin. IIe did thè work
of the Lord deceitfully: for, while acting
as a prophct of the Lorcl, and chargetl by
the angel of the Lord, (see Numbers,
xxY., xxvi., &c.,) he consulted wiùh
Balak to lay a stumbling btock to cause
Israel to sin. Balaamts love for the
wages of uirighteousness undoubtedly
inducecl him to do the s'ork of the Lortl
deceitfully.

Jeremiah may have utterecl the worcls
of our text iu justiûcation of his own
f¿ithlulness in cleclaring the word of the
Lord, and iu showing the fearful responsi-
bility resting oo him, and on all who are
c¿lied to proclaim the judgments of the
T,oril to Zion, ar wh¿t Gocl hath spokeu
of impending wralh which shall consume
the aclversaries of' his cause anil people.

Israel, we have figuratively piesented the
conflict which is noiv raging between
antiChrist and the spiritual fsraelites.
fn the type the'warfare was carnal, but
in the christian warfãre no carnal weapons
are allowecl to be usecl, Moatr, as we
have shown, as well as all the other tribes
ancl nations which were hostile to Israel,
were flgurative of the various organizecl
pcwers of eartìr ancl. bell, agaiusú which
the great Captain of our salvation leads
forth tbe soldiers of the cross. Those
who in the type were, like Saul, and
Davicl, to use carnal weapons, and forbid-
den to keep back their swords from blood,
where Goc[ commanded. them to shed
blood, were, as we unclerstand the types,
to teach us, thut ih our spiritual confl.lcts
we are to màke no compromise with
errors, no treaty with the man of sin, to
give neither aid nor comfo-rt to tho$e who
are ho'stile to the spirit or goverûment of
the King of Zion. It certainly can not
be coustrr¡ed, to mean that as men in the
flesh we are to.indulge in hatred, wrath
or venge¿ince against them, or to in the
least injure them ìn theif persons, pfoperty
or reputatiou, for that would conflict with
the lesson taught in the pieceding part of
our text. For we w¿i not against tesh
anil blood, but against principalities and
powers, ancl against the rulers of the
darhness of this world. Christ has said,
" My kingdom is not of this world: if my

sed in fsrael were separaied ancl put away
from t'he congregation of the Lord; so

those who will sym¡rat'nizewith the etemy,
or counterance their errors, is guilty of
keeping back their sword f'rom blood, in
the spiritual applicationof tlrr: text. Saul
was not the only fsraelite who kept back
his. sword from blood., in sparing Ägag,
ancl the sheep atd oxen, wìrich the Lord
comauded him to destroy with his sword.
ì{or are wepermitted to believe the cases
are few nor far between in christian pro-
fession wherein faithiess soldiers are inter-
mingled with.those whi "'are eailed and
chosen and f¿ithfui.t S¿ul v¿as a c*nà7
man, his sword w:as a.carnal weapon, an
instrnment for iaflicting injury and death.
The true soldier of Jesus is spiriiuai, anil
and his sword,. is the sworcl of the spirir,
which is the word of God; it is nor an
instrument of uuelby, in au liberai point
of vigw; but it is nevertheless quick and
powerful, and sha,rper than any two-edged
sword, peircing even to bhe dividing as-

sunder of soul and spirit, and of thejoints
and marrow, ancl is a discerner of the
thoughts ancl intents of the heart.
Wbat theu requirecl the carnol Israelite
to utíerly destroy their adversaries with
the edge of the sword, nust sigoify that
lhdspiritual fsraelite is to demolish every
stlong hoìd of the enemies of the truth, by
the sworcl of the Spirit, which is the woril
of God. trVith this spirituai weapon no
personal injury can be inflicted. upon our
fellow men, while we smiio offensively and
defensively all who d.are oppoße the truth
of Gocl, and utterly cut ofi fronr our bou-
munion and fellowship all who fail to pro-
nounce the gospel Shibboletb.

