Article I—Name and Object

E:n.z. The name of this organization shall be the Randolph Baptist Assoc-

Article II—Membership

Article IIl—Meetings

The Association shall meet annually on Tuesday and Wednesday follow-

hird Sunday in October.
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Section 2. The annual meeting shall be composed of messengers chosen by the
resgective churches of the Association from their membership. Each church
shall be entitled to three messengers and one additional messenger for each
fifty members, or fraction thereof, above one hundred it has enrolled. All
astors in the Association are messengers in all the Assocliational meetings,
aving but one vote,

Section 3. The Association ln{ hold a Mid-Term Meeting each Spring at such
time and place as may be determined by the Association or its Executive Board.
The purpose of the Mid-Term Meeting shall be that of information and inspiration
without the transaction of business, except that urgent matters of buginess
which cannot well be delayed until a later meeting may be considered and acted
upon.

Section 4. Other meetings of the Association may be held when called by the
Executive Board.

Article IV—Officers

Section 1. The officers of this Assoclation shall be Moderator, Vice-Moder-
ator, and Clerk-Treasurer,

Section 2. These officers shall be elected on the first day of the regular
annual session: they shall take office at the close of the Annual session and
gerve through the next annual session. Any officer may be reelected with the
exception of the Moderator who shall not serve more than two years in succession

Section 3. Duties of the officers:

a. The Moderator shall preside over the meetings of the Association
and discharge such duties as are incumbent on the presiding officer
of a deliberative body.

b. The Vice-Mpderaior shall prefors the duties of the Moderator in the
absence of orf at the request of the Moderator.

¢. The Clerk-Treasurer shall record and preserve the proceedings of
the Association, together with the reports and statistics, and
have the same printed and distributed. He shall alse preserve
al] momey paid into the treasury, pay the same to the order of
the Association, and make a full and complete report of all
receipts and disbursements at the Annual meeting.

Section 4. When authorized by the Assoclation, there may be set ue auxiliary
organizations among the churches of the Association for the promotion of the
various phases of their work, such as Sunday Schools, Baptist Training Union,
Woman's Missionary Union, Baptist Brotherhood. The presiding officers of these
organizations shall be recognized as auxiliary officers of the Association,

Article V—Executive Board

Section 1. The Association shall have an Executive Board composed of the Mod-
erator, Vice-Moderator, Clerk-Treasurer, the auxiliar officers of the Assoc-
iation, the Assocliational Missionary, all pastors of t churches in the Assoc-
iation, and two other members from each of the four divisions of territory as
set forth in the next Section. The Moderator shall be chairman of this Board.

Section 2. The Territory of the Association shall be divided inte four parts,
with U. S, Highway 64 and 220 serving as the dividing lines. The northeast
division shall be called District 1; the southeast division District 2; the
southwest division District 3; and the northwest division District 4.

Section 3. The duties of the Executive Board shall be:

Section 2. To ald the churches in this vital matter, the Assoclation will
appoint each year & coniittee of five of the pastors to be called the Commit-
tee on Ordination, Any church desiring to ordain one of its members to the
ministry will call upon this committee and secure not less than two of the
cunnlt%fe pmembers to sit with the examining council and to assist in the
ordination.

section 3. The churches are urged also to exercise the utmost care and
wisdom, earnestly seeking the guidance of the Holy Spirit, in calling of
their pastors, choosing only men who give evidence, by their Christian char-
acter, co-operative spirit and leadership ability, that they will serve the
best interests of the churches, the denomination, and the cause of Christ.

Article ‘UI'IH—New Churches

New Baptist churches may be organized and established in localities within
the territory of this Assoclation where such new churches are seen to be need-
ed., Those who are interested in organizing a new church will seek the counsel
of the Executive Board and will proceed with the organization only after
approval by that board.

Article IX—Rules and Order of Decorum

This Association shall be governed in its meetings by such rules and by-laws
as may be adopted, amended, or set aside by a majority vote of the messengers
present.

Article X—Adoption

This Constitution and By-Laws shall take effect immediately upon its adoption
by a two-thirds majority vote of the messengers present and shall supersede
any and all constitutions, by-laws, and amendments previously adopted,

Article XI—Amendments

This Constitution and By-Laws may be amended at any Tegular annual meeting b;
a two-thirds majority vote of, the messengers present, provided the propose
amendment shall have been presented in written form on the first day o the
Annual meeting. The vote on any proposed amendment so presented may be
deferred untll the second day if requested by a majority vote of the messeng-
ers present.

The Relief Work: The work of the Relief Department seeks to give finjant

to older or disabled ministers and their widows who are not members of an
Annuity Plan and who have but little or no income. Our funds for this o
work come to the Board from three great sources: First, earned income of |
reserves, Second, Co-operative Program receigts and Third, Fellowship offi
from the churches, together with special gifts and legacies.

STATE MISSIONS

The aim or purpose of State Missions is a three fold one. In the first place,
those activities are promoted which develop a Christian state, that is evan-
gelism and training. In the second place, an aggressive State Mission programs’
essential to the growth of the denomination, and 1ts morals. In the third place,
a1l missions - State Home, and Foreign - all schools, colleges, and seninar-
fes, and all benevolent apgencies depend upon State Missions as their base of
supplies, For example, through State Missions people are won, churches are
established, and the membership trained. As the churches grow, and their
membership becomes informed, they in turn support not alone State Missions
but through the Baptist program all missions, all education, and all bene-

volence.

As the denomination has grown, largely because of the efforts of the State
Mission forces, the scope and task of State Missions has constantly increased.
To begin with the work of State Missions was largely one of providing evangelis-
ts, who created the desire for churches. These churches In turn needed a%d for
sites and bulldings, and likewise aid for the support of the pastors who served
them, Such a program was, and is, in most of the states, the principal concern;
in fact the heart of all State Mission activities, In many states of the South-
land perhaps one-half or more of our present churches are the trophies of State
Missions. And even now there are expanding areas in and around our towns and
cities waiting for the appearance of a State Missionary, Likewise hundreds of
our churches in the rural areas need to be relocated on hard-surfaced highways
and their plants enlarged. Given more State Mission money and more workers,
many desirable changes would occur in the next decade.

Another task presented State Missions with a challenge which it has partially
met. As the churches multiplied, and as our membership grew, there arose
the need for the teaching and training of these members. Hence, came the
departments of Sunday School and of Training Union as additions to the well
established work of State Missions referred to above, Then with the great
increase of students in the colleges, both state and denominational, there
developed the need for what is now the Baptist Student Union. These :
departments are now considered a large part of the State Mission Uask; and
in cooperation with the Sunday School Board, these popular educational and
training programs are reaching out into the small and remote country churches.
Hundreds of our choice young people enrolled in the colleges are going out
each summer into the byways and hedges. While the colleges are undertaking
to develop a leadership out of those who enter them, this State Mission
Program, through these workers, is helping to discover the young people who
have the capacity to become leaders and to stinulate them to enter into
collepes. And for those who will not enter college a program is provided
which will produce a trained leadership for the local churches, and supporters
for the whofg denominational program.
