ARTICLES OF FAITH.

1. We believe in only one true and living God, and that there was
a Trinity of persons in the Godhead, the Father, Son and Holy Ghost,
and that there are not three God’s, but one only.

9. We believe that water Baptism, the Lord’s Supper and wash-
ing the saint’s feet are ordinances ef the Gospel, and to be continued
until His second coming.
