PROCEEDINGS
189th ANNUAL MEETING
FIRST SESSION, TUESDAY, OCTOBER 16, 2018

1. Pine Creek Baptist Church hosted the first session of the 189™ Annual Meeting of the Tuckaseigee
Baptist Association. It began at 6:00 p.m. A total of 94 present: 50 Messengers and 44 visitors
representing 20 churches.
2. Dennis Proffitt, Moderator, welcomed everyone.
3. Rev. Aaron Langston, pastor of Pine Creek Baptist Church, welcomed everyone and asked Rev.
Gerald Morris to lead an altar prayer. Their choir and Christopher Tucker provided special music.
4. Rev. Shane Danner, pastor of Cullowhee Valley Baptist Church, brought the message from Nehemiah
Chapter 4.
5. The 189th Annual Meeting was called to order by Dennis Proffitt, Moderator.
6. The Agenda was presented with the following changes: Rev. Gerald Morris would be presenting the
report from the Building and Grounds Committee and Krysta Cooper could not come from the
Chaplaincy Program and Gerald would also be saying something about that program.
7. Rev. Justin Hall, pastor of Calvary Baptist Church and Rev. Hayward Tomblin, pastor of Cashiers
Baptist Church were recognized as new pastors. First time visitors were also asked to stand and be
recognized.
COMMITTEES
8. Stewardship — Rev. Mike Moore presented the proposed 2018-2019 budget to be voted on during the
second session. The budget is on page 7. He said the Lord has really blessed us in the association. The
budget has a $828 increase.
9. Building and Grounds - Rev. Gerald Morris presented the report on page 15 and thanked all the
churches and individuals who have worked around the Baptist Center. He also presented a motion that
the Association spend no more than $16,000 to add vinyl siding and replace the gutters on the Baptist
Center using funds from the Annie Hoyle Endowment. It will be voted on at the Thursday meeting.
10. Miscellaneous Business — Dennis Proffitt pointed out the Place and Preacher Report on page 12, the
Nominating Committee Report on page 13 and the Missions Committee Report on page 14. These
Reports will be voted on at the Thursday meeting.
11. Chuck Norris lead the congregation in singing Victory in Jesus.
REPORTS
12. Baptist Hospitals of NC — Rev. Leland Kerr thanked everyone for what they do in their churches to
support the Baptist Hospitals. They now have 1,545 beds in six locations across North Carolina. He
thanked everyone for supporting the Mother’s Day Offering. 100% of the collections go directly to cover
patients’ hospital bills. He also thanked churches for supporting the Cooperative Program. They receive
support through this also. A full report is on page 30.
13. Teen Challenge of the Smokies Men’s Center — Rev. Mike Barres said that their program is located
in Franklin, NC and serves men ages 18-50. They currently serve 14 men and have a capacity to serve 18.
It is a Christ-centered and Bible-based 12 month discipleship program. They teach them life skills
training on how to deal with anger, depression, and relationships.
14. United Christian Ministries — No one came to speak from UCM.
15. Chaplaincy Program - Gerald Morris reported that the Gideon Bibles are back in the hospital
rooms at Harris Regional Hospital. However, many volunteers are still needed to be available to help
staff and patients at Harris Regional Hospital. Laymen are also needed for this.
16. Chuck Norris lead the congregation in singing When the Roll is Called Up Yonder.
MISSION REPORTS
17. Lumberton, NC Associational Mission Trips — Ephrain Fernandez, member of La Primera Iglesia
Bautista de Amor, spoke about 4 trips to Lumberton, NC. It was interpreted by Rev. Robert Fernandez,
pastor of El Centro Del Sefior. They were doing work to rebuild homes affected by Hurricane Matthew.
He started with scripture from Philippians 2:13. He said that 12 years ago he accepted the Lord as his
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savior. Four years ago he moved to the United States. One year ago he started going to Lumberton after
an invitation at Fruitland Baptist Bible Institute to help. It has been a great blessing to do this and it has
had a great impact on his life. The last trip was October 11-13. He said he hadn’t wanted to go because
Hurricane Michael was coming through at that time. Plus he didn’t really want to miss three days of
employment. But he realized God would take care of him. He takes care of the lilies and the birds. God
took care of them as they traveled through some very strong wind and rainstorms to get to Lumberton.
When they got to Lumberton they worked on installing flooring in a home. This time they got to meet the
owner and pray for him and share the Gospel. The owner just cried “Thank you Jesus.” Ephrain said
God will supply our needs always when we live God’s Word and He will take care of us.

18. Cashiers — Tracy Fowler, Tommy Bryson and Louis Langford reported on their mission trips to
Romania. In April the men went to build churches. They first started during this in 2011. They have a
goal of 15 people to go from here. Building these churches have encouraged the Romanians to be more
mission-minded themselves to share the Gospel. For the past three years they have had a crew go during
the summer to do Vacation Bible School with three churches. 6 people went from Cashiers and 1 person
went from Ochre Hill this year. They thanked the association for their Annie Hoyle Endowment Funds
that have helped to fund their trips. Louis also shared how he was hit by a drunk driver last November and
was very close to death. He thanked everyone for their prayers and talked about his miraculous recovery.
19. Pine Creek — Beckie Langston traveled to Thailand and Honduras this past summer. She also
thanked the association for the Annie Hoyle Endowment funds. She worked with people who were
working with sex trafficking victims in Thailand and in an orphanage in Honduras. Most of all she
pointed out that she has learned to be willing to be uncomfortable for Christ. Uncomfortable has become
her norm. She is learning to focus and depend on Jesus. She’s got the “Mission Bug” and encourages
everyone to be uncomfortable too.

