CIRCULAR LETTER. 

DEAR BRETHREN—As the good brother who wrote the last letter 
spoke of the coldness of the Church of Christ, it seems impressed on 
my mind to write on what I believe to be the only remedy, that is to 
draw nigh unto God, and he will draw nigh unto us.—James 4: 8.
