''Lord, Lord'' 
Ed. Note. This is the third in a series 
of articles dealing with th~ dilemma 
of church attendance in the Southern 
Baptist Convention. 

In the last discussion Joe Beau-
champ focused insight on attitud~s 
toward hypocrisy in our churches. 
This raises a vali1 question: What 
is a hypocrite? (Who is a hypocrite?) 
May I answer by referring to the In-
ternational Sunday School lesson of 
several weeks ago built around these 
words of our Lord: "Not everyone who 
says to me 'Lord, Lord' shall enter 
the kingdom of Heaven, but he who 
does the will of my father who is in 
Heaven." 

As Jesus journeyed throughout the 
region he closely witnessed people 
goini about what we today call, "The 
institutionalized church. ,. They 
sang and chanted Psalms, brought 
offerings and sacrifices, attended 
Bible Study, and carried with them 
a strong code of social behavior. 
fashioned after the letter of the. 
law. Was not this a religious set-
ting of the first order? Indeed 
it was. Only, something wa~ missing. 
Jesus pointed a stern finger to it 
and crjed for it. A deep love horn 
of sincerity was not to be'found. 
It had long heen covered up; painted 
over with a i:;tagnant film, of hypocric;y 
mixed' to proportion by man's zeal 
to be God. 

As the master passed he lamented 
the empty, ~oll~w ring of the music, 
the selfishness and begrudgment of 
the offerings, the rigid academic 
approach to the scripturei:; and the 
ahsurd conduct resulting from pious 
interpretations of the ri~h lore . 
of a just God. Never was the man 
from Galilee more forceful, more 
emotional than when he pointed a 
determined fiAger at the guilty and 
cried, "Woe be unto you, Scr;i----t>.es a_nq__ 
Pharisees; Hypocrites!" / · 

Today the same situation prevai~. 
Church members sing hymns of pra-i---&e 
with their lips, not their hearts, 
Churches struJgle with the ";eft-
o v er s " from t o d a y ' s m a t e r i a l 1 s' t i c 
society, Sunday Schools teach so 
little that when te~ts are_ given 
about the Bible,Protestants rate 
only 4.6 per cent higher than those 
who haven't attended church at all~ 
and a worse extreme e~ii:;ts in social 
behavior: the letter of the law is 
often the same as what gives the 
most oleasure. 

I s · i t an y .w o n d e r J e s u s s po k e o f . 
using a two-edged sword? He needed 
something this strong to cut through 
the hypocrisy. The same is true to-
day. That sword is the Word of God 
and it still works.when applied 
forcefully.

, 

''TO QUICKEN OUR PACE'' 
We have heen thrust into the responsibilities of a 

com?lex and dynamic society and we need insight and 
wisdom. One of the places we look for guidance is the 
Gospel According to Mark. 

Our Lord, wh0 spoke with clarity about God's grace 
and righteous rul~, ·stre~sed the value of a new mind for 
a new age. He said, "Repent, and believe in the gospel" 
(Mark l:15b). T; repent is to change the mind. To 
believe in the gosrel is to rely upon· the love of God 
which was manifested in its full splendor in Jesus Chr~t. 

The vision we seek on this campus is the vision· of 
the whote gospel for the whole man for the whole world. 
The new ~ind for the new age is a mind renewed and guided 
by the mind of Christ, a teachable mind capable of in-
sight and~foresight, a disciplined mind informed by the 
Christian heritage and by the advancement of learning 
during the past two decades. 

There is ample evidence th3t the most alert young 
people in this eeneration have new minds for a new age. 
Five ye~rs aeo at a distinguished uPiversity I was 
lodged for.three days in a small hotel occupied mainly 
by graduate students. At breakfast one morning I 
observed that each student there was reading a bopk or 
a manuscript as he ate his food.

We took seri0usly four 
guide 1 in es for reset> r ch: ( 1 ) ex a m_i n e the origin a 1 
source: (2) re~d the entire document; (3) record the 
findings c0mprehensively, accurately, clearly; (4) in-

1terpret the findings honestly and in perspective. 
In the search for a new mind for a new age, we are 

en g a e e d i n e ff or t s t (> i ,n po r v e t he q u a 1 i t y of t he :> log i cnl 
learning. We are exploring ways to use scholarship in 
education for Christian ministry at a high level of 
profe~~ional competence. The achievement of this 
objective will require a love of le~rning, systematic 
study, effective teaching, refined managerial skill, 
tested criteria of educational performance, and finaq-
cial resources. First of all it will require repen-
tance and faith: a new mind for a n~w age. 

There is an exposition of the i0spel in Romans 5-8 
which begins with the test"i:nony that "beinf, justified 
hy faith, we have peace with God thr~ugh our Lord Jesus 
Christ" and end~ with the assurance that nothing will 
be able "to separate us frn~ the love of God in Christ 
Jesus ~ur Lord." Persons wh~ repent and believe in this 
gospel will be a~le to givP vp childish ways, to grow 
ip Christian maturity, and to brinH the insight and 
sensitivity of a renewed mind to the issues confronting 
the people of God in a new ace.
