REPORT 'OF COMMITTEE ON CONSTITUTON AND
ORDER AT BEULAH CHURCH, \VAKTTLLA
COUNTY, FLORIDA, ON OCTOBER 3, 1874.

The cause of this Constitution was not for convenience
from geographical situations, nor from enmity to any
of our sister churches or brethren, nor from a feeling of
exclusiveness or selfishness or desire to be let alone, nor
from a difference of opinion wi th our brethren, or a dis­
belief of the long established doctrines and usages of
the old Baptist, as to add to or detract from the com­
mandments, nor with a view of severing the church of
Christ into another fragment, or setting up another re­
Ilgious sect, thereby weakening the cause of our Master,
already enfeebled by divisions, and lessening the power
and influence of the Gospel bv trying to force nice dis­
tinctions, thus substituting ourselves and affording to
others a pretext to substitute a system, of perverse dis­
puting and disgraceful wrangling for the simplicity of
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Christ's revealed will as taught in .His word."Ve do
father pray for unity unda healing of the breaches' al­
ready made. But we have been lhrO\vninto a dilemma;
either. to submit to the exclusion and unchurch iug ofa
part of our body directly. vand all of us ultimately and,
suspend all religious services as in the fear of God, as~

serting the sovereignty of the Church and meeting ' to­
gether in a church and associational capacity for our
mutual comfort and edification. We believe that the
cause of truth demands that we adopt the latter alter­
native, assured from an intimate acquaintance with our
Sister Elim, that she had not nor has not departed from
the faith of God's elect, and tha t her exclusion from the
Ocklocknee Association under the above charge, and the
dropping of our Sister Mt. Zion for endorsing her SUP1

posed departure, was in the highest sense unjustified by
facts associutional, constitutional or scriptural, and a
lamentable disregard of Ephesians 4 and 3.

The order of this Association and of the Churches of
which she is composed is preserved unchanged in any par:
ticular, being that of the Pr-imitive Baptist all over the
world, to wi t : Salvation by grace through faith, which
is the gift of God, Ephesians 2:8; that a Church is a body
of immersed believers, Acts 2 :41, who only are entitled to
the ordinances of the Lord's Supper and Washin~ of tha
Saint's feet, John 13; together with the Articles of Faith
and Rules of Decorum, common to our people, which we
omit in this provisional minute.

1. We believe in only one true and living God, and
that there are in the Godhead, the Father, the Son and the
Holy Ghost.

2. We believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testa­
ments are the Word of God, and the only rule of faith and
practice. .

3. We beli-eve in the doctrine of election of grace.
4. We believe in one Lord, one Faith and one Bap­

fism.
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5. We believe in man's impotency to recover himself
from the state he is in by nature of his own free will and
ability.

6. 'Ve believe that sinners are justified in the sight
of God only by the imputed righteousness of Christ.

7. ' 'Ve believe that God's elect shall be called, regen­
erated and sanctified bv the Holv Ghost.
. 8. 'Ve ·believe the faithful slwIl grow in grace and
in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

9. 'Ve believe that Baptism, the Lord's Supper and
the 'Vashingof Feet are ordinances of Jesus Cln-ist, and
that true believers are the only subjects of these ordi­
nances, and that the onl y mode of Baptism is by immer­
sion.

10. 'Ve believe the punishment of the wicked shall be
everlasting, and the joy of the righ teous will be eternal.

11. 'Ye be lieve that no Minister has the ri gh r to the
adrnin lstratlon of the Ordinances only such HS are regu­
IaI'1y called and come under the imposition of the hands
of the Pt-esbvterv.
