ARTICLES OF FAITH.

Seventh. 'Ve believe that saints shall perdevere in grace, and that they never

shall finally fall away.
Eighth. We believe that immersion is essential to baptism.
Ninth. We believe that no person ha3 a right to administer the ordinances but

such as are regularly called and qualified thereunto.
Tenth. We believe in the resurrection of the dead and a general j urlgment; that

the punishment of the wicked shall be evellasting ::I.nd the joys of the righteous
eternal.

Eleventh. We the members of the Tuckaseige Bap~ist Association, agreeing to
the above articles of faith, and having been led, a~ We believe by the spirit of God
to receive the Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour, and on the profession of our faith
having been baptized in the name of the Father, and of the 80n, and of the Holy
Ghost, we do now, in t.he presence of God, Angels and this assembly, most solemn­
ly and joyfully enter into this covenant with one another as one body in Christ.

Twelfth. We engage, therefore, by the aid of tlHl Holy :"pil'it, to work together
in Christian love; to strive for the advancement of this Association in knOWledge,'
holiness and comfort,; to promote its prosperity and spiritnality; to contribute
che~rfully and regularly to the support of the ministry, the expense of this body,
the relief of the poor and the spread of the gospel through all nations.

Thirteenth. We also engage to maintain familyaud secret devotion; to relig­
ously educate our children; to seek the salvation of our kindred and acquaintan­
ce.s; to walk circumspectly in the world; to be just in our dealings, faithful in our
engagements and exemplary in our depl\rtment; to avoid all tattlinO' back bitinO'
and use of intf'xicating drinks as a beverage; and to be zealous in "'~ur efforts tZ
advance the kingdom of our Saviou!'.

Fourteenth. \Ye further engage to watch over one another in brotherly love; tb
remember each·qther in prayer; 'to aid each other in sickness and distress; to cul­
tivate ClJristian sympathy in feeling and courtesy in speech; to be slow to offend,
but al ways ready for reconciliation, and mindful 01' the rules of OUl' Saviour to se­
cure it, without delay.

CONSTrrrU'fION.

ARTICLE 1. This Association shall be calld the Tuckasiege Baptist Assoc'iati.on.
Art, 2. The primary objects of this Association are to extend Christ's Kingdom

at home and abroad, to foster the Sunday School work, to encourage and support
Christian education and ~he Baptist Orphanage at Thomasville.

Art. 3. It shall be composed of male members chosen by missionary Baptist
churches, sent to represent them in the Association; and who have complied with
this Constitution.

Arc. 4. In the certificates should be expressed the number baptized, received
by letter, restored, dismissed, excluded, and names of the deceased, total number
of mp,mbers, the contributions for minutes, education, State, Homo and Foreign
l\liSS~OllS, ~rpha~age, pastor's salary. and ot.h~r objects, since tllf last Association,
the tIlne of meetlDg nUlllQer of ordamed mlDlsters, names of pastor, cleek, ~un­

day School Superintendent and their postoffices, number of Sunday Schools, offi­
cers and teacilers, average attendance and total number enrolled.

Art. 5. This Assl\ciation shall have no power to lord it over God's heritage. X or
shall it have any clerical power over the church or infringe upo n any of their in­
ternal righ'tf; in the .Association.

Art. O. Th~ Association shall have a Moderator, Clerk, Treasurer and Histori­
an, who shalf be elected by a majorit.y of the whole vote.

Art. 7. This Association shall have the right to determine what churches shall
be admitted as members of this body.

Art. t:\. This Association shall have the right to withdraw her fellowship from
any church for not complying with her rules, or for violating the orthodox princi­
ples of the Gospel

Art. 0. Each church in this Association shall he entitled to three delegates, and
one additional delegate for each $,).O~ contributed to the five objects mentioned in
Article 4, and in addition may send the eldership of the church as delegates.

Art. 10. It shall be the duty of the clerk to have the Articles of Faith and Con­
stitution printed in the minutes annually.

Art. 11. The Association shall appoint a Board of Trustees for the' 'Tuckaseige
Sylva Collegiate Institute," consisting of twenty-one members; seven of whom
shall constitute a quorum. The first seven to serve one year, the second seven to
serve 1"\-\"0 years, the third seven to serve three years. These trustees' are empow­
ered to receive and hold school property for the Association; to select teachers,
and attend to such other business as may be necessary f0r the educational inter­
est of the Association. The Association shall appoint seven Trustees annually
and fill all vacancies as occur by resignation or otherwise. Said Trustees are re­
quired to report annually to the Association.

Art. 12. This Constitution may be altered. or amended by a two thirds vote of
the members present.
