REPORT ON BIBLICAL RECORDER

The Biblical Recorder was founded in 1833 by Thomas Mere­
dith and has served as organ of the Baptist State Convention
these 89 years.

The Recorder is owned by about 100 Baptists who have got­
rten sometimes 6 per cent on their money, two or three years 8
per cent and a number of years nothing at all. But for the, other
interests of the corporation we would be obliged to charge $2.50
instead of $2.00 for the Recorder. Several of the other papers
are charging $2.50 already, and a number of them have their
finances supplemented by the State Mission Board.

We hope to put on a campaign for an increased circulation
in September and October of this year, at which time we hope
to enlist the churches in putting the Recorder in the homes of
our people, not only for the sake of the Recorder but much more
for the sake of the churches. We feel that if our people know the
needs of the work, they have the right spirit and will supply every
need.

There has never been a time when the need of good litera­
ture among our people was greater than today. For the safety
of our homes, the Christian Culture of our people, and in the in­
terest of good work we commend the Recorder as worthy of a
place in every Baptist home in North Carolina.

There are 550 children in the two homes and the Mother's
aId cares f~r 225 fatherless children in the care of their mothers.

REPORT ON STATE MISSIONS

'As we near the century in the life of our Convention we ·face
such world-wide opportunity as we have never before faced in
our history. Every door of a lost world is ajar and the cry
comes from far and near for the saving gospel of Jesus Christ.

The State Mission Board is doing all in its power to make
effective the great commission of our Lord. More than two hun­
dredmissionary pastors are employed and paid in full or in part
by the board. The board is endeavoring to secure a strong pas­
tor at every high school and college in the state. It has many
fields in which to labor. The Sunday schools, B.Y.P.U's., W.M.U's.,
Enlistment and Evangelism. In all of these departments much
work 'is being done and splendid accomplishments are reported
in each department.

At a recent meeting of the board a new department was
inaugurated, that of Stewardship, with Rev. Vlalter M. Gilmore at
the head. The wisdom of the board in creating this new depart­
ment is very evident. It is hoped that this Association will give
its hearty support to every department of the work and thus
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hasten the coming of the Kingdom of the Master.
Lastly, the State Mission Board is the great distributing

agency of our denomination, on it largely depends the success
or failure of the Kingdom Enterprise.

REPORT ON SYLVA COLLEGIATE INSTITUTE

Our 1922-23 session was very successful. The work done
by both faculty and students was recognized as being among idle
best. Our enrollment was by far the largest in a number .of
years.

We excelled in athletics, and it was encouraging to all of us
to know the splendid spirit which existed among our athletic
teams. They always held a short prayer service just before their
games. This we believe is in teaching with our school. A very
small per cent of our students failed in their work. We graduat­
ed a class of thirty-three last May, sixteen of whom are entering
college and a large number of the rest are ente-ring the teach­
ing profession.

We stress thoroughness in our work and emphasize the re­
ligious side of life. Last fall during the tent meeting held by
Rev. Shuford Jenkins, a Mars Hill college student, twenty-five
of our students were converted, making a total of one hundred
and hventy-five conversions in our school during the last three and
half years. Several have felt the call to the ministry during their
stay with us. It has been our privilege to read God's word and
pray with a number of our young men and women concerning
their life's work.

We have one man with us who has stepped out at the age
of 43. .He is willing to make any sacrifice if he can only secure
an education in order that he may preach the Gospel of the Lord
Jesus Christ more effectively. Brethren, when God calls men
from their stores and other vocations of life into the ministry
it seems to me that it is a challenge to us as a Baptist people
to do our best to make it possible for them to secure an educa­
tion. We have call after call from men who want to come and
bring their families and go to school. Weare compelled to turn
them down because we have no cottages for them.

The prospects for this year look bright. We have enrolled
160 to date and are expecting many more. Weare in a position
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to do greater work in the future than in the past since we have
our new building about finished. But we need many improve­
ments yet. Under God we are trying to give the very best train­
ing possible. Pray for us in our work.

in both mind and soul? The speaker then encouraged the peo­
ple of this and other Western Carolina Associations to send
their children to our own school, Sylva Collegiate Institute where
they could receive that kind of education that makes for the
building of Christian men and women.

REPORT ON HOME MISSION BOARD

The Home Mission Board made 2, great report to the South­
ern Baptist Convention in Kansas City last May. When the
Convention met in that city 18 years ago, the board's receipts for
the year were $169,988.92. This year they were 1,002,193.07.

Then the board reported 10,551 baptisms, this year 38,770.
Then there were 20,570 additions to the churches, this year 59,
597. In 1906 the board had no special department of Evange­
lism. Shortly after that the department was organized and
through it there have been 152,846 converts baptized, 208,643
additions to the churches and 23,260 volunteers for the ministry
or definite mission work.

While Southern Baptists have made mighty pl.'ogress there
are greater needs and vaster opportunities at present than ever
before in our history.

There are millions of lost souls whom we must reach nnd
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our people must be enlisted in all our denominational life and
activities.

