predestination, as set forth in the Scriptures, vet we desire to advise 
the churches of thiS Association that when the words "absolute," 
"all things," "limited,"Or "unlimited," ot• anv other prefix or suffix, 
is appended to "predestination," it changes its true meaning and is 
theref()re dangerous, and should not be tolerated. It was adopted.
