RERORT ON BlLICAL RECORDER.

The Biblical Recorder was founded in 1833 by Thomas Meredith and
has served as organ of the Baptist State Convention these 89 years.

Toe Recorder is owned by aoout 100 Baptists who have gotten some
times 6 per cent on their money, two or three years 8 per cent, and a
number of years nothing at all. Hut for the other interest" of the cor­
poration we would be obliged to charge $2.50 instead of 2.00 for the
Recorder. everal of the other papers are charging 2.50 already, and
a number of them have their finances supplemented from the State MIS­
sion Boards.

We hope t put on a campaign for an in~reased circulation in Sep­
tember and October of this year, at which lime we hope to enlist the
churches in putting the Recorder in the homes of our people, not
only for the sake 01 the Recorder but much more for the sake of the
churches. We feel that ifour people know the needs of the work they
have th e right pirit and will supply every need.

When the Biblical Recorder was established its chief mission was to
keep the churches informed as to the work of the denomination. The
Convention had been organized bus three years, the churches belonging
to the Convention were scattered over the State, the means of com­
munication were quite limited, and the brethren realized the need of
having some means of communication between the churches. The most
effective agency they could adopt was a paper to be published weekly
and di tributed as widely as possible among the churches by inducing
the members to subscribe.

Then there is the work of our denomination about which all our peo­
ple should be informed, and the only means by wh ich they can be in­
formed is by reading the Biblical Recorder. The pastors may call at-
