The proposal to request the change of dates (formerly, December 18th-
January 1st.) was drawn up by the SCC in its meeting last Tuesday, November 
19th. The proposal was presented to the Faculty in their meeting last Wednes-
day afternoon by Graduate Class Representative, Ralph Grow. 

A basic factor in considering any change was the obligation of the Sem-
inary as a member of the American Association of Theological Schools to meet 
classes 60 days a semester. The resulting change of dates was on a quid pro 
quo basis so far as the number of class days was concerned, though we gained 
a third weekend in the revision. 

The overwhelming student reaction thus far expressed has been one of 
joyful gratitude for the Faculty's decision.