Perhaps in all ages of the christian dis-
pensation there have been sorue counectecl
with the church who have kept back tileir
sword from blood, in fbe sense of our text,
by induiging in a f¿ise sympathy fbr err-or
itself, or for those who liold anrl plead fbr
error, aud they nct only keep back their
sword, if tbey ever had the sworcl of the
Spirit, but also do all in their power to
tleter' the more v¿iiant soldiers of the
cross from dashing Babylon's iittle ones
against the stones.. But tlrey are ac-
cursed. That is, they are denouncecl in
their cowardly anil treasonable course, by
the clecl¿rations of the word of truth.

called upon, through the papgr, by a sister
in Yirginia, for my views of a passage of
scripture. f would comply with pleasure,
and will clo so ere long, if I can flncl an
oppcrtunity. ffbrother IVilliam can hold
out until there is a suspeusion of the pres-,
ent state of excitement ancl pecuniary em-
barrassment, f may be able t'o aid him
materially, at least f wi[ make the effort.

My'mind has,been mubh exercised of late

to be wrong. Thus I continuecl for some
time. Á,ü length it pleased the Lord to
show me wbat f was by nature, and thaË
without his saving grace I must be
banished forever from his peaceful pres.
ence. One night, my mother was at
pra,yer, as she often called us around
her and prayecl with us, while she was
praying it seemecl to me that I was the
greatest sinner that ever lived-f had
been fighting against God all ny liie
time. I felt such a loatl of guilt resting
upon my poor soul, that I thought I must
sink clown in. everlasting torment. I
úhought the Lorcl was about to sencl me
to hell, and tìrat it was no more than I
deseryed. f retired to my bed, but not
to sleep; for I felt such a weight of guilt
on my heart that f eould not sleep.

made glad at the receipt of your letter,
and ought to have answered it: sooner.
Bui if you knew the state of turmoil and
excitemen'r in wbich I am constantly kept,
I know you woulil excuse me. And evea
now tr can promise you only a few hastily
writcen lines.

Ever since the great battle of the 21só,
my house has been crowded witb wounclecl
and sick soìdiers, together with their friends
and attentlants. It has worrieci myself and
wife no little to waib upon them, ancl flud
somerhing for them to eat. When I rid,e
arouucl âroong my neighbors, and witness
the evidence of the tlestrucüion of their
property, I feel that I have been signally
blessed antl preserved. AII around in th
vicinity of the camp, farms have been laid
waste, houses possessed, and crops destroy-
oJ; but wíth the exceptiolì of one grass
plot, for which I was peid, I have not
been materially'injured. f havetried atl
through to do noy duty, ancl leave myself,
and all I have, in the hands of God. I
have not yet failed to attend all my
appointments, and have sometimes, -I think,
realized the presence of the Lord. fn
arldition to this, I have, on several oc-
casions, preachecl úo regiments and com-
panies of soltliers. In doing so, I have
never failetl to tell them that they ought

But I am told
that a certain Rev" Captain always pre-
faces tlle word " frret) 'fuith a prayer for
the Lord to have mercy upon their souls,
while he aud his r¡en kill tbeir bodies.
f have found the sisters, as a general

to write my experience, and the
night as f was praying the Lord. to

me, in the ,path of duty, in a.way that, I
coulcl not be mistoken, I retir.ed to bec[,
being greatly exercised on the subject, ancl
dreametl that X was at a meeting where a
number of people were telling their experi-
ence, and they all seemed. to be very
happy. I thought if I coukl talk as.they
did, and feel as they felt, tr should. be
happy too; but I sat in a corner, and did
not attempt to say anything, and some one
called me by name, and. said, Teil the
brethren ancl sisters your exercises, and it
will relieve your drooping spiriis.. f arose
to do so, and as soón as I arose, I felt so
bappy that f awoke. I tben thought I
woultl write my experience, ancl sencl it to
you for publication, for it se.emetl to be my
duty to do so. -f was.born of pious
parents, who tried to 'oring up .their
children in the, fear of the Lorcl. My
father dieil when I was quite young, and
his deatb made a deep ,impression ôn my
mintl. He died very happy in the Lord,
praising God while he,had breath. Ile
expressed a hope that his children míght
meet him in heaven.. Ile said he was not
afr¿id to die, he was going to heaven. A
Iittle before he died, he fell asleep, anil.
when he awoke, he said lre thought he.
saw his nother in paradise,.and conversed
with her; and he felt an assurance that he
sbould soop be with her in reality. He
said be hacl only to iross Jordan, and
he then fell asleep in' Jesus. My
mother was now left with two chilclren,
of which I was the eldest. She used to
call us arouncl her, and pray for us, that
we might be prepared to meet our father
in heaien. This, of course, made an im:
pression on my mind, and made me think
a great deal about the s¿lvation of my
sout; but I did not know how f could go
to work to save myself, nor did I know
how to pray, ancl when I triecl, it diil noü
seem to dq any good. f continuecl in this
conditition for several months, sometimes
greatly alarmecl at my sitoation, and
sometimes thinking I was too young to
leave my worldly plgasures, and thaú f
might live unüii I became oltl, and then
serve the Lord; so f obeyed the serpent,s
voice, and seemed with all my power to
do his will. Sometimes I fuoultl go ùo
meeting and hear the Methodists preach,
and then I woulcl think I would get
religion, anci become a goocl ct:ristian;
but the more I triecl the worse I got. I
could not pray nor do anything thlt was
right. Every thing f triecl to dqseemeci
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¡¡nbelievers. The whole creation seemecl