20. Webster — Rev. Jeff Pate spoke from Romans chapter 10. He said that Webster has a theme of
“Connect, Grow and Go.” This past summer their youth group went to Pocahontas, VA and their college
group went on spring break to Whitley City, KY. They have been going to Nicaragua for nine years.
They have built relationships. Unfortunately this past summer they could not go because it was too
dangerous. God lead them to begin working with a church in the Dominican Republic. They hope to
continue to do that and also have a team go back to Nicaragua next summer. He encouraged everyone to
“g0” and do missions even it was just locally.

21. C. L. Proffitt led the benediction prayer.

SECOND SESSION, THURSDAY, OCTOBER 18, 2018
1. New Hope Baptist Church hosted the second session of the 189™ Annual Meeting of the Tuckaseigee
Baptist Association. It began at 6:00 p.m. A total of 61 present: 47 Messengers and 14 visitors
representing 17 churches. There was a total of 21 churches represented for both nights.
2. Dennis Proffitt, Moderator, welcomed everyone.
3. Rev. Ernie Jamison welcomed everyone to New Hope Baptist Church and asked Donal Shular to lead
an altar prayer.

4. Director of Missions - Rev. Gerald Morris presented his report on page 3.
5. WMU - Doris Melton, Associational WMU Director, presented her report on page 5 and 6.
6. Jackson County Bible Club — Steve Alexander asked Chuck Norris to lead the congregation in
singing Jesus Loves Me. He said teachers and helpers are needed to tell the kids that Jesus Loves them.
He read from Matthew 18:1-6. We are called to share the Gospel with others. There were 44 kids at
Smokey Mountain Elementary on 10/18/18. The average for Scotts Creek is 35, Fairview 25, and
Cullowhee Valley 50.
7. Life Challenge — No one came to speak.
8. Baptist Children’s Homes of NC (BCH) — Tim Dailey, Group Home Director for the 3 Western Area
Homes. He wanted to say thank you for the support of all the churches. Over 2/3 of the youth would not
be able to be served if the churches didn’t provide support. They see miracles every day because of the
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churches. He asked for prayers for Lily, a 12-year old that had been served at the Truett Home and is
very sick.
9. Chuck Norris led the congregation in singing, Let My Life Be a Light.
10. Dennis Proffitt presented the registration report for both nights. It differed slightly as Gracella found
some changes when typing up the proceedings following the meetings.

11. Annual Meeting Committee
Memorials - Laura Brown and Virginia Pangle said the minutes will be dedicated this year to the
churches of the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association. A dedication was presented at the front of the book.
Laura and Virginia also read the names of members from each church that had passed away during the
past year.
Place and Preacher Committee — LL.aura Brown presented the Place and Preacher report for the 2019
meetings on page 12.
12. Stewardship Committee — Rev. Mike Moore presented the proposed budget for the 2018-2019 year
on page 7. It was approved.
13. Nominating Committee — Kent Moore presented their report on page 13. No further nominations
were made and the Nominating Committee List was approved.
14. Building and Grounds Committee — Rev. Gerald Morris presented the motion again that the
Association spend no more than $16,000 to add vinyl siding and replace the gutters on the Baptist Center
using funds from the Annie Hoyle Endowment. It was approved.
15. Missions Committee — Frankie Harris presented her report on page 14. This year they awarded
$5,575 for scholarships. $857.37 was spent for association led mission trips. Through these scholarships
and trips we have been partners in reaching Mexico, Romania, Thailand, Honduras, North Carolina and
Kentucky. She presented the motion that the association approve up to $400 of Annie Hoyle Funds be
used for gas and a van to take a mission trip to Lumberton, NC (or other areas needed by NC Baptists on
Mission) to help with recovery and rebuild of homes damaged by Hurricane Florence or Hurricane
Matthew. It was approved.

MISSION REPORTS
15. Kentucky Raceway Ministry — Tuck Brown reported on the association mission trip made in July.
He thanked New Hope for letting them use the van and also Steve Buchanan for driving the whole way.
He read the theme verse for KRM, Philippians 4:13. There were 8 people from 3 churches who mainly
worked in the KidZone. People handed out Bibles in the parking lots and the campgrounds. Gerald
trained them to make balloon animals that were shared. A list of the drivers with the plan of salvation on
the back of it was presented each day to almost everyone. Going has made a big impact on lives.
16. Faith and Lighthoue were unable to present reports that night.
17. Chuck Norris led the congregation in singing, Heaven'’s Jubilee.
18. Crystal Johnson, Sheena Holland, and Brett Bryson provided special music.
19. Rev. Larry Bryson, pastor from Promise Land Baptist Church, brought the message from Isaiah
40:28-31.
22. Rev. Peter Mudge closed the meeting with the Benediction.

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Executive Committee Report 2017-2018

October 2,2017 - 7:00 p.m.

The quarterly meeting was called to order by Rev. Mike Moore, Moderator at the Baptist Center. There were 21
executive committee members and two visitors with ten churches represented. Rev. Mike Moore led the group in an opening
prayer. Grace Morris led the group in singing “Victory in Jesus”. Rev. Lloyd Fish, Interim Pastor of Ochre Hill Baptist
Church led the devotion. Daniel Morrison and Joe Allison of Calvary Baptist Church, and Scottie Coggins of Locust Field
Baptist Church were recognized as new members and Todd Barnes of Cullowhee Valley Baptist Church was recognized as a
visitor. No changes were made to the agenda.

The July 10, 2017 executive committee minutes and the Oct. 2016 - September 2017 financial statement were presented
and approved.

Doris Melton, president of the WMU, presented her WMU report. She and Mary Bames attended a WMU training in
August at the First Baptist Church in Hendersonville. The association’s WMU collected toothpaste for Red Boxes for the
Women'’s Prison Ministry. We were so blessed to be able to provide the supper for the IMB missionaries on September 16th!
So many people helped to make this a great time for the missionaries and the representatives from the host churches. Some
decorated, some provided food and some served and cleaned up afterwards. The following churches decorated or provided
food: Cullowhee Valley, Faith, Locust Field, Scotts Creek, Lovedale, and Calvary.