Our Home Mission Board is heavily in debt on account of
the great enlargement of the work and the falling off of re­
ceipts due largely to the deflation in prices in general.

Let us come to the help of this great work and all OU1:' other
interests as well.

REPORT ON SUNDAY SCHOOLS

Baptist Sunday school work in North Carolina has shown
marvelous growth and development during the year.

We stand first among the states in the south in the number
of Sunday schools compared with the number of churches. We
now have 2,174 Baptist Sunday schools in the state. The aim
now is a Baptist Sunday school in every Baptist church.

There are 265,496 enrolled in our Sunday schools. For
every hundred church members there are about 82 in Sunday
schools. But there are in North Carolina about 500,000 people
who belong to our constitiency and are not in Sunday schools.
One great task that we have is to get this g'l'eat mass of people at­
tending a Bible school so that they may have the word of God hid
in their hearts. .

Another great need of the Sunday school is trained teachers
and without these inferior work is inevitable while if our teachers
are trained any ideal is possible. It is urged that every church
and Sunday school arrange for a teacher training course so that
we may have teachers worthy of the great cause· wbich they rep­
resent.

The Committee therefore recommends: That this Associa­
tion adopt a permanent Teacher Training policy looking toward
the enlistment of every teacher and officer in the Normal Course.

RESOLUTION OF RESPECT

It was a beautiful bright evening on August 2, 1923, in. the
Golden Gate City of the West, a white-winged messenger came
to the room of our grand Commander-in-Chief, Warren G. Hard­
ing, and carried his spirit to its celestial home and his body re­
turned to earth from whence it came.

The words, acts and conduct of our great chief seem to us
to have been filled with the spirit of the New Testament. As
Baptists we cannot appraise the political worth of any man but
his moral and spiritual worth is within our province.

We believe that President Harding was good; that he was'
kind; that he was generous.' These are truly Godly virtues and
higher praise we know not how to give. These virtues are brought
to a brilliant light in the person of a pre-eminent leader of men,
and we, as Baptists, urge all our people to carefully study and
emulate the character of this great man.

Warren G. Harding was the 29th President of this great
commonwealth, and the only Baptist president this country has
ever had, and we rejoice that the Baptist denomination has stich
a man and such an illustrious member. We assert our unwaver­
ing faith in the infinite wisdom of God, but we cannot refrain
from sorrow at the death of this man whom all loved, because
that sorrow also comes from God.

We join with the millions of our fellow citizens in sympathy
with that faithful widow who has strengthened every hope and
supported every effort. Her example of fidelity and fortitude
will never be forgotten.

Therefore the Tuckaseegee Baptist Association of Jackson
county resolve:

First: That in the death of our great chieftain, Warren
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G. Harding, the Baptist denomination has lost a great and good
man.

Second: That while we sorrow in this loss, we bow our
hearts to His will and are thankful for his life and his devotion
to the cause of Jesus Christ.

Third: .We extend to his widow our deepest sympathy and
pray that they some day will be reunited.

Fourth: That a copy of these resolut,ions be mailed to Mrs.
Harding and a copy spread on the minutes of this Association.

Done at the 94th annual meeting of the Tuckaseegee Bap­
tist Association on this the 18th day of August 1923.

At the close of the reading of the above resolution the asso­
ciation stood with bowed heads while Bro. A. C. Queen led a
prayer thanking God for the life of this noble man and beseech­
i~g Him to comfort the bereaved widow and guide him upon
whose shoulders the responsibility of President has fallen. .

REPORT ON FOREIGN MISSIONS

The purpose of Foreign Missions is to carry the Gospel of
Jesus Christ to those nations where Christ is not known. We
now have 891 churches in fourteen foreign lands. One fourth of
these are self' supporting and one half of them have their own
houses of worship. There are 2,896 out stations which give us
4,000 stations ~here the word of God is preached regularly.
Last year there were 12,611 baptized, 4,720 more than the pre­
vious year. We now have 13,328 members in the foreign field.
There are 796 schools which were attended by 32,789 students.
Last year there were 1337 Sunday schools which had an enroll­
ment of 67,407. There are now 501 foreign missionaries and
four times the number of native missionaries that we had at
the beginning of the 75 million campaign.

We appeal to you to do your part and pay up y"our 75 mil­
lion pledges that this work may continue until we are able to
bfing the vast populations of the foreign lands into the Kingdom
of God.

hath gotten me this wealth. But thOll shall remember the Lord
thy God, for it is he that giveth the power to get wealth.

God's share will be he first fruits of all increase and when
God's people obey him in this particular the church will have
new spiritual powers and will find ready at hand all the money
needed to preach the Gospel to all mankind.

Since the New Testament is piain on the Doctrine of Stew­
ardship; since the co-operating interests at home and abroad are
in distressing need of financial relief; and, since the Baptist peo­
ple are well able to finance the program: Therefore be it rec­
ommended:

Fourth: That we urge regular and systematic giving.
Fifth: That all churches remit regularly, through the reg­

ular channels all money given to co-operative interests.
Sixth: That we urge that every church pay the pastor and
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local church expenses in a regular and systematic way.