tå be'praising God, and .tbat all my
troubles were gone, ancl I shoulcl never
have any more to eÐco¡¡nter. But soon,
alas! the tempter returned, dnil I bavê
hatl many doubts ancl fears. The enemy
te4s roe it is all delusíon,-ttr¿t I am tle-
ceived, antl trying to cleceiie others. Ät
this time l hacl never heartl but very little
preachiug, except that of'nhe Metbodisls,
and I did'not know how toget along with
their doctrine. They professed to be able
to get religion, and to loose it, and tben
get it agaiu, just as it suited them. This
dirl not agree with my experience; for
wh¿t i had experienced, I kue'w was
sorr,ething beyonil the power or art
ma,ìì. fVhen I was in my ciistress, I
knc.w it was not iu rhe power of any poor
fra'l man to do me any good. Nothing
short of Cbrist's redeeming blood whieh
eleauseth from all guilt can do a sinner
any good when he sees ancl feels that he is
a lost anil ruilecl sinner. And such has
been the language of my soul from that
d,ay to the ptesent time. The company
of christians is the only society I can
enjoy. The moments spent with tbem
are sweet moments t,p me, while in this
gloomy wilddrness of sin and wo. But
the ihought sometime arises, that it is
only in my time state that I shall enjoy
their society, that I am.deceived, that
the religion of Jesus Christ is something
about which I have only thought a great
deal, while I am wholly destitute of it.
O! my wicked thoughts are manyt I
sm almost continually doing that wbich I
woulci not, and, ìeaving undone that which
I ought to do; so tbat in mental agony, I
am made to cry, O! wretchecl one, thatl
an! Can it be that euch an one can be
a christian? My only hope is in tbe
merit of aî risen Savior. Yet I some

times feel an assurance that when my
soul shall be separated fromlthis body of
sin ancl death, ali my troubles will be
over; and when tbus assured, I can wel-
come lifets trials, knowing that there is a
" must needs be," for them all, antl that
all things worketh together for good to
them that love God, to them who are the
eaìled according to his purpose. But I
ilo rejoice that this world is not always
to be my home. I seek a City which
hath foundation, whose maker and builder
is God. Jesus has told us that he will
prepare a pìace for us, ancl because he
Liveth" we shall live also. If it were not
,for niy little hope which I receivecl away
back yoncler, I should be a miSerable
creature. Small as it sometimes seems to
.be, I would not exchangs it for worldË of
earthly treasures.