Rev. Gerald Morris presented his quarterly DOM report. He has been preaching for churches without pastors. He had
11 visits and preached 22 times this quarter. Gerald reported that worship rally and spring training is being scheduled for
every other year. He said that the missions committee has been busy recommending Annie Hoyle funding for several
mission trips: to the KY Raceway Ministry, Mexico, and Romania. They are also involved in organizing the Christmas Back
Pack ministry. The 2017 Missions Conference included seven host churches from three counties. There were five
missionary units speaking. He spoke a little bit about what is involved with the NC Baptist Baptist on Mission Disaster
Relief. He said they are working with Texas, Florida and Puerto Rico. Gerald and Gracella were involved in teaching at two
VBS this summer. They were also able to attend some training opportunities that Gerald hopes to bring to Sylva. He was
able to attend the Upside Down, GO, and Revitalization training.

Rebecca Langston of Pine Creek Baptist Church was recognized as a visitor. No changes were made to the agenda.

The October 2, 2017 executive committee minutes and the Oct. 2016 - December 2017 financial statement were
presented and approved.

Doris Melton, president of the WMU, presented her WMU report. The association’s WMU collected 568 tubes of
toothpaste for Red Boxes for the Women’s Prison Ministry. They distributed 120 Christmas backpacks sent by the
Appalachian Regional Ministry. 48 backpacks were prepared by Calvary Baptist Church. The WMU Leadership team met at
Ryan’s on 1/13/18. They will be meeting again on 1/20/18 at Locust Field Baptist Church. She requested prayers for
planning the WMU Leadership meeting and inviting Ruth McWhite to come and speak.

Rev. Gerald Morris presented his quarterly DOM report. This quarter has been uncharacteristically busy for him.
Usually the months between October and the New Year are relatively slow compared to the rest of the year, but this last
quarter has been eventful. The quarter began with a trip to Kentucky with a group from the Association to visit the Ark
Encounter (a full size replica of Noah’s Ark housing a museum about Noah’s flood). We took 5 people with us on this trip
and three other families were able to purchase discounted tickets through the Association.

The Annual Meetings were, once again, a great time of fellowshipping with our brothers and sisters in Christ and
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worshipping our Lord. We also heard wonderful reports of many things that God is doing through His servants inside the
Association and out. The Association also voted to change the timing of the Executive Committee and Annual Meetings due
to requests from the churches.

Several churches came together to participate in the Appalachian Regional Ministry’s (ARM) Backpack Ministry. We
requested 20 backpacks for each of the local elementary schools from ARM and some churches packed more. These
backpacks were distributed by the churches at a party, to the schools and in low income areas of the county. We are
evaluating the success of this ministry and will be looking at the possibility of continuing it in the future.

I am excited that the Convention has now begun to look at ways to help with Church Revitalization. I attended a
conference on church revitalization in Georgia with Mark Clifton (NAMB Director of Church Revitalization) and Richard
Blackaby. It was informative and inspiring. I am signed up to go in March to go to more extensive training at NAMB
headquarters. I also met with Lonnie Reynolds from the Baptist State Convention about how the State Convention can help
our churches. Gracella and I attended the Inside-out Sunday School training held in Canton and hosted by the Baptist State
Convention. The training was informative and we are looking forward to bringing some of this training to our Association.
On a side note: we are working on the Spring Church Leadership Training. If you have any specific requests for training,
please let us know your request ASAP.

Gracella and I drove the Association's Senior Adults to the Dillard House in Georgia for a fun outing. The Senior Adults
continue to meet monthly (when the weather is good) for fellowship and service opportunities.

In November, we led a mission trip to Lumberton to help with the NC Baptists on Mission’s (BoM) rebuild effort.
Twelve people from 5 churches went for three days to help in five different work sites by painting, sheetrocking, roofing,
installing flooring, cooking at the camp and other odd jobs. We were the first group to have hispanics involved in recovery
work for the BoM. We are taking another trip in February and hope to take more trips in the future because there are over
100 homes that the BoM is still working on.

With the hospital ending the chaplaincy program at the hospital, we have had some extra work to do. First, we have
been working with the local rest/ nursing homes to continue the church worship services. We met with representatives of the
rest homes and worked out a plan to help this ministry continue. We are in need of more churches to volunteer to be on the
rotation calendar. Please let Gracella know if your church is willing to participate. To address the issue of the end of the
volunteer chaplaincy program at the hospital and the information that Gideon Bibles were no longer placed in the rooms I
met with Steve Heatherly, CEO of Harris Regional Hospital. He was very receptive to my suggestion to restart a volunteer
chaplaincy program and I am currently working with the volunteer coordinator at the hospital with this goal in mind. We still
need volunteer chaplains for this to work! I also discussed with Mr. Heatherly about the Gideon Bibles. He has talked with
the infectious control people at the hospital and they have agreed to return the Bibles to the rooms. The Gideons have
purchased the Bibles and given them to Mr. Heatherly for distribution.

The Association hosted Davis Blount of the Baptist State Convention for a Minister’s Tax Seminar in November. Davis
shared with the attendees how the pastors and churches can structure their pastor’s pay so that he can reduce the amount of
taxes that he has to pay. He also discussed other financial considerations for church treasurers as they do the books for the
church. If you were not able to come to the seminar, you can contact Davis anytime with your questions.

I had the privilege of attending the dedication of the new building for La Primera Iglesia Bautista de Amor. After more
than ten years of worshiping in borrowed spaces, the church now has a beautiful place to call their own. Pastor Felix shared
with me that the church was able to hold their first Christmas play and Watchnight service ever. He also said that their
attendance has been increasing since moving into the new worship space.