Brother Stipp has it: " CLrrist ancl the
Holy Ghost, and the Two W'ilnesses,
who prophesy or bear witness through the
minístry of the word.tr No't, tbere have
been three positions taken, and ihese three
upon examination will not be fouutl
materially to difrer. One of these posi-
tions is, that the biile is the witnesses.
'Well, is not the bible made up of the
same kintl of testimony? "The tcstimony
of Jesus is the spirit of prophesy.tt " Iloly
men of old spake as they were mored þy
the Holy Ghost." Rev. xix. 10; 2 Peter
i. 2f. I presume thaú all those who be-
lieve that the Lorclts people, bearing wit-
ness through the public 'ministry of the
wcrd, are the witnesses intencled: believe
àlso with brother. Stipp, that Christ and
the Iloly Ghost bear witness througlt
them. I am pleasecl with the kiud and
brotberly spirit of brother Stipp's letters,
and I have admiretl his bold and firm
stand iu behalf of the truth in that far
distant region. I think his situation is
quite isolated antl lonely, as compared

many of our brethren in the more
Eastern and Southern States. I hope
there are some in that far distant land io
appreciate ancl reward his laborr. Brother
Stipp quotes from my former letter where
I expressecl the opinion that Christ himse]f
disavowecl the character of ø wìitness of
himself. The passage upon which I
fouuded the opinion, I did not examine
at the time, but it may be found in John
v. 31, " If tr bear witness of myself, m¡
witness is not true.tt I do not understand
by this thaü his witness is untrue, in the
sense of falsehsoil or error, bú in a legal

SLAUGHTER OF THE TWO
WITNESSES. .

Tsr minals of many of our brethren
have been letl, of late, to discuss the
subject .of the Lord's two witnesses, and
the prophecy concerning them, containecl
in the eleventh chapter of Revelation,
compared with Zechariah iv. 2-14. The
attention of our readers was called to this
subjectabout thirty years ago,by brother
Trotù, who, at that time, expressetl hls
convictions that the Two Witnesses .were
the gospel nainistry; not that their number
was literally retlucecl to only two, but from
the legal'provision in the eeremonial law,
making two the smalleSù number atlmissible
to establish any testimony; thus showing

tbat the ministers of the gospel during the
ftrrty and two months, or one thousancl,
three score tlays of thqir prophesying in
sackcloth, should be reduced to the very
smallest nunbsr requisite for maintaining
the truth, in the face of great popular
opposition, and uncler the most cliscourag-
ing circumstances, âs incìicated by their
clothing. fn those early papers, brother
Troit arrivecl at the conclusion th¡ü the
forty and two months most prol¡ably
commenced at or about the year 606, and,
atlding to'tbai þeriod twelvé huudred antl
sixty days, taking these days of prophetic
time, to me&n &s. rnany yeers, eccxaling
to our common computation, wonlcl exteutl
to about the year 1866, when these two
witnesses shoukl ûnish their testimony,
and rshen the Beast that ascendeth out
of the bottomless pit, shall make war
against them, and kill them, autl their -
clead. bodies shall lie in the street of the
gieat city, which spiritually is calletl
Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lortl
was crucifrecl. And tbey of the people,
antl kinilreds, and tongues, and. nations,
shall see their dead bodies three days and
an half, ancl shall not suffer their dead
bodies to be buried in graves, &c.

To us it seems quite remarkable tbat
that distinguished. servant of God, hatl, at
tlre very moment when the struggle was
going on in the church of God, which
resultecl in a separation between the l{ew
School, or Mission Baptists, antl the Oltl
School, or strictly apostolic Baptists, in
which the former took position with the
whole sisterhotld of the harlot daughters
of Mystery, Babylon the Great, in support
of all the novel and worldly religious
inventions of the day, and in discardiog
the bible as r,he only infallible st¿ndard of
truth and righteóusness; antl the latter,
withdrawing her fellowship from those
who theu went out from us, and took he¡
bold positiou on apostolic grouncl, repudi-
ating a,ll religious creeds ancl maxims,
doctrines, and orclinances, institutions and
cornbinations, for rçhich ghe coulcl ûnd no
warrant in the ì(éw Testaments; to us,
we sey, it is not a litùle remarkable úhat
our enlightenecl brother, Trott, was at so
early a clay, enabled to sound the alarm
in Zion, ancl so clearly point out what he
understoocl to be predictetl for the half
century which was theu to ensue. The
developments of the Protestant Beast
which had risen out of the earth, com-
mantling the making of an iuroge of the
papal monster which had risen out of
tlie sea:the rapicl advance of the image
to its completion, and its investment' of
poirer, to speak, and command all men to
worship the $east, toproscribe, persecutq
and ultimately put to death all who shoulcl
not worship the Ímage of the Beast.