As I stated above, this quarter has been uncharacteristically busy and productive. We are excited about what God is
doing through the cooperation of the churches in the Association and anticipate God doing greater things in 2018.

The quarterly meeting was called to order by Rev. Clemmey Queen, Vice Moderator at the Baptist Center. There were
14 executive committee members and one visitor with eight churches represented. Rev. Mike Farmer led the group in an
opening prayer. Chuck Norris led the group in singing “Revive Us Again”. Rev. Robert Fernandez, pastor of El Centro Del
Sefior, led the devotion. No changes were made to the agenda.

The January 15, 2018 executive committee minutes and the Oct. 2017 — March 2018 financial statement were presented
and approved.

Doris Melton, president of the WMU, presented her WMU report. They met in January, February and March. Om
March 15" they held a planning and training meeting at Lovedale Baptist Church. Prior to the meeting the group met for a
covered dish supper and fellowship with Faith Baptist Church’s Praise Team providing special music. Over 30 people
attended with 6 churches represented. Ms. Melton spoke about Matthew 18:20. Ms. Tracy Salter, from Faith Baptist Church,
presented information about the Christmas Backpack Project and said she would like to share in the churches about this
project. Ms. Beckie Langston, from Pine Creek Baptist Church, spoke about the Smoky Mountain Pregnancy Care Center.
Each church also presented what their WMU groups’ projects and goals were. They chose to collect 500 family size bars of
soap for the Red Box Ministry in 2018. Ms. Melton said they would provide the Saturday meal for the Mission Celebration
in September 2018. The WMU Annual Meeting will be May 10" at Locust Field Baptist Church. Missionary, Ms. Ruth
McWhite, will be the keynote speaker. Ms. Melton said they would be glad to come to a church who would like to start
WMU and help them.

Rev. Gerald Morris presented his quarterly report. He said this quarter has been filled with a variety of work. He had
been busy planning future work, leading mission endeavors, performing pastoral care, counseling churches and pastors,
preaching and visiting churches.

February 8-10 he led another team to Lumberton to help NC Baptist on Missions in their rebuilding of homes flooded by
Hurricane Matthew. There were 8 men that worked in three homes. Two of which they did finishing work of carpentry,
painting, staining and installing doors. The third one they finished tearing out damaged walls and ceilings and insulated the
exterior walls. Eighteen months after the floods and there are still many homes that people have not been able to move back
into. NC Baptists on Mission will be there until they have finished working on all that have asked for help.

This quarter he has been involved in pastoral work more than usual. From attending funerals, to counseling, to sitting at
the hospital with pastors and their families, it is always an honor to be a “pastor to the pastor”. He knows from his pastoral
experience that the pastor is often left without someone to reach out to in times of need. He said to “Please always keep me in
mind when you know of a pastor in need. I would love to help in any way that I can.”

The Spring Singing was a great success again. It is always wonderful to hear reports following the Singing about the
worship and fellowship between the churches of the Association. The offering was great and will be a help to the Children’s
Homes and to the Association.

Gracella and I are working on getting grants from the Baptist State Convention for various needs. In the past these
grants have let us do many great things that we would have not been able to otherwise. Since I have been here at the
Association, we have been able to secure several thousands of dollars in grants.

This quarter, Gracella and I have been working on several upcoming events and mission endeavors. We have been
promoting the Baptist Children’s Home Annual Food Roundup. It is always an honor to be a part of helping such an
important ministry. Gracella will be calling for some help to sort and transport the food to Broyhill in early May.

We have been working on three major events coming up in the Association. The first one is coming up this Saturday.
For this Spring Church Leader Training, we have invited Randy Mullinax from the Georgia Baptist Convention to share
about their Reach Strategy. This is a strategy to help churches become more evangelistic in everything that they are already
doing. The next event is coming up the evening of May 24th. I have invited Taylor and Susan Field to come and speak about
their ministry in NYC. Taylor is the pastor of Graffiti Church and has many years of experience in sharing the Gospel while
meeting the physical needs of those in the neighborhood. The third event we are currently working on is the Missions
Conference September 23-26. This conference has become a regional event. We have six churches from three counties that
will be hosting missionaries and hearing about their missions work throughout the world.

We have also been planning future missions work. The Missions Committee has been discussing how we can become
more effective in doing local missions. We are working on how to help churches have more of a Christian presence at local
events such as: Greening Up the Mountains, Mountain Heritage Day, WCU events, etc.). The Missions Committee has once
again ordered Christmas Backpacks to distribute to needy children before Christmas. These backpacks will be coming from
churches throughout the SBC through a program sponsored by the Appalachian Regional Ministry. Keep an eye out for more
information in the coming days. The Missions Committee has also been meeting to discuss and approve Annie Hoyle mission
scholarship requests. The missions scholarships have helped churches and individuals be on mission here in the US and
abroad in several countries. Gracella and I have also been working on a couple of future mission trips. We plan to return to
the Kentucky Speedway July 12-14 to work with the Ky Raceway Ministry to share the Gospel with those in
attendance.

Chuck
Norris led the group in singing “Won’t It Be Wonderful There?”. Rev. Hayward Tomblin, pastor of Cashiers Baptist Church,
led the devotion. No changes were made to the agenda. Hayward Tomblin was recognized as a new member and Louis
Langford as a visitor from Cashiers Baptist Church. The April 9, 2018 executive committee minutes and the Oct. 2017 — June
2018 financial statement were presented and approved.

Associational WMU Director, Doris Melton, reported the Regional WMU Conference will be held at the First Baptist
Church of Murphy, Murphy NC on August 11. This is a correction from the original published place of Andrews. Ms. Melton
also noted that if churches have RA’s they were also welcome to the meeting. The program outlining the Annual WMU
Meeting that was held May 10, 2018 at Locust Field Baptist was also handed out to members of the Executive Committee.