'We haye watched for the last thirty
years the progress of this møn of sin,
this son of perdition, and now witness,
at the very time indicated, lhe fearful
reality of whaü was foreshadowecl in the
faithful admonitious of our beloveil brother

-but the end is not yet.
As the time tlraws ne¿ìr, many of our

most clesòerning brethreu, antl epong
them, brethren Stipp, Owen, Rittenhouse,
and others, are.drawn oub upon the same
subject. And, although at the ûrst view
tbere seems much cliscrepency in their ex-
positions of theTwo'Witúesses: there is a
remarkable unison in ùheir uuderstandiug
of the time signifled for the slaughter o1

È
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aDd against fanaticism, aud will-worship. encl truth, thg chu1.çh l¡as eqcounte¡ed thaù is spiritual iliscerneththem. Ilence,
fn regard to the doctrine of salvation by
grace, the bible is no longer regarded as

a witness, eithtir in Soclom or Egypt. As
a witness, it is dead, but the body is
prostr€ite iu the street. Nor is its te*ti-
mony aclmitted iu regard to any of the
ordinances or institutions that character-
ized the church of Goil iu the apostolic
age. The divine goverument of, God, ¿s

testiûed in the scriptuies, iu regarcl to the
relatious of servents anti masters, parents
and cbildren, citizens ard magistr.rtes, is
superceded in the public streets, by what
is familiarly c¿lled a higher lnw. Those
who profess to be the divirrely authorizetl
exponents of the sacred volume, insteacl of
proclaiuriug " Pesc¿ on earth,t'are making

the most determined and bitter oppopition t-ho people of God, who spiritual, can

the witnesses, and of the powers by whom
the slaughter shall be.accomplished. fn
closeþ comparing the views expressed by
our bretbren, there does not seem to ug to
be so much want of harmony as we at ûrst
supposed. The presenb views of brother
Trott, expressecl in a late letter, are, that
the Scriptures; and the Church, tlrrough
the ministry, a¡e the Two IVituesses: .the
one âs the Olive Tree, supplyirrg the
golden oil, through Christ, as tbe golden
bowl, conveyed by the goldeu pipes; the
gifts of the Spirit, to supply ihe lamps,
which burning with holy fire make tbe
light which is reflected by the candlestick,
(ti:e churcb,) send forth its ratliance.
(TV'e do not give brother Trott's words,
as his letter is not ¿t hantl, but accorclilg
to our recollection.) Oue brother thinks
the Holy Ghost, aucl our Lord Jesus
Cbrist are the two witnesses inteutled;
and others again are equally co¡ûdent
that the Two Covenants, the Old and
l{ew Testaments ate meånt. There is
not so much difference in these explana-
üions as some ma,y apprehcnd, after all.
Suppose we take the views of 'broiber

Siipp, that Christ and. the Holy Ghost
are the two witnesses: The Iloly Ghoat
is the spirit and, life of ali the scriptures:
and if the suiptures could be separated
from that spirit, the mere body of the
scriptures, deprived of all its real vitality,
would be to us only a dead body, a mere
form of words, withou[ power or life.
The Cburch is the body of Christ: Ile
is her life antl immortality: To strip the
Church, as a witness, of her identity with
Christ as her spiritnal vitalíty, she woulcl
be as dead, in regarcl to spiritual things,
as our natur¿l body would be if ail the
natural lifê were taken from it. Ä living
body is a body having life in it; take ti¡at
away, and, it is only a dead bocly. Tnis
is certainly true in regarcl to the scrip
tures, and also the church.