Ms. Melton noted how blessed we are WMU groups are working together and that the feedback has been so wonderful. She
noted one example of the Calvary WMU and other WMU groups playing a part in financial support of young people from
Faith Baptist Church for their Honduras Mission Trip. How wonderful it is to support missions and how thankful we are that
they had a successful trip and are back home safe and sound! Ms. Melton requested prayer for the Mission Team from
Georgia who went to Haiti and are unable to come home as of today because of the unrest in that country. She also noted Ms.
Beckie Langston (Pine Creek) who is sharing her mission trips experiences as well as speaking on behalf of the Smoky
Mountain Pregnancy Center at various churches, and Ms. Tracy Salter (Faith) who is our coordinator for the backpack
project, is also traveling to various churches to assist with this mission. The Red Box Ministry is on-going. Our WMU goal is
to collect 500 bars of family size soap for NC Women in prison. The soap should be completed by the 1st of October 2018.
Collection information will be sent out in September. Cookies were delivered to the TBA to help with the NASCAR
Kentucky Raceway Ministry and will be accepted until July 11, 2018. Ms. Melton reported that per Ms. Amy Boone,
Executive Director/Treasurer State WMU wants to hear what WMU groups in our District are doing in missions and
ministries. Ms. Melton has started work on this project and will submit to Ms. Boone for publication in the Tarheel Talk.
They also requested to be put on our TBA Newsletter mailing list. Ms. Melton noted the WMU ladies of Calvary Baptist
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Church are having a Hot Dog Supper benefit for Danny and Phyllis Wilson to help pay for medical expenses. This benefit
will be held at the Savannah Community Building on August 11. Ms. Melton also issued an invitation to all churches and
WMU groups to attend Calvary Baptist Church on September 4th to hear Ms. Kris Rystrom Emmert speak. Author of
Providing Promise, she tells her story of becoming a widow with two small children when her first husband was lost at sea 25
years ago. Her inspirational story of coping with loss offers hope and guidance through Christ Jesus to others who have
suffered a loss.

Rev. Gerald Morris presented his Director of Mission’s Report and said this quarter has been filled with a variety of
work. He and Gracella have been busy leading one mission trip and planning future ones, leading two training events and
planning for future ones, continuing their work with the hospital and rest homes to replace services lost with the loss of a
hospital chaplain, helping churches with VBS and working on financial health of the Association. This quarter Missions has
once again been the dominant theme of their work. In May they led a group of 19 people from 6 churches to Lumberton for
their third trip. They worked on 5 different houses doing painting, flooring, trim work and other miscellaneous jobs. Their
crew has gained a reputation of doing quality work and being able to figure out tough situations. There has been a total of 25
people that have gone to Lumberton on these trips. At last count there were 68 houses still needing to be finished. He is
working on the possibility of going back in the fall. They have been in the final planning stages of the annual mission trip to
the Kentucky Speedway this week (July 12-14). Currently 9 people from 3 churches are going. The Missions Committee has
been busy meeting to discuss how to increase mission awareness and participation. One of the ways that the committee has .
been able to help is through an increase in Missions Scholarship requests. It is great to hear the reports of how God is using
the money from the Annie Hoyle Endowment fund to spread the Gospel to the Uttermost parts of the Earth. Baptists on
Missions (NC Baptist Men) and Scotts Creek Baptist Church hosted the Region 10 Disaster Relief training in May. He was
not able to go because of a family obligation but did get to visit briefly. He is always amazed at all of the ways that you can
serve through Baptist on Missions. There were several people from some of our churches that attended the training. He
would love to see many more be trained in the future. They are still working on the 6th Annual Missions Conference set to
happen in September. There are three missionaries (from the Ivory Coast, Columbia and Southeast Asia) that have confirmed
their participation. Please pray that 2 more missionaries are able to share what God is doing through our giving to missions.

They were able to host two great training events this quarter. The first was the 6E Training from Georgia Mission
Board. Randy Mullinex came and shared six ways that churches could make everything that they do evangelistic. He
showed how any church could double their outreach in a year. He has talked to him and he has agreed to let Gerald teach this
in our churches. Gerald would love to come and share how the 6Es of Evangelism could help your church become more
evangelistic. The association also had a surprise opportunity to host Taylor and Susan Field from Graffiti Church. This
opportunity was provided by Baptists on Mission free of charge. Taylor and Susan serve in New York City to reach the lost
through servant ministry. They shared how you can share the Gospel by “meeting the need first.” They shared with
participants how you have to meet the need of the people before they know you care, but you have to be sure to share to
Gospel for the ministry to be effective.

They have continued to try to take up where Ron Allen left off when the Harris Regional Hospital discontinued the
chaplaincy program. Gerald has talked to some of the staff at the hospital and they have reported seeing Gideon Bibles in the
rooms. He is excited because many hospitals in the area do not allow this anymore. Please be in prayer that this continues.
He attended a meeting in late June with the hospital’s volunteer coordinator and a few men to restart the volunteer chaplaincy
program. These men have agreed to be on call on a rotation basis to provide Biblical counseling and guidance to patients and
staff as needed. As soon as these men are finished with the application process the chaplaincy program should be available.
Gracella has sent out a new rest home service list and is now receiving feedback on the updated schedule. So far things have
been mostly running smoothly with only a few hiccups. Please let them know how they can improve this for next year. She
could also use a few more churches to volunteer to serve. One way that your church can help is to serve as a substitute.
Sometimes things come up so that a church cannot go on their scheduled day. If your church is willing to go once or twice a
year this would be a help. They could also use more churches that are willing to be in the rotation.