But, can the life of the scriptures, or
that of tbe church, be thus separated?
fn one sense they c¿n not: in anoiher, we
think they can. fn the street of the city
l.few Je¡uealem, where the pure river of
wa,tel of life, clear a'e crystal, flows from
the throne of God and the Lamb, neither
of these bodies can die, for there shall be
no cleath there. But, in the street of lhe
great city, which is spiritually called
Sodom ancl Egypt, where also our Lorcl
was crucifrecl, there is death. Solomon
says, " Iler hoqse is the way to hell,
leading clown to the chambers of cleath."
Proverbs viü. Remember, these two
witnesses are not to lie tlead in Zion, but
in Sodom anil Egypt, and how? 'Whrie

the rulers of the darkness of this world
aìtogether ignore the testimony of the

' bible, and set up thoir own wisdom, works
and wills, as ø higher løu, they srill pre
tend to venerate the Book, and will not
suffer it to be'puü in tbe grave. They
are busily eng'aged in multiplying copies
of it, sÐcl lre floodingthe land with bibles.
But mark, i¡ is the bible as a dead body,
not äs a book of inspired testimony, not as

God's witness, that they venerate it: They
rejoice over it as a dead body, while they
oppose with aìl their might its,testimony.
Ilaving now succeeded in gaining a con-
troling influence over the popular mind,
they rejoice and send gifts one to another,
because ühis wiüness ruhich has in former'
times tormeilted them, is dead, as a wit-
ness iû suppoiü of.truÉlì and righteousness,

alone understand the word of God. .Á.nd,

ness for Gotl a¡rd truth, her yaice is
longer hearcl, not admitted, eithor
Soclom or Egypt. The. place where
Lorcl was crucifiecl, is the place assigned
in plophecy for her to be slain., The
gross and unnatural wickeclness of S.gdom,
the clarkness ancl botrclage of Egypt, were
ûgurative of the influences b¡ought to bear
in effecting the çrucifrxion of our Irorcl.
The Scribes, Pharisees, ancl Priesthoocl,
and the pervertecl civil authorities of
Juclea antl Rome, were blended in the
accomplishment of the lragetly of C*lva-
ry. Àutl the same, or similar influencee,
must be develgped in silencing the wit.
uesses of the Lord. Our modern Scribes,
Pbarisees, Priests, and Clergy, are now
tl¡e rulers of the d¿rkness of this worlil,
and haviug gained a commaudiug ascend-
eney oyer Sodom and Egypt, have they
not efectually sl¿in the church of God as
a witness, so fer as Sodom and Egypt are
concernecl? Yet the church is not exter-
minated, nor put in a grave. She is still
visible tp her enemies, as a prostrate an-
tagonist. While over her, and over the
dead body of the scriptures, they who
dwell on the earth, (no's on the soa of
glass,) rejoicd, make mêrry, anct sencl
gifts one to another.

Our obiect in this article is not to offer
any new light on the subject of the Two
Witnesses, as we do not feel competent to
do so, but rather to show that the views
of our brethren, which have been publish-
ed in our columns for thirty years past,
are not as tliscgrct¿nt es Eome bave appre-

But whether our views on this import-
ont subject, aod those of our brethren, are
cotrect, or not, it is beyond all reasouable

human gore: and their pulpits are made
to ring with the loudest blasphemios tb*t
ever fell on hum'¡n ears. Death is the
separation of the vitai spirir fronr the
body which hacl been animated by it.
Allowing then that the Spirit of Gocl, or
ühe Holy Ghost, is thè spirit of inspiration,
antl that God spake to the patriarchs by
the prophets, and holy men who spake as
they were moved by the Holy Ghost, the
re1'ectiou of the testiürony of the bible, in
its spirit, as the testimony of Gocl, while
the Book itself is retained in irs letter, is
to separate ihe life from the bocly, and in
its absence from that spirir it is d.ead.

But we see also the church of God
slain as a witness. ft is true the church
of Christ can never be deprived of her
vitality, in Christ; for her iife is hid with
Cbrist in God. But in her testimony, as
a witneås, through her ministry she is dis-
regarded. Ä few weeks since a commirtee
visited the President of the Enited States, hended. If, in reality, the witnesses are
purporting to'be the representatives of the
clergy of all denominations of christians:
as Euch, they were received, by the chief
magistrare of our nation. Their busineËs
was to persuatle him to aunul the relation-
ship which God had instituteal between
two classes of the human family. But
was there in tLe committee, or in the
convention which they represented, &
single member of úhe cburch of the living
God? l{ot one. -tncl yet they presented
themselves, and were aceepted ôs the re-
presentatives of every christian denomina-
tieu. True, the church of Glod shall and
does dwell alone, and is not reckonetl with
the nations. But the officially recognized,
bod,y of the church is a body without a
particle of spiritual life: a dead body.
But this loathsome c&rcÂss c¿n not be one
of the witnesses intencled: for it has not
been prophecying forty ancl two monthsin
sackcloth: it has not been slain, nor haye
we any hope that the spirit of life from
God will ever animate it with vitaliiy.