They are once again in the middle of VBS season. They have been able to help some smaller churches in the
Association with previously used materials that they have collected from years past. This has helped save the churches a lot
of money. They have also been able to visit a few churches to see VBS in action. Gerald loves the “holy chaos” that comes
with having a church full of kids. There is no better sound than people learning about Jesus. They have also had several
churches use the popcorn, cotton candy and sno-cone machines. A nacho chip warmer has been added this year. These
machines are available for any church for a small donation.

This quarter they have been working on funding for the Association. They submitted Strategic Partnership Agreements
to the NC Baptist State Convention for a few projects that they hope to do in the future. They also submitted a request to
continue to help fund the DOM salary. In the past, the State Convention has been generous and helped with many of the
requests.

May is Associational Emphasis month and this is a time for prayer and to collect a special offering. The offering total
was down this year. It is not too late to give to this special offering. Last year it helped meet the expenses and finish the year
in the black.
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Gerald has also been very busy preaching at several of the churches. It is a great privilege to be able to fill the pulpit
during the absence of the pastor be it for vacation, sickness or resignation. He and Gracella have also helped churches with
VBS if needed for an extra couple of hands. It is always an honor to help in any way that they can. This quarter was eventful
and exciting. Each time Gerald sits down to write his report he is amazed at what God is doing through the churches of the
Association and is excited that God allows him to be a part of it. Gerald had 16 visits, preached 15 times and had 7 meetings
this quarter.

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Director of Missions Report, Gerald Morris
Doing more together for God than we ever could apart.

These words keep coming to my mind as I have prepared to write my report this year. I am amazed at
how God is bringing the churches of the Association closer together to share the Gospel to literally the
“uttermost part of the Earth.” I keep seeing Jesus’ prayer that we “may be one . . . that the world may
believe” come true more each year that I serve this wonderful Association. Let me share a few examples
of how this is happening.

Missions involvement of our churches continues to grow each year and much of it in partnership with
other churches. I was privileged to lead three mission trips to Lumberton, NC involving more than 25
people from 7 churches as we worked to help rebuild approximately 15 homes. We were just a small part
of rebuilding the homes of hundreds of victims of Hurricane Matthew. The Association sponsored 9
people from 3 churches as they joined dozens of other churches from across the nation at the Kentucky
Speedway to share the Gospel with the over 100,000 race fans.

The work continued as individual churches partnered together to go on national and international
mission trips. As best as I can count, 4 churches were involved exclusively in local missions, 14 churches
were involved in local and national missions (three states) and 8 were involved in local, national and
international missions (Romania, Costa Rica, Honduras, Mexico and Thailand). Most of these national
and international trips involved churches partnering together. A beautiful picture of cooperation.

The Association was able to help with the costs of many of these trips as the Missions Committee was
privileged to award $5,575 in missions scholarships through the Annie Hoyle Endowment and pay for the
transportation costs of the trips to Lumberton and Kentucky.

Not all churches and church members can go on mission trips, but nearly all churches support
missions by their giving. It is a blessing to hear how churches have been so generous in supporting
Broyhill, WMU Operation Red Box, Operation Christmas Child, United Christian Ministries, Teen
Challenge, Life Challenge and many others. If it wasn’t for the faithfulness of the churches, these
ministries could not exist.

The Missions Conference was a resounding success through the cooperation of many churches. From
the host churches, the WMU, Associational Senior Adults and several churches we were able to make our
guests missionaries feel at home while they were with us. Each one of the missionaries expressed
surprised delight about how welcomed they felt here. With the generosity of each church we were, once
again, able to cover the expenses of each missionary that participated and give them a very generous
honorarium. Because of our work together, we can honor them while they visited us and - through the
Cooperative Program and Lottie Moon Christmas offering - we can support them on the field.

The improvements at the Baptist Center are another example of work getting done because of the
cooperation of churches in the Association. Several churches have stepped forward to help shorten the
list of required repairs to the Association’s building. From painting inside and out to replacing broken
lights and various other items on my “to-do” list, individuals and groups have come forward to maintain a
wonderful building that is being used for God’s glory more and more each year.

I could go on and on about how the churches of the Association are working more as one to share the
Light of the world, but I will finish with one more example and a reminder. I have been privileged to
have a front row seat to how God is working through the churches to support our pastors and their
families. This last year has seen some pastors lose loved ones to death while others have seen illness
come to their family. In each case, the churches of Jackson County have come together to support them
through such trying times. I am also privy to private information of pastors and their families that are
under attack from Satan and I would like to ask for your prayers for them because I know of your faith
and love.

As I have already written, I could go on and on about how the churches of the Association are coming
together more and more as one to share the Light of the Son. May we strive to make this new year an
even better one than the last.

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Rev. 10/2017 BY-LAWS OF THE TUCKASEIGEE BAPTIST ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLEI. NAME
The name of the body shall be the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Incorporated.

ARTICLE II. OBJECTIVES

The purpose of the Association is to be a fellowship of churches on mission in our setting. The specific objectives of the
Association are as follows:

1. To promote harmony, understanding and spiritual power between the churches.

2. To afford and promote a larger fellowship of Christians in the work of Christ.

3. To provide such programs, projects and organizations as will strengthen the churches and assist them in achieving their
goals and objectives.

4. To discover needs which cannot be met effectively by churches individually and to coordinate the use of resources in
meeting these needs.

5. To encourage support by every church for the mission causes of the Association, the North Carolina Baptist Convention,
and the Southern Baptist Convention.

ARTICLE IIl. AUTHORITY
SECTION 1. The Association shall have the power to elect and install its officers in whatever manner the body may deem
expedient.
SECTION 2. The Association shall have power to recommend measures of usefulness and guidance to our churches in
matters of organization, ordinations and questions of doctrines and discipline,
SECTION 3. The Association shall have no power to infringe upon the right of local churches as autonomous bodies.