The true church of God, the mystical
body of our Lord Jesus Christ, has been
prophesyiug in the time and manner signi-
ûed, ancl her testimony as one of God,e
witnesses, has been, like the leaves of the
tree of life, f'or the healing of the nations.

iîomr a letter, written January 20, 1861,
will give a clear idea of the views he en-
tertainecl respecting natioúal affairs:

The attack upon Fori Sumtêr, and ihe

-A.t last bis
strength gave way, ancl he was taken to
the home of his childhood. flis diseas¿,
the typhoid fever, baffed the'skill of his
pbysicians, and the eare of parents, of
brobhers, sisters, and sympathizing friends,
could only alleviate his pains, not avert
t!¡e fatal resul¡. Even in his delirium, his
county and his men were. the subject of
his anxious thouglits. But a few hours

Death of Captain Charles E. Benedict.

Dreo, at \Marwiek, November 2, 1862,
Oulsr,ss E. BnxsDrcr, eldest son of Wm.
L. ancl Phebe Benedict, a.gecl tweaty-flve
years,iwanting six days. In early life, the
sabject of ttris notice, evinced a love of
study, and thirst for useful knowledge,
unusual for one so young. These were
fosterecl and encouraged, and, when the
Warwick fnstitute was est¿blished, in his
native town, he was among its earliest
pupils. Ilis progress was such, that in
the fall of 1855, at the age of eighleen, he
was appointed Ässistant Teacher, the
duties of whiòh were performecl to the
entire satisfactiou of tìie Principal, and
Board of TrusÈees, for two years. In the
autumn of 1857, he openecl a Select
English ancl Classical Schoo! at La
Tayeite, N, J., which was conducted
with marked successr until the spring of
1858, when, having received the appoint-
ment of Priucipal of the Warwick Insti-
tute, he returned arid entered upon tbe
duties of this responsible station, which
were performecl in such a manner as to
elicit the uuqualifled approbation of the
Board of Trustees, and the patrons of the
School. InJanuary, 1860, he was united
in marriage to Miss Sarah T. Bertholf,
daughter of J¿mes J. Bertholf, Esq., of
Ilamptonburgh, Orange county, N. Y.,
and in the ensuing spring, became the
propdetor of the Putnøm Co;unty Courier,
by purchase fiom James D. Little, Esq.

he entered, his ability as a writer, his

my father, BeN¡rMr¡{ lt'rr,r,t:rr, who depârted thie
llfþ at his ie!¡idence, io Br7an, Àugust6, 1862, aged
seveDty ûse years and ten dÈys. The deceased
was bõ¡n in ionrgomery ooun-ty, lfaryland, Juìy
25,1787. He became a member of the OlclSchool
Baptist churcb, and was baptized by Ðld. Joseph
E. Jones, at the White.Oâk church, in 1829, where
he lived iu brotherly love and fellowship, till the
year 183{, when he, with hie family, removetl to
Richland county, Oro.

Salvation is finished in all its parts: The
law is satisfied: Justice, stern, inflexible
Jqstice can clemancl no more. God is
well pleasetl in the sacriûce and tleath of
his dear $on: for " It pleasecl the Lord
to bruisc him¡ He hath laid on him the
iniqurty of us all. Thaü is, of ail the
elect; from the gates of Eden to the l¿st
yessel of his mercy that belongs to the
elec',ion of grace.

DÈlri Bnornph Bppsn:-I have delay-
ed writing for.some time, in consequence
of its being the time of ou¡ Associations,
and having to a,ttencl some of them, I
trought I would not write irntil after they
had come off, that I might communicate
some of the particulars relating. to our
denominaùion.

The first that f attended was the Little
'Wabash, held in :W¿bash eounty, Illinois,
fifteen miles from Mount Ca¡mel.