ARTICLE IV. MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. The Association shall be composed of regularly constituted Baptist churches in cooperating fellowship with
the Southern Baptist Convention and following the teachings of the Bible.

SECTION 2. The Association shall be the sole judge of its membership and may receive or reject churches applying for
membership therein at its pleasure. Churches applying for membership shall agree to come under the watchcare of the
Association for one year. It is understood that during this period of watchcare the church shall be entitled to all rights and
privileges of the Association except those of voting.

Applications for membership shall be presented to the Doctrine Committee of the Association. The applications will
consist of a letter from a constituted church stating their desire to affiliate with the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association. The
Doctrine Committee as a part of the review process may invite the requesting church to a conference to discuss its history, its
mission strategy, and any other information that may be pertinent to the application. The Doctrine Committee may then
approve the application and recommend them to the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may by a simple
majority vote accept the requesting church to come under the watchcare of the Association for one year. Any church under
watchcare is expected to participate in and financially support the Association. At the end of the year, the church may be
voted in as a member of the Association with full privileges by a two-thirds vote of the messengers present and voting at the
annual meeting of the Association, at the recommendation of the Doctrine and Executive Committees and at least one
messenger be present at the meeting.

SECTION 3. Any church may withdraw from the Association at its pleasure and should notify the Association of this
action in writing. Such action will be recognized by the Association at the next annual meeting.

SECTION 4. It shall be the duty of each church to furnish the Associational Clerk, before each annual session, a Church
Profile, the forms provided by the Associational Clerk, giving the information requested as is applicable to each church
situation.

SECTION 5. The Association may withdraw from any church which has become unscriptural in its doctrine or practices
by a two-thirds majority vote of the messengers present and voting at the annual meeting. Such vote is to be taken by written

ballot.

ARTICLE V. MEETINGS
SECTION 1. The Association shall hold its annual meeting on Tuesday and Thursday following the second Sunday in
October. Special meetings of the Association may be called by the Executive Committee provided two weeks written notice
is given to the member churches.
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SECTION 2. Each church shall be entitled to be represented at the annual meeting by the pastor and one additional
messenger. Churches which give to the association more than .5% of their undesignated receipts shall be entitled to an
additional 2 messengers for every .5% of giving up to a total of 10 messengers for churches which give 2% of their
undesignated giving.”

SECTION 3. Churches are requested to elect their messengers and alternatives in conference to attend the annual meeting.

SECTION 4. In case of internal dissension in a church and two parties coming to the Association, each claiming to
represent the church, neither party shall be seated until the Doctrine Committee determines which party is in union with the
Association. The decision is to be affirmed by a majority of the messengers present and voting.

ARTICLE VI. OFFICERS

SECTION 1. General officers of the Association shall be: Moderator, Vice Moderator, Clerk, Assistant Clerk, Treasurer,
Assistant Treasurer, Parliamentarian, Assistant Parliamentarian, Director of Missions, Trustees and team leaders. Team
leaders shall be chosen by the Nominating Committee as needed to serve the purposes of the Association (eg. Sunday School
leader, Youth/Children leader). Team leaders will work with the Moderator and/or the Director of Missions to form a team to
carry out assigned duties.

Associational representatives will be elected as may be deemed appropriate and elected in the Association. Associational
representatives shall be a conduit of information between outside agencies and the Association. They may also represent the
Association as the outside agency’s policies specify.

SECTION 2. With the exception of the Director of Missions and Trustees, the terms of office for all officers of the
Association shall be for one year with the privilege of continuing re-election. The Moderator and Vice Moderator shall not
be eligible for re-election but one year in succession. (1) The number of Trustees shall be three. (2) The term of service
should be for three years, with the term of only one expiring each year. In the first election of Trustees, the term of service
for one should be three years, another two years, and the other one year. (3) Upon the expiration of term of service, the
Trustee may or may not be re-elected for another term of three years.

Each term of office shall begin with the close of the annual session. The Associational financial year will run from October
1 through September 30.

ARTICLE VII. DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. The Moderator shall preside and maintain the order of all meetings of the Association and Executive
Committee. He shall serve as ex officio member of all committees of the Association.

SECTION 2. The Vice Moderator shall assist the Moderator and preside in the absence of, or at the pleasure of the
Moderator.

SECTION 3. The Clerk shall keep a complete and accurate record of all meetings; shall prepare a "Book of Reports" to be
distributed to messengers at the beginning of the annual meeting; and prepare minutes of the annual meeting (Annual
Minutes) to be distributed to each church.

The Clerk shall distribute to the clerk of each church in the Association a congregational church profile as soon as they are
received from the State Convention. This form is to be returned to the Clerk of the Association as soon as possible or by the
deadline set by the Clerk and Director of Missions. All program reports should be returned by the same date.

An Assistant Clerk shall work with the Clerk in preparing the "Book of Reports," the annual minutes and the registration of
messengers at the annual meeting.

SECTION 4. The Treasurer shall oversee the receipts and disbursements, by order of the Executive Committee of the
Association; of the money of the treasury and ensure that a complete report is presented at the Annual meeting and a current
report at each Executive Committee meeting.

An Assistant Treasurer shall be elected to assist the Treasurer by request and to serve in the event the Treasurer resigns or is
ill or unable to function.

SECTION 5. The Parliamentarian shall upon the request of the presiding officer of the body, advise and assist the
Association with respect to all matters involving Parliamentary Procedure.

An Assistant Parliamentarian shall be elected. The Parliamentarian and Assistant should always communicate with each
other to ensure that this office is filled at each Associational Annual or Executive Committee meeting.

SECTION 6. Trustees have no authority except by direction of the Association and are not personally bound by signatures
but are to be the legal signees for the Association. Trustees represent the Association in legal matters. Trustees act on behalf
of the Association in acquisition and disposal of Associational property.

They sign all deeds of conveyance, execute all notes, bonds or mortgages, intervene in all suits, by authority of the
Association.
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All persons dealing with the Trustees, as Associational officers, may rely upon any written resolution duly adopted by the
Association or Executive Committee, directing and authorizing the Trustees to act in its behalf and certified by the
Association Moderator and Clerk.

ARTICLE VIII. RULES OF ORDER
The business meetings of the Association shall be conducted according to Robert's Parliamentary Practice or in a manner
not contrary thereto.

ARTICLE IX. QUORUM
The quorum for the Annual Associational meeting or any special called meeting of the Association shall not be less than 25
percent of the member churches.

ARTICLE X. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

SECTION 1. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the General Officers and Team Leaders elected by the
Association and the Pastor and one member from each church in the Association. No Pastor, by virtue of his being an
Associational Officer or Program Leader shall be disqualified as a member of the Executive Committee, from representing
the church or churches he may be serving in the Association. Twelve of these members shall constitute a quorum.

SECTION 2. It shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to act for the Association on matters arising when the
Association is not in session and to make a report of all work to the next session of the Association. This body shall meet at a
time and place designated by the Moderator on Monday following the second Sunday of each quarter except for the October
quarter which shall be replaced by the Annual Meeting. Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the
Moderator with a one week notice to the churches.

SECTION 3. All vacancies occurring on committees or among elected officers shall be filled by the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE XI. ASSOCIATIONAL STANDING COMMITTEES

SECTION 1. The Association shall have such standing committees as may be deemed necessary to promote efficiently the
work of the Master in our midst. The terms of office for all committee members shall be for three years except where
specifically stated otherwise.

SECTION 3. THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE shall be composed of seven members It shall be the duty of this
committee to nominate the Officers, Committees members, Team Leaders (as needed) and Institutional Agency
Representatives. These nominees shall be notified prior to presenting of their names at annual session.

SECTION 4. THE STEWARDSHIP COMMITTEE shall be composed of six members including the Treasurer of the
Association. This committee shall: (a) present a Budget to the Association for the following year; (b) devise plans for raising
the funds for the Associational Budget; (c) audit the finances and financial records of the Association annually and anytime
there is a change of Treasurer or at the direction of the Association or the Executive Committee; (d) report all audits to the
Annual Association Meeting.

SECTION 5. THE BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE shall be comprised of three members. The committee
shall be responsible for and in charge of the upkeep and repairs of the Associational building, grounds, and equipment.

SECTION 6. THE PERSONNEL COMMITTEE

A. The Committee shall be composed of 7 members of which 3 are pastors.

B. They shall recommend policies and procedures for the selection, supervision and termination of Associational
staff personnel. Those policies and procedures shall be approved by the Association.

C. Prepare and maintain an organizational manual relation to the Association's staff personnel.

D. Develop and recommend to the association policies and procedures for paid and volunteer staff personnel.

E. When a staff vacancy occurs, other than the DOM, they shall serve as the search committee. When a DOM
vacancy occurs, they shall nominate a search committee and present it to the Executive Committee.

F. The Personnel Committee shall handle grievances as outlined in the grievance policy.

SECTION 7 THE ANNUAL MEETING COMMITTEE shall be composed of seven members. The duties of this
committee shall be to

A. recommend the church(es) to host the annual meeting and the preacher(s) and alternate preacher(s) to deliver
the annual sermon for the following year,

B. present suitable resolutions at the annual Associational meeting,
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C. bring a report to the annual meeting of those listed by the member churches as deceased since the last annual
meeting,

D. keep the historical records of the Association up-to-date,

E. plan the program for the Annual Meeting(s) and present it to the Executive Committee at its October meeting,

F. shall be responsible for registering messengers at the Annual Meeting(s),

G. and shall perform all duties specified in Article XIII (amendments to by-laws).

SECTION 7 THE DOCTRINE COMMITTEE shall be composed of five pastors and two laymen.
A. It shall examine applications of churches seeking admission into the Association in keeping with Article IV and

make recommendation to the Association. It shall counsel with churches that are out of harmony of fellowship with
the Association.

B. It shall also advise churches about candidates for ordination with the following guidelines: it serves on an advisory
capacity only, serves at the request of the church from which the member is seeking ordination, is to examine such
candidates as to their call and fitness for the gospel ministry and make such recommendations to the church as they
feel led. It should regularly inform the Executive Committee of its work.

ARTICLE XII. JOB DESCRIPTION, DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS
SECTION 1. Title and Functions.
A. Position Title. This position shall be known as the Director of Missions for the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association.
B. Basic Functions. The Director of Missions shall serve as a minister to the church leaders of the Tuckaseigee
Baptist Association, as mission strategist, as chief administrative officer, and as a general leader of the Association.
C. The Personnel Committee shall be responsible to maintain, update and revise a job description as required,
making recommendations to the Association for approval as they are needed.

ARTICLE XIII. AMENDMENTS
The constitution may be amended at any annual meeting of the Association by a two-thirds majority of the
messengers present and voting, provided the amendment has been presented to the Annual Meeting Committee at least 10
days prior to the annual meeting and presented to the Association in printed form on the first day of the annual meeting to be
voted on the second day.

ARTICLE XIV. NON-PROFIT STATUS

The Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, and educational
purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations
under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

No part of the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. shall inure to the benefit of its' members, directs, officers, or
other persons except that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services
rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the exempt purposes of the organization.

In the event of dissolution, the residual assets of the Tuckaseigee Baptist Association, Inc. will be turned over to one
or more organizations with similar purposes which are exempt as organizations described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986.
